Cristen Brooks, Floyd-Coqnty’s Family and
Community Health Extension Agent presented
her activity report from February and March.

County Judge Marty Lucke presented the
County Investment-Report: The county has
three CDs ($200K) of which $2,064.32 of
interest was reinvested. The three CDs include
$101K-General Fund, $75K in Road, and $25K
in Library. The county is looking to investing
another $300K of CDs, which would provide
for a base investment of $500K. Lucke stated
that, ...because we have been frugal, all of the
debt we were in three years ago is gone, and we
are building up or portfolio.

Bunnies, chicks, and duckhngs are often associated with
spring and newness of life. Over the years they have also
become much requested Easter gifts.

Despite their popularity many end up in animal shelters
once children tire of their cute, little new pets. That’s why
many animal welfare advocates and humane societies advise
sticking to chocolate, in the strongest possible terms, and oth-
ers encourage educated, responsible rabbit and chicken adop-
tion during the Easter holidays.

Parents need to think carefully before purchasing any live
animal as a gift for a child and about the commitment of
ownership.”

The same applies to ducks and chicks. People will get one
or two and sometimes they only last a week of so if not prop-
erly cared for.

often parents buy chicks and, if they survive, try to raise
them in the city. For parents who want to take on the respon-
sibility of a live animal at Easter and although feed stores may
carry a number of ducklings and chickens most businesses
advise against grftmg birds to children as pets, especially Eas-
ter gifts.

Chicks are living creatures are creatures that can live up to
10 years with proper care. Before purchasing chicks it is im-
portant to research ownership and the responsibility of rais-
ing chick carefully.”

backyardchickens.com and www.mypetchicken.com and at
the local extension’s website.

Advice for caring for rabbits includes:

Use the proper equipment. Only use all-wire cages. These
are much less likely to cause urine stains on your rabbit than
solid bettomed cages. They also keep your rabbit’s environ-
ment cleaner and reduce ammonia. If you plan to breed your
rabbits, make sure you have a nest box ready at least a week
before your doe is due to deliver.

Feed a healthy and consistent diet. People will spend a

long time lookmg at feed bag labels trying to determine the

While that is admirable,
sometimes the freshness of the feed and the consistency of
the nutrition are more important than the brand of pellets.

Ideally, show rabbits should have a diet low in protein and .|

fat and high in fiber. Free-choice timothy hay is an excel-
lent addition to any rabbit’s meal. Always make sure the
feed is fresh; rabbits will not condition well on stale pellets.
A healthy base diet is more effective at getting your rabbit
in top condition than any supplements you could throw in.

Provide the proper environment. Proper housing doesn’t
stop at a well-made cage. The cage must be located in an
area with excellent ventilation. The surrounding tempera-
ture should not get above 85 degrees at any time of the year,
at least unless you take measures to keep your rabbit cool
and hydrated in hot weather. The cage can be kept outside,
but must be protected from predators and precipitation.
It must be kept in a quiet area so your rabbit will not be
stressed.
