Is he to explain
to her nll his business affalrs and make
known Lo her all elements involved in
every transaction In which profit and
logs ure concerned? With regard to
his business dealings gho Is but o ma-
chine, and her ears ure not poliuted by
atatements of fact or otherwige. Heor
mind shonld be sufliciently under con-
trol not to reason about anything that
he dictates, except to direct attention
to verbal or other mistakes in com-
position. But no stenographer, male
or female, should write things, which,
passing through thelr eara Into their
minds, and to the machine through
thelr fingers, could not but defile, The
stenographer need not make an lssue.
If & man happens to use profane lan-
guage let ber furnlsh the copy with-
out the profane language., ‘Then If
an Issue Is made it will be by the man's
inglsting upon It, and If he does In-
slst upon It ghe will do well to take
her departure, trusting In the ‘Power
that makes for righteousness,'"

MAUSOLEUM FOR A BLIND MAN

Charles Rooss Wil Shortly Erect the
Finest In Amerien.

From the Pittsburg Dispatch:
Charles Broadway Rouss, the blind
millionaire of New York, will shortly
erect a mausoleum in his lot in Mount
Hebron cemetery, Winchester, W. Va.
It will be the finest mausoleum in
America and will cost $100,000, It was
designed by C. E. Taunton & Co, of
New York, who also have the contract
for erecting it. It will take one year
to complete the work. This structure
18 to be of Dorle architecture and a
poerfect model of the Theseum in
Athens, 1t Is to be bullt of the best
Barre (VL) granite and the Interlor
will be fnilshed In colored marble,
The roof will be composed of three
stones, each three feet long and nine
feet wide, welghing twenty-five tons
cach, Each pediment stone will welgh
twenty-three tons. Around the mauso-
leum will be thirty-six fluted columns,
each column and ecap cut from solld
granite. Inslde there will be twelve
niches built on the wall with sliding
marble panels to cover them. Stalned
ginsa windows will give the bullding
the appearance of a chapel., The niches
will be bullt above each other and fa-
cing the east will be two sarcophag!
which are to hold the bodles of Rouss
and his wife. The floor of the mauso-
leum will be one plece of the solid pol-
irhed granite and the doors wiil be
lurge affalrs of solid bronge. Under-
neath the mausoleum there is to be a
erypt with twelve more niches. It will
be entered by a blind stalrcase from the
outside. The stalrcase will be hidden
from view by a solld bluestone, which
will be covered with sod, as It ls not
intended to use the erypt until the up-
per part of the mausolenm s filled, Al-
tugether this tomb will contain more
than 500 tons ol granite,

EASBY DIVORCES, LAST SUN-
DAY'S SUBJECT.

‘What Thersfore God Halh Joined To-
gether Lot Not Man Pot Asunder*
Matt. 19 0—Nuelolony All Ower the
Houss as Woll as In the CUloset.

That there are hundreds and thou-
sands of infellcitous home In America
no one will doubt. If there were only
one skeleton In the closet, that might
be locked up and abandoned; but in
many a home there {8 a skeleton In
the hallway and g skeleton in all the
apartments, “Unhapplly married” are
two words descriptive of many a home-
stead, It needs no orthodox minister
to prove to a badly mated palr that
there 18 a hell; they are there now.
Sometimes a grand and graclous wom-
an will be thus Incarcerated, and her
life will be a eruclfixion, as was the
case with Mrs, Bigourney, the great
poetess and the great soul. Sometimes
A consecrated man will be united to a
fury, as was John Wesley, or united to
a vixen, ns was John Milton, Some-
times, and generally, both parties are
to blare, and Thomas Carlyle is an
intolerable grumbler, and his wife has
a pungent retort always ready, and
Froude, the historian, pledged to tell
thae plain truth, has to pull aside the
curtain from the lifelong squabble at
Cralgenputtock and 5 Cheyne row,

