FLOYDADA — Floyd County
Commissioners approved a bankruptcy exit
plan last week for the defunct Reagor-Dykes
Auto Group. The Floydada City Council had
previously approved the plan in October.

The approval of the reorganization plan
by local entities was a necessary step’ which
could lead to the reopening of a local
dealership.

Judge Robert Jones, a federal bankruptcy
judge, approved the auto group’s amended
disclosure statement and reorganization
plan, allowing attorneys to send those and
voting ballots to the creditors named in its
bankruptcy and the federal government.

Those ballots are due by Now. 22. Ballots
not received by that date will not be
counted.

Creditors who objected to the
reorganization plan had until Nov. 6 to file

written objections.

Judge Jones has set a hearing date on
confirmation of the plan for Dec. 11.

If the reorganization plan fails or is not
confirmed, the case will be changed into a
Chapter 7 liquidation plan.

The reorganization plan includes:

* Consulting agreement with the Fin
Ewing auto group to achieve “long-term
business and financial goals.”

* A new slate directors and officers.

* Up to $13 million in new investment
from an investment group headed by oil-
and-gas company Henry Resources, LLC.

* New franchise agreements with Ford
Motors, General Motors, Toyota, and
Mitsubishi. e R

"+ A “Creditor’s Trust” which will retain
10 percent of the new business’s equity; the
other 90% will remain owned by the plan

Cotton ginning season in
full swing for area gins with
growers reporting varying
grades in their crops.

The current market price
is .5465, which is trending
better than last year.

‘The Floydada Coop Gin
has reported their- current
bale count is 20,219. They
estimate ginning 50,000
bales this season.

‘Darty Gin has a current
bale count of 6,100. Last year
they had a total of 22,332
bales. The Dougherty area
had several farmers reporting
severe storm damage this year
to their crops. They report
that the grading has been
worse than last year. They
project to finish ginning in
December.

Barwise Gin reported
that their current bale count
is 4,540. Their estimated
total is 8,000, slightly below

last year’s 8,158 bales. Their
average grade is the same as
last year. Barwise expects to
finish ginning in December.

‘The McCoy Gin has gmned
atotal of 8,249 bales. Last year's
total was 26,000. Their grading
has been better than last year
and expect to be finished before
the end of the year.

D &]J Gin of Lockney has
ginned 12,500 bales., Their
estimated total is 20,000
which is down from last
year’s total of 46,438. They
reported that the grading is
better this year than last year.

Lockney Coop - Gin’s
current bale count is 4,644.
Their  estimated  total
is 12,000 and is down
considerably from last year’s
total of 31,813. They project
to be finished ginning in
December and reported
their cotton grading is about
the same as last year.

Alva Raper was born in
Indiana, -June ‘25, 1872.
His family moved to Jack
County, Texas in 1884. He
was the youngest of several
children when he met the
youngest daughter of the
Faires family. Ella Ora was
born November 3, 1874 in
Johnson County. After her
parents died, she went to
live with her. older sister,
Mrs. J. W.  Baggett, who
had married and moved to
Jacksboro. On September
24,1893, Ella and “Al” were
married in the Baggett
home by J.J. Wyatt. To
this union were born; Earl,
Norvell, Mary Hazel and
Fay, who later married
Steve Williams of the
Prairie View Community
near Plainview.

Ini 1911 the, family
moved in a covered wagon

ALVA AND ELLA RAPER

and settled on a farm in the
Liberty Community near
Plainview. The next year
another daughter
Hazel, who is married to
Lavon Johnson, was born
March 17,1912.

In 1916 Al loaded all his
possessions in a covered
wagon and with Ella and
Hazel traveled into eastern
New Mexico and’ back
through the southwestern
South Plains looking for
cheap land. The cooking
was done on a “bachelor
stove”, set up in the wagon

and he had built a bed in

the back of the wagon.

After about six weeks they
arrived in Floydada and
stayed in the wagon yard
until a house could be
found. Alva found work
with his team, Dolly and

- Button, helping build some

of the stores and paving the
streets around the court

Mary‘

house square. Norvell came
to live with his parents and
was drafted in the army
during World War I and in
the Army of Occupation in
Germany after the war.

The family moved to -

a farm in the Ramsey
Communityeastof Lockney
in 1918. Al had returned to
his first love-tiling the soil.
He farmed this land until
the early twenties, when
he bought a farm just west
of the Lockney compress
buildings.

The family attended the
Church of Christ that met
in the old Christian College
Building and then moving
to the Main Street Church
of Christ when the new
building was completed in
the late 207s.

During the depression of
the early 30’s the family lost
their farm and moved to
town in the northwestern

section where he continued
to farm a small acreage
and eventually moved to
Canyon to live on a wheat

farm for a few years. In

1942 they moved back to

Plainview for several years

before finally moving back
to spend their remaining
years in Lockney on South
3rd.Street.

While living  in

Plainview, Ella and Al
celebrated their  50th.
Wedding anniversary, a

family-and-close ~ friend

picnic in the park. In 1953

in the home of Hazel
and Lavon Johnson, they

celebrated  their  60th.
Anniversary. They were
to celebrate their 68th

anniversary on Sept. 24
after the death of Ella on
September 3, 1961. Alva

“died April 25, 1962. They

are buried in the Lockney
Cemetery.

Hunters pursuing mule
deer . this fall in Briscoe,
Childress, Cottle, Floyd,
Hall, Lynn and Motley
counties will be required to
comply with a new antler
restriction regulation that
prohibits the harvest of any
mule deer buck with a main
beam outside spread of less
than 20 inches.

Hunters are encouraged
to bring their mule deer
buck to a deer harvest
check station so that
TPWD Wildlife Biologists
can collect age and antler
measurements to assess the
effects of the regulation
on buck age structure.
This data is essential to
evaluating the success of
the experimental ~antler
restriction or to determine
if the restriction needs to
modified.

The Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department will
have hunter check stations

at three locations. TPWD
Deer Check Stations will be
located at Hotel Turkey, in
Turkey, Texas, at Estelline
City Hall in Estelline, Texas
and the Matador Wildlife
Management Area located
7 miles north of Paducah
or 21 miles: south of
Childress.
