He 
began collecting Boston Terrier 
memorabilia in 1991 as a hobby 
with his wife, Frances. She was

wife did a great job making the 
pieces look brand new again.

W hen his wife died in 2002, 
Bob thought that he needed 
a hobby and he already had 
collected a lot of Boston Ter­
rier memorabilia so he decided 
to put them all in a museum 
which opened in 2007.

The museum Bob bought 
was first a hospital, then a phar­
macy, later a video store, and 
then finally a museum. To col­
lect Boston Terrier memorabil­

ia Bob has gone to flea markets, 
collectors, and shopped onliije. 
Its  like treasure hunting. O b­
jects are hard to find. I asked 
Bob why he thought that so 
many people liked Boston Ter­
riers and he said, “terriers are 
good, friendly dogs.”

The museums popularity has 
grown a lot since its beginning. 
Bob doesn’t advertise so word 
of mouth is how people learn 
about the museum’s existence. 
People win post about their 
experience on social media and 
other Boston Terrier enthusiasts 
win come and visit. One lady 
that visited had 61,000 fans on 
Facebook and she posted abouf 
the museum. Bob received a lot 
more visitors after that. He re­
ceives many visits from Dahas, 
Houston, and Austin. Many of 
his visitors are apart of Boston 
Terrier clubs around the US.

FLOYDADA - The Cap- 
rock Hospital opened on 
October 29, 1967 and cost 
1 million dollars (a big deal 
during that time period). 
The hospital was made to 
serve the 16,000 residents of 
Floyd and adjoining coun­
ties in 1967. The hospital 
took five years to bed.

The Caprock Hospital of­
fered cutting edge technol­
ogy such as a unique heart 
monitoring apparatus, an 
internal-external defribil-

lator, piped on oxygen to 
every room, and electri­
cally controlled beds. A  
spacious, well equipped op­
erating room, huge modern 
kitchen, dining area, snack 
bar, prayer chapel, modern 
emergency operating room 
were just a few of the many 
features of the hospital. We 
take these commodities 
for granted these days, but 
for that time period, these 
things wfere rare for smaller 
communities.

The building was also a 
feat o f architecture in 1967, 
boasting a buff brick struc­

ture with suspended steel 
reinforced concrete flor and 
enormous heating and air 
conditioning plant. This al­
lowed for individual rooms, 
halls, or service areas can be 
heated and cooled simul­
taneously. The hospital’s 
power plant included elab­
orate water softeners and 
purifiers and even humidity 
control. Mayor Barnet had 
this to say about the hos­
pital, “There is no question 
that this is one of the most 
modern and well-equipped 
hospitals o f any in the area.

There is a ^  
shop with lots of different items to 
see. Some from San Saba, Texas 
and Fredericksburg, Texas.

Helen introduced Tammy 
Penn our program speaker. She 
has been a Master Falconer”for 15 
years now. There is an apprentice 
program to start. Then a General 
Falconer after 2 years. Master Fal­
coner is a designation after 7 years 
of falconing experience and the 
highest level to obtain after several 
federal tests. When Tammy takes 
the birds out to himt she wears a 
special vest. It has bags to her sides 
and back to carry her gear. Such as: 
Transmitters, food for the birds, 
Ipad, and what the birds have 
caught, plus more. She wears thick 
large gloves to protect her hands 
and arms according to the size of 
the bird’s talons.

The first bird Tammy brought 
out was the Red Tail hawk named 
Ace. He was found in Gasline, 
Texas. He was very frail and un­
derweight covered with mud, but 
he was not injured. With all the 
mud he could not fly so he couldn’t 
hunt. The people who found him 
saved his life. They called Tammy 
about him. She is very glad they 
did because he is now a very special 
bird of prey. He weights lib. and 
5ozs. Hawb have hollow bones 
therefore weight less. This is an 
interesting fact. The birds of prey 
she has all have tiny transmitters 
on them that she follows on her 
computer. This is so she can keep 
an eye on them, where they are, 
or if any danger comes to them. 
Ace catches jack rabbits, rats, mice, 
and he almost caught a pheasant. 
Things we don’t know! Hawks like 
road-kdl like vultures. It is also a 
federal law that you can’t use bird 
of prey feathers to decorate. These 
birds molt yearly in the summer. 
They drop a few and grow a few.

