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Brown turns 99 years old

L O C K N E Y  -  Claude 
Brown owner o f Brown’s D e­
partm ent Store turns 99.

Brown was born in the 
small com munity o f M uncy 
on April 2, 1921. The family 
soon made their way to Lock- 
ney, and it has been hom e ever 
since. H e  had an older sister, 
who was five years older, and a 
younger brother, who was two 
years younger.

The family didn’t  have a lot, 
bu t they made do. Brown re­
members playing outside w ith 
his sister and brother in the 
summer, bu t there were al­
ways chores to be doné.

Brown wasn’t  afraid to 
work. In  fact, he started work­
ing w hen he was about 9 or 
10 years old. H e  would start 
working before the sun came 
up and worked until dinner­
time.

In  the summer, he spent 
his days herding cows in the 
ho t dry Texas heat. W ith  no 
shade trees to be seen. Brown

had to rely on sweat to keep 
him  cool.

“Both me and that oT horse 
were worn plum  out most 
days.” said Brown. Even w ith 
the temperatures almost un ­
bearable Brown always en­
joyed working.

W h en  the G reat Depres­
sion h it Texas in the early 
1930s, it h it everyone hard. 
In  fact, it was the worst eco­
nomic dow nturn in m odern 
history. D uring this tim e in 
history, about a quarter o f  the 
U.S. workforce was unem ­
ployed. A lthough these were 
the hardest times in history. 
Brown managed to keep h im ­
self employed.

“Back then there were sev­
eral barber shops in dovmtown 
Lockney, and I  shined shoes 
in every one o f them ,” Brown 
said. G entlem en would go in

Brown is was an exemplary 
at Lockney High School. This 
is an outline he wrote for his 
Texas History class about his

to get a haircut and shave, and 
while they were in the barber 
chair, he would shine their 
shoes. “I  would work at getting 
every pair o f shoes so shiny a 
person could see their own re­
flection in them . They would 
pay me a penny.”

The Brown family did w hat 
they could to make ends meet. 
Like many Americans across 
our country, their family had a 
motto; Use it up, wear it out, 
make do or do without.

“W e had a garden where we 
tried to grow all our vegeta­
bles, and it was everyone’s job

Daylight Saving Time comes early

FLOYD COUNTY—Though many 
U. S. states, and multiple countries, debate 

jdaylight saving time has run its course, it 
is time once again for clocks to spring 
forward an hour. In  Texas, the official 
time to set the clock one hour forward 
begins at 2 a.m. on Sunday, M arch 8.

A t the end o f M arch or beginning 
o f April typically, extra daylight hours 
allow W est Texas farmers to stay in the 
field longer. But, how did the whole 
notion o f shifting our clocks to al­
low more sunlight during the evening 
hours come about?

Often erroneously called daylight 
savings time, the tradition evolves from 
both unusual and practical sources. 
There exists a common misconception

that Benjamin Franklin is to credit, 
or blame, for the back and forth time 
shifts. However, according to The 
Franklin Institute website, despite 
Franklin’s prolific inventions, daylight 
saving time was not one o f them.

“Daylight saving time is one thing 
that Franklin did not invent. H e merely 
suggested Parisians change their sleep 
schedules to save money on candles and 
lamp oil. The common misconception 
comes from a satirical essay he wrote in 
the spring o f 1784 that was published in 
the Journal de Paris. In the essay, titled 
“A n Economical Project,” he writes o f 
the thrifiy benefits o f daylight versus ar­
tificial light.”

The initial concept o f daylight sav­
ing time actually emerged in 1895 by 
George Hudson, an entomologist from 
New Zealand. Though the mechanics o f

his two-hour time shift in the summer 
differs from the current model in use in 
the United States, Hudson sought extra 
daylight hours after work for bug hunt­
ing, according to an article by National 
Geographic published online in 2019.

Daylight saving time during W orld 
Wars I and II were used by allies and 
foes alike to conserve fuel for the war 
effort. Afterward, the practice in the 
U.S. remained inconsistent but popu­
lar enough with people that President 
Lyndon Johnson signed the Uniform 
Tim e Act o f 1966 (15 U.S. Code Sec­
tion 260a) into law on April 22,1966, 
thus creating what we now observe.

