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Guthrie’s historic 6666 Ranch, 2
other divisions up for sale at $347M

The “open running six”

6666 brand, registered
in King County, Texas,
back in 1903 and in Car-
son County in 1908, has
been described as almost
impossible for\thieves to
modify—and as the hall-
mark of one of Texas’s
most storied ranching op-
erations.

Now, 150 years af-
ter Samuel Burk Bur-
nett drove his first herd
of 1,300 cattle up from
the Rio Grande to graze
around the Little Wichita
River near what would be-

come the town of Guthrie,

those operations are for
sale. After a century and a
half of continuous Burnett
family ownership, when
heir Anne Burnett Mari-
on died in February 2020,
provisions of her will
called for sale of what had
grown to three divisions in
Texas: the Headquarters
ranch of 142,372 acres in
Guthrie, the 114,455-acre
Dixon Creek Division
near Borger, and the more

recently acquired 9,428-

acre Frisco Creek Division
near Stratford.

The combined price tag
is $347,757,460, surpass-
ing the asking rate for T.
Boone Pickens’ Mesa Vis-
ta Ranch in the Panhan-
dle but only half the $725

million paid in 2016 for

Texas’s gigantic Waggoner
Ranch, for context.

The Lubbock-based real
estate firm Chas. S. Mid-
dleton and Son announced
the sale earlier this month.

An extensive sale brochure
and website details the as-
sets of each division. For
the flagship 6666 Ranch
in Guthrie, farmland and
grazing land along with
numerous structures and
houses are included.

Burk Burnett built the
“big house,” the three-sto-
ry rock structure that dom-
inates the view of Guthrie
and surrounding ranch
structures and pastures, in
1917 from locally quarried
stone. The home contains
some 13,280 square feet of
living area, with 13 bed-
rooms, 13 baths, 3 powder
rooms, 2 kitchens, a dining

“Toom and- three fireplaces.

Travelers on US High-
way 82 through Guthrie
can readily spot the famous
brand on the red-paint-
ed 3,600-square-foot en-
closed airplane hangar

with its private 6,000-foot
asphalt landing strip, and
on the 48,750-square-
foot covered arena, barns,
offices, and houses of the
Horse Division.

Visitors turning off the
highway into Guthrie may
stop in at the 6666 Supply

House, a rock storefront
dating to 1900, and note
the 6666’s- famous loft
barn, the employee houses
in town, and other ranch
properties. Students of
ranching history have long
appreciated the 1917 barn,
which was moved in 1981

to the National Ranching
Heritage Center and re-

-mains a widely used focal

point of the outdoor mu-
seum today.

According to Mid-
dleton, the ranch’s live-
stock—its cattle herds as

DPS to Increase Enforcement for the Holidays

AMARILLO - The Texas
Department of Public Safety
(DPS) announced today its
annual Christmas and New
Year’s holiday traffic enforce-
ment campaigns will kick off
on Wednesday, Dec. 23: DPS
is reminding drivers to cele-
brate the holiday season re-
sponsibly by practicing safe
driving habits and obeying all
traffic laws.

“Another year is drawing
to a close, and while there are
many reasons to celebrate, we
must all remember to do so
responsibly to help keep our:
roadways safe,” said DPS Di-
rector Steven McCraw. “DPS
Troopers will increase patrols
over the holidays, as will many
of our fellow law enforcement
partners across the state, and
we will be on the lookout for
drivers not obeying the law
and endangering others. Pub-
lic safety is our top priority,
and we encourage all drivers
to put safety first as you cele-
brate this holiday season.”

As part of two Opera-
tion Holiday initiatives, DPS
Troopers will be increasing
enforcement beginning on
Wednesday, Dec. 23, through
Saturday, Dec. 26, as well as
Thursday, Dec. 31, through
Friday, Jan. 1. Simultaneous-
ly, the nationwide Operation
CARE (Crash Awareness
and Reduction Effort) ini-
tiative will run from Dec. 23
through Jan. 3.

