Former director of ath-
letics Don Drennan is the re-
cipient of this year’s Lifetime
Achievement Award.

Mosley, ACU class of 2000,
was named the seventh direc-
tor of athletics in ACU history
in June 2004 and under his
leadership, the Wildcats won
10 NCAA Division II nation-
al championships, 20 Division
II regional championships
and 46 Lone Star Conference
championships. Some of his
most notable achievements,
however, were dedicated to
raising funds necessary for two
on-campus stadiums, guiding
the athletics program from
NCAA Division II status to
NCAA Division I affiliation

Prior to beginning work in
the ACU Athletics’adminis-
tration, Mosley put together
one of the greatest careers
in the history of ACU men’s
basketball. One of the most
decorated basketball play-
ers to play for ACU, Mosley
finished his career in 1999 as
the 11th-leading scorer and
eighth-leading rebounder in
Wildcat history, and in his
senior season (1998-99) he
led his team to the Division
IT South Central Region

-championship game. He

earned several honors during
his senior season, including
first team GTE academic all-
America, first team NCAA
all-South Central Region
by the NABC, second team
all-region by Daktronics-
CoSIDA, LSC South Divi-
sion MVP, and first team ac-
ademic all-LSC. He also was
awarded a $5,000 NCAA
Post-Graduate Scholarship.
Mosley was a 1995 Lock-
ney High School graduate
before attending ACU.
“Obviously anytime you
are honored and recog-
nized by your alma mater
it is very special,” Mosley
said, “Abilene . Christian
University was an amazing
place that provided some
very memorable experi-
ences and countless bless-
ings to me and our family in
our almost 20 years there. I
owe a great deal of gratitude
to not only my teammates
and coaches, but to many

community leaders, donors, -

and alumni who believe
in educating and inspiring
students in the life lessons
that reside outside of the
classroom. It was their en-
couragement and example
that helped shape my future
and strong belief that par-
ticipation in sports can be
one of the most meaning-
ful classrooms a young man
or woman may ever set foot
in.”

Mosley is married to
Trish and they have three
children, Jadon, Jaxon and
Blair. He is the son of for-

mer Lockney residents,
Ricky and Lisa Mosley, now
of Lubbock.

“I also can’t pass up an op-
portunity to thank my fam-
ily! My mom and dad were
amazing and sacrificed so
much to provide to me op-
portunities to use my gifts
and talents to God’s glory. I
also must thank my beauti-
ful wife and three children,”
Mosley said. “Having a ca-
reer in athletics (coaching
or in administration) comes
at a great price for families
given the demands on time
and the travel required. They
were always so supportive
and encouraging and de-
serve a lot of praise for any
honors or recognitions that
have come over my career.
My cheering section in life
has been second to none
and I'm grateful.”

The other six induct-
ees include football great
Danieal Manning, former
volleyball head coach Brek
Horn, former women’s bas-
ketball star Teresa (Rubart)
Grounds, men’s track and
field standout Calvin Cool-
ey and national champion
football player Mike Lively.

Secondly, when you take it upon
yourself to discern what is or is not public
knowledge, you run the risk of not only
alienating the media, but causing mistrust
between the public and the entity.

When entities keep secrets, why should
the public trust them? Because they say
so? That’s not how it works.

When entities fail to cooperate with
the media, the public begins to wonder
if they are doing their job at all or what
their agenda is.

And when I get word that these thingss
are going on, I put it right here for
everyone to read.

I believe that’s my job and I also believe
my team has the common sense to work
with entities and develop relationships
that help convey the news to the public.

But it has to work both ways.

Perhaps you've heard of the “it’s
under investigation” excuse? That’s
when law enforcement or another entity

deliberately withholds information
from the press because they think it
will somehow tip off the wrongdoer or
hamper their investigation.

In actuality, it’s better to say you are
investigating something and ask for help
from the public.

It was announced this week that trust
in the national media is at an all time low.
That sickens me and it should disturb the
public.

We must have trust between the public
and the entities and it’s the media’s
specific job to get that information to the
public in a proper manner.

Elected officials and those that work in
the public domain are paid by taxpayers.
They need to remember that those same
taxpayers hold them accountable to not
only do their job, but also keep them
informed.

I hope readers of this column encourage
your elected officials and entity heads to
work with the media.

And to those that think they can
withhold information or dictate what is
good for the public to know, the laws of
this country say otherwise and Freedom of
Information Act requests work very well.

Do your job. Keep an open line of
communication and the media will let
the public know you are doing your job.
Residents should know their hard-earned
money is not being wasted. It’s really
pretty simple.

Texas provided them the oppor-
tunity to claim state-owned land
that was available for homestead-
ing. Plant My Feet is a novel that
describes the many challenges and
opportunities these pioneers faced.

