Civilians Are U'rged
To Support United

Emphasis in the United Welfare

| Fund campaign on the base shifted

this week to civilian employees, as
it was found contributions from
these workers were well below
goals.

As of Wednesday noon, 41.31.
percent of all base personnel had
contributed a day’s pay, with mil-
itary showing 49.14 percent and
civilians 29.82 percent.

Records showed that one organ-
ization, the 3501st Periodic Main-
tenance squadron, had contribu-
tions and/or pledges of 91.13 per-
cent of a day’s pay from military
personnel. This led the base for
military personnel, but the 27.8
percent of contributions and pledg-
es from civilians put the squadron
in third place, instead of first.

Showing  contributions and
pledges from military personnel
over 70 percent were the 3500th
Motor Vehicle squadron with 79.08
percent, 3505th Field Maintenance
squadron, 76.44 percent, and
3502nd Flight Line Maintenance
squadron,-71.12 percent.

Four squadrons this week show-

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When a serviceman commits a crime in the United States he

brings dishonor on his Service. When he commits a crime outside
United States territory he brings dishonor on the United States of
America.

He deals a damaging blow to himself, his family, his Service, the
U. S. Armed Forces as a whole, and his country.

It is not unnatural that people in other lands are unusually anger-
ed when allied servicemen commit crimes against them. If foreign
troops were stationed in our home towns and committed crimes against
Americans we would be just as incensed.

Under these conditions, punishment for such crimes is not likely to
be light. In many cases, under current rulings, the accused may be
tried by the foreign country — not by United States courts.

A recent U. S. Court of Appeals ruling indicates that a foreign
country has a right to try U. S. military personnel for crimes com-
mitted in the foreign land.. The Court held that the United States has
jurisdiction over military personnel stationed in a foreign country only
when that country has agreed to give that jurisdiction to the United
States.

But no matter by whom the accused is tried—and no matter what
is the finding of the court—an incident has brought some degree of
dishonor to the United States. It has weakened, somewhat, the overall
strength of the Nation we are sworn to defend.

Education — More Than In Classrooms

Not many years ago, “education” was thought of primarily as
teaching and learning in the classroom. Now the term has broad-
ened to include learning in many kinds of situations—both for
adults and children—on the job, and in the home.

Libraries along with schools have always been a basiec means of
education in this country. While a regular classroom may not be
open to you, BASE LIBRARY is open from 9:00 to 5:00 and 6:00 to
9:00 p.m. weekdays and from 2:00 to 5:00 and 6:00 to 9:00 weekends.
Surely during these hours all personnel connected with this Base
can find the time to come. They will find the Library Staff willing
to assist with all needs.

Not only does you Base Library have books to take care of text-
book needs, but many supplementary books are also available.
More and more ambitious airmen are using Reese Library to find
help in courses they are taking at Texas Tech or for USAFI courses.

For example, the Commun-
ity Chest provides $7,000 per year to maintain the Lubbock Service
Organization. The Lubboek Chapter of the American Red Cross not
only makes loans and grants to the military but provides home service
to dependents and assists in obtaining emergency leaves. Where gov-
ernment hospitalization is not available for polio victims, the Natlonal
Foundation comes to the rescue.

There can be no question of the interdependence of our person-
nel—military and civilian. Just under the uniform we have the same
physical bodies, all subject to the same fates of hard Iuck. When con-
tacted for your 1/365th of your pay, contribute cheerfully for a gift
otherwise is not acceptable.
