“The questionnaires sought one 
thing—career intentions—as these 
young men proceeded through the 
different phases," Dr. Himelstein 
commented. “This is the first 
time we have gone beyond the 
w ritten questionnaire. We have 
been talking w ith individuals in 
an effort to explore the basic m ot­
ivation on why the young men 
stay in service, or why they will 
not stay in servcie. We really 
don’t care w hether they stay or 
not, from our research angle, but 
we are searching for the reasons.”

The doctor said the multiple 
choices provided on the qusetion- 
naires, the AFROTC men thought, 
did not perm it opportunity to ex­
press real feelings.

“For instance,” he commented, 
“there is no way on the question­
naire for the student to say he 
was undecided on staying in. In 
these interviews which we have 
been conducting for eight weeks 
at the various bases, the student 
can say just how he feels, and why.

Forty Reese students were in ter­
viewed by the psychologists.

These people neglect a couple of simple facts. The first is that 
discourtesy is no more welcome at work than at home. The second is 
that little things like annoyingly loud speech and pointless in terrup­
tions can ruin an efficient office routine.

There is a world of difference between destructive antics and real 
informality. Noise doesn’t signify a pleasant place to work. There 
m ust be a feeling of m utual respect among the people who work to­
gether.

This respect is not brought about by backslapping and loud talk. 
Where it exists, each person welcomes intelligent criticism and help 
from other more experienced and better trained in  the business at 
hand. The office as a whole is more productive—and a darn sight 
easier on the ears. (AFPS)

Seven Agencies Supported 
By United Fund Drive

A new and simplified fund-raising policy for U. S. overseas m ili­
tary  and civilian personnel has been endorsed in a special message 
from President Eisenhower.

The first drive overseas under the new plan will be the Federal 
Service Overseas Fund Campaign, November 15 to December 15, in 
support of seven American institutions and agencies which operate on 
a world-wide scale. Two other drives, to be conducted at a later date, 
will be a National Health Agencies drive and the American Red 
Cross Campaign.

The Federal Service Overseas Fund Campaign will include CARE, 
the Crusade for Freedom, the American Social Hygiene Association, 
International Social Service, National Recreation Association, USO— 
the United Services Organizations, Inc.—and United Seamen’s Service.

In  the United States, donations for these organizations are normal­
ly solicited in community chest fund drives. What are these agencies? 
W hat do they do?

CARE—is a joint organization of 26 American service agencies 
dedicated to person-to-person assistance on a world-wide basis. CARE 
assemblies needed supplies ranging from food, textiles and tool pack­
ages to medical and educational supplies and equipment, and ships 
them to critical spots throughout the world. Since its inception in 
1946, CARE has delivered more than 15,500,000 packages and other 
American aid overseas, valued at $211,000,000.

The Crusade for Freedom—is a voluntary organization of millions of 
Americans for raising funds to support Radio Free Europe and Free 
Europe Press. Its operations help sustain hope and courage among the 
people behind the Iron Curtain.

The American Social Hygiene Association—is fighting to control 
the renewed outbreak of venereal disease.

International Social Service—has accepted one of the largest orphan- 
adoption projects the world has ever known, concentrating on place­
ment of thousands of fatherless children. The ISS also provides the 
serviceman a link with family and friends throughout the world.

The National Recreation Association—helps make life happier 
for men and women and their families in unfam iliar surroundings 
overseas by securing recreation space and facilities for servicemen 
and their families and encouraging hobbies and handicrafts.

The USO—United Service Organizations, Inc.—provides religious, 
educational welfare and recreational services at American installa­
tions or outposts. The Armed Forces have long regarded it as a “home 
away from home”. USO is a federation of seven national agencies.

The United Seamen's Service—is the only world-wide agency 
dedicated to serving American merchant seamen ashore in overseas 
ports.

Under the overseas fund-raising program, contributions may be 
made to one or more, or to all seven, agencies, and the donor’s selection 
may be indicated on the inside flap of a contribution envelope that 
will be supplied to all militarya nd civilian personnel overseas. The 
envelopes -will be distributed and collected by key men in each in ­
stallation. Envelopes are to be sealed to insure privacy of giving.

