Reese Adopts 
4 7  M oney Tree
Plans O f ATC

An active Project Money Tree program has been in 
effect, at Reese for more than a year and will be energetically 
continued, Col. L. C. Hess, wing commander, told Air Train­
ing Command in his December-February quarterly report.

The colonel reported that of 165 “acorns” or management im­
provement suggestions proposed by ATC, 47 are in full use on the 
base. He also reported that during January and February, Reese 
people submitted 22 “acorns” to ATC for adoption where possible and 
that all are in use here. A majority of the 165 ATC suggestions were 
not adaptable at UPT bases.

Many of the “acorns” did not 
involve benefits on which mone­
tary status could be determined.
But 13 of them brought annual 
savings here estimated at more 
than $18,880.

Project Money Tree went into 
use in the Air Force in December,
1960, and Reese has been empha­
sizing the project since that time.
Col. Harold T. Babb, deputy wing 
commander, is project officer, as­
sisted by key military men and 
civilians.

Acorns adopted and suggest­
ed cover virtually every area 
of base operation, including 
p r o c u r e  ment, maintenance, 
transportation, supply and per­
sonnel management.
The quarterly report stated 

that at Reese, reduced require­
ments for materials and equip­
ment have brought savings of 
$149,939. It also stated that 62 
non-power items have been elim­
inated to save $30,570 and that 8 
powered items for aircraft had 
been eliminated to save an addi­
tional $32,928.

Project Money Tree activities, 
it also was stated, have brought 
reduction in the number of per­
sonnel needed to perform the base 
mission and capabilities of work­
ers had been increased through 
training and closer supervision of 
utilization.

Cockpit Jobs O n  Increase 

For Rated Junior Officers
WASHINGTON (ANFS)-Two 

new developments in the rated 
picture add up to increased cock­
pit job opportunities for junior 
officers, particularly for the new­
ly rated.

USAF has directed that newly 
graduating pilots and navigators, 
plus those with current unre­
stricted aeronautical ratings dat­
ing to Jan. 1, 1954, will spend at 
least five consecutive years as pri­
mary duty in an aircrew position.

USAF already has rushed a spe­
cial request to the field asking for 
lieutenants and captains with or 
without advanced pilot training, 
to volunteer for C-130 transition 
classes in April, May and June.

Newly rated officers, including 
those with 1954 aeronautical rat­
ings, must spend a minimum of 
five continuous years in the cock­
pit. Actually, they are liable for 
eight years of flying as primary 
duty if requirements exist. Com­
mands already have been in­
structed to give such officers a 
Directed Duty Assignment (DDA)

| to primary aircrew duty.

About the only thing that takes 
precedence over a DDA is service 
in the Limited Resources Special­
ties (LRS) categories. This waiv­
er applies mainly to a few scarce 
research and development types.

USAF backgrounded the policy 
shift by making two main points:

“Every effort must be made to 
achieve the optimum condition 
of rated officers assigned to rated 
duties in relation to age and 
grade.

“A review of duty assignments 
of recent flying school graduates 
indicates that some of these offi­
cers have been reassigned to 
duties not requiring an aeronau­
tical rating shortly after comple­
tion of 12 months duty subsequent 
to graduation from flying school.”

Getting a seat behind the con­
trols of a jet-prop C-130 Hercules, 
a Lockheed made aircraft which 
has brought near fighter per­
formance to the air transport 
field, is open by application to 
pilots in the grades of lieutenants 
and captain.

After the Air Training Command inspectors departed 
Reese last year, they rendered a report on our activities 
which included 10 commendable ratings, the highest classifi­
cation inspectors can give.

Overall, I feel that we can look forward to an interesting 
and rewarding inspection —  one which will reflect the high 
degree of professionalism, teamwork and dedication present 
throughout the 3500th Pilot Training Wing.

History has proved that 
countless times. Our Country stands, and grows in strength because 
we are basically a moral nation.
