“We are ready to be at any 
place on the globe within a mat­
ter of hours,” said the general.

He stressed that TAC is con­
tinuing its modernization pro­
gram in order to perform its 
world mission. He also praised the 
pilot training program at Reese 
and said that as far as anyone 
can see into the future there will 
be a need for trained pilots.

Gen. Donovan is a 1934 gradu­
ate of the U. S. Military Academy 
at West Point. During World War 
II he was with the 12th Bomb 
Command in England, command­
ed the 97th Bomb Group in North 
Africa and flew 37 combat mis­
sions, and was in the strategy sec­
tion of the War Department gen­
eral staff. He served three years 
as air attache in Buenos Aires.

He served in Spain as deputy 
commander of the 16th Air Force 
and deputy chief of military mis­
sion, and also as chief of JUSMG 
of Spain and Chief of MAAG 
there.

Cuts Lowered
The long-heralded cut in Air 

Force rated officer categories has 
not been as deep as expected, 
USAF announced this week. Sus­
pended from flying status are 
728, a figure far less than ex­
pected.

Laws allowing the Air Force to 
curtail flying without affecting 
flight pay will be used to meet 
the rated ceiling. No further 
suspensions will be made.

The ceiling will be met through 
the early release of non-career 
officers, and increased use of 
laws permitting payment of flight 
pay to persons stationed in cer­
tain remote areas and to those in 
the “over 20” category.

Suspensions will be effective 
next Jan. 1.

Wives clubs will 
also be asked to aid.
