The Commission Enjoined,

On Thursday of last week federal
judge, A. P. McCormick, rendered
his decision in the case of the nine
railroads suing for an injunction
against the enforcement of the freight
rates fixed by the railroad commis-
sion of Texas. His decision in ef-
fect annuls all rates made by the
commigsion since it resumed work
after the final decision in 1894 by
the U. 8, supreme court on the in-
junction granted by this same judge
The present decision will hold good
until the case is tried by a full court
at Austin and then appealed and
tried by she supreme court at Wash-
ington—a year at least, probably two
of them, The commission will be
practically on the shelf during this
time. We understand of course that
it can make other rates, but as the
rates it can make can not go as low
as the rates just enjoined, or even
approximate them, we see no good
in its attempting to do anything.

On the hearing of the case before
Judge McCormick the commissioners
represented by Attorney General
Crane showed that they had with
the aid of experts and upon the
sworn statements of the companies
themselves as to the value of their
various properties carefully fixed the
valuation of the several railroads,
etc., on the basis of what they could
be built or duplicated for at the
present time and had so fixed rates
ad to yield to the roads a fair return
on such valuation.

The companies contended against
the justness of such a valuatic1 and
claimed the right to such ratus as
would pay a fair interest and divi-
dent on original cost, added better-
ments, bonded indebtedness, etc.
As an illustration, the valuation fix-
ed by the commission for the Hous-
ton and Texas Central was 821,000
per mile, while that company figured
it at §53,000 per mile.

Judge McCormick saw it as the
companies did and in summing up
the case held that the commission
rates would prevent the roads from
earning a reasonable compensation
to an extent that if continued must
result in the bankruptcy ot the rail-
roads and result in the takingof
their property without due process
of law,

From lack of space we can't go
into all 'the reasoning presented by
the judge, but the above is the jist
of it.

We give below his decree in the
case of the H, & T. C, R'y, the de-
crees in the other cases being prac-
tically the same:

liens to be recovered and foreclosed
by suit where the lands lie in any
court of competent jurisdiction.

Orchards In Hard Places.

In an address before the Wisconsin
State Hortieultural BSoclety, Geo. J.

In recommending the best plan most
likely to suceeed on low situations and
poor orchard soll, I would go back to
the foundation and plant four seeds of
the most hardy apple or erab known,
such as Duchess and Hibernal or Vir-
Einia crab, plant these in a well pre-
pared spot where the future orchard
tree is to stand, protect by a bit of
fence board on the southwest side, and
80 staked and cultlvated that a good
growth may be secured: the first fall
remove all but two of the most vigor-
ous seedlings, bank up for winter and
if the size is sufficient to carry a clon,
the following spring graft two Inches
below the crown with Duchess, Hiber: ‘
nal, Charlamaff and Virginia erab for
those kinds less hardy, If the seedlings
are too =mall at one yenr then contin-
ue the growth another season and graft
at two yoars,

The advantage of grafting the geed-
Ing without transplanting is to get the
benefit of the whole root and In no
other way can the full benefit be ob-
tuined; grafting two Inches below
ground will insure the rooting of the
sclow; using Virginla crab as a stock
upon which at two to three feet (o
graft, or bud in the limbs, varleties
which are less hardy.

This s by no means the first time he
has tried the experiment, and the re-
sult confirmed the former conclusion
that under some conditions the plan 18
the best. In the first place an extra
hen can be kept In place of the cock,
thue giving an extra egg every other
day, which is very nearly the average
yleld of each of the ten hene. The
roosterless pen did not perhaps lay
better thas the other pens, but it cer-
talnly did fully as well, There was no
{tch or other contaglous disease, which
{2 often transferred throughout the pen
where the cock Is kept, There were no
broken eggs and no torn or lame backs,
The germiess eggs keep better and are
better liked by certalo fastidious eus-
tomers.

Thoe only
druwback was the somewhat peculiar
vehavior of the cellbate hens, hut when
kept in a pen most of the time there s
lttle nonoyance.

Chiceago's Milk Supply.

N. H. Warren, a dalry farmer of
Waseco, 1il., has written an open letter
to Commissioner of Health Reynolds
in reply to the clrcular sent to pro-
ducers, handlers and shippers of milk
for the Chicago market, This circular
dealt with the danger of contamination
of the milk supply. Mr. Warren says
the old dalrymen, who are careful in
their bandling of milk, are discouraged
because of the “starvation price of
milk"—a yearly average of 2 cents a
quart—paid by the dealers In Chicago.
Many, therefore, are selllng thelr cows,
probably to give place to new dalry-
, men who are not competent or willing
| to deliver as good an article in as good
condition a8 the old dalrymen. Ha
thinks some measure should be taken
to give the men who own the cows a
living price for their milk and remove
the temptation to employ cheap,
| slovenly help in the dalries, Commis-
| sloner Reynolds commends the writer
for “his intelligent presentation of the
case,” but says: “Of course, the de-
partment of health cannot regulate the
price of milk."

