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FISD School Board Discusses Reaction to One Act Piay

One item on the Floydada Independent School District Board of 
Trustees’ agenda for discussion Tuesday night, May 12, was Floydada 
High School’s UIL One Act Play -  a sensitive subject receiving much 
discussion over the past month. The One Act Play performed by FHS 
students was taken from Tennessee W h am s’ 1948 Broadway play 
entitled “Summer and Smoke.”

PubUc discussion began at the April 14 FISD board meeting when 
Jerry Battey, Floydada resident and parent, voiced his concerns over the 
appropriateness of the play for performance and viewing by the teenag­
ers of this community (the coverage of this meeting appeared in the 
April 23 edition). At that time Battey said, “Normally One Act Plays are 
performed for the public and also otiier schools in the district. When this 
play was performed at UIL, the decision was made that it could not be 
performed for the public. We just want to know why.”

Since then a letter written by the One Act Play Directors, Rita Cox, 
RaNay Johnston and Milea Huckeby, was submitted to this newspaper 
in response to the charges made by several in the community. This letter, 
printed on the front page of the May 7 edition, stated these three teach­
ers’ beliefs clearly: “ .. .the play was displayed m a tasteful manner with

concern about how the community would view it.”
In a letter to the editor, Battey responded to the statements of the 

One Act Play Directors (the letter mentioned in the above paragraph), a 
letter that first appeared in all the teachers’ boxes at school. Battey wrote 
in his letter to the editor, “We do not agree with you that the play was 
displayed in a tasteful manner with concern about how we, the com­
munity, would view it. You have offended many people in the commu­
nity despite the fact that it was your responsibility to make sure it would 
not. We feel you produced this play with total disregard as to how this 
community would view it and what its moral standards are.”

It was with these exchanges in mind the Floydada school board 
began their discussion of the situation.

Board member Rachael Castillo began by saying, “I read all the 
articles in the paper.. .the only thing that I had a problem with was 
refusal to apologize -  and I understand why... (but) that refusal puts us 
in a very bad light. I’m sorry this has happened. I would not have chosen 
that play to present.”

Board member Bart Greer then asked, “Why was there a letter in 
the paper?” To this Superintendent Jerry Vaughn explained, “Under the 
law we cannot prevent them from writing a letter. They have the right to 
express an opmion.” Additionally, it was clarified that Vaughn and the

school district should not have been connected with the letter sulHnitted 
by the One Act Play Directors as it was given to the newspi^ier of the 
teachers’ own accord.

Other relevant information shared with the board by high school 
principal Wayne Morren was “Summer and Smoke” had not been the 
school’s first choice for this year’s One Act Play. The school was denied 
permission by the UIL to perform their first choice (play not named). 
“This (“Summer and Smoke”) was our stand-by play. We needed to get 
started in January,” Morren explained.

Morren told the board he wished he had gotten up at the end of the 
play to make sure the students all understood the message of spirituality 
Tennessee Williams had intended the play to convey. The One Act Play 
Directors referenced this message in their letter, “This message focused 
on the importance of spirituality without losing sight of the reality that 
is in the world.”

Other comments from board members included Marty Lucke’s 
statement, “I haven’t seen the play. But I’ve heard both sides of die argu­
ment and I appreciate people standing up for what they believe in. I h ( ^  
the school district and administrators will pick plays that show the char­
acter of our community.”
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Micliael Runiwigwolf Found Guiltir

Michael Runningwolf of 
Floydada was found guilty by a 
Floyd County jury in County Court

Tuesday, May 12 for simulating 
legal process, a Class A misde­
meanor.

Also known as Michelangelo 
Giovarmi Benete, Runningwolf 
pleaded not guilty to the charge, a 
charge which held penalties of up 
to a year in a county jail and a fine 
of up to $4,000.

Royd County Attorney Lex 
Herrington prosecuted him under 
Penal Code 32.48, subsection (a) 
(2), simulating legal process, which 
claims the defendant “commits an 
offense if (he/she) recklessly causes 
to be delivered to another any 
document that simulates a sum­
mons, complaint, judgment, or 
other court process with the intent 
to: cause another to: submit to the 
putative authority of the document;

or take any action or refrain from 
taking any action in response to the 
document, in compliance with the 
document, or on the basis of the 
document” (“http://lawr>necle. 
com/texas/penal/32.48.00.html” 
h ttp ://law .o n ec le .co m /tex as / 
penal/32.48.(X)Jitml).

