Canada-US reach deal to stay
in trade pact with Mexico

TORONTO (AP) — Canada is back in a revamped
North American free trade deal with the United
States and Mexico after weeks of bitter, high-pres-
sure negotiations that brushed up against a mid-
night deadline.

In a joint statement, U.S. Trade Representative
Robert Lighthizer and Canadian Foreign Affairs
Minister Chrystia Freeland said

Congress to pursue a revamped NAFTA with only
Mexico.

Some lawmakers immediately expressed relief
that Canada had been reinstated in the regional
trading bloc.

"I am pleased that the Trump administration was
able to strike a deal to modernize NAFTA with both
Mexico and Canada," said Senate

the late Sunday agreement "will
strengthen the middle class, and
create good, well-paying jobs and
new opportunities for the nearly
half billion people who call North
America home."

The new deal, reached just be-
fore the midnight deadline im-
posed by the U.S., will be called
the United States-Mexico-Canada
Agreement, or USMCA. It replac-
es the 24-year-old North Ameri-
can Free Trade Agreement, of
NAFTA, which President Donald
Trump had called a job-killing di-
saster.

Trump on Monday morning
called it a "great deal," tweeting
that it "solves the many deficien-
cies and mistakes in NAFTA,
greatly opens markets to our
Farmers and Manufacturers, re-
duces Trade Barriers to the U.S.
and will bring all three Great
Nations together in competition
with the rest of the world."

NAFTA tore down most trade
barriers between the United
States, Canada and Mexico, lead-
ing to a surge in trade among
them.

Trump campaigned on a prom-
ise to rewrite NAFTA or get rid
of it. Talks on a rewrite began
more than a year ago. To placate
Trump, Mexico agreed in August
to provisions that would require
40 percent to 45 percent of a car
be built in countries where auto
workers earn at least $16 an hour
to qualify for NAFTA's duty-free
benefits.

It was surprising that the United
States found it easier to cut a deal
with Mexico than with Canada,
a longtime ally with a high-wage
economy similar to America's.

"When this got started, Canada
was the teacher's pet and Mexi-
co was the problem child," said
Michael Camunez, president of
Monarch Global Strategies and a
former U.S. Commerce Department official.

But relations between Ottawa and Washington
soured. In the aftermath of a disastrous G-7 summit
in Quebec in June, Trump called Trudeau "weak"
and "dishonest."

Trump and Trudeau spoke on the phone on Mon-
day.

The two countries need each other economically.
Canada is by far the No. 1 destination for U.S. ex-
ports, and the U.S. market accounts for 75 percent
of what Canada sells abroad.

United  Steelworkers of
America began over the issue
of retirement benefits.

In 1957, the motto "In God We
Trust" began appearing on U.S.
paper currency.

In 1964, the Free Speech
Movement began at the
University of California,
Berkeley. Japan's first high-
speed "bullet train," the Tokaido
Shinkansen, went into opera-
tion between Tokyo and Osaka.

In 1971, Walt Disney World
opened near Orlando, Florida.

In 1972, the book "The Joy of
Sex" by Alex Comfort was first
published by Mitchell Beazley
of London.

In 1982, Sony began selling
the first commercial compact
disc player, the CDP-101, in
Japan.

In 1987, eight people were
killed when an earthquake
measuring magnitude 5.9
struck the Los Angeles area.

In 1994, National Hockey
League team owners began a
103-day lockout of their play-
ers.

In 1996, a federal grand jury
indicted Unabomber suspect
Theodore Kaczynski in the 1994
mail bomb slaying of advertis-
ing executive Thomas Mosser.
(Kaczynski was later sentenced
to four life terms plus 30 years.)
The federal minimum wage
rose 50 cents to four dollars, 75
cents an hour.

Ten years ago: After one
spectacular failure in the
House, the $700 billion finan-
cial industry bailout won lop-
sided passage in the Senate,
74-25, after it was loaded with
tax breaks and other sweeten-
ers.

Five years ago: The federal
government partially shut
down because of a budget
impasse in Congress, the same
day Americans got their first
chance to shop for health insur-
ance using the online market-
places that were at the heart of
President Barack Obama's
health care overhaul (however,
government websites designed
to sell the policies struggled to
handle the traffic, with many
frustrated users reporting trou-
ble setting up accounts).
Novelist Tom Clancy, 66, died
in Baltimore.

One year ago: A gunman
opened fire from a room at the
Mandalay Bay casino hotel in
Las Vegas on a crowd of 22,000
country music fans at a concert
below, leaving 58 people dead
and more than 800 injured in
the deadliest mass shooting in
modern U.S. history; the gun-
man, 64-year-old Stephen Craig
Paddock, killed himself before
officers arrived. 0.J. Simpson
was released from a prison in
Nevada a few minutes after
midnight, after serving nine
years for a botched hotel-room
heist in Las Vegas. Germany
celebrated its first same-sex
weddings, after a law took
effect putting gay and lesbian
couples on an equal legal foot-
ing with heterosexual couples.

LUBBOCK, Texas— Texas Tech freshman quarter-
back Alan Bowman sustained a partially collapsed
lung against West Virginia and remained hospital-
ized a day after getting injured.

Red Raiders coach Kliff Kingsbury said Sunday
there wasn't a timetable for Bowman's return but
that it would likely be "sooner than later" because
Bowman didn't have broken ribs.

Bowman was injured in the second quarter of a 42-
34 1oss to the Mountaineers when he was sandwiched
on a hit by Ezekiel Rose and Keith Washington as he
threw a pass. Kingsbury said Bowman was evaluated
at the team's facility before being taken to a hospital.

"I've never had one that's had it," Kingsbury said.
"It's a new kind of experience for all of us. He's do-
ing better. He was up and alert and seemed to be in a
good mood."

Bowman was the nation's leading passer going
into the game after taking over in the season opener
when McLane Carter sprained an ankle in a loss to
Mississippi.

Jett Duffey replaced Bowman and had the Red
Raiders within eight points and driving in the fourth
quarter after they trailed 35-10 at halftime. Duffey's
second interception was returned for what amount-
ed to a clinching touchdown by Washington.

"We're being cautious," Kingsbury said. "His game

is a little bit different than Alan's where he's going to
move and make plays. So we want to make sure he's
100 percent before we get him back out there."

Bowman has 1,680 yards passing with 11 touch-
downs and three interceptions. He had a touchdown
and an interception against the Mountaineers (4-0,
2-0 Big 12), who jumped to ninth from 12th in the AP
Top 25. The Red Raiders (3-2, 1-1) dropped out from
No. 25 with the loss.
