A fallen hero will be hon-
ored at Big Spring High 
School Thursday.

2003 BSHS graduate Special-
ist Robert James "R.J." Volker 
will be honored with a Capitol 
flag presentation Thursday at 
8:30 a.m. at the High School, 
707 E. 11th Place. 

Specialist Volker was as-
signed to the 1st Battalion, 
5th Cavalry Regiment, 2nd 
Brigade, 1st Cavalry Divi-

sion, Fort Hood, Texas. 
During a tour of duty in 
Iraq in 2006, he died of in-
juries sustained when an 
improvised explosive de-
vice detonated near his 
Humvee. 

Robert graduated from 
Big Spring High School 
where he played the 
French horn in the Steer 
Band. He then attended 
Universal Technical Insti-
tute, where he graduated 
from the auto body repair 
course in 2004. 

Before joining the Army 
in September 2005, he 
worked at the Big Spring 
Collision Center.

His many awards include 
the Combat Action Badge, 
Bronze Star, Purple Heart, 
Global War on Terrorism 
Service Medal, Iraq Cam-
paign Medal, National De-
fense Service Medal, and 
the Army Service Ribbon.

The program honoring 
Volker Thursday is part of 
the "West Texas Warriors" 
program spearheaded 

by Congressman Jodey Ar-
rington recognizing fallen 
soldiers that called West Tex-
as home. Arrington will be at 
the event.

In May, Sgt. Randall Olguin 
of Ralls, Texas, was the first 
fallen hero honored by the 
West Texas Warriors pro-
gram. Olguin was killed in 
Iraq in 2007.

Is your medicine cabinet 
filled with the pesky unused 
prescription drugs? You want 
to clean up some space, but 
how do you properly dispose 
of them? If you flush them or 
just throw them away, they'll 
eventually leach into riv-
ers, oceans, or groundwater, 
which can have adverse af-
fects on drinking water and 
wildlife. Well, worry no more 
because on Oct. 27, 2018, from 
10 a.m. to 2 p.m., the Big 
Spring Police Department's Narcotics Division will be 
working in collaboration with the Drug Enforcement 
Administration as part of the National Pharmaceutical 
Take Back Initiative. This will be held at the West doors 
of Spring Town Plaza (located at 1801 East FM 700). 

"It's called the 'Pharmaceutical Take Back Initiative,” 
Chad Williams, Chief of Police said. "We do it twice a 
year. People can bring any prescribed controlled sub-
stances, except injections and syringes, which are not 
being accepted because of the hazards of the blood-

This week’s reviews are all myster-
ies.  

Mary Russell and her husband, Sher-
lock Holmes, help an old friend find her 
missing aunt in “Island of the Mad” 
(M KIN L) by Laurie R. King. Lady Viv-
ian Beaconsfield has spent most of her 
adult life in one asylum after another, 
since the loss of her brother and father 
in the Great War.Although her men-
tal state seemed to be improving, she's 
now disappeared after an outing from 
Bethlem Royal Hospital, better known 
as Bedlam.

To track down the vanished woman, 
Russell uses her deductive instincts 
and talent for subterfuge--and enlists 
her husband's legendary prowess. 
Together, Russell and Holmes travel 
from the grim confines of Bedlam to 
the winding canals and sun-drenched 
Lido cabarets of Venice--only to find the 
foreboding shadow of Benito Mussolini 
darkening the fate of a city, an era, and 
a tormented English lady of privilege.

In “Believe Me” (M DEL J) by JP 
Delaney, an actress plays both sides of 
a murder investigation. Claire needs 
work and money to survive, she is a 
struggling actor and a Brit in America 
without a green card. Then she gets 
both. Claire agrees to become a decoy 

for a firm of divorce lawyers. Hired to 
entrap straying husbands, she must 
catch them on tape with their seductive 
propositions.

The rules? Never hit on the mark di-
rectly. Make it clear you're available, 
but he has to proposi-
tion you, not the other 
way around. The firm is 
after evidence, not coer-
cion. The innocent have 
nothing to hide. Then 
the game changes. When 
the wife of one of Claire's 
targets is violently mur-
dered, the cops are sure 
the husband is to blame. 
Desperate to catch him 
before he kills again, 
they enlist Claire to lure 
him into a confession. 
For a woman who's mas-
tered the art of manipula-
tion, how difficult could 
it be to tempt a killer into 
a trap?