Some say that for the alleviation of
all these domestic disorders of which
we hear, easy divorce Is a good pre-
scription. God sometimes authorizes
divorce as certainly as he authorizes
marriage. 1 have just as much regard
for one lawlully divorced as I have for
one lawfully married, But you know
and 1 know that wholesale divorce is
one of our national scourges. [ am not
surprised at this when 1 think of the
Influences which have been abroad
militating against the marriage rela-
tion. For many years the platforms
of the country rang with talk about
a free-love millennium, There were
meetings of this kind held In the Acad-
emy of Musie, Brooklyn; Cooper insti-
tute, New York; Tremont temple, Bos-
ton, and all over the land. Some of the
women who were most prominent in
that movement have since been distin-
gulshed for great promiscuity of affec-
tlon. Popular themes for such ocea-
slons were the tyranny of man, the op-
pression of the marriage relation,
women’s rights, and the affinities.
Prominent speakers were women with
short curls and short dress and very
long tongue, everlastingly at war with
God because they were created women;
while on the platform sat meek men
with soft atcent and cowed demeanor,
apologetic for masculinity, and hold-
fng the parasols while the termagant
orators went on preaching the gospel
of free love. That campalign of about
twenty years set more devils into the
marriage relation than will be exor-
cised in the next fifty. Men and wom-
en went home from such meetings so
permanently confused as to who were
thelr wives and husbands that they
never got out ol the perplexity, and
the criminal and the clvil courts tried
to disentangle the Iliad of woes, and
this one got alimony, and that one got
a limited divorce, and this mother kept
the children on condition that the fa-
tner could sometimes come and look at
tnem, and these went Into poorhouses,
and those went Into insane asylums,
and those went iInto dissolute public
life, and all went to destruction. The
mightiest war ever made agalnst the
marriage Institution was that free-love
campaign, sometimes under one name
and sometimes under another.

Another Influence that has warred
upon the marriage relation has been
polygamy In Utah. That is a stereo-
typed caricature of the marriage rela-
tion, and has polsoned the whole land.

After that you are not sur-
prised at the announcement that In one
county of the state of Illinols, In one
year, there were 833 divorcea, If you
want to know how easy It ls, you have
only to look over the records of the
states, In Mussachusetts, 600 divorces
in one year; In Malne, 478 In one year;
In Connecticut, 401 divorces n one
year; In the city of S8an Franclsco, 333
divorces In one year; In New England,
in one year, 2,113 divorces, and In
twenty years In New England, 20,000,
Is that not easy enough? If the same
ratio continue, the ratio of multiplied
divoree and multiplied causes of di-
vorce, we are not far from the time
when our courts will have to set apart
whole daya for application, and all you
will nave to prove agalnst a4 man will
be that he left his slippers In the mid-
dle of the floor, and all you will have
to prove agalnst a woman will be that
her husband's overcoat was buttonless.
Causes of divorce doubled in a few
years, doubled In France, doubled In
England, and goubled in the United
States. To show how very easy it Is, I
have to tell you that in Western Re-
serve, Oluo, the proportion of divorces
to marriages celebrated was in one
year one to eleven; In Rhode Island,
one to thirteen; in Vermont, one to
fourteen, Is not that easy enough?

1 want you to notice that frequency
aof divorce always goes along with the
dissoluteness of soclety, Rome for 600
years had not one case of divoree,
Those were her days of glory and
virtue. Then the reign of vice began,
and divorce became epldemie. If you
want to know how rapidly the empire
went down, ask Gibbon. Do you know
how the Relpn of Terror was intro-
duced in France? By 20,000 cases of
divorce In one year in Paris. What we
want In this country, and in all lands,
{8 that divorce be made more and more
difficult. Then people before they enter
that relation will be persuaded that
there will probably be no escape from
it, except through the door of the sep-
ulchre. Then they will pause on the
verge of that relation, until they are
fully satisfied that it is best, and that
it Is right, and that it {8 happlest.
Then we shall have no more marriages
in fun. Then men and women will not
enter the relation with the idea It Is
only a trial trip, and if they do not like
it they can get out at the first land-
Ing. ‘then this whole question will be
tasen out of the frivolous into the tre-
mendous, and there will be no more
Joking about the blosoms in a bride's
hair than about the cypress on a coffin.

What we want, Is that the congress

Men End Thelr Days for the Benefit of
Thelr Families—There Is a Difference
of Oplnlon on the Nubjeel—Increass
In Namber Yearly.