The second bird we saw was a

falcon named CJ. A male 7 years 
old. He is white and gray. Falcons 
have much tighter feathers than 
other birds. He is a hybrid, 3/4 Gyr 
and 1/4 Saker. He was hatched in 
Wyoming in 2012 and never in 
the wild. He was originally used 
as an educational bird. He came to 
Tammy in 2017 and he had never 
hunted. CJ is now a great hunter 
and has taken pheasant, ducks, 
rabbits, and pigeons. The Gyr fal­
con is the largest of the falcon spe­
cies. He breeds on arctic coasts and 
tundra, the islands of Northern 
Europe, Asia, and North America. 
The Saker is also a large species of 
falcons. This falcon breeds from 
central Europe eastward across 
Asia. Interesting fact! The Gyr 
falcon has a horizontal speed of 
60 mph and a diving speed of 150 
mph. God is amazing in what He 
aeates.

The third bird we saw today 
was Annie, a female Eurasian 
Eagle-Owl. It resides in much of 
Eurasia. It is also called the Euro­
pean Eagle-Owl. Tammy Bought 
Annie this spring. She never saw 
her parents. The females are big­
ger than the male owls. They get 
up to eight lbs. They have softer 
and fluffier feathers than the other

birds we saw today. Very long tal­
ons. Her wingspan is she foot now 
and she will get bigger. She feeds 
on all she wants daily. They are 
solitaire birds except only for mat­
ing. They are about the same size 
as eagles. AH the birds were seen 
inside the Night Owl Espresso 
and Tea Bar. We went outside to 
watch Tammy have Annie fly and 
do her demonstration.

We all shopped in the Ghost 
Horse Gallery. Denise Doucette 
and Helen Teeple visited Oak­
ley the male Great Homed Owl.

W ILLIAM SNELL FAMILY
W illiam Snell was born 

near Columbus, Georgia in 
1878 and moved to Texas at 
age six with his parents, set­
tling in CoryeU County. His 
parents were W. H . Snell and 
Margaret Mitchell. His father 
owned and operated a cotton 
gin and later ovmed and op­
erated a grocery store in Cfif- 
ton, Texas. His grandfather 
was a M ethodist preacher 
circuit rider in Georgia. W ill 
met Annie Doris Jones at a 
church picnic and they were 
married in 1902.

WiU and Annie purchased 
a farm in the Blanco Com ­
munity of Floyd County in 
1909, paying $9.00 per acre 
for it. In 1920 they decided 
to move to this farm and con­
tracted with two carpenters 
from Gatesville to come to 
Floydada and build the house 
and it took them about 8 
months to finish it. W ill and

* moved into to Floydada to 
make their home.

pitáis of any in the area. For 
a city the size of Floydada 
its an outstanding facility.” 
The mayor was a good judge 
because he had managed the 
Friona Medical-Surgical clin­
ic before moving to Floydada.

The hospital was also 
equipped with a $12,000 X- 
ray machine, along with a 
dark room and lighted view­
ing panels. Its immaculate 
kitchen contained $33,000 
work of stainless-steel uten­
sils, fixtures and appHances. 
Th facility contained 18 pri­
vate beds, 16, semi-private 
beds; a four-bed ward, and 
a two-bed pediatrics section. 
There was also a five-bassinet 
nursey, a major surgery room, 
emergency room, a two-bed 
recovery room, delivery and 
labor room.

H alf o f the hospital was 
paid for by a Hill-Burton 
grant. 'Bie people of the hos­
pital district voted bonds for 
a lack amount, but over a 
year costs increased so that 
there was an extra $80,000 
needed. The community, hav­
ing faith in the project, paid 
that $80,000 in two weeks. 
As you can see the hospital 
was a big project, with large 
costs, but also state of the art 
equipment and facifities for 
the time. The hospital truly 
covered a huge need for the 
community and communities 
surrounding it.

Caprock Hospital closed 
its doors in 1991. Now after 
28-years of being vacant, the 
hospital is in the final stages 
of demolition. Vanco, con­
tracted by Floyd County, first 
had the hospital abated for 
asbestos and is now tearing it 
down. They hope to^J^e com­
pleted in the next 3-4 weeks.