It  is election season and, thus, it is the 
traditional tim e for newspapers to 
pretend to know w hat’s best for their 

readers, hy endorsing this candidate or tha t 
candidate for public office.

Newspapers owned by LK  M edia G roup 
w o n t be doing that, and our readers should 
know  why.

First, on the national level, i t ’s currently 
hard to know  who belongs in W ashington, 
D .C . and who doesn’t. There ju st isn’t  m uch 
notew orthy taking place in  Congress these 

wmmmmmmmmmmm Jays. I t  almost makes one w onder w hether 
our current Congress realty is the best m oney can buy.

Second, none o f  the reporters or editors (and definitely 
not the publisher) at LK  M edia are com petent to teU their 
readers how  to vote in  any election.

W e patriotically support our system o f  governm ent and the 
right and im portance o f  voting for public officials every tim e 
an election comes up. B ut we have no specialized knowledge 
tha t makes our opinion about individual candidates w orth 
knowing.

W e certainly believe in free speech and the im portance 
o f  a free press, w hich are enshrined in  the U nited  States 
C onstitution, bu t we are more than  a Httle concerned tha t 
newspapers no t use those critical rights to  push their own 
opinions and sway elections.

So, we don’t endorse candidates, and we try  to be carefiil 
and even-handed in our approach to advertisements for 
public office.

For example, we have an editorial poHcy tha t prohibits the 
placem ent o f  election advertisements on the fron t page o f 
the newspaper, so as to  avoid the appearance o f  endorsem ent 
by som ething as simple as placem ent o f  an ad.

N o doubt, in the rush to  get the newspaper out each week, 
we will fall short o f  our own goals and occasionally exercise 
less than perfect judgm ent. B ut these will be errors o f  haste 
or practical judgm ent and no t rooted in  ideology.

So, if  any o f  our readers happen to  w onder where the 
publisher stands on partisan politics, and w hether his specific 
ideology wiU make its way into the local newspaper, don’t 
worry.

I am a strong supporter o f  governm ent, particularly local 
governm ent -  the governm ent m ost transparent and m ost 
responsive to its citizens. B ut I am exceptionally unim pressed 
w ith partisan poUtics these days.

I favor m en and w om en in politics w ho will stand up and 
speak the tru th  on every issue, regardless o f the political 
results -  in other words, I support the unelectable kind o f 
politician.

W hile LK M edia questions the practice o f  newspaper 
political endorsem ents, we do believe newspapers serve an 
im portant twofold indirect role in governm ent, w hether 
national, state or local.

Newspapers are a source o f  inform atioh to  their readers 
about the workings o f  government. This is why we are 
increasing our efforts to report on the official meetings and 
actions o f our respective tow n and county governments. Even 
then, we will focus on reporting only item s properly before 
the elected officials to  decide.

A nother im portan t indirect role for newspapers in 
governm ent is to encourage governm ent transparency. As 
w ith any institution, a governm ental body can unwdttingly 
be less than  transparent at tim es about its inner workings 
and decision-making. Regular reporting by newspapers 
can rem ind and encourage elected officials to  be open and 
transparent w ith their constituents.

O u r com m itm ent, however, is ttTTeport the discussions 
and decisions o f the governm ental bodies we cover, rather 
than to editorialize w ith in  news stories or slant stories by the 
facts we report and the facts we leave out.

O n  a final note, i t ’s election season. Vote early, vote often 
and vote Texan. I t ’s true, we previously elected a Texas 
president from  C onnecticut and a Texas vice-president 
from  W yom ing, bu t th a t’s all behind us now. Vote bgreen@ 
lknewsgroup.com.

Rabid Cow at San Antonio Stock Show 
and Rodeo Prompts Warning
Special to The Hesperian-Beacon

The Texas D epartm ent o f 
State H ealth  Services is no­
tifying people who visited the 
cattle barn at the San A ntonio 
Stock Show and Rodeo Feb. 
11-14 that they may need to 
be assessed for a possible ra­
bies exposure.