The goal of these efforts
is to increase safety on Texas
roads. DPS Troopers will be
looking for drivers who violate
the law; including those who
are speeding, driving while in-
toxicated, failing to wear a seat
belt, driving without insur-
ance and not complying with
the state’s Move Over, Slow
Down law, among other traf-
fic vidlations.

During DPS’ 2019 Christ-
mas and New Year’s holiday
enforcement efforts com-
bined, a total of more than
169,000 warnings and cita-
tions were issued, including
15,786 speeding citations;
2,105 seat belt and child seat

violations; 3,465 citations for
driving without insurance;
and 1,300 for violations of
Move Over, Slow Down. Last
year’s enforcement efforts also
resulted in 787 DWI arrests,
609 felony arrests and 555 fu-
gitive arrests.

DPS offers the following
safety tips for the holiday sea-
son:

*Dont drink and drive.
Make alternate plans if you
are consuming alcohol.

*Move Over or Slow Down
for police, fire, EMS, Texas
Department of Transporta-
tion (TxDOT) vehicles and
tow trucks stopped on the
side of the road with emer-
gency lights activated. Show
the same courtesy to fellow
drivers who are stopped on
the side of the road. This year
alone, between Jan. 1 and Dec.
8, DPS issued 12,457 warn-
ings and citations for viola-
tions of this law.

*Buckle up everyone in the
vehicle — it’s the law.

*Slow down, especially in
bad weather, heavy traffic, un-

pile of weathered fence posts can be
worth a fortune. All you've gotta do
is carve them into high-dollar duck
decoys.

I'm
thinking specifically of our tank where two
ducks were swimming yesterday. At least they
looked like ducks.

'The feathers were so pretty I chose to pluck
the duck and save them all. A tedious unpleasant task. I don't even
know what I did with those feathers. Next time (please don't let
there be a next time), I'll skin the duck® Plucking is for the birds.

Back to fence posts. Our farm, like all farms, is blessed with a
pile of old ones. Pre-Christmas, I thought about cutting up one of
the fatter posts to carve one piece into a duck for a hard-to-shop-

Too many in our country are paying a great price by
listening to politicians on the left who are telling them the
opposite.

Consider the black Rev. Dr. Raphael Warnock, who is
now running as a Democrat in one of the U.S. Senate runoff
elections in Georgia.

Warnock is a poster child of the left, which embraces
the view that the world is unfair, controlled by racists and
exploiters.

And for some reason, Warnock, like so many of this point
of view, chooses to zero in on Israel, the very model of success
through personal responsibility, as a problem rather than a
solution.

Just last year, after visiting Israel, he affixed his signature to
a Group Pilgrimage Statement on Israel and Palestine.

Regarding the reality of Israel, we can turn to the
nonpartisan organization Freedom House in Washington,
D.C., which annually rates 210 nations around the world as
being “free,” “partly free” or “not free.”

Israel is the only nation in the Middle East rated “free.”

But Warnock and his colleagues ignore oppression
throughout the region and only choose to attack the one
country that is free.

'This freedom is enjoyed not only by the Jewish citizens of
Israel but also by the nearly 2 million Arab citizens of the
country. In my first visit to Israel, I couldn’t help but notice the
amazing diversity, with Jews from all over the world -- white, -
brown and black.

Regarding the situation in the West Bank and Gaza,
where Palestinian Arabs live, their absence of freedom and
prosperity is their own choosing. They control their future,
not Israel. Rather than aspiring to build better lives for their
citizens, they choose regimes that set a priority to destroy
Israel.

In 2005, for example, Isracl unilaterally withdrew its
presence from Gaza. The Palestinian regime there was free
to start building a nation. Rather than doing this, it started
lobbing missiles into Israel. The Palestinian Authority prime
minister announced, “We are telling the entire world: today
Gaza and tomorrow Jerusalem.”

Israeli settlers who were displaced when Israel withdrew
moved inland, started irrigating the desert with desalinized
water and, within five years, were exporting $50 million worth
of organic potatoes, carrots and peppers a year.