The novel revolves around the
main character, twenty-one-year-old
unmarried Clay Long. Clay leaves
his home and family near Waco
in 1891, with very little except his
horse and bedroll. His plan is to be-
come gold prospector in Colorado.
In Fort Worth Clay gets sidetracked.
Luckily, he meets the Jackson family
who is relocating from central Texas
to the Llano Estacado or high plains,
and they take a liking to him. They
have a boxcar loaded with their pos-
sessions, and together the Jacksons
and Clay ride in the boxcar to Chil-

dress. The Jacksons’ son, Walter,
who is about Clay’s age, becomes
a close friend. From Childress the
group travels by horseback and
wagon to Floyd County, where they
establish homesteads and begin to
develop the land.

The life of homesteaders was
mostly hard work, but there were
other aspects to their lives. Con-
flicts between neighbors and
ranchers, social interaction in the
community, romantic situations,
and religious sues, complicated
life. Indian scares and weather
challenges are among many other
events described.

After three years. Clay and Wal-
ter seek a more exciting and profit-
able life, so they leave their home-
steads for the summer and head to
the newly discovered gold field
on Baldy Peak in northem New
Mexico. They soon fall victim
to the trickery of two swindlers,

which leaves their dreams and
lances in bad shape. They get jobs
while hoping to prospect part time
on the side. In the meantime, they
become romantically involved,
which makes their lives even more
interesting. One has to wonder
what would have to happen to ever
bring these fortune seekers back
home to Floyd Country.

The novel covers a three-year
period, with a setting in Floyd
County, Texas, and the mountains
of northem New Mexico. The Lone
Star Community, Delia Plain, Floyd
City, Lockney, Quitaque Creek, and
the mining town of Marysville,
New Mexico, are prominent loca-
tions in the story. The author was
careful to construct early-day life
and events with authenticity.

Much needed rain
likely 1n October

COLLEGE STATION -
Many farmers needing mois-
ture now are wondering when
they can expect the promised
moisture to arrive since it has
been drier than normal in the
summer, according to Texas
A&M Agrilife Extension
Service county agents.

“It depends upon where
youre at, really” said Dr.
John Nielsen-Gammon, state
climatologist and Regents
Professor of Atmospheric
Sciences at Texas A&M Uni-
versity, College Station. “The
effects seem to come sooner
in the northern part of the
state than in the southern
part of the state.”

Unfortunately, he said Sep-
tember is too soon to expect
wetter conditions related to El
Nifio anywhere in the state.

“But once we get in Octo-
ber/November, the northern
two-thirds of the state should
generally start to see above-

normal rainfall,” Nielsen-
Gammon said.

For South Texas, the en-
hanced wet conditions tend
to be concentrated in Decem-
ber, January and February, he
said.

“And often times there will
be a dry month in the north-
ern part of the state during
those . months,” Nielsen-
Gammon said.

Looking back, Nielsen-
Gammon indicated there is
no sure reason why the dry
weather occurred this sum-
mer, but one conjecture is that
it is connected with how tem-
peratures evolve when you're
coming out of a drought into
something that favors rainfall.

“So far it hasn't been very
different from 1957,” he said.
“When the 50s’ drought end-
ed, we had a very wet April
and May, and then the sum-
mer was dry, and some places
got back into drought before
we started above-normal
rainfall again in the fall.”

ANNIE AND MATHER CARR

Annie Allen and Mather
Carr first met when An-
nie was only a few days old.
Being only six at the time,
Mather was not very inter-
ested in a small infant. After
a short time, the Allen fam-
ily left Coryell County in
East Texas for Oklahoma.
Sixteen years later the Carrs
and Allens met in Floyd
County, and on August
26,1903, Mather Carr and
Annie Allen were married
in Lockney, Texas.

Annie and Mather made
their home with Mather’s
parents until their own
home could be constructed.
In March, 1903, Annie and
Mather moved into their
home, a half-dugout located
in the present day Harmony
Community in the southwest
comer of Floyd County. An-
nie says she has never been
happier in a home than she
was in the half-dugout she

shared with Mather.

The dugout was built of
lumber, hauled by wagon
from Canyon. It measured
fourteen feet by twenty-
eight feet, had a plank floor
and windows of glass. Annie
and Mather furnished their
home with furniture built
by Mather, a few cooking
utensils ordered from Sears,
and other items given to
them by relatives.

Living in a dugout was hard
work, but Annie and Mather
did not complain. Their wa-
ter had to be hauled from
Mather’s parents’ well until a
well could be dug. Even then,
they did not have a windmill
until later. Annie burned
cowchips for fuel, and these
had to be gathered. After the
chips were burned, the ashes
had to be carried out. Chips
were carried in for cooking
and the ashes taken outside.
It was an endless cycle.

Mather was an amateur
photographer and enjoyed
developing his own pictures.

He partitioned part of the
dugout to use as a darkroom.

Mather and Annie’s first
child, Wesley, was born in
the half-dugout on Feb-
ruary 22,1905. The other
children were born after
the Carrs moved to their
house in 1909. Horace was
born December 20,1910
and their daughter, Alme-
da Maye was born August
19,1918.