The Federal Service Overseas Fund Campaign Committee expects 
the drive to yield considerably more than could be collected in scat-

New Airman Control AfSC Improves 
Reporting -  Assignment Systems

Every airman in the AF is ex­
pected to be assigned to Control 
AFSC by January 31, according 
to a revision of the W arrant Offi­
cer and Airman Classification 
Manual (AFM 35-1), now enroute 
to the field.

The Control AFSC (CAFSC)

The Control AFSC will remain 
unchanged for an airman working 
temporarily in another skill. How­
ever, if he is being trained out of 
his assigned CAFSC under P ro­
ject Guidance, his CAFSC will 
change accordingly.

will be used in the AF’s personnel 
reporting and assignment sys­
tems. It will represent the air­
m an’s prim ary or highest usable 
skill, considered in terms of total 
AF-wide requirements. I t replaces 
the Utilization AFSC now assigned 
every airman.

Under the new system scheduled 
to go into effect January 31, the 
local duty to which an airman is 
assigned will not affect his report­
ing and assignment. Instead, these 
two actions will be controlled by 
his CAFSC (the AFSC of his p ri­
m ary or highest usable skill) as 
long as there is an AF need — 
actual or projected — for that 
skill.

In  most cases, the airman’s P ri­
m ary AFSC is surplus and his duty 
AFSC is in an AF-needed skill, his 
duty- AFSC may become his Con­
trol AFSC. When no such addition­
al AFSC has been awarded, the 
airman may be awarded a Control 
AFSC at the 3-level in the career 
ladder in which he is to be tra in­
ed.

A CAFSC at the 3-level also 
will identify an airman whose 
PAFSC is at the Helper level and 
who is assigned to basic technical 
training or a directed duty assign­
ment for on-the-job training.

U S A F IT  Offers Boost In Education
USAFIT, of the USAF Institute 

of Technology, offers the best pro­
gram in the Air Force, one which 
all qualified Reese personnel 
should use, J. F. Reeves, educa­
tional specialist, asserted this
week.*

“USAFIT is one of the major 
institutions for providing profes­
sional education w ithin the Air 
Force,” Reeves said. “The mission 
is to provide education to meet 
technological, scientific, and other 
professional requirements of the 
Air Force in m ajor academic 
fields, such as engineering, arts, 
sciences, management, and tra in­
ing with industry.”

Standard prerequisite require­
ments provide that an officer must 
be on extended duty, possess at 
least 30 hours of college work, 
and be of a rank through second 
lieutenant to lieutenant colonel. 
The age limit for undergraduate 
courses is 37 years, for post grad­
uate courses 40 years, and for 
courses in management and tra in ­
ing with industry, 43 years of age.

Training may be taken at the 
resident school at W right-Patter- 
son AFB, which offers both grad­
uate and undergraduate schooling, 
or it may be at civilian colleges.

Generous retirem ent benefits— I 

which few men in comparable civ-1 
ilian occupations could hope to 
earn in their lifetime—is listed 
first, and far ahead, of all other 
reasons given by airmen when 
asked why they have reenlisted.

Both first term  airmen who plan 
to reenlist and career airmen ex­
pressed approximately the same 
feelings about ‘retirem ent bene­
fits’.

The recent USAF Sample Survey 
asked specifically: “What were 
the two strongest reasons which 
were im portant in making up your 
mind when you last reenlisted, or 
extended your active service?”

Of career airmen, 36.5 per cent 
listed ‘retirem ent benefits’ as the 
first reason, and 21.7 per cent list­
ed it second. Second most popular 
reason was ‘like m ilitary life’, 
getting 16.2 per cent of the first 
place votes and 13.9 per cent of 
the second place votes. ‘Like job 
and duty assignments’ was the 
next most popular reason, and 
far down the list was ‘pay, allow­
ances & fringe benefits’. Some of 
the other reasons named included: 
‘Opportunity for more training 
and education in the AF’, ‘Adven­
ture, travel and new experiences’, 
‘reenlistment bonus’, ‘like flying 
and aviation’, ‘good promotion op­
portunity’, ‘AF is a good place to 
raise a family’, etc.

Of first term  airmen, 35.5 per 
cent listed ‘retirem ent benefits’ 
first, and 29.8 per cent put it sec­
ond. Second most populad choice 
in this group was ‘opportunity for