Shallow Settlng of Milk.

The makers of butter sustain a great
loss in shallow settings, Every per-
son that has had experience with the
shallow pans kpows that no matter
how well the cream rises It s difficult
to skim It so closely that a good deal of
the cream will not remain sticking
around the sides of the pans and float-
‘ln; in the milk. When deep setting

Is practiced the cream ls so thick at the
top and so solld that it is removed
with much greater ease, and the
smount left around the edges Ils not
| greater than (o the first place from a
much smaller gquantity of milk. An
experiment to determine the loss from
|250 pounds of milk per day showed
about two pounds of butter fat left in
the milk, where the milk was set for
twelve hours. This two pounds of but-
ter fat would muake more than two
pounds of butter. This dally loss dur-

The San Jose Scule.

We fear our readers may become
tired of seeing this heading In the va- |
rious farm papers, but we assure them |
there i reason for a frequent mention
of this pest. We know that some men
that have orchard stock to sell are
trying to belittle the danger, but the
danger exists in spite of thelr efforts
to lull the country into a fancied secur-
ity. The state entomologlst of Callfor-
nia says that without doubt the San |
Jose scale {8 the greatest pest that has
ever menaced the orchards of this
conntry. In Californla it hag become
50 prevalent that It 1s no longer consld-
ered possible to eradleate it. The only
thing left to do s to fight it in every or-
churd and try to grow fruit in spite
of it. Spraying has only the effect of
kesping down the generations of youug
on~s when they make thelr appearance
on the orchard trees in large numbers.
Bu® o the forests where the scale has
got a foothold no spraying that will
be effective can be done. This should
stifhulate the horticulturists east of the
Rocky mountains to do what they can
to prevent the spread of the scale,
kpawing as we do that opce the pest
is among our wild trees It will be Im-
possible of extinction, Every gstate
should take energetic measures to pro-
tect Its bordars. We ralse troops and
spend mlillions to keep out forelgn in-
vaders when they come in the form of
mén,. Why not spend mopey as freely
wben It is necessary to repel an lnsect
invasion?

The CGraln Weevl),

A bulletin sent out from the Indiana
experiment station says: Numerous
inguirles have recently come to the
experiment station concerning a small
insect which ia described us dolng
great damage to the wheat Iin gran-
arles, With one exception no specl-
mens have accompanied the letters,
but from the descriptions glven It is
very evident that the ipscct Is one of
the grain weevils which commonly in-
fert wheat stored lo bina,

One of the most common of these
lttle beetles 18 Calandria granarla, s
gmall, dark reddish snout beetle, which
deposits Ity eggs upon the graln, These
eggs soon hatch into small, footless
larvae, that eat out the substance of
the kernels, and become full-grown In
a few weeks. They then change to
pupse and soon after agaln transform
to adult beetles. There are several
broods each season, so they may be
found at almost any time during the
summer and autumn, While there are
several specles of these grain weevils,
the same remedy will do for all, As
these Insects penetrate all through the
eutire bulk of graln, It Is necessary
to apply some substance that Is equally
penetrating in its nature.

I have never been In favor of winter-
ing bees on the “hot-bed” plan; that Is,
I have not belleved In keeping bees
through the winter in a place where
the temperature |s continuously main-
talned at & high polnt, say from 40 t

“hot-bed” plan for me, 1 belleve in
placing bees In winter quarters In the
fall as late as possible, or certalnly,
not until winter s about to set In.
Here (In Massachusetts) that time I8
about the middle of December. On
tha other hand, 1 want to take them
out on the approach of spring, and that
with us fs about the 20th of March,
My objection to wintering bees In a
high temperature is that they cannot
safely be put on the summer stands In
the spring until the temperature aver-
ages as high outside as that {n which
the bees were wintered in, or kept In
from four to five months. The change
from a warm to a cold place works
just the same on bees as It does on
tender vegetables grown under glass,
Remove the glass, and down go the
plants, Place the bees on the summer
stand too early, and down go the bees
—sepring dwindling. T have tested both
the vegetable and the bee experiment,
and know what 1 am talking about,
Now I am ready to write what I
started to write when | commenced. In
the fall of 1896 1 arranged as an experl-
ment, only, a small place to winter
lb«-s In, The room Is about ten feet
long, slx wide and five high. There