Runningwolf was found guilty 
by the jury of the March 24,2008, 
event and assessed punishment of 
a year in county jail and a $4,000 
fine, the maximum penalty. He is 
currently being held at Hale Coun­
ty Jail in Plainview.

He did not file for a motion 
for probation as Texas law states 
the defendant must file before the 
trial begins and must in a written 
sworn motion say he has not been 
convicted of a felony in any state.

FISD gains new trustee, teachers and 
discusses stipends during meeting

Two school board trustees 
were sworn in Tuesday, May 12, 
2009, one new to the board -  Fred­
die Morren for Precinct 1 -  and 
one continuing his service -  Dr. 
Wilham Dean for Precinct 2. Mor­
ren replaced former tmstee Kerry 
Pratt who chose not to run again 
for the office after serving for nine 
years, from 2000 to 2009. He was 
honored for his service to the Floy­
dada Independent School District 
by receiving a gold watch and a 
wall plaque.

During their meeting, the 
board elected new officers to the 
positions of president, vice-presi­
dent and secretary. Nominated for 
president were Lyle Miller by 
Marty Lucke and Freddie Morren 
by Dean. Miller was voted in as 
president by Amado Morales, Bart 
Greer, Rachael Castillo and Lucke. 
Morren only received two votes -  
his own and Dean’s.

Nominated to the vice-presi­
dent position was Castillo by 
Morales. She won the office unan­
imously, herself abstaining from 
voting.

Lucke was the only one nom­
inated for the office of secretary, 
receiving the position by a unani­
mous vote. He also abstained from 
voting.

In business concerning sti­
pends for 2(X)9-2010, Superinten­
dent Vaughn said, “We’ve run into 
a couple of situations that we need 
some guidance on over the next 
few weeks. Two positions specifi­
cally.” Those positions to be dis­
cussed were band director and

athletic director. “We probably 
won’t land someone that we want 
to land at the stipend we’re cur­
rently paying,” Vaughn continued. 
“My question to you is, do you 
want to leave the band director’s 
salary as it is or adjust the stipend 
so we can be competitive?”

When asked what kind of sti­
pend might be needed, high school 
principal Wayne Morren suggested 
“$10,(X)0 to $13,000.”

Lucke made the observation, 
“In these economic times,nobody’s 
going take a pay cut. We need the 
best we can afford for our kids.”

After a lengthy discussion, 
Freddie Morren moved to grant the 
administration up to $30,000 addi­
tional monies to be used for sti­
pends for hiring both an athletic 
director and a band director. The 
motion passed unanimously.

Recently the rodeo associa­
tion approached the school district 
concerning the possibility of pur­
chasing the 23.3 acres of property 
the rodeo grounds occupy. The 
district had a long-term lease on 
the property, beginning in 1955, 
which had recently expired. 
According to Vaughn, the school 
district has a “vested interest” in 
the property since they currently 
have several pens for their agricul­
ture department on the property.

Vaughn said, “We do not 
know a price for purchase at this 
point.” The rodeo association 
wants out from under the liability 
but has asked for access to the 
property for the annual Old Settlers 
Day roping contest.

The board expressed interest 
in purchasing the pronertv. rather

than renewing a long-term lease, 
assuming the price can be afforded 
by the school district.

Six resignations were accept­
ed by the board: Lana McCand- 
less, 6th grade English teacher and

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Global Warming: The Issue

The temperature of the 
Earth has fluctuated over time.
At one point, much o f the 
Northern Hem isphere was 
covered with ice, for example. A 
number of factors influence the 
Earth’s temperature, including 
variations in the amount of heat 
coming from the sun, changes in 
the Earth’s orbit, shifts in the 
continents through plate 
tectonics, and levels of volcanic 
activity. Obviously, we cannot 
do much to affect those factors.

Now there is a concern that 
the Earth is experiencing a 
warming trend caused by the 
emission of “greenhouse gases.”
These gases are presumed to trap 
heat w ithin the E arth ’s 
atmosphere, thereby raising the 
average temperature of the Earth.
Greenhouse gases are primarily 
water vapor, carbon dioxide, 
methane, and ozone. Water 
vapor, not including clouds, is by 
far the m ost significant 
greenhouse gas, responsible for 
more than half of the presumed 
warming effect, followed by 
carbon dioxide, methane, and 
ozone.

The essential argument is 
that the temperatures in the 
Earth’s atmosphere are rising 
because of greenhouse gases 
generated by human activity and Research Service.

your pocket through this 
approach -  about $650 billion 
over ten years under President 
Obama’s budget proposal.

Concerns
Among the concerns that 

have been expressed about this 
plan are that it costs too much 
and that it will not work.