A psychological suspense,  “Bring 
Me Back” (M PAR B) by B.A. Paris, 
will have you questioning everything 
and everyone until its stunning climax. 
Finn and Layla are young, in love, and 
on vacation. They're driving along the 
highway when Finn stops at a service 
station to use the restroom. When he 
returns Layla is nowhere to be found. 
That is what he told the police.

Ten years later Finn is engaged to 
Layla's sister, Ellen. Their shared grief 
over what happened to Layla drew 
them close and now they intend to re-
main together. Still, there's something 
about Ellen that Finn has never fully 
understood. Then, not long before he 
and Ellen are to be married, Finn gets 

a phone call. Someone from his past has 
seen Layla--hiding in plain sight.

There are other odd occurrences: 
Long-lost items from Layla's past that 
keep turning up around Finn and El-
len's house. Emails from strangers who 

seem to know too much. 
Secret messages, clues, 
warnings. If Layla is 
alive--and on Finn's trail-
-what does she want? 
And how much does she 
know?

Scotland Yard’s Ian 
Rutledge stumbles upon 
mystery in “The Gate 
Keeper” (M TOD C) 
by Charles Todd. Late 
one night, while driv-
ing down a deserted 
road, Ian nearly crashes 
into a car by the side of 
the road. When he stops 
to look closer he sees a 
young woman standing 
beside the vehicle with 

blood on her hands and a dead man at 
her feet. She swears she didn't kill Ste-
phen Wentworth.

According to her a stranger stepped 
out in front of their car, and without 
warning, fired a single shot before van-
ishing into the night. But there is no 
trace of him. And the shaken woman 
insists it all happened so quickly, she 
never saw the man's face.

Although he is a witness after the 
fact, Rutledge persuades the Yard to 
give him the inquiry, since he's on the 
scene. Wentworth was well-liked, yet 
his bitter family paint a malevolent por-
trait, calling him a murderer. But who 
did Wentworth kill? Is his death retri-
bution? Or has his companion lied?

Librarian Cleo Watkins is trying to 
save her tiny town’s storm-damaged 
library, in “Better Off Read” (M PAG 
N) by Nora Page. Cleo won’t be shushed 
when an upstart young mayor threat-
ens to permanently close down the li-
brary.

She takes to her bookmobile, Words 
on Wheels, to collect allies and rally 
library support throughout Catalpa 
Springs, Georgia. A major benefactor 
known for his eccentric DIY projects 
requests all available books on getting 
away with murder. He’s no Georgia 
peach, and Cleo wonders if she should 
worry about his plans.

She knows she should when she dis-
covers him bludgeoned and evidence 
points to her best friend, Mary-Rose 
Garland. Sure of Mary-Rose’s inno-
cence, Cleo applies her librarian’s 
sleuthing skills to the case, assisted by 
friends, family, and the dapper anti-
quarian bookseller. With lives and her 
library on the line, Cleo must shift into 
high gear to close the book on murder.

F. Scott Fitzgerald, wrote in “The 
Great Gatsby,” “Life starts all over 
again when it gets crisp in the fall,” 
we hope you dive into fall with one of 
these mystery books.

Teachers and school administra-
tors across the nation are finding 
students juuling when their backs 
are turned: Students can take a 
hit, blow the small, odorless puff of 
smoke into their jacket or backpack, 
and continue their school work in 
a matter of seconds. Compared to 
other forms of teenage rebellion, 
juuling is especially dangerous as 

middle and high school students are 
unknowingly becoming addicted to 
nicotine at an alarming rate.

Medical professionals are very 
concerned because juul delivers 
higher concentrations of nicotine 
than other e-cigarettes. Nicotine is 
highly addictive but it is also toxic 
to fetuses and is known to impair 
brain and lung development if used 
during adolescence. A 2017 study 
found that non-smoking adults 
were four times more likely to start 
smoking traditional cigarettes after 

only 18 months of vaping, which in-
cludes “juuling.”

borne pathogens."
This event provides a 

unified opportunity for 
the public to surrender 
expired, unwanted, or 
unused pharmaceutical 
controlled substances, 
dangerous drugs, and 
other medications to law 
enforcement officers for 
destruction.