From the Phlladelphin Inqgitirer: The

Miggourl declslon that the Insurance
company must pay the full value of the
polley of 4 sulclde unless '. can show

that self-murder was contemplated at
the time that the polley was taken out
will open up the question as to whether
the insurance of lives encourages sui-
cide. High oMicers in varlous compa-
nles have from time to time arg
that it does not, but statistles would
seem to point to a different conclusion,
In 1889 the sulcide rate of insured was
12,7 per 100,000, while in 1808 it had
risen to 17 per 106,000 Where Insur-
ance companies declare that they will
contest any suleide claims they
may be putting a premium on self-de-
struction. Some yeurs ago, when the
aecident fnsnrance boom  was at 118
height In England, a commission was
appoltited to investigate the matter, It
found that in cases where the premiinm
on the loss of an eyve was greater than
for the loss of 4 leg the compiany mak-
Ing the offer had more “eye claims” to
puy than anything elee. Wheres the
right hund was rated at the highest
figure, more right hands thin any
other portion of the body were lost
This matter of self-mutilution for an
insurance reward was olearl,; demon-
strated by the testimony gecured by the
commission, [t alsy brought ta light
another Interesting fac!, The greatest
number of accldent cokes were reported
from that class that is known as the
“gonteel poor.” Ag the members of
this class follow elerical or profession-
il careers rather than mechanical or
arduous ones, the number of accidents
among them, as compared with those
who follow hazardous businessos was
remarkable. It was falrly well dems-
onstrated that when they wepe hard up
for a few pounds they wonuld take ot
an accldent policy for the amount nead-
ol and go, to come home withe a
crushed leg or hand as the case might
warrant, In the matter of sualeide

The Warships aod [Gusboats Did Remarkably
Effective Werk and Mhe Fiipincs
Were Powerless.

Manila, Bept. 26.—The United Stales
«rulser Charleston, the monitor Mon-
tersy and the gunboats Concord and
Zafiro, with marines and blue jackets
from the crulser Baltimore, left Cavite
Sept. 18, and proceeded to Sublg bay
to destroy an Insurgent cannon there,
Owing to the bad weather the opera-
tlon was postponed until Baturday,
when the warships for three hours

Armangemaut of Trees on Covatry Flaces.
On plantations depends largely theo
succesaful composition and coloring of
a country place. The first thing to con-
| slder before you begin to plant is the
| adjustment of your views, vistas, or
outlooks. Ordinarily, except where you
require for some reason a special out-
look, the entire outside border of the
place should be planted with a mass
of trees and shrubs, making a hedge
of irregular, waving lines. Ordinarily,
| 100, there should be something llke
seven shrubs to every tree, the shrubs
standing eight or ten feet apart and
the trees forty to fifty feet, This rule
applies, of course, to only large grow-
! ing shrubs; the smaller ones can be
tucked in round about. It 1s an excel-
lent plan to establish a lofty tree, like
the elm, tulip, or poplar, at each
| marked angle of the place and at either
slde of the carriage entrance, It tends
to give character to the entire lawn.
It you have room enough, one of the
| ways of emphasizing certaln Interest-
| Ing parts of your country place, and
| especially the plensant home charae-
ter of the house, {s to establish a grove
! near thdt building. Set out tho best
| shadetrees—elme, maples, Dbeeches,
| tulip-trees, liguid ambars, and lindens
| —and let them stund forty or fifty fect
| apart, so that they may grow Iinto
broad and lofty trees, dispensing
| ubundant shade. Such a grove near the
house will give perpetual delight
throughout the year, Even In winter,
during snow and lee storms, you will
| find unfailing pleasure In contempizt-
| Ing the unexpected and magleal of-
| fects of snow and ice In your grove,
lund moreover find comfort in seeking
Its protecting shelter If you have
|planted a few pines in the midst.
Planting groves means to many people
gimply the setting out of a cluster of
| trees elght or ten fect apart and allow-
| ing them to slowly crowd each cther
[ to death. Properly mnnaged, the grove
miay bhe the most delightful and ad-