A  cow in the cattle barn de­
veloped rabies and was capa­
ble o f spreading the virus that 
causes it during those dates. 
The sohd black cow, a Bran- 
gus heifer, was being shown 
by a student from  the M ill­
er Grove ISD  in Hopkins 
County.

The cow was only outside 
o f the barn while being shown

and loaded and unloaded for 
transport. Public health offi­
cials have been in contact wdth 
the people who were caring 
for the cow and the animals 
in nearby stalls, so their risk 
can be assessed.

Rabies is spread through 
the saliva o f infected animals. 
Anyone who put their hand 
in the cow’s m outh or nose 
or had contact between the 
animal’s saliva and an open 
wound or mucous m em ­
brane like the eyes, nose or 
m outh should be evaluated 
for a rabies exposure. Some­
one in that situation should 
contact their h e ^ th  care pro­
vider as soon as possible and 
explain the situation. People

w ho didn’t  have tha t kind o f 
contact w ith the cow are not 
at risk o f contracting the dis­
ease.

Rabies can be prevented 
i f  treatm ent is started before 
symptoms begin, however, 
once symptoms start, it’s al­
m ost always fatal. I t  usually 
takes between three weeks 
and three m onths for some­
one exposed to rabies to get 
sick.

Instead , they  resem ble the  ferocious 
A rkansas R azorback  on th e  logo, com plete 
w ith  tusks and  a s tand -up  ridge o f  hair 
dow n th e ir  backs, tails flying. O ne streaked 
unexpectedly  across m y field o f  vision a few 
days ago, silhouetted  against lig h t fading 
in  the  w estern  sky. F ive-hundred  pounds 
you w ouldn’t  w an t to  m eet in  a dark  alley 
— or in  a cedar break. I ’m  guessing at the  
w eight.

M y  p lan  is to  stay ou t o f  the  pasture for 
now, take full advantage o f  the  Second 
A m endm en t and call the  trappers. P re tty  
m uch in  th a t order,

I was a little  surprised  to  see th a t beast, 
even th ough  I ’d seen trails under the  fence. 
B u t com paratively speaking I was m ore 
surprised  back w hen  I saw one on M ain

I followed and  snapped him  from  a 
d istance ( it’s hard  to  gain on a hog) as he 
m ade his way up th e  street, try ing  door 
after door. To the  ho g ’s dismay, none o f  the 
build ings had  pushable doors. H e  finally 
veered off, and  I  lost sigh t o f  him . H e 
was way ahead o f  m e. N o t m y best set o f  
photographs.

As it tu rn ed  out, th a t w ild hog  was an 
escapee from  a local teenager’s collection 
-  his p ro jet for ag class. The C hildress ag 
teacher a t th a t tim e m ust have been Russell 
G raves, w ho encouraged all sorts o f  w ild 
experim ents, includ ing  the use o f  electronics 
to  m on ito r the  lives o f  prairie dogs. Som e o f  
his students p u t cam eras in to  the  burrow s 
o f  an extensive prairie dog colony near 
tow n, the  way I rem em ber it. They probably 
recorded th e ir  barks too. I f  they  d idn’t, 
som eone should. M aybe som eone has. They 
probably  have different barks for different 
situations, as do regular dogs.

A nd  there you have it. O nce you get up 
close and personal w ith  w ildlife, i t ’s harder 
to  pull the  trigger on th e  creatures. O r, 
speaking o f  prairie dogs, use w hatever m eans 
to  eradicate a colony. They’re so cute.

B u t hogs? Yes, even w ild hogs som etim es 
have th e ir  saviors.

TH E FLOYD COUNTY HISTORICAL 
MUSEUM MEMORIES 1979
WILLIE AND JOHN STEVENSON

From a casual introduction 
on 1901, a serious romance 
developed between W illie E u ­
nice M errick and John Buster 
Stevenson. W illie came from  
H u n t County, Texas w ith her 
parents, M ary Evelyn ( Molly) 
Davis M errick and Charles 
Franklin M errick along w ith 
her younger brother, C har­
lie Davis M errick, in 1891. 
John had moved from  Bay­
lor County, Texas, to Briscoe 
County, w ith his parents, 
M ary Elizabeth FoUey Ste­
venson and Robert F. Steven­
son Sr., and his seven brothers 
and sisters in 1892. So, both 
W illie and John became W est 
Texas Pioneers as children.