I wrote about it then, quoting the late Art Linkletter,
television personality and outspoken Christian, who observed,
“Things turn out best for people that make the best of the way
things turn out.”

I said then that Linkletter’s observation captured why
Israel has grown and prospered and why Palestinians have
languished.

The same is true in America.

This Christmas, let’s choose freedom and personal
responsibility.

THE FLOYD COUNTY HISTORICAL

A through-and-through
Texan, John A Lloyd was
born in Brazos County
near Bryan in 1890 and
moved to Wichita Falls
with the family when a
young man of twenty. Mrs.
Lloyd, whose maiden name
was - Goldie Joesphine
Barger, was born in Tell
City, Indiana in 1896.
Though not a native Texan,
she moved with her family
when still a child to a farm
near Wichita Falls in 1905.

It was in this city that the
young couple met, courted,
and were married three
days before Christmas in
1912. ‘They continued to
live there until 1916 when
the decision was made to
move to Floyd County.
As was common in those
days, a box car was rented,
loaded with family posses-
sions, farming equipment
and even animals to start
the railroad trip to Roar-
ing Springs. Here he was
met by a friend, Tilford
Taylor, who had brought
wagons to take things to
their new locatioin in the
Lakeview Community. For
many years he and Tilford
worked together with a
thrasher harvesting wheat
and milo along with their

own farming. During this
time John bought his first
car, a Model T. Not any of
the roads were paved. Soon
after their arrival in Lakev-
iew, Goldie began writing
to the Postmaster-General
about establishing a rural
mail route as they had to go
5 miles to where they had
a box. After about 3 years
the route was established.
The Lakeview Communi-
ty was part of their lives
for many years. John was
a trustee in the school and
wheén it burned he was one
of the ones instrumental in
building a new one. Five
of the children attended
school there. When land

- was purchased just south of

Floydada in 1938 the fam-
ily moved to this location
where they still live today.

The Lloyd children are
Alta, Ray, Hazel (deceased
at age 7), Fred, Flor-
ence Ann, Louis, John-
ny and Janet. Alta and G.
W. Smith, Ray and Ella
(Breed), Fred and Joyce
(Kessee), and Louis and
Janice (Thompson) all re-

side in the county. Flor- -

ence Ann and Russell
Dorsey live in Big Spring,
Johnnie and Willie May
(Tanner) in the Republic

of South Africa, and Jan-
et and Wayne Webb make
their home in Annandale,
Virginia. With this large
family, the Lloyds have
been doubly blessed with
‘twenty-four grandchildren
and twenty- four great
grandchildren.

Goldie was a member of
the First Baptist Church
and John a member of the
Primitive Baptist Church
where he has been a dea-
con for many years. Goldie
was active in the Home
Demonstration Club work.
Among her hobbies were
growing flowers, sewing,
crocheting, and quilt mak-
ing, “knowing people” and
certainly cooking and can-
ning! Many people call co-
operative work their hobby,
but with John Lloyd, it has
been a way of life. Among
the cooperative organi-
zations he has helped to
found or to which he has
rendered long, faithful
service are the Producers
Elevator, of which he was
president for six years, the

Consumers Fuel Associa-
tion, as board member for
10 years, and as president
eight; the Coop Gin, the
Cooperative Creamery of
Plainview; and a coopera-
tive frozen food locker. He
also served on the Floyda-
da School Board, Hospital
Board; the local Farm Bu-
reau and the Federal Farm
Loan Association. \
Goldie died January
23,1968 after being in fail-

 ing health for several years.

Following her death John
married Myrtle Lewis and
after five years of marriage
Myrtle died on February
27,1973. On December 8,
1976, John married Joanna
Earl Woodson of Marti-
nez, California, a longtime
friend of the family.

John notes some of the
biggest changes that he has
seen are in farming, since
he started with one-row
equipment with a horse, to
the present 12-row equip-
ment using 175 horsepow-
er; and the roads being

Most of our largest fund-
raising events were canceled
due to COVID-19, thus cut-
ting our funding in half.

Then the
CHIVE Texas Chapter even
hosted an event to help fund
our organization.