Mather and Annie were
part of the original Harmo-
ny Methodist Church that
was organized on the fourth
Sunday of April in 1904.
Annie served as a Sunday
School teacher and Mather
as the superintendent. They
continued their membership
when the Harmony Meth-
odist Church and Allmon
Methodist Church merged
in 1914 to form the Carr’s
Chapel Methodist Church.

Mather died November
23,1959, and is buried in
the cemetery behind Carr’s
Chapel. Until recently An-

nie lived in the home she and
Mather had built and moved

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Reminder to Take

Hunter Education before

Special to The Hesperian-Beacon

AUSTIN — With hunting
season right around the corner,
it’s time to get your hunter edu-
cation certification.

To hunt legally in Texas,
anyone born on or after Sept. 2,
1971, must complete a hunter
education training course or
purchase a one-time ‘deferral’,
good for one license year. Be-
cause the minimum age of cer-
tification is 9 years old, hunters
under the age of 9 must be ac-
companied by a licensed hunt-
er in the field. Hunters ages 9
through 16 must either com-
plete hunter education courses
or be accompanied while in
the field. Deferral purchas-

- ers must also be ‘accompanied’

which means to be within nor-
mal voice control of a licensed
hunter 17 years of age or older
who has completed hunter ed-
ucation or who was born before
Sept. 2, 1971. Hunters 17 and
up must complete hunter edu-
cation courses.

To make this process easier
than ever, the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department now of-
fers the option of completing
training courses completely
online for Texas residents 17
years and older.

However, TPWD also offers
three other convenient meth-
ods of getting certified: the
basic, enhanced and advanced
courses, which involve -class-
room and/or field time.

The basic hunter education
course is designed for novice and
young hunters ages 9 and above
and requires six hours of class-
room instruction. The enhanced
hunter education course is a
combination of an online home
study program and up to five
hours of field training. The ad-
vanced hunter education course
requires more than six hours of
instruction and includes more
content than the basic and en-
hanced courses.

Each of the courses costs
$15, and the passing grade for
all courses is 75 percent.

‘Heading to the Field

Since mandatory hunter ed-
ucation first started in 1988, the
number of hunting accidents
and fatalities has declined to
fewer than 3 per 100,000 hunt-
ers. Incidents involving those
who had completed hunter
education courses are only in
the single digits each year.

To help improve hunter
safety, choose from one of the
many flexible options to get
your hunter education certifica-
tion now. For more information
and to register for hunter edu-
cation programs, visit http://
www.tpwd.texas.gov/outdoor-
learning/hunter-education.

The certification is valid for
life and is honored in all other
states and provinces.

Some federally controlled
areas require all hunters using
that site to have hunter edu-
cation certification. In Texas,
this includes Corps of Engi-
neers property and most mili-
tary reservations. Check with
the specific area prior to going
hunting.

Watch for venomous

snakes when afield

AgrilLife Extension wildlife expert
warns to be alert while hunting

SAN ANGELO - With
dove season in full-swing
and bow season for deer just
around the corner, hunters

should be aware of their

surroundings, said a Texas
A&M AgriLife Extension
Service wildlife specialist.

“While folks stock up
on shells, buy their licens-
es, prepare for their trips
and head afield, they may
be forgetting one critical
component of a successful
hunting trip: safety,” said
Dr. John Tomecek of San
Angelo.

“While we normally
think of hunter safety as
pertaining to safe practices
while shooting, handling a
firearm, and knowing what
is beyond your target, there
is one component, especial-
ly during dove season, that
is often overlooked and
that’s venomous snakes.”

Tomecek said hot weath-
er, a mainstay of the dove
and early deer seasons
across Texas, means snakes
are still very active. Opti-
mum spring growing con-
ditions mean there is plen-
ty of tall vegetation across
fields and pastures this fall
to hide the reptiles.

“Most cropped fields fa-
vored by dove hunters have
had little human activity
for months, making them
preferable for snakes.to live
in,” he said. “Large num-
bers of bird hunters in the
field, especially exuberant
young hunters may unin-
tentionally run afoul of our
serpentine friends.”

Tomecek said there are
some simple, common-
sense precautions to re-
maining snake-safe in the
field. First, when walking
in tall vegetation, keep an
eye on where you are about

to step. Additionally, when
crossing open  ground,
watch your path as you ap-
proach as snakes may be
basking in the open.

“While the hunter fo-
cuses on the birds flying
overhead, they may miss
the critters at their feet,”
Tomecek said. “Second,
when retrieving birds or
empty hulls,look before you
reach. Snakes may be under
nearby vegetation and eas-
ily frightened, which may
result in a strike. These
hiding places also include
large clumps of prickly pear
cactus, under which snakes
often lie.

‘And finally, to pre-
pare for a safe hunting
trip, know the locations of
nearby hospitals and bring
a snake-bite kit with your
other first-aid supplies in
the field. If you or a hunt-
ing partner is bitten, re-
main calm and attempt to
identify the type of snake.
This will help medical pro-
fessionals know what anti-
venom to administer.

“So have fun, but remem-
ber, safety is a key element
of an enjoyable hunt.”