Even the proponents of cap 
and trade admit that as energy 
and goods cost more to produce, 
their price will go up. We will 
all pay more for the electricity 
and fuel we use, for example. 
One study found that the higher 
prices will total about $3,100 a 
year for the average American 
household. In truth, that may be 
just the beginning. Texas 
Com ptroller Susan Combs 
estimates that this plan would 
cost Texans between 53,690 and 
311,600jobsby 2020.

I believe that the 
consequences to the economy of 
our region will be enormous. Oil 
and gas businesses will suffer. 
Everyone who uses energy -  
from farmers and manufacturers 
to rural households -  will pay 
more. And our quality of life 
will erode as more and more of

according to the Congressional

that this global warming will 
bring about a catastrophe, 
causing ice to melt at the poles, 
the levels of the oceans to rise, 
and weather patterns to be 
altered. Former Vice President 
Ai Gore is the best known 
advocate for taking drastic action 
to limit human activities that 
cause certain greenhouse gases 
to be produced.

(There are also those who 
say that even if the temperature 
is increasing somewhat, it is not 
necessarily a bad thing. They 
argue that more arable land, 
longer growing seasons, and 
better plant conditions could 
result.)

In summary, the global 
warming argument depends upon 
establishing two facts: (1) the 
temperature of the Earth is 
warming and (2) man’s actions 
are the cause of that warming. 
The science is not unanimous on 
either point. Some scientists 
believe that the temperature of 
the Earth is increasing rapidly. 
Others, such as those at the 
United K ingdom ’s Hadley 
Center for Climate Studies, say 
that the Earth’s temperature is 
not much different now than it 
was 50 or 100 years ago.

The case that man is causing 
any change in temperature is 
even more hotly contested. It is 
based largely on computer 
models of our climate. No 
computer model yet developed 
can include all of the factors 
influencing our climate, so 
certain assumptions have to be 
made. So far, none of the 
models have been completely 
accurate in tracking past weather 
patterns. Relying on them for 
the future is even more 
problematic.

Yet, many, but not all, of the 
scientists who have spoken out 
come down on the side that man 
is causing the warming. An 
interesting question is whether it 
is science or politics that is 
leading to that conclusion.

Science, Politics, or Something 
Else?

C e rta in ly  to d a y ’s
conventional wisdom  and 
political correctness agree that 
man is causing the temperature 
of the Earth to increase. A few 
press reports have looked at what 
happens to a scientist who dares 
to offer a different position. It is 
not pretty.

Dr. Sallie Baliunas, a 
Harvard astrophysicist, points to 
another factor ~  money. She 
notes that more than $25 billion 
has been spent to research global 
warming. If  researchers found 
that man had little to do with 
changes in temperature, there 
would be far less money spent 
on that research.

It is interesting to note that 
government funding of climate 
change technologies has 
increased more than 500% since 
1993 while funding of climate 
change science has declined a bit what we earn goes to pay for the 
when adjusted for inflation, higher prices.

Another concern is whether 
all of this economic cost will 
accomplish anything. Setting 
aside for the moment the 
questions about whether the 
Earth is warming and what role 
man plays in any temperature 
change, the limits on greenhoüse 
gas emissions would only affect 
the United States. China and 
India, among others, have said 
they have no intention of doing 
such a thing.

In addition, studies in the 
European Union, where they 
have tried this kind of plan for 
several years, have found no 
decrease in greenhouse gases in 
the atmosphere. In fact, there 
are more now than before, 
according to Myron Ebell, 
director of Energy and Global 
W arming Policy at the 
Competitive Enterprise Institute.

Bottom Line
The bottom, line for me is 

that there is a lot that scientists 
still do not know, and we should 
try to understand this issue better 
before we inflict severe economic 
hardships on our economy and 
on our citizens. We need to 
focus on improving our economy, 
and we need to improve our 
energy security. We know that 
our increasing dependence on 
foreign sources of energy is a 
problem that we can do something 
about. I have introduced again 
this year a wide-ranging energy 
bill to encourage more domestic 
energy production of everything 
from oil and gas to wind and 
nuclear power. Common sense 
and a little humility about what 
we do not know can help lead us 
to the right decisions. Rushing 
through a political agenda will 
lead us to the wrong ones.

So, despite the conventional 
wisdom, there is a lot we do not 
understand about exactly what is 
happening to our climate, and 
even more, we do not understand 
the reason it is happening.

And yet. Congress is about 
to take drastic action that will 
affect you.