People may either sim-
ply deposit the medication 
in its original container, 
or those concerned about 
the personal information 
on the container may 

dump the medication out 
of the container directly 
into the disposal box. 
However, liquid medica-
tions such as cough syrup 
must remain sealed in 
their original container.

The event will be so "no 
questions asked" that the 
police aren't even worried 
about people turning in il-
legal drugs, said the chief.

"You know what? If they 
want to come drop their il-
legal drugs in, it's no ques-
tions asked. Nothing's go-
ing to be said," he said. "If 
they come and drop some-
thing in that box, they 
turn around and walk off. 
We don't even look at it."

Williams said the DEA 

will be responsible for 
disposing of the drugs col-
lected at the event.

"Once it's completed, 
the boxes are sealed and 
hand-delivered to the 
Drug Enforcement Ad-
ministration and disposed 
of through their facili-
ties," he said.

This program is anony-
mous, and all efforts will 
be made to protect the 
identity of individuals 
disposing of medications. 
Participants may dispose 
of medication in its origi-
nal container or by re-
moving the medication 
from its container and 
disposing it directly into 
the disposal box. Liquid 

products, such as cough 
syrup, should remain 
sealed in the original con-
tainer.

“We strongly encourage 
everyone who has expired 
medicine or medicine 
you no longer need or use 
to utilize this opportu-
nity and dispose of your 
medicine safely,” said 
the Chief.

Free, confidential depression 
screenings offered October 11

BIG SPRING- Free, confidential depression screenings 
will be offered by mental health professionals from West 
Texas Centers and Big Spring State Hospital Thursday, 
October 11th, on National Depression Screening Day in 
Big Spring, 

The screening will be held on the first floor of Scenic 
Mountain Medical Center, 1601 W. 11th Place, in Big 
Spring, from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m.  Participants may enter 
through the hospitals main entrance near the hospital 
cafeteria.  

Screenings are free and are open to people of any age, 
said Shelley Smith, LMSW, West Texas Centers CEO.

National Depression Screening Day is held each year 
in October to raise awareness and screen people for de-
pression and related mood and anxiety disorders.  West 
Texas Centers and Big Spring State Hospital mental 
health professionals will provide attendees with a short 
questionnaire and visit with each individual upon com-
pletion to review their answers.  

The questions provided by the National Depression 
Screening Day organization assists clinicians in recog-
nizing people who may be living with depression or who 
are at risk for suicide, “Smith said.”

After attendees complete the questionnaire, the an-
swers are reviewed by the clinician and the attendee, 
which gives the mental health expert an idea what re-
sources in the community are needed, Big Spring State 
Hospital Superintendent Traci Phillips said.

Sometimes the person may be living with a sad epi-
sode in his or her life or may be living with full blown 

depression and has never been diagnosed.
“That’s why we decided that this was such an impor-

tant public service for us to provide together,” Phillips 
said.  “Many people have never been diagnosed and 
may be living with depression and not even realize it.  
This way they can be seen in a confidential setting.  It’s 
free, and if they are just living with a sad episode in 
their lives, we can also give them a list of resources in 
the community that can help them as well.”

Mental health professionals working at the screen-
ing will not diagnose depression but will suggest av-
enues participants can pursue following the screening, 
Smith said.  

Depression is a very common condition that affects 
more than 16 million Americans—almost 17 percent 
of the population—and more than 300 million around 
the world. Clinical depression is treatable through a 
variety of methods, including medication and psycho-
therapy or a combination of the two.  

Each attendee is given educational literature and the 
names and phone numbers of community resources.

Screenings are free and confidential, Smith said.  
They are offered at more than 1,500 locations across the 
United States. 

West Texas Centers also operates a 24-hour mental 
health crisis hotline, 1-800-375-4357. The line is avail-
able for those who are in a crisis or need mental health 
services, Smith said.