From Farmers' Review: As plant
diseases appear to reduce the income
from the farm, the farmers of the
country and those who are supported
largely by them to devise alds and
means of assistance, are spurred to
| greater endeavor to overcome them.
| There are two general methoda of pro-
(eedure. One, to find some remedy for
| the disease itselt, and the other to find
| some type of the piant which will nat-
| urally resist the disease, The latter
s really the most satisfactory, as with
the adoption of a resistant specles the
disease may entirely die out, while un-
| der preventive or remedial treatment,
it is llable at any time to spring up
again, Apropos of this general sub-
jeet, the Deparument of Agriculture |s
preparing to publish some matter
which will Interest farmers In all
states. 1t Is on cereal rusts. It s a
remarkable fact that notwithstanding
the immense and worid-wide damage
done by rusts, no luvestigations have
been made on the subject outside of
the United States and Australla. In
the Important cereal regions of Russia,
India and the Argentine, practically
nothing s known about rusts, Here
I8 n case where it appears much more
| practicable to fight rust through the
production of rust resistant species and
| varleties than through attempts at
treatment of the disease. It would not,
for instance, be convenlent to spray a

wheut fleld. Rust on cereals is a plant
| Ufe—a fungus which draws its suste-
nance from and at the same time rulns
the host plant. Mr. Muark A, Carleton,
the rust speclalist of the Department
of Agriculture, states It as his opinion
that the average annual loss from rust
in the United States far exceeds that
due to any other enemy, insect or fun-
| gous, and often equals those from all
others combined.

The most common wheat rust Is
what s known as the orange leaf rust.
S0 far as the ordinary wheats are con-
cerned, Mr, Carleton states, the resis-
tant varieties are as a rule somewhat
| dwarfed, are close and compact and
stool but little. The leaves, compara-
tively few in number, are stiff, narrow,
and erect, with a more or less tough,
dry cuticle, often with & glaucous or
waxy surfuce; beads compact and nar-
row; and grains bard, red, small, and
beavy. In other words, the charac-
eristics of these wheats are about the
wame as those of the wheats of seml-
arid reglons. Fortunately such varie-
| tes produce the finest grain and most
| nutritious Rour known, and are usual-
ly hardy, drought-resisting sorts. How-
ever, no matter what the other con-
|ditlonu, every varlety will rust, even
conslderably, If It matures late. Early
maturity ls therefore another Impor-
tant quality., For rust freedom and
| for other purposes an early-maturing,
hard, red, frost-resistant, and drouth-
resistant winter sort s the ldeal one
for the great portion of our wheat
reglon,

Depth to Lay Tie
The depth at which tile should be
{ald must depend on & pumber of cir-
cumstances, but the object ghould al-

draina, which are nearly always made
of unglazed tile, IL is probable that
the frost of the last winter, which went
deeper than for many years, did greal
damage to the tile dralns. However, It
is hardly feasible to lny the tile so deep
that they would be below the depth
at which frost could reach in a winter
such as the last. DBut it s hoped that
we will not get more than one or two
such winters in the course of a cen-
tury. Therefore In laying the tile for
the draln we need conslder only the
ordinary winter when the ground over
miuch of this western country freezes
to a depth of not more than two feet.
It 18 quite common practice to put the
tile down thirty inches, It being be-
leved that the frost will hardly be
able to get below that. We have
heard recently of farmers in Illinols
laying drains not deeper than two feet,
but this 18 a mizstake, These shallow
drains might do on land that hag not
been worked and Is of a clayey nature,
but they will not do on sandy land, nor
will they do on clayey land after the
land has been worked for a few years
and lightencd up. It Is said that when
the Beotch first found out that dralos
were such a good thing they went to
work and in a few years over 10,000
miles of drains at a depth of two
fect  had  been  lald, But  this
depth was found to be by all odds
too shallow., Where sufficient fall can
be secured the draing should be put
down thirty inches or throe fect on
clay land, and may go even four foet
on sandy land.

To Make Rooms Fireproof.

A new Jevice for making rooms ab-
¢olutely fireproof comes from Holland.
It ls applled to each room separately
and Involves no general reconstruction
of the house, It conslsts of a serles of
fireproof plates, to be lald on the walls,
floor, and celling In place of plaster.
The material used {8 sald to resemble
nougat in appearance, By this simple
process any fire ls strictly confined to
the room In which it originates; there
can be no spreading. A xevere tesi
has been applied. In a room properly
sheathed with thesa plates tarred wood
was heaped on the floor and fired. In
gpite of the flerceness of the combus-
tion, which filled the whole room with
crackling flames, there was no effoct
beyond the protected walls,

Morse wi, Electrie Dellyery Wagon,

A paper by Professar G. I, Sever and
Mr, R. A, Flless, read at the general
meeting of the American Institute of
Electrical Engineers, gives valuable In-
formation regarding the relatlve econ-
omy of horse and electrle delivery wag-
ons. They have found that the average
dellvery wagon covers a distance of
about 11.268 miles per year, at a cost
of 13,86 cents per mile for a two-horse
vehicle, An automoblie will cover the
sume distance for 2.65 cents per mile
less, equivalent to $298.60 per year.