O n  A prü 9, 1906, W illie 
M errick and John Stevenson 
were married. John stood six 
feet taU, quite slender, w ith 
dark curly hair. W ülie was five 
feet tall, weighed eight-five 
pounds and wore a one and a 
half shoe.

In  the summer o f 1907, a 
daughter, Pauline (Chi), was 
born to this couple.

In  1909, MoUy and C. F. 
M errick gave W illie some 
land in Floyd County. John 
and W ülie sold the hotel 
and livery stable in Süverton, 
bought cattle, and moved to 
Floyd County, twelve mües 
north o f Lockney.

In  the Spring o f 1911, a

son was born to W illie and 
John Stevenson. They named 
him  Charles A lbert (Button), 
in honor o f his grandfather 
M errick and John’s brother 
A lH ot G reen Stevenson.

John was a catdem an w ith 
good abüity in stock manage­
m ent and was a good farmer. 
H e  also took tirhe for his 
famüy and was equally good 
at making biscuits, combing 
Pauline’s hair, or teaching 
B utton how  to rope a calf.

As adjustments were re­
quired, as in the transition 
from  dry land to irrigated 
farming, lot cattle feeding, 
and many others, John made 
the transitions smoothly. H e 
bought additional land, gave 
the land on which the Lone 
Star School and the Lone 
Star Church o f  C hrist were 
buUt.

A fter John came to Floyd 
County, he had chronic health 
problems, yet remained active, 
never complained and was 
usually on the job.

Those who worked for 
him  varied from  “experi­
enced” to “never having seen 
a cow, horse or piece o f farm 
m achinery”-regardless-John 
was their friend. Uncle or 
neighbor. H e worked w ith 
everybody w ith patience and 
understanding.

L earn ing  to  navigate d is­
tressing em otions and stress 
are im portan t aspects o f  
em otional grow th and de­
velopm ent. People experi­
ence daily stressors in  their 
lives th a t can take an em o­
tional and physical toll.

M indfulness is a process 
o f  active, open, nonjudg- 
m ental awareness. I t  is pay­
ing atten tion  in  the  present 
m om ent w ith  openness, 
curiosity and flexibility. 
N euroscience and psycho­
logical research suggest th a t 
the in ten tional practice o f  
m indfulness improves the 
im m une system as well as 
increases gray m atter in  the 
brain  involved w ith  learn­
ing and m em ory processes, 
em otion regulation, em pa­
thy  and perspective taking.

Everyday m indfulness in ­
volves paying attention to  our 
experiences in the m om ent 
rather than  being caught up 
in  our fearful, angry, anxious 
or worried thoughts. W h en  
we are caught up in these 
distressing thoughts, we of­
ten lose perspective about 
the best way to  respond in a 
painful, difficult or stressful 
m om ent.

just added wife, hoVnemaker 
and m other to her established 
role.

She began her study and

Individuals affiliated with 
hospitals, schools, churches and 
nursing homes or who have a 
responsibility for protecting oth­
ers are encouraged to become a 
spotter.

“Having more trained storm 
spotters would be a big asset to 
the City and the community,” says 
Jeff Stalcup, Emergency Manage­
ment Coordinator. “While the 
NWS radars are more accurate 
than in the past, spotters play 
an important role and the more 
trained spotters available in the 
area, the better prepared we will 
be.”

tions to help obtain critical weath­
er information. SKYWARN® is a

Baptist University hosted Buckner 
International President Dr. Albert 
Reyes on Wednesday. Reyes ad­
dressed the student body in chapel 
and was part of a luncheon panel 
discussion.

“What do you think the world 
needs now?” Reyes asked students.

He described his childhood in 
the 1960s when the nation saw the 
assassinations of John R Kennedy, 
Dr. Martin Luther King and Rob­
ert Kennedy in short succession.

“It was a tough time for our 
country,” he said. “We had never 
seen this before.”

Reyes said society turned to an 
answer that was sensationalized in 
Burt Bacharach’s song “What the 
World Needs Now.”Made popular 
by Aretha Franklin, the song states 
that love is the answer.