The Proposal
It is usually called “cap and 

trade.” The idea is to limit or 
“cap” the amount of certain 
greenhouse gases being released 
into the atmosphere. (Water 
vapor is the more prevalent 
greenhouse gas, but the concerns 
and bills focus on carbon dioxide, 
methane, and ozone.) O vertim e, 
that limit would be pushed 
further down so that less gas 
could be emitted. In order to 
control such emissions, the 
government would require a 
power plant, factory or refinery 
to have a certain number of 
allowances or permits which 
authorize the emissions. If a 
factory does not have enough 
allowances, it could buy them 
from a facility that had more 
than it needed, thus the “trade” 
part o f “cap and trade.” The 
intention is to limit and then 
reduce U.S. contributions to 
greenhouse gases in the hopes 
that global warming would be 
moderated.

It is not clear at this point 
how the allowances would be 
distributed initially. The 
government could hand them out 
to certain businesses, or it could 
auction them to the highest 
bidder. A combination of the 
two approaches is also possible. 
One thing that is very clear is 
that Washington is expecting to 
get a great deal o f money from

Freddie Morren observed, “You go 
back over the years and I doubt 
we’ve ever had a play that hasn’t 
offended some part of the commu­
nity.”

Principal Morren continued 
his explanation to the board. 
“We’re going to pick a play that is 
right. All plays are about adult 
content. You won’t find a play on 
the UIL list that’s about kids, or 
strictly about high school life. 
Whether it’s sexuality, inter-racial 
relations, the holocaust...you’ll 
find a play that is offensive to 
someone in the community. We 
can’t let outside groups pick the 
play. I will apologize if it does 
offend somebody because it is not 
the intent. The intent is to compete 
and to do well with those kids and 
their abilities. In talking with Mr. 
Battey, I shared with him that we 
would accept responsibility with 
the play. If there is controversy 
with the play, then it’s something I 
need to explain.”

He added, “We thought we 
were picking a play that would 
best fit the character of this com­
munity (spirituality). I ’m very 
sorry that the message didn’t com­
municate.”

One of the most pertinent 
questions asked was from Sharon 
Rainwater, FISD Business Man­
ager speaking as a parent. “How 
many people in this room saw that 
play?” It became apparent very 
few had.

Rainwater continued, “I saw 
that play twice. What I came away 
with.. .the girl was trying to help 
the doctor. The fact that the doctor 
refused her suggestion doesn’t 
change the fact that she was trying 
to tell him about the soul. My 
daughter was in that play. We lost 
our director at the beginning.. .the 
kids worked and worked and 
worked...this school was never

ashamed of that play, and we were 
never ashamed of the kids that put 
it on. And I am so sorry if that was 
misunderstood.”

“This was not a terrible play 
-  I’ve seen so much worse. And if 
somebody missed it (the meaning 
of the play), then maybe they 
didn’t see the play, but I saw it 
twice and I saw (her) try to talk the 
doctor into loving with his soul. 
And that’s what the play was 
about.”

“I don’t know how this got 
into the situation it is in. .. .yeah, 
the doctor was a bad human being, 
but our kids are going to mn into 
bad human beings. I didn’t love the 
play, but it was not offensive. I 
thought she tried to tell him to love 
with our soul. He didn’t get the 
point. It wasn’t worth tearing up 
the community over.”

Additional comments were 
made concerning the UIL’s list of 
approved plays. Castillo asked, 
“Has anyone ever questioned the 
UIL about the plays?” “Yes, they 
have,” answered Vaughn.

All nodded in agreement 
when Greer pointed out, “I don’t 
think anyone is questioning the job 
the kids did.”

Principal Morren explained 
to the board the reason the letter 
from the One Act Play Directors 
was written in the first place, “ ... 
the teachers thought they didn’t 
have any other choice but to defend 
themselves. They felt like they had 
to defend themselves because it 
was not their intent to offend. I 
have three ladies that very ada­
mantly want to defend them­
selves.”
He closed by saying, “And (the 
play) is about life. I wish we had 
done a better job of teaching. The 
intent was to teach. For some of 
our people that didn’t happen. We 
will try to give a challenging play 
for our students to do a good job 
and address the concerns of the 
community.”

During a discussion period 
concerning the upcoming annual 
mosquito problem within the 
city limits, a frustration was 
brought to the fore, regarding the 
fact each citizen is responsible 
for spraying their own back and 
front yard. The city’s responsi­
bility is to spray the streets and 
alleyways. Clearly, one without 
the other will not effectively 
control the pests.