Monday morning not only brought 

a new week to Forsan ISD, but also 
brought some special visitors. For-
san students are known for their aca-
demic prowess and nationally recog-
nized achievement. But, on this day, 
there was more being tested than 
their Reading, Writing, and Arith-
metic. On Monday, the Forsan stu-
dents were tested over an important 
life skill: shaking hands and conver-
sational skills.

Over the summer, Superintendent 
Randy Johnson told his campus ad-
ministrators that he was hearing 
feedback on Forsan students from 
local business owners and nearby 
universities. The community com-
mended the intellect and work ethic 
of students hailing from Forsan, but 
noted that many "soft skills" were un-
refined. The administrators saw this 
as a call to duty.

Forsan Junior and Senior High 
School Assistant Principal, Rebecca 
Medina, spent the summer designing 
and creating a program that would 
reach the needs of these students. She 
collaborated with school counselor, 
Angie Huckabee, and they sought in-
put from their campus staff on what 
skills the students were lacking. Be-
ing able to shake hands while look-
ing someone in the eye and maintain 
conversation was atop that list.

Immediately after school began 
in August, Forsan's teachers and 
staff jumped into action. Each day 
the campus sets aside 30 minutes 
called "Activity Period." It is during 
this time that the adults work with 
small groups of students on refin-
ing their social skills or "soft skills." 
The students began learning how to 
properly shake hands. They watched 
etiquette videos, had multiple class 
discussions, participated in contests 
within the classroom, and eventually 
competed school wide.

Mrs. Medina notes that each class 
competed with handshakes and even-
tually crowned the top two winners. 
Those students would move on to the 
semifinals and compete against each 
other while school staff members 
judged. The semifinals narrowed 
down the group to a total of fifteen 
students ranging from sixth grade 
through twelfth grade. Those fifteen 
students moved onto the finals which 
happened Monday morning.

To up the rigor of the competition, 
Mrs. Medina invited specific commu-
nity members to judge the contest. 
The judges included Mayor Larry 
McLellan, Sheriff Stan Parker, Bank 
President Joel DeLaGarza, How-
ard College Dean of Students Erin 
Mackenzie, and local rancher, busi-
ness owner, and philanthropist Car-
roll Choate. The students met with 
each judge and were analyzed by a 
rubric system of seven categories: 
Appearance, Je Ne Sais Quoi, Verbal 
Poise, Handshake, Non-Verbal Cues, 
Adaptability, and Conversational 
Skills. The students were scored in 
each category and were assigned an 
overall score by combining each cat-
egorical score.

Two winners were crowned; one 
each from high school and junior 
high. The high school winner was 
sophomore Hailei Cotton. Rounding 
out the top of the junior high scores 
was eighth grader Emily Allen. Both 
young ladies impressed the judges 
and walked way with perfect scores 
in the competition.

With great 
serving from Sweetwaters #9 Brian-
na Moriel and #17 Charity Thompson 
and huge kills from #5 Hannah Mob-
ley the Mustangs once again held off 
the Lady Steers counter attack to win 

the second set 25-21 and take a two set 
lead in the match.

Thirteen years to the day 
after O.J. Simpson was acquit-
ted of murdering his ex-wife, 
Nicole Brown Simpson, and 
her friend, Ronald Goldman, 
the former football star was 
found guilty of robbing two 
sports-memorabilia dealers at 
gunpoint in a Las Vegas hotel 
room. (Simpson was later sen-
tenced to nine to 33 years in 
prison.)

Five years ago: A Connecticut 
woman driving a black Infiniti 
with her 1-year-old daughter 
inside tried to ram a White 
House barricade, then led 
police on a chase toward the 
U.S. Capitol, where police shot 
and killed her. (The unarmed 
woman, 34-year-old Miriam 
Carey, had been diagnosed 
with postpartum depression 
and psychosis; her child was 
unharmed.) President Barack 
Obama canceled a trip to Asia 
to stay in Washington and push 
for an elusive funding agree-
ment that would end a partial 
government shutdown. A 
smugglers' ship packed with 
African migrants sank off the 
coast of a southern Italian 
island, killing more than 365 
people.