A Substitulo for Poeunmatic Tiesn.

Stariing & Fire with Ioe.

Two very surprising things may be
done with ordinary lee. First, you
may mnke a burning glass out of the
fee which will burn holes In paper and
even start a fire In the woods, The
only tool you will need will be a packet
knife, and with this It may be well to
remember that no boy need freese to
death un the woods when the sun shines
and there ls pienty of lee around. He
may make his fire as follows: Select the
clearest ice you can find. In frozen
ponds will often be found a little hil

water beneath. Knock off a plece of
this clear ice and whittle It Into the
shape of a double convex lens. You
should have no trouble dolng this, for
lce can be cut very easlly with a pock-
etknife. Perbaps It may be well to
Intorm the uninitiated that a double
convex lens is one which bulges on
both sides, It gathera up the rays of
sunlight and concentrates them against
one @épot, which is called the focus
polnt.  Ordinarily & lens (s made of
glass, but lce will perform the same
feat it correctly shaped, First eut
your lce into a flat plece, a little thicker
than and as round as a eliver dollar.
It might be well, also, to leave a long
sliver on one alde of the clrenlar plece
to serve for a handle. When you
have ent your flat clreular plece, serape
down the edge, gradually working to-
wards the center, until you have round-
ed off both sides. A little practice
wlil enable you to do this evenly, sl-
though you may waste or break two
or three pleces of lee In the effort. As
you go along with the work of seraplng
put the round plece, or lens, In your
mouth every few minutes, The heat
¢! the mouth will not only pollsh the
lens, but it will smooth away those ex-
tremely fine rildges or knife marks
which might otherwise [nterfere with
the concentration of the light. By
holding It a proper distance from a
plece of paper, say about an inch, |t
presently will set the paper on fire. The
other feat apoken of above Is the mak-
ing of n good magnifier out of a plece
of lee. If you are in the woods some
winter's day and wish to examine some
minule objects thoroughly you may do
g0 very readlly with lce. Proceed
when you made your lens, only instead
of making slightly convex sldes make
your lens In the shape of a ball or
sphere. Opticians sell ginss balls Alled
with water for magnifying purposes.
The ice will act the same as the water-
filled glass ball, and it s wonderful
how much you may add to a day's en-
Joyment in this very simple way, There
are winter Insects, branches of troes,
dead leaves and bark, snow and lce, all
of which will reveal hidden wonders
under this very simple microscope,
which nature places within the reach
of any Ingenious boy. Of courss the
clty boy may also amuse himselt with
lee quite as readily as his country cou-
#in, and he may do It In summer time,
It need be, with the help of the com-
modity which the lce-man leaves as
the door every day.

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HORSE BITTEN BY A DOQ.

Bsld te Have Developed Hables and
Committed Rulclde,

A remarkable story fs golng the
rounds of South Baltimore of a horse
which committed sulclde, a short time
Ago, after having been infected with
rables, The animal was of good stock,
and although 7 years old was valued
by its owner, Bdward Franklio, at
§100. Mr. Franklin is one of the boest-
known resldenta of Anne Arundel
tounty, where he served as oonstable
and deputy sheriff. He has a farm
near Glen Burnle, and Is engaged In
mercantile pursults as well. He la a
stepson of Mr, Myers of Bast Osten
street. The story is that Mr. Franklin,
who had been In the city on business,
was returning home some weeks ago
when his horse was attacked by a mad
aog. It was night, and although the
horse was torribly frightened nand
nearly threw its driver from his seat
when attacked by the dog, Mr. Frank-
lin, owing to the darkness, was not
aware that his horse had been injured
until he reached home. Then he dis-
covered that his horse was bleeding
from the mouth, the mad dog evident-
ly having attempted to pull him down
by springing at his thront, Mr. Frank-
lin made a wash of laudanum, with
which he dressed his favorite's Inju-
ries, and after a time forgot all about
the incldent. A few weeks later, how-
ever, the animal began to act queerly,
and one day made a savage attack on
Its master., It seized him about the
walst, shook bim violently and woull
possibly have trampled him to death
it Mr. Franklin had not made his es-
cape at the cost of some of his cloth-
ing. While he was badly brulsed the
skin was not torn, and there is no
danger of his being stricken down
with the dread disense. The shock was
sufficient to confine him to his bed for
soveral days, however. Meantime, the
horse haa developed well-defined
symptoms of hydrophobla. It refused
to drink, frothed at the mouth, and
tried to kick Its way out of the stall
In which It was secured, 1he animal
was unable to break loose, although
In one of Its paroxysms of rage It tore
off with its teeth a new srough which
had been securely nailed to a heavy
beam, and threw It into the alr. Mr,
Franklin's family wore groatly at-
tached to the horse, and in the hope
that it would recover did not kill It.
It continued to'grow worse, and finally
broke its neck in a mad plungo against
the beam while trying to break out,
The remalns of the unfortunate beast
were buried on the farm and the man-
ner of its death has only recently
coms to light, as the Frankl!ne feared
that {f the facts were known they
might create a panic among the neigh-
boring farmers. So far as is kaown,
Mr. Franklin's animal is the only one
which has come to Its death from an
attack by this particular dog.—Balti-