“Here we are, years later. I’m 
wondering if it worked,” Reyes 
said. “If what our generation was 
saying the world needed then, once 
applied, are we better off?”

While love is good, Reyes be­
lieves what the world needs now is 
hope. That is the focus of a book he 
wrote, and the focus on Buckner 
International - the tagline of which 
is “Hope shines here.”

Reyes explained his journey that 
led him to the realization and writ­
ing of his book It started when 
he took a sabbatical on which he 
wanted to write a book He was ad­
vised to spend the sabbatical time

“These teams don’t wOrk together 
and at times they throw rocks at 
each other.”

Drawing from Luke chapter 
10, Reyes explained that Jesus pro­
vided for both in the passage that 
is typically used for missions com­
missioning.

“Inside the commissioning is 
the idea of integrated, holistic 
ministry,” Reyes said, pointing out 
that the holistic approach is the 
focus on Buckner International. 
He said providing peace to indi­

viduals; healing, botii physical and 
emotional; and justice, in whatever 
form that is to those who need it, is 
the Biblical approach to missions. 
Combined, those things bring 
hope to people. Reyes said the 
process of investing in the lives of 
people and working to meet their 
needs is how to truly accomplish 
the mission of Jesus.

“I think what the world needs 
now is hope,” he said. “We tried 
love and love is helpful, but hope 
is critical.”

H ello  everybody, I had  
received w ord earlier th is 
w eek from  th e  L ubbock  
E n tom ology  D ep a rtm en t 
abou t A rm y C utw orm s in 
L ubbock  near new  deal in 
ryegrass and w heat fields. •

I found  a ’ field betw een 
P etersburg  and Estacado 
th a t had 10 or m ore A rm y 
C utw orm s in  ju s t 1 sq. ft. 
varying in  larvae size. This 
insect is h igh ly  m obile as 
an adult. I d id  notice th a t 
the  earlier p lan ted  w heat I 
found  m ore cutw orm s than  
in  the  la ter p lan ted .

The th resho ld  for A rm y 
C utw orm s is 4-5  larvae per 
square foo t for g rain  p ro ­
duction . I f  th is is ju s t for 
a cover crop, I w ould  no t 
find m uch concern, b u t if  
for uses such as for grazing 
cattle you should  be check­
ing  the  fields.

This insect feleds on  the

leaves and  stem s o f  w heat, 
ryegrass, alfalfa, and o ther 
crops. The w orm s cause 
dam age by eating  leaf tissue, 
w hich  can be the first sign 
along w ith  the  cu tting  o f  
the stem  o f  the  plants. They 
can be found  by searching 
in  the  soil near the  base o f 
the  p lan t w ith  dam age.

LO C K N EY  -  Students in 
the FFA program took on a 
new challenge Friday, saddling 
pipe welding. FFA teacher 
Vance Lemons said, “This is a 
good skin to learn. Everyone 
o f my students now have the

knowledge to be able to earn 
income this summer by weld­
ing fence.”

The saddle cut is created 
to produce a T-shaped joint 
to join the branch pipe to the 
main pipe. Once the saddle has 
been cut and properly fitted, 
the field weld can be made.

Barbed wire can now be

stretched to contain livestock. 
This is a skiU that many farm­
ers and ranchers use every day. 
Saddle welding can be used to 
buUd pipe fencing in feed lots 
or dairies. This same technique 
is used to build pole bams.

This type o f piping is read­
ily available from the oil fields 
and is very economical.

W ill 2020 Be The Year 
The Land M arket Tumbles?

O M A H A , N eb .-T h e  land 
m arket in 2019 continued 
the plateau trend o f  the past 
several years during w hich 
the supply o f  agricultural 
land for sale on the m arket 
rem ained lower than  average 
and prices for good quality 
cropland held m ostly steady. 
Looking ahead to next year, 
will financial stress from  
lower com m odity prices and 
poor harvests in some regions 
cause prices to decline?

Farm land sale activity in 
the first part o f  2019 was 
slower than it had been for 
some tim e w ith  late spring 
and early sum m er especially 
void o f  farms for sale. P lan t­
ing delays and prevented 
plantings contributed to  the 
lackluster activity.