The council also took a tour 
of the recently refurbished LVFD 
fire hall.

coach; Rusty Purser, former ath­
letic director and head football 
coach; Sammy Mercado, custodian 
at FHS; James Day, English teach­
er and coach at FHS; Mika Smith, 
world geography teacher and coach 
at FHS; and Nichole Purser, for­
merly a world history and econom­
ics teacher at FHS.

Three new employees were 
approved to join the FISD staff: 
Brendi Pierce, a first year second 
grade teacher; Lori Mullins, a first 
year teacher from Silverton, teach­
ing sixth grade reading; and Jenna 
Ford, a sixth grade science teacher 
and junior high girls’ coach with 
three years of experience.

Rainwater updated the board 
on the tax report: M&O current tax 
roll was $2,426,522.91 and net col­
lections stood at $2357,285.71; 
I&S tax roll was $247,005.07 and 
net collections were $236,085.25. 
The percent of current roll collect­
ed as of the end of April was 97.15 
percent compared to last year’s 
94.76 percent.

The board unanimously 
approved the First National Bank 
of Floydada’s Bank Depository bid 
for 2009-2011. Both First National 
Bank and American State Bank 
had submitted bids, however 
Vaughn told the board First Nation­
al’s was the best of the two bids for 
the district with a floor of one per­
cent and no ceiling.

The board once again took no 
action on the high school’s roofing 
project. Vaughn had asked for 
additional time at April’s meeting 
to research the possibility of get­
ting some of the stimulus money to 
use on the project. He told the 
board on Tuesday, “We talked 
about trying to use some of our 
federal stimulus money. I still think 
it’s going to be a viable option, (but 
I) don’t have any information con­
cerning that (yet).”

Vaughn has the best bid for 
the roofing project locked in 
through June 15.

On the topic of the elementa­
ry construction project, Vaughn 
informed the board of a walk­
through scheduled for Tuesday, 
May 19. “At that time we need to, 
if y’all are ready to and agree that 
it’s at substantial completion,” 
Vaughn said, “we’ll need action to 
accept it as substantially com­
plete. . .everything else becomes a 
punch-list item...we get posses­
sion of the building and our con- 
stmction insurance will go away.” 
The school administration hopes to 
begin moving into the building as 
soon as possible.

Discussion then ensued con-

ceming the condition of the ele­
mentary gym floor at A JB. Duncan. 
Vaughn informed the board the 
price has increased for materials 
and remobihzation of the equip­
ment, so the price is now consider­
ably higher dian if the project had 
been completed earlier in the con- 
stmction phase of the project -  
almost $20,000 higher. The board’s 
general consensus after some dis­
cussion was the price increase was 
too much to take on the project 
now. However, board tmstee Mor­
ren asked if this new price was too 
much to pay to keep the kids from 
getting hurt. Castillo said she 
agreed the price hampers the proj­
ect being done now with all the 
other money that is currently being 
spent by the district. She made the 
motion to not put down a new gym 
floor at this time. The motion 
passed unanimously.

The school district’s portion 
of the Hoyd County Appraisal 
District’s (FCAD) budget has 
increased by 33 percent, a total of 
$24318 for the district. According 
to the Appraisal District’s Jim Fin­
ley, this is due in large part to the 
wind farm being added to the tax 
roll. The overall FCAD budget 
increased only 5.2 percent from 
last year. The board unanimously 
ratified the FCAD budget.

During April’s meeting, rep­
resentatives from the Roydada 
Country Club made a request for 
RSD  to become Corporate Mem­
bers of the club. They took no 
action at that time. This month, 
Vaughn reported his findings from 
a recent informal survey of the 
teachers as to the interest in RSD 
offering corporate sponsored mem­
berships. Vaughn’s three-question 
survey asked first if the teacher or 
staff member “would be interested 
in a corporate sponsored member­
ship.” One hundred and three 
responded to the survey: 68 per­
cent said ‘no,’ 31 percent said 
‘yes.’ Of the 31 percent who said 
yes to question one, 74 percent 
said ‘no’ to paying $500 up front in 
order to participate in the program, 
while 25 percent said they would. 
The third question asked if you 
were already a member, if you 
would trade in your $1,000 mem­
bership for a $500 membership. 69 
percent of those who responded 
said ‘yes.’

Vaughn told the board their 
attorney had recommended the 
district not participate in this pro­
gram. Dean made a motion to not 
participate, Castillo seconded, and 
the motion carried unanimously.

The board unanimously 
approved to accept Larry Powell’s 
bid of $300 each for two taxing 
entity lots -  Lots 12 and 13.
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