Nebrasks to Try Automatlo System of
Seleeting Candldates,

The state of Nebraska has ordered
3,200 voting machines at $500 each, a
total of $1.600,000, says the St Louls
Globe-Demoerat. Thla machine is pure-
ly mechanical In construction. The
regulations are ecomplete in every de-
tail, Splt tickets can be volted as
readlly ns stralght tickets. The booth
stands slx and one-half feet in height
and is about four feet square, giving
ample room for voting. Though made
o!f steel, it ean be carrled about with-
out difMeulty, although rathey heavy.
The voter, upon entering the booth,
faces a square steel bhox about three
feet in dimensions and three inches
thiek. On the face of this square is
a long, narrow row of glazed open-
ings, in which appear the different
‘tlekets to be voted, Each parly ticket
{s printed on a slip of Its own, The
eandidates for each office are in allgn-
ment and the whole arraagement i3
similar to the regular Australian bal-
lot. But at the point where the voler
usnally puts a erees Is a nlckel-plated
button and at the top of each party
tieket I8 a lever, Aa tho firat vole ia
enst a bell ringa. This Informs (he
judges that a voter has staried to cast
his hallot, A straight party man has
only to pull the lover ani his vote ls
east, A man who wants to serateh
registers his vote by the bluttons
When the straight ticket la voted, by
pulling the lever down, the mechanical
counters all down the line regleter one
vote for each eandidate.

tious jealousy the “independence’ of
the churches; they have heard so
much of late about the **sovereignty"
of the churches that they are con-
siderably confused over the two
words. However, this is not what
we started to write about, and I will
say one word about this and pass to
the question —Baptist churches are
independent bodies under Jesus
and can't delegate their authority to
any other body under the sun. The
constitution of the association does
not and cannot affect the indepen-
dence of the church; it is not for the
churches; but for the association,
composed of messengers from the
churches, and the association is not
a church, has none of the functions
of a church and never will have so
long as Baptist principles prevail,

By vote of the body the present
constitution was sustained. At night
B. T. Hanks preached us a great
sermon on the “Power of Jesus
Christ," Matt. 28:18, taking the
word “'Power" for his text and divid-
ing it into three leading phases. To
say it was a great sermon but feebly
expresses it. It was a soul stirring
sermon, and had good effect in set-
ting our minds and hearts aright to
do work for the blessed Master.

Important Postal Order,

Our attention has been called to a
recent order of the Postoffice De-
partment by Mr. Long, which is that:
Each postmaster in the United
States shall weigh all mail matter of
every kind and class deposited in
his office from Oct. 3 to Nov. 6, in-
clusive, keeping a strict record of
same. The object of this is to ascer-
tain the exact weight of mail trans-
ported by the railroads in a given
time so as to avoid paying them an
excessive price in making (uture con-
tracts; as is charged has been done
in the past.

Assorting and weighing the mail
matter will consume some time and
mail should be put in the office at
least 30 minutes before time for the
mail to leave, otherwise it will have
to lay over for the next departure,
Nor can this delay be avoided by
handing letters to hack drivers at the
last moment, as they will be delayed
at the office where mailed.