“D espite the slower land 
m arket. Farmers N ational 
C om pany and its agents saw 
a 25 percent increase in  acres 
sold in 2019 from  the prior 
year and the m ost since 2014. 
Sellers are seeking the best 
advice and m arketing strat­
egy to  sell their land and that 
is why the am ount o f  land 
listed for sale at Farmers N a­
tional is very strong at over 
$300 million” said Randy 
D ickhut, senior vice president 
o f  real estate operations.

Land values in  2019 once 
again bucked the prevailing 
depressed m ood in  agricul­
ture to  hold steady or even 
increase slightiy in some in ­
stances except for the m ost 
stressed areas or segments 
such as dairy. W ith  generally 
more cautious buyers, some 
m arkets saw a move to  private 
treaty listings or bid sales in ­
stead o f  the traditional public 
land auction.

“The lower supply o f  land 
for sale had m uch to  do w ith 
land prices being mostly 
steady as did having adequate 
dem and for quality cropland. 
Low er quality farm land had 
less dem and and in  m any cas­
es was harder to  sell. Investor 
interest in cropland increased

som ew hat in  2019 w ith sev­
eral new  entities entering the 
m arket and ialso from  an in ­
crease in  purchasing activity 
by existing institutional in ­
vestors,” said D ickhut.

Several o ther factors had 
a favorable effect on farm ­
land values in 2019. Interest 
rates rem ained historically 
low and moved even lower 
during the year w hen at one 
tim e, m ost thought rates 
would w ork higher. The other 
significant factor supporting 
land values and buyer de­
m and, especially by farmers, 
was the am ount o f  govern­
m ent support for production 
agriculture. O ne th ird  o f  ag­
riculture’s 2019 net farm in ­
come came from  governm ent 
provided sources including 
crop insurance, the M arket 
Facilitation Program , and 
various other conservation 
and program  funding.

In  2019, the ag indus­
try  endured floods, planting 
frustrations, trade uncertain­
ty  and struggling com m odity 
prices. F nancia l conditions 
for some producers degen­
erated, bu t agriculture over­
all remains in better shape 
than expected due to  support 
paym ents and the fact tha t 
land values rem ain histori­
cally strong. The land m arket 
w eathered many storms in 
2019 ju st hke U.S. agriculture 
as bo th  balanced precipitous­
ly on the plateau o f  the past 
five years.

So will 2020 be the year 
th a t the land m arket breaks 
out o f  its plateau?

“There are a num ber o f 
factors th a t indicate tha t the 
land m arket will continue 
to  be steady in  2020,” said 
D ickhut. “Interest rates are 
low and are poised to  remain 
so during the foreseeable fu­
ture and governm ent support 
through M F P  paym ents will 
likely continue i f  Chinese 
trade issues are no t fuUy re­
solved. Overall, agriculture is 
in  adequate financial shape, 
bu t there are individual and 
regional concerns.”

There are also factors that 
could have a more depressing 
influence on farm land values 
in  2020, Farmers National 
reported. In  addition to 
on-going trade disruptions, 
there is the concern if  there 
will be an increase in  finan­
cially caused sales o f  land by 
producers. Buyer dem and for 
good cropland has been ad­
equate for the supply and this 
would have to  rem ain so in 
order for land values to con­
tinue on their plateau.

“L and sale activity across 
the Southern Plains has been 
quite varied and dependent 
on location, quality and use,” 
said Paul Schadegg, area sales 
manager for Farmers N a­
tional Company. “In  general, 
good quality continues to 
sell while lower quality land 
struggles.”

Texas tim ber land and 
ranches are in dem and from  
buyers and are holding or 
increasing in price. In  O kla­
hom a, Schadegg said that 
Farmers N ational has held 
a num ber o f  “good auctions 
selling bo th  cropland and 
grass.”

Looking ahead into the 
com ing year, attention turns 
to w hat is going to  im pact 
the farm economy and the 
land m arket and w hether or 
no t the current lower com ­
m odity prices will be the new 
normal. F nancia l stress has 
increased for some individual 
farm  operators, bu t overall 
financial conditions in  agri- . 
culture are adequate.

W ith  the current land 
m arket sitting on a plateau 
for the past several years, 
landowners are asking ques­
tions about w hat to do if  they 
are thinking o f selling their 
farm

“W e are getting sellers call­
ing Farmers N ational look­
ing for good advice about the 
land m arket and for the best 
m arketing and sales strategy 
to  get their land sold. These 
landowners w ant someone 
they can trust to  sell their 
farm ,” Schadegg said.

G am e W arden F ield  N otes
Feb. 14, 2020
The following items are compiled 
from recent Texas Parks and Wildlife 
law enforcement reports.

The Power of Love
After a Falls County Sheriff’s 

Deputy was killed in the line of 
duty in October 2019, a Falls 
County game warden began 
planning a hunting trip to help 
give members of the Sheriff’s 
Office an outlet to get a break 
from the tragic event. The war­
den reached out to a Lampasas 
County game warden to assist 
with setting up the hunt. The 
Lampasas County game warden 
reached out to local landown­
ers and businesses and found a 
venue and accommodations for 
the hunt. In late January, Falls 
County deputies, the father of 
the fallen deputy and the Fall 
County game warden traveled to 
a ranch in Lampasas for the hunt. 
A local deer processing business 
also donated rib eye steaks for all 
the guests. Nine deer were taken 
during the successfiil hunt.

A  Hunk, a Hunk of Burning 
Love

In December 2017, a Wise 
County game warden received 
a call about a boat on fire near a 
rural road away from any lakes. 
Once firefighters extinguished 
the fire, the wardens were able 
to piece together what was left 
of the Hull Identification Num­
ber and found out the owner 
was an individual from Kauf­
man County. The warden con­

tacted to boat owner to confirm 
the boat was theirs but was met 
with hostility. The next day, the 
warden contacted the insurance 
company and learned that the 
claim had already been flagged 
as suspicious. In the early stages 
of the investigation, firefighters 
and a Palo Pinto County inves­
tigator believed the fire was in­
tentionally set with the aid of an 
accelerant. The warden was able 
to pull the security footage from 
several gas stations along IH-20 
and found an SUV pulling a bass 
boat about 20 minutes before the 
fire was reported. In the follow­
ing days, the warden was able 
to find a possible suspect after 
multiple interviews and collabo­
rations with the insurance com­
pany’s Fraud Investigative Unit. 
The warden was then assisted 
by a game warden captain who 
drove by the suspect’s residence 
in an unmarked vehicle. They 
confirmed that the SUV was 
there and was the same vehicle 
in the security footage. War­
dens then contacted the suspect 
and after a lengthy conversation, 
they admitted to setting the boat 
on fire to help his friend collect 
insurance money. The suspect 
was promised $5,000 to make it 
look like the boat was stolen and 
then set on fire. The insurance 
fraud unit conducted several 
sworn depositions with the boat 
owner, but they never admitted 
to knowing anything about how 
the boat ended up where it did. 
Later, wardens met with the boat

owner in January 2019 and re­
ceived a fill! confession about his 
part in the case. The owner had 
purchased the boat for $38,500 
and had it insured for $60,000. 
Charges were filed for 2nd de­
gree -felony arson on both indi­
viduals for their part and they re­
ceived grand jury indictments in 
early 2019. In early 2020, both 
individuals pled guilty to arson 
and received 10 years deferred 
adjudication and a $2,500 fine.

Heartbreaker
Kerr County game wardens 

recently completed an investiga­
tion into a commercial hunting 
operation at a Managed Lands 
Deer Program ranch where 
hunters from five different states 
were filed for hunting without a 
license going back to December 
2017. The non-resident land- 
owner was also filed on. A total 
of seven exotics and 12 whitetail 
bucks were seized in the inves­
tigation. The whitetail bucks 
scored between 113” and 249” on 
the Boone and Crockett Club 
scoring system, with several in 
the 190-220” range. Wardens 
located the right contacts, and 
game wardens with the Con­
necticut Environmental Con­
servation Police, Rhode Island 
Environmental Police, and the 
Massachusetts Environmental 
Police assisted with seizing the 
illegally taken animals and ship­
ping them back to Texas. W ild­
life Division biologists assisted 
with scoring the whitetail for 
restitution.
