WASHINGTON (AP) — Congress is 
heading toward a postelection show-
down over President Donald Trump's 
wall along the U.S.-Mexico border, as 
GOP leaders signal they're willing to 
engage in hardball tactics that could 
spark a partial government shutdown 
and the president revs up midterm 
crowds for the wall, a centerpiece of 
his 2016 campaign and a top White 
House priority.

Trump is promising voters at rallies 
across the country that Republicans 
will bring tougher border security in 

campaign speeches 
that echo those that 
propelled him to of-
fice two years ago. 
House Speaker Paul 
Ryan, R-Wis., prom-
ised a "big fight" over 
the border wall mon-
ey and Senate Ma-
jority Leader Mitch 
McConnell, R-Ky., has not ruled out a 
mini-shutdown as GOP leaders look to 
help Trump "get what he's looking for" 
on the wall.

"Democrats want to abolish Ameri-
ca's borders and allow drugs and gangs 
to pour into our country," Trump said 

without evidence Wednesday dur-
ing a swing through Erie, Pa.

"Right after the election we're 
doing something very strong on 
the wall," Trump added Thursday 
in an interview 
on "Fox &

Schrecengost said 
that, right now, the two 
panels are on display in 
the lobby of Wells Fargo 
Bank, 400 S. Main St.; 
and Big Spring Center 
for Skilled Care, 3701 
Wasson Rd.

"What we're going to 
do later on is, we're go-
ing to have different ex-

hibits, things we take down 
from here (the museum), like 
the Native American exhibit 
that we did. Hopefully schools 
will be interested. We're hop-
ing to incorporate those into 
schools as well. It

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Democrat 
Beto O'Rourke said Friday that he 
raised more than $38.1 million for his 
Texas Senate campaign in the last 
three months, a record haul that more 
than triples rival Ted Cruz's total de-
spite recent polls showing a widening 
lead for the Republican incumbent.

O'Rourke said the contributions 
came from 800,000-plus donors na-
tionwide. The El Paso congressman, 

who has refused support from outside 
political groups and declined to hire 
consultants and pollsters, has become 
a star in national liberal circles.

His totals through Sept. 30 shattered 
the previous quarterly fundraising 
high for a U.S. Senate race of about 
$22 million that Rick Lazio notched 
in 2000, during his unsuccessful bid 
against then-first lady Hillary Clin-
ton. They also should ensure that the 
Cruz-O'Rourke Senate race remains 
the country's costliest.

"This is a historic campaign of 
people: all people, all the time, ev-
erywhere, every single day — that's 
how we're going to win this election," 
O'Rourke said in a statement.

Cruz previously announced rais-
ing $12 million over the same period. 
He'd predicted, correctly as it turns 
out, that O'Rourke would exceed $30 
million for the quarter.

But O'Rourke's good news comes 
amid polls that have begun to show 
him trailing Cruz by about 10 points 

after clos-
ing to 
w i t h i n 
s t r i k i n g 
d i s t a n c e 
earlier in 
the race. 
No Demo-
crat has 
won state-
wide office 
in Texas 
since 1994.

O'Rourke has nonetheless attract-
ed attention throughout Texas and 
beyond with an energetic campaign 
that has taken him to all of the state's 
254 counties — even deep red areas 
Democrats gave up on decades ago — 
and for a background that includes a 
stint with a punk rock band.

Campaigning in his hometown of 
Houston later Friday, Cruz took his 
opponent's monster fundraising in 
stride, saying, "At the end of the day, 
you can't buy Texas."

"Texans are going to vote for our 
values," he said.

Cruz and O'Rourke are set to debate 
for a second time on Tuesday night in 
San Antonio. The Democrat is then 
planning to appear on a CNN town-
hall from the U.S.-Mexico border city 
of McAllen that will be carried live on 
national television Thursday night.

The network had said that it previ-
ously invited Cruz to participate in 
a separate townhall, and that he de-
clined.

Friends."
Republicans steered clear of shutdown politics 

ahead of the Nov. 6 midterm election. They know 
voters have soured on government dysfunction, 
hold low views of Congress and are unlikely to re-
ward Republicans — as the party in control of Con-
gress and the White House — if post offices, nation-
al parks and other services are shuttered.

GOP leaders struck a deal with Democrats ear-
lier this year to fund most of the government into 
next year. They presented their case to Trump in 
a White House meeting in September — complete 
with photos of the border wall under construction. 
Trump, who previously warned he would not sign 
another big budget bill into law without his border 
funds, quietly signed the legislation before the start 
of the new budget year Oct. 1.

Left undone, however, is the portion of the gov-
ernment that funds the Department of Homeland 
Security, which oversees the border, and a few oth-
er agencies. They're now running on stopgap funds 
set to expire Dec. 7.

The deadline sets the stage for a new round of 
budget brawls.

"We intend on having a full-fledged discussion 
about how to complete this mission of securing our 
border and we will have a big fight about it," Ryan 
said in a speech at the National Press Club.

Asked if he made a commitment to Trump for a 
shutdown over wall funds, Ryan said blame would 
fall to Democrats, who are in the minority in Con-
gress and largely oppose increased funding for the 
wall. Trump promised during the campaign that 
Mexico would pay for the wall — a claim Mexico 
rejects and Republicans routinely ignore.

"We have a commitment to go fight for secur-
ing the border and getting these policy objectives 
achieved," Ryan said.

House Republicans approved $5 billion for 
Trump's wall, including physical barriers and 
technology along the U.S. southern border, in a key 
committee, although it comes without Democratic 
support. A bipartisan bill being considered in the 
Senate allocates $1.6 billion for the wall, far short of 
the $5 billion the White House is seeking as part of 
a $25 billion, five-year plan to complete the project.

House Majority Leader Kevin McCarthy, R-Calif., 
upped the stakes Friday by introducing legislation 
for the full $25 billion in border funds as he bids 
for Ryan's job as the speaker retires. McCarthy's 
toured the southern border this week to make the 
case for the wall as he seeks to shore up support 
from conservatives skeptical of his possible leader-

ship promotion.
McConnell predicted a "lively" lame-duck ses-

sion and didn't close the door on the possibility of a 
mini-shutdown.

"We've got a lot of work left to do," he said in an AP 
Newsmakers interview. "That episode, if it occurs, 
would be in that portion of the government that we 
haven't funded."

Asked how much money Congress would try to 
secure for the border 
wall, McConnell said, 
"We're going to try to 
help (Trump) get what 
he's looking for."

The chairman of the 
Senate Appropriations 
Committee, Sen. Rich-
ard Shelby, R-Ala., said 
Senate Republicans are 
willing to fight for more 
than the $1.6 billion cur-
rently being considered, 
but stopped short of pre-
dicting how much money 
Congress would approve.

"I think it's going to be a 
big fight . always because 
of the different views," 
Shelby said.

The midterm results 
will play a key role in 
how the fight over wall 
funding is resolved. If 
Republicans lose the 
House majority, as some 
analysts predict, they 
will lose leverage, al-
though the GOP would 
still be able to force 
House passage of a wall-
funding package in the 
lame-duck session. Pros-
pects are murkier in the 
Senate, where 60 votes 
are required to break a 
filibuster.

Senate Democratic 
leader Chuck Schumer 
of New York said "Demo-
crats believe in strong 
border security," but 
would not commit to a 
specific spending fig-
ure. "We're going to keep 
fighting for the strongest, 
toughest border securi-
ty," he said.

Badges for Lawmen
Kevin Johnson of Clarendon 

carves designs on silver.  He’ll 
take a small chisel and tap on it 
with a special hammer he made.  
He says most silversmiths and 
engravers make their own tools.  
After he is satisfied with the de-
sign, he’ll polish it with another 
special instrument.  He puts his 
work on bits, spurs, belt 
buckles and pistols.  He 
is perhaps best known for 
making badges from five 
peso coins for law enforce-
ment officers.

“All kinds,” he says.  
“Anybody from our local 
or area sheriff’s depart-
ments.  I’ve probably made 
badges from every sher-
iff or deputy in the pan-
handle plus the rest of the 
state.  I’ve done them for 
the secret service, FBI, United 
States Marshall Service, just all 
over.  There is a limited number 
of people authorized to do badges 
for them.  I’m lucky enough to be 
one of them.”

He’s a former high school and 
college basketball referee and 

did engraving in his spare time.  
His business increased when the 
local sheriff brought in a Texas 
Ranger.

“He wanted me to do some cus-
tom work for him and he took 
what I had made to a company 
meeting and he showed some of 
his Ranger buddies what I had 

done and it just took off 
from there.  I stopped be-
ing a referee to devote full-
time to my silversmithing.  
That really pleased my 
wife because that meant 
I wouldn’t be traveling at 
night so much.”

His badges are in great 
demand by law enforce-
ment people all over the 
United States and beyond.  
He has sent his creations 
to England and Australia.

“I’ve done close to six hundred 
agencies, federal, state and local.  
I’ve also made dog tags for cow-
boy’s dogs, just about anything 
you can think of.  Some guys want 
me to put designs on handcuffs.  I 
built a set of spurs for President 
George W. Bush.  I keep a picture 

of those on the wall.”
He works long hours in a barn 

studio behind his house.
“I usually get out here about 

one o’clock after lunch and work 
until three or four o’clock in the 
morning seven days a week.  I 
have to in order to keep up with 
the demand.  That box over there 
has about fifteen hundred to two 
thousand orders.  On some of the 
firearms that I’ve engraved, some 
people had to wait two to four 
years for me to get them done.”

For relaxation he plays blues 
harmonica.  He’s quite good and 
gave me a short sample of his 
playing.  Then he got out his gui-
tar and played a tune on that.  He 
keeps he instruments around to 
get him away from the tedious 
work.  He got his musical talent 
from his mom, Abigail Johnson, 
who is a professional singer.  
Kevin is self-taught and does 
everything by hand.  His studio 
is like a museum with pictures, 
old equipment and shelves full 
of interesting items.  The walls 
are completely covered with his 
memorabilia.

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West Texas 
an 'extraction 

colony' as oil, gas 
exports surge

MIDLAND, Texas (AP) — Drilling booms have 
come and gone in this oil town for nearly a cen-
tury. But the frenzy gripping it now is different. 
Overwhelming. Drilling rigs tower over suburban 
backyards. There's a housing crunch so severe that 
rents are up 30 percent in the last year alone.

This boom is engulfing the rest of West Texas, ex-
tending to areas that drilling hasn't touched before. 
As communities welcome new jobs and business, 
they're struggling with an onslaught of problems 
from spikes in traffic accidents to student home-
lessness.

What's happening is unprecedented. In Decem-
ber, companies in the Permian Basin — an ancient, 
oil-rich seabed that spans West Texas and south-
eastern New Mexico — produced twice as much oil 
as they had four years earlier, during the last boom. 
Forecasters expect production to double again by 
2023.

Texas Gov. Greg Abbott and others say the drill-
ing spree is ushering in a new era of American 
energy independence, but American demand isn't 
driving it. Foreign demand is.

In late 2015, Congress cut a deal to lift 40-year-old 
restrictions on the export of crude oil. Three years 
later, the U.S. has surpassed Russia as the world's 
top oil producer. The International Energy Agency 
predicts that American oil — mostly from the Perm-
ian — will account for 80 percent of the growth in 
global supply through 2025. That's good for corpo-
rate profits but bad for air quality in places with 
heavy drilling. It also threatens to exacerbate cli-
mate change.

Hydraulic fracturing — better known as fracking 
— made this boom technologically possible, but ex-
ports are the reason there's so much new drilling. 
U.S. refineries built for heavier varieties of oil than 
the Permian produces can't handle the enormous 
new quantities of Texas light crude. Instead, com-
panies are shipping it abroad.

The lifting of export restrictions "is tantamount to 
one of the most important things that's ever been 
done for the industry," said Tim Dove, chief execu-
tive officer of Pioneer Natural Resources, based 
near Dallas.

But the country is not "energy independent" in the 
way most Americans would conceive of the idea. 
Nor can anyone promise that America, as Abbott 
put it in a recent tweet, "will NEVER AGAIN de-
pend on Foreign Oil Cartels for energy."

That's because the U.S. is still importing oil: 1.4 
billion barrels in the first half of this year alone, 
a third of it from the foreign oil cartel known as 
OPEC.

The country will keep buying oil from other na-
tions indefinitely even as it sells more abroad, the 
U.S. Energy Information Administration forecasts.

The Texas Tribune and the Center for Public In-
tegrity investigated the scope and impacts of en-
ergy exports as part of a collaboration with Newsy 
and The Associated Press.

In Texas, the boom is sending a lot of money into 
state and local coffers. Oil and gas tax revenue is up 
more than 50 percent this year. Said James LeBas, 
a Texas Oil and Gas Association economist: "When 
oil and gas is doing well, the state is doing well."

Still, climbing production hasn't boosted local tax 
revenues fast enough to address the problems that 
come with it, from crowded classrooms to wrecked 
roads. Schools, police departments and hospitals 
are struggling to keep 
employees lured by bet-
ter-paying oilfield jobs.

Texas regulators, long 
criticized for being too 
industry-friendly, also 
aren't aggressively track-
ing or policing prob-
lems that accompany 
the boom. For example, 
the Texas portion of the 
Permian — roughly the 
size of Georgia — has 
only a few air pollution 
monitoring stations, 
leaving residents largely 
in the dark about what's 
in the air they breathe.

And the industry is con-
suming water in an arid 
region at an unsustain-
able rate. Permian Ba-
sin operators used eight 
times as much water to 
frack and drill last year 
as they did in 2011.

People with no say in 
these decisions are stuck 
with the consequences,

Search resumes for remaining 
2 swept away in Texas floods
JUNCTION, Texas (AP) — 

Crews searched along a West 
Texas river Friday for two peo-
ple who were swept away from 
an RV park by crushing flood-
waters, after the bodies of two of 
their companions were found a 
day earlier.

Texas A&M Forest Service 
spokeswoman Christi Powers 
said that while "we never lose 
hope," the search has turned 
from rescue to recovery.

Three men and a woman had 
been missing since early Mon-
day . They were staying at the 
park in Junction alongside the 
South Llano River when the en-
tire site, including RVs and the 
park office, were washed away.

Rains beginning Sunday night 
dropped some 12 inches of rain 
on the area about 140 miles (225 
kilometers) west of Austin, caus-
ing the river to rise. Rescuers 
performed dramatic air and wa-
ter rescues of dozens of other 
people.

Crews have been searching a 
35-mile (56-kilometer) stretch of 
the river. The South Llano River 

becomes the Llano River near 
Junction. Powers said the bodies 
were found on the Llano River, 
about 9 miles (14 kilometers) 
downriver from the RV park.

Powers said relatives of those 
missing have been among the 
search crews and that the identi-

ties of the two found dead won't 
be released until autopsies have 
been completed.

Searchers have been using 
a plane, helicopter, drone and 
crews in boats and walking the 
riverbanks with rescue dogs.

Rio Grande ruling challenged 
as drought persists

A L B U Q U E R -
QUE, N.M. — En-
vironmentalists 
are challenging 
a court ruling 
over whether wa-
ter from the Rio 
Grande is properly 
accounted for and 
being used in ben-
eficial ways as it 
flows through New 
Mexico's most pop-
ulated region.

They say the 
state's top water 
manager needs to 
do more to reduce 
use in the Middle 
Rio Grande Valley, 
but irrigation offi-
cials say they're already doing the best they can as 
years of drought have strained resources.

The latest federal drought map shows the driest 
area covers portions of New Mexico, Arizona, Utah 
and Colorado. That includes the headwaters of the 
Rio Grande in the southern Colorado mountains.

This year marked one of the lowest spring run-
off seasons along the Rio Grande in decades. Fed-
eral and local water managers have had to broker 
agreements to keep the river flowing through cen-
tral New Mexico while stretches in the south have 
gone dry.

The appeal stems from a lawsuit filed in 2016 by 
WildEarth Guardians. The group sought to have 
the Office of the State Engineer require the irriga-
tion district that serves farmers throughout cen-
tral New Mexico to prove the beneficial use of the 
water it delivers under a decades-old permit.

According to the group, the state Constitution 
provides that beneficial use is "the basis, the mea-
sure and the limit of the right to the use of water" 
in New Mexico.

A state district judge declined to step in, saying 
it is the state engineer's discretion to uphold the 
requirement for proof of beneficial use.

Without court 
action the river 
will continue to be 
sucked dry, said 
Jen Pelz, the wild 
rivers program di-
rector at WildEarth 
Guardians.

"The reality of 
these times de-
mands that the ba-
sic limitations on 
water use are met," 
she said. "Our liti-
gation seeks just 
that, to enforce 
key provisions of 
state water law to 
safeguard and con-
serve water for our 
rivers."

The state engi-
neer's office stands 
by the previous 
ruling. Agency 

spokeswoman Melissa Dosher-Smith said Wednes-
day the state engineer has broad discretion to carry 
out the duties of the agency and that's central to the 
orderly administration of water in New Mexico.

Mike Hamman, the chief engineer and CEO of the 
Middle Rio Grande Conservancy District, said the 
environmental group is attempting to undermine 
the district's water rights.

Rights in the basin have been appropriated based 
on historic diversions documented before the cre-
ation of the district in 1923 via the Conservancy Act 
and after, he said.

Hamman said stakeholders in the valley judi-
ciously managed what little water was available 
this year to prevent massive drying from Albu-
querque to Elephant Butte Reservoir.

His dismissed allegations that water users in the 
valley don't care about the river and its future.

"We are on the ground doing the hard work every 
day," he said, "utilizing scarce agency resources for 
both preserving the agricultural way of life that has 
existed here for over 200 hundred years as well as 
taking dramatic steps to preserve and restore the 
river as it exists today — not what some wish it to 
be without development."

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said Coyne Gibson, 
who lives in a part of 
the Permian that had 
little oil and gas activ-
ity until a few years 
ago.

"The bitter, cynical 
way to look at this is, 
West Texas becomes 
an extraction colony 
for the fuel resourc-
es for the rest of the 
world," said Gibson, a 
Big Bend Conservation 
Alliance volunteer who 
once worked in the oil 
and gas industry.

Globally, there are 
major trade-offs, too. 
Scientists warn this 
drilling rush almost 
certainly will worsen 
climate change by in-
creasing the world's 
fossil fuel use at a 
fraught time. They say 
drastic reductions in 
greenhouse gases are 
needed to avoid inten-
sifying climate-linked 
disasters.

Two massive wild-
fires in California this 
summer were among 
the largest in state 
history. Record-high 
temperatures in Japan 
killed more than 100 
people in July. Sep-
tember's Hurricane 
Florence was the most 
devastating storm ever 
to hit the Carolinas, 
while Texas communi-
ties are still struggling 
to recover from Hur-
ricane Harvey, which 
shattered U.S. rainfall 
records last year.

"Every additional gi-
gaton of carbon that 
we produce as a global 
society carries with it 
a very real cost," said 
Katharine Hayhoe, 
who directs the Cli-
mate Science Center at 
Texas Tech University.

Meanwhile, compa-
nies are building oil 
and gas infrastructure 
meant to last decades 
— including more than 
8,000 miles of pipeline 
in Texas alone, enough 
to stretch from the At-
lantic to the Pacific 
three times over.

The new infrastruc-
ture makes it "very un-
likely that we can dra-
matically curtail fossil 
fuel use," said Richard 
York, an environmen-
tal studies and sociol-
ogy professor at the 
University of Oregon.

'I JUST HAD TO 
STOP BREATHING'

The headaches come 
almost every day. Some 
mornings Suzanne 
Franklin wakes with a 
nose full of dried blood, 
her voice filled with 
gravel. Her husband 
Jim suffers from respi-
ratory problems, too.

When Franklin 
moved to Reeves Coun-
ty in 2010, this remote 
area roughly 100 miles 
southwest of Midland 
was a modest oil and 
gas producer by Tex-
as standards. Now it 
ranks third in the state 
for both. Oil production 
in the county — which 
has fewer than 16,000 
residents and more 
land than Delaware — 
skyrocketed from 1.6 
million barrels in 2010 
to more than 60 million 
last year, the biggest 
upturn in the Permian.

A sign near one of the 
new wells, less than a 
mile from the Frank-
lins, warns of the pres-
ence of hydrogen sul-
fide, a contaminant in 
crude oil and natural 
gas. In high concentra-
tions it can kill almost 
instantly; at low levels 
it can cause chronic ill-
ness.

A chemical stench 

hangs in the air here.
"When we went past 

that site yesterday, I 
could not believe how 
bad it was," Suzanne 
Franklin said in April. 
"I just had to stop 
breathing."

Complaints like hers 
are common among 
people who live near 
gas sites, academic 
research has found. 
Flares burning off gas 
spew pollutants that 
assault the respiratory 
system.

Sites flaring natu-
ral gas — a fossil fuel 
hitchhiker that comes 
up with the oil here 
— are everywhere in 
the region. From 2016 
through May of this 
year, the Texas Rail-
road Commission — 
which oversees oil 
and gas production, 
not railroads — is-
sued more than 6,300 
permits allowing com-
panies to flare in the 
Permian, compared to 
571 in the entire state 
from 2008 through 
2010.

Railroad Commis-
sion Chairman Christi 
Craddick thinks the 
flaring is a shame — 
a waste — but not an 
urgent reason for a 
regulatory crackdown. 
She called the rules 
sufficient and well-
enforced, adding: "Cer-
tainty in regulation is 
important for indus-
try."

In addition to flaring, 
oil and gas sites release 
pollutants during "air 
emission events" — 
pollution releases they 
characterize as unfore-
seeable, prompted by 
equipment malfunc-
tions or other prob-
lems. If the state agrees 
they were unavoidable 
— and it almost al-
ways does — they don't 
count against limits es-
tablished in state per-
mits that companies 
must obtain.

"These are off-the-
books — they're not 
levels that are autho-
rized in their air pol-
lution permits, but 
they're happening 
routinely," said Ilan 
Levin, associate direc-
tor of the Environmen-
tal Integrity Project, a 
research and advocacy 
group.

Last year, businesses 
in Texas counties atop 
the Permian reported 
pumping out 77,000 
tons of pollutants dur-
ing emission events, 
largely carbon monox-
ide and sulfur dioxide. 
A single gas process-
ing facility in Pecos 
County reported 103 
such events over the 
16 months ending in 
April, or one every five 
days.

Yet punishment is 
rare. A 2017 investiga-
tion by The Texas Tri-
bune found that the 
agency that regulates 
air pollution, the Tex-
as Commission on En-
vironmental Quality, 
hardly ever fines com-
panies when they bust 
air permit limits. And 
only four air pollution 
monitors are stationed 
in producing areas of 
the Texas Permian.

The commission said 
its monitoring and en-
forcement comply with 
state and federal law.

"Any violations that 
are documented dur-
ing TCEQ investiga-
tions are addressed 
using standard agency 
protocols and are han-
dled consistently state-
wide," the agency said 
in a written statement. 
It declined to make of-
ficials available for in-
terviews.

Search crews look for the 
dead and the living in Florida

MEXICO BEACH, Fla. — Florida authorities field-
ed a barrage of calls about people missing in Hur-
ricane Michael's aftermath as search-and-rescue 
teams Friday made their way through flattened 
neighborhoods, looking for victims dead or alive. 
The death toll stood at 13 across the South.

The number of dead was expected to rise, but au-

thorities scrapped plans to set up 
a temporary morgue, indicating 
they had yet to see signs of mass 
casualties from the most power-
ful hurricane to hit the continen-
tal U.S. in nearly 50 years.

Residents, meanwhile, began 
to come to grips with the destruc-
tion and face up to the uncertain-
ty that lies ahead.

"I didn't recognize nothing. 
Everything's gone. I didn't even 
know our road was our road," 
said 25-year-old Tiffany Marie 
Plushnik, an evacuee who re-
turned to find her home in Sandy 
Creek too damaged to live in.

When she went back to the ho-
tel where she took shelter from 
the storm, she found out she 
could no longer stay there either 
because of mold.

"We've got to figure something 
out. We're starting from scratch, 
all of us," Plushnik said.

Across the ravaged region, of-
ficials set up distribution cen-
ters to hand out food and water 
to victims. Some supplies were 

brought in by trucks, while others had to be de-
livered by helicopter because roads had yet to be 
cleared of debris.

President Trump announced plans to visit Florida 
and hard-hit Georgia early next but didn't say what 
day he would arrive.

"We are with you!" he tweeted.

Army expelled 500 
immigrant recruits in 1 year

Over the course of 12 months, 
the U.S. Army discharged more 
than 500 immigrant enlistees who 
were recruited across the globe 
for their language or medical 
skills and promised a fast track to 
citizenship in exchange for their 
service, The Associated Press has 
found.

The decade-old Military Acces-
sions Vital to the National Inter-
est recruiting program was put 
on hold in 2016 amid concerns 
that immigrant recruits were not 
being screened sufficiently. The 
Army began booting out 
those enlistees last year 
without explanation .

The AP has interviewed 
more than a dozen recruits 
from countries such as Bra-
zil, Pakistan, Iran, China 
and Mongolia who all said 
they were devastated by 
their unexpected discharg-
es or canceled contracts.

Until now, it's been un-
clear how many were 
discharged and for what 
reason because the Army 
has refused to discuss spe-
cific cases. But the Army's 
own list, submitted to the 
U.S. District Court for the 
District of Columbia last 
month, says 502 service 
members who enlisted 
under MAVNI were dis-
charged between July 2017 
and July 2018.

The list, which was un-
sealed this week after a re-
quest from the AP, offers 
"refuse to enlist" as the rea-
son for expelling two-thirds 
of the recruits. That is the 
reason given for 35 per-
cent of enlistee discharges 
Army-wide, according to a 
research study posted on a 
Defense Department web-
site.

But at least one recruit 
whose paperwork said he 
was being discharged from 
the program for that reason 
said it was not accurate.

Badamsereejid Gan-
sukh, whose recruiter told 
him his Turkish language 
skills would be an asset to 
the military, said he didn't 
know he was discharged at 
all until he asked his con-
gressman's office this sum-
mer to help him figure out 
why his security screening 
was taking so long.

"I never said I refuse to 
enlist, not at all," Gansukh 

said. In fact, he said, he had opted 
in for another year after getting a 
call from his recruiter.

Upon learning he was dis-
charged, "I just broke down," the 
Minnesota State University grad-
uate said.

The Defense Department said it 
would not comment on individual 
cases.

Twenty-two percent of the dis-
charged immigrants were told 
their entry-level performance and 
conduct was subpar, which Pen-
tagon spokeswoman Carla Glea-
son said could include being in-
jured. Ten percent — or 48 service 
members — were listed as being 
discharged because of an unfavor-

able security screening. This can 
include having family members 
in another country — which is 
typical for immigrants — or the 
military not completing all of the 
screenings in a reasonable period.

There were three discharges 
for apathy or personal problems, 
two for having an encounter with 
police after enlisting, one due to 
pregnancy and another citing 
education, which could indicate a 
university opportunity.

Two "declined to ship" to boot 
camp, the list said, and two enlist-
ees were discharged with the ex-
planation "unknown," which the 
Defense Department said it could 
not explain.

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Search teams continued 
to pick their way through 
the ruins of Mexico Beach, 
the ground-zero town of 
about 1,000 people that was 
nearly wiped off the map 
when Michael blew ashore 
there on Wednesday with 
devastating 155 mph (249 
kph) winds. Blocks and 
blacks of homes were de-
molished.

State officials said that 
by one count, 285 people in 
Mexico Beach defied man-
datory evacuation orders 
and stayed behind. Wheth-
er any of them got out at 
some point was unclear.

Emergency officials 
said they have received 
thousands of calls asking 
about missing people. But 
with cellphone service 
out across vast swaths of 
the Florida Panhandle, of-
ficials said it is possible 
that some of those unac-
counted for are safe and 
just haven't been able to 
contact friends or family 
to let them know.

Gov. Rick Scott said state 
officials still "do not know 
enough" about the fate of 
those who stayed behind 
in the region.

"We are not completely 
done. We are still getting 
down there," the governor 
added.

Emergency officials said 
they had done an initial 
"hasty search" of 80 per-
cent of the stricken area, 
looking for the living or 
the dead.

Shell-shocked survivors 
who barely escaped with 
their lives told of terrify-
ing winds, surging flood-
waters and homes crack-
ing like eggs.

Federal Emergency Man-
agement Agency chief 
Brock Long said he expects 
to see the death toll rise.

"We still haven't gotten 
into the hardest-hit areas," 
he said, adding with frus-
tration: "Very few people 
live to tell what it's like to 
experience storm surge, 
and unfortunately in this 
country we seem to not 
learn the lesson."

Long expressed worry 
that people have suffered 
"hurricane amnesia."

"When state and local of-
ficials tell you to get out, 
dang it, do it. Get out," he 
said.

NASA official: Tense moments 
but calm crew in aborted launch

MOSCOW — NASA's chief heard one reassuring 
sound over the radio link after the aborted launch 
of a Soyuz capsule with an American and a Russian 
aboard.

It was U.S. astronaut Nick Hague calmly relaying 
information in Russian to flight controllers.

"My reaction was, 'things aren't going well and 
he's not speaking English,'" NASA Administrator 
Jim Bridenstine told reporters Friday, after Hague 
and Roscosmos' Alexei Ovchinin returned to the 
Star City training center outside Moscow from their 
abruptly shortened mission.

"So, in other words, he was calm, he was cool, he 
was collected, he was doing what he was trained to 
do," said Bridenstine, who was at the Baikonur Cos-
modrome to watch the launch.

Two minutes after Hague and Ovchinin blasted off 
Thursday for the International Space Station, their 
rocket failed, triggering an emergency landing. 
Their capsule fell from an altitude of about 50 kilo-
meters (31 miles) at a sharper-than-normal angle, 
building up gravitational forces at 6-7 times those on 
Earth.

It was the first such accident for Russia's manned 
program in over three decades, although there also 
have been launch failures in recent years involving 
unmanned vehicles. An investigation is underway, 
and Bridenstine said he doesn't expect the next mis-
sion taking a crew to the space station in December 
to be delayed.

He recalled the tense moment when he heard 
Hague reporting the G-forces in Russian to Mission 
Control, followed by a break in communications and 
the loss of flight data.

"There was the time when I heard 6.7G, and that was 
the first time I realized that's not right," he said. "And 
then of course data was lost, communications was 
lost for a period of time, and then everybody went to 
their respective corners attempting to find out what the truth 
is. And when we learned that the crew was safe and descending 
it was a moment to behold. A lot of people very, very happy."

Hague's calm voice showed he was well-trained for the emer-
gency, although there was still a nervous atmosphere at Bai-
konur, Bridenstine said.

"That's the scary moment, you know, when you know that 
the Gs are not where they should be and then communications 
stops and I'm sure that they are going through their procedures 
and doing their thing and the question is what's the ultimate G-
load ... and how does that affect the crew," he said. "And during 
that time we weren't getting a lot of feedback, but again that's 
appropriate because they were busy and we were OK with that."

About 34 minutes elapsed from the time the rocket failed to 
when the capsule finally parachuted to a landing on the steppes 
of Kazakhstan, where rescue crews swiftly picked up the pair.

Bridenstine praised the Soyuz emergency rescue system, say-
ing it functioned like a "miracle."

"Even when a failure occurs, because of the engineering and 
the design and the great work done by folks in Russia, the crew 
can be safe," he said. "That's an amazing capability and we can't 
understate how important it is. Not every mission that fails 
ends up so successfully."

Hague also expressed his gratitude.
"Thank you all for your support & heartfelt prayers," he tweet-

ed from Star City. "Operational teams were outstanding in en-
suring our safety & returning us to family & friends."

Sergei Krikalyov, the head of Roscosmos' manned programs, 
said the launch went awry after one of the rocket's four boosters 
failed to jettison about two minutes into the flight, damaging 
the main stage and trig-
gering the emergency.

Experts are now trying 
to determine what spe-
cific glitch prevented the 
booster's separation.

"We will need to look 
and analyze the specific 
cause — whether it was 
a cable, a pyro or a nut," 
Krikalyov said, adding 
that Roscosmos hopes 
to be able to sort out the 
problem and carry out 
the next Soyuz launch in 
December.

Roscosmos promised 
to share all relevant in-
formation with NASA, 
which pays up to $82 mil-
lion per Soyuz seat to the 
space station.

"I have no anticipa-
tion right now that the 
launch in December for 
the next crew will be de-
layed," Bridenstine said. 
"The investigation is on-
going, Russia has been 
very supportive of shar-
ing data with the United 
States and we're grateful 
for that. And at this point 
I'm confident that we'll 
launch in December."

The current space sta-
tion crew of an American, 
a Russian and a German 
was scheduled to return 
to Earth in December af-
ter a six-month mission. 
A Soyuz capsule attached 
to the station that they 
use to ride back to Earth 
is designed for 200 days 
in space, meaning that 
their stay in orbit could 
only be extended briefly.

"We don't have an opportunity to extend it for a long time," 
Krikalyov said.

Krikalyov pledged that the Russian space agency will do its 
best not to leave the orbiting outpost unoccupied.

"The station could fly in an unmanned mode, but will do all 
we can to avoid it," he said. "The conservation of the station is 
possible, but it's undesirable."

Russia currently operates the only spacecraft for ferrying 
crews to the station following the retirement of the U.S. space 
shuttle fleet, but it stands to lose that monopoly in the coming 
years with the arrival of commercial U.S. crew capsules — 
SpaceX's Dragon and Boeing's Starliner.

"We're getting really close already," Bridenstine said. "We 
are anxiously anticipating early next year the test of two sepa-
rate commercial crew vehicles that will fly to the International 
Space Station — SpaceX ad Boeing."

He said that the launch failure underlined the need for mul-
tiple launch systems to complement one another.

"In other words, if there is a hiccup in one country's system, 
there is another country's system capable of maintaining the 
operation until the first country is ready to go again," he said. 
"This demonstrates how important it is to have collaboration 
and to not be dependent on one system or another system."

But he also underlined the need for continuing U.S.-Russian 
cooperation in space, voicing hope that it wouldn't be affected 
by politics.

"We can both do more in space together than we can ever do 
alone," Bridenstine said. "When it comes to space and explora-
tion and discovery and science, our two nations have always 
kept those activities separate from the disputes that we have 
terrestrially."

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Demons blow out Steers 55-0 to close out pre-district

The Steers closed out their pre-dis-
trict schedule Friday night against 
Dumas with an awful 55-0 blowout 
loss to the Demons. Big Spring was 
never in the game the whole night, 
the Steers gave up scores on four of 
the the Demons first five possessions 
and never got anything going on the 
offensive side of the ball. With a dis-
trict game against Andrews looming 
after their bye week, the Steers need 
to make adjustments and correct 
their mistakes quickly if they hope 
to turn their season around and make 
it to the post season. The chemistry 
that was beginning to develop ear-
lier this season has been completely 
disrupted leaving Big Spring looking 
like a ship without a rudder these 
past three games. Over that time 
the Steers have given up 44 points 
per game while only scoring 12 total 
points for a dismal 4 points per game. 
That inability to make stops or create 
any production on offense isn't going 
to get the job done no matter who you 
play.

In the first quarter of the game 
against Dumas, the Steers took the 
opening kickoff and after picking up 

two quick first downs were forced to 
punt the ball away. The Demons took 
over on their own 33 yard line and 
three plays later scored on a 55 yard 
touchdown run by their quarterback 
Spencer Williams. Ah lee Yart added 

the extra point to make it a 7-0 game 
with 7:47 left in the first quarter. On 
their next possession the Steers went 
three and out and had to punt the ball 
away again. This time the punt came 
up short and the Demons took over on 

the Big Spring 39. Four plays later Du-
mas was in the end zone again on a 22 
yard touchdown pass from Williams 
to his receiver Christian Velarde. 
Yart added the extra point to give the 
Demons a 14-0 lead with 4:20 left in the 
quarter. Big Spring took the ball out 
to their own 25 on the ensuing kickoff 
and finally got a couple of first downs 
as the quarter expired.

In the second quarter it was more 
of the same. The Steers were forced 
to punt two plays into the second  and 
following the return the Demons put 
together another scoring drive to go 
up 21-0. Dumas forced the Steers into 
another three and out on their next 
possession and took over after a big 
punt by Jeremiah Cooley at their 
own 25. On the first play of the drive 
Cooley intercepted a pass from Wil-
liams at the 47 yard line to finally 
swing some of the momentum in Big 
Springs favor. However, that momen-
tum change was short lived as Zepha-
niah Nelson fumbled away the ball on 
the second play of the drive, giving 
the ball right back to Dumas on the 
Big Spring 49 yard line. Three first 
downs later on a first and goal the De-
mons punched it in again.

Bulldogs get bullied by Idalou 
in a 35-0 route to start district

The Bulldogs never could get any-
thing going on offense against the 
Wildcats this Friday and had a hard 
time stopping them as well in the 35-0 
loss. Idalou had a great game plan and 
took Coahoma out of their comfort 
zone from the first whistle. The Bull-
dogs only managed 148 yards of total 
offense and picked up only nine first 
downs in the game. The Wildcats came 
into the game with a focus on stopping  
Coahoma's vaunted running attack 
and did just that holding the Bulldogs 
to just 145 yards on the ground. That 
is half the yardage Coahoma has been 
averaging on the ground coming into 
this first district game. That forced the 
Bulldogs to go to the air where quar-
terback Zack Schneider has struggled 
all year and continued to do so throw-
ing three interception in the game. 
That brings Schneider's interception 
total to 12 on the year with very few 
passing attempts and only one touch-
down through the air this season. On 
offense Idalou put it to the Bulldogs 
again, racking up 375 yards of total of-
fense while picking up 14 first downs 
and  putting up 21 unanswered points 
in the first quarter. 

In the first quarter it was all Idalou 
on both sides of the ball. The Wildcats 
got the scoring started on a 61 yard 
touchdown pass from quarterback 
Pierce Clary to wide-receiver Mckade 
Merell to go up 7-0 with 6:16 left in the 
first. Then on their next possession 
Idalou punched it in again on a four 
yard plunge by running-back Marcus 
Newton after driving down the field 
with 4:16 left in the opening period. 
Newton struck again on the Wildcats' 
next possession with a 51 yard touch-

down run to break the game wide 
open with a 21-0 lead with just 1:11 left 
in the first quarter. 

In the second quarter neither team 
could get anything going and held 
each other scoreless as the Bulldogs 
struggled to get anything going and 
Idalou decided to take the air out of 
the football and keep the clock run-
ning with a big lead. The Wildcats 
managed the game and the clock well 
and went into the half with a 21-0 lead.

In the second half Idalou started 
right where they left off at the end of 
the first half. After forcing Coahoma 
to punt on their first possession the 
Wildcats scored again. This time 
Clary found Jeremiah Lorimar for a 
57 yard touchdown strike to put the 
game out of reach at 28-0 with 9:07 
left in the third. Idalou played great 
defense and once again played keep 
away by running the ball and con-
trolling the clock the rest of the third 
quarter to take their 28-0 lead into the 
fourth looking to close out the Bull-
dogs once and for all.

The fourth quarter was more of the 
same, with the Bulldogs unable to get 
anything established offensively and 
the Wildcats running out the clock 
and picking up first downs to extend 
their possessions. Idalou put the 
whole affair to bed with an 11 yard 
touchdown scamper by Clary with 
just 2:31 remaining to put the game 
on ice 35-0. The Bulldogs never could 
find the end zone and struggled to 
keep the Wildcats out as well. Coaho-
ma is going to have to develop a pass-
ing attack if they want to avoid teams 
loading up against the run and mak-
ing them one dimensional on offense. 
It will be key for the Bulldogs to make 
that adjustment as they move forward 
with district play this season.

Reliever Woodruff's homer stuns 
Kershaw, Brewers take Game 1

MILWAUKEE — The high-five at 
the plate from Brandon Woodruff 
nearly took out Lorenzo Cain.

It's not often that reliever hits a 
home run.

Batting left-handed. Off lefty Clay-
ton Kershaw. In the playoffs.

Woodruff stunned the ace with an 
early home run and Milwaukee's 
normally shutdown bullpen held on 
— barely — as the Brewers beat the 
sloppy Los Angeles Dodgers 6-5 Fri-
day night in Game 1 of the NL Cham-
pionship Series.

Hard-throwing Josh Hader and the 
Brewers earned their 12th straight 
win, one shy of the franchise record 
set to open the 1987 season.

Woodruff, of all people, had the mo-
mentum-swinging hit.

"It's something obviously coming 
into the day, you don't know in your 
wildest dreams that's going to hap-
pen," he said.

It was the first time in postseason 
history that a pitcher homered in a 
lefty vs. lefty matchup. Woodruff was 
understandably was pumped as he 
rounded the bases.

"He was fired up when he came 
home. He nearly broke my arm," 
Cain said.

The Dodgers scored three times in 
the eighth to make it 6-4, then nearly 
tied it in the ninth. Chris Taylor hit 
an RBI triple off Cain's glove in deep 
center field with two outs before Co-
rey Knebel fanned Justin Turner to 
end it.

Game 2 is Saturday at Miller Park, 
with Wade Miley pitching for the 

Brewers against Hyun-Jin Ryu.
The Dodgers did some damage 

against the Brewers' bullpen. Milwau-
kee used seven pitchers, including 
three scoreless innings from Hader. 
Woodruff threw two perfect innings 
and got the win.

"But for us to get a look at these guys 
out of the 'pen in a seven-game series, 
I think that's a good thing," manager 
Dave Roberts said.

Manny Machado homered and 
drove in three runs for Los Angeles. 
The Dodgers committed four errors, 
including two by catcher Yasmani 
Grandal, who also had two passed 
balls.

NERVOUS MOMENTS
Milwaukee manager Craig Coun-

sell's pitching-by-committee strategy 
continued to be a hit, at least until the 
late innings.

Finally, the hard-throwing Knebel 
restored order by striking out Turner. 
Knebel walked Joc Pederson with two 
outs before Taylor's long drive.

"It's the postseason and anything 
can happen, you saw right there. It 
was a good feeling for it to go our way 
right there at the end," Knebel said.

STUNNING HOMER
After starter Gio Gonzalez went two 

innings, nicked by Machado's home 
run, Woodruff entered in the top of 
the third. In the bottom half, Wood-
ruff made a sudden impact — with his 
bat.

Woodruff became just the third 
relief pitcher to homer in the post-
season, tagging a three-time NL Cy 
Young Award winner for a tying solo 
drive.

This time Dumas' running-back Andres Rodri-
guez punched it in from five yards out with Yart 
adding the extra point to make it a 28-0 shellack-
ing with just under four minutes left in the half. 
The Demons forced another three and out on the 
ensuing Steers possession and then drove the ball 
down the field and made a 31 yard field goal with 
seven seconds remaining in the half to give Du-
mas and commanding 31-0 lead headed into half-
time. Big Spring only put up 80 yards of total of-
fense in the first half compared to a whopping 276 
first half yards for the Demons. 

Dumas received the second half kickoff and 
again drove the ball right down the field and scored 
to put the game completely out of reach at 38-0. On 
their next possession the Steers finally put some-
thing together on offense and drove the ball all the 
way down to the Demons seven yard line before 
penalties and negative plays caused them to turn 
over the ball on downs and still remain scoreless 
despite getting themselves into a first and goal 
scenario to close out the third quarter.

After taking over on downs at the Big Spring 
seven yard line to start the fourth quarter. The 
Demons drove the ball down the field and set up 
their outstanding kicker Yart for a 37 yard field 
goal.

The preseason sched-
ule wrapped up with 11 
games, with the Lakers 
facing Golden State in 
San Jose, California in 
the last one. James sat 
out, as did Kevin Du-
rant for the Warriors.

The regular season 
begins Tuesday with 
Boston hosting Phila-
delphia, followed by 
Oklahoma City visiting 
defending champion 
Golden State.

Will Smith reveals first

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Verne 
Troyer, best known for his role 
as Mike Myers' comical side-
kick "Mini-Me" in the "Austin 
Powers" movie franchise, died 
last April of suicide by alcohol 
intoxication, the Los Angeles 
County coroner's office report-
ed Wednesday.

Troyer had a potentially fatal 
level of alcohol in his system 
and was saying repeatedly that 
he wanted to die when he was 
admitted to a Los Angeles hos-
pital on April 3, according to 
the coroner's report. 

He died there on April 21 of 
multiple organ failure.

The report concluded that 
Troyer's death was caused by 
"sequelae of alcohol intoxica-
tion."

Sequelae is a term defining an 
action or condition leading to 
another ailment or, in this case, 
death.

"Based on the history and 

circumstances as currently 
known, the manner of death is 
suicide," Deputy Medical Exam-
iner Martina Kennedy wrote in 
the report.

Troyer, who weighed only 55 
pounds, arrived at the hospital 
with a blood-alcohol level above 
300 mg/ml, enough to be fatal in 
some adults.

He had called paramedics to 
his home, saying repeatedly 
during his 911 call that he want-
ed to die.

 He would repeat those words 
again in the hospital's emergen-
cy room, according to the report.

Troyer's representatives said 
at the time that the 49-year-old 
actor had struggled with depres-
sion and thoughts of suicide. 

He had been admitted to a hos-
pital in similar condition the 
year before.

Troyer, who stood just 2-feet-
8-inches tall, was born with 
achondroplasia, a genetic condi-

tion that limited his height.
He became a star playing Mini-

Me to Myers' Dr. Evil and Austin 
Powers in the 1999 film "Austin 
Powers: The Spy Who Shagged 
Me" and its 2002 sequel "Austin 
Powers in Goldmember."

He also played banker-goblin 
Griphook in "Harry Potter and 
the Sorcerer's Stone" and ap-
peared in dozens of TV shows, 
videos and other films in a ca-
reer spanning more than 20 
years.

After his hospitalization last 
year, he was candid about his 
drinking problem, saying he 
had followed up with a stint at a 
rehab center.

"As you know, I've battled al-
cohol addiction in the past and 
while it's not always been an 
easy fight, I'm willing to contin-
ue my fight day by day," he told 
People magazine at the time.

Coroner: Verne Troyer death 
suicide by alcohol intoxication

If you ask the general public “What is the fast-
est animal in the world?” you are likely to receive 
the answer of “the African cheetah”.  True enough 
but if you inquire “What is the fastest land animal 
in the Western Hemisphere?” you will probably 
stump them.  

The answer is an animal that lives right here in 
West Texas known as the Pronghorn antelope.  Al-
though technically it is not an antelope, the term 
has been associated with the Pronghorn as early as 
the Lewis and Clark Expedition in 1805 and spoken 
of in the song “Home On The Range- (where the 
deer and the antelope play)”. (1)

Clocked at speeds up to 60 miles per hour the 
Pronghorn can maintain a relatively high speed 
for hours.  They have excellent vision helping them 
to see great distances across open prairie.  This is 
their best defense against predators namely the 
coyote, bobcat and wolf.  

Pronghorn can detect movement up to 4 miles 
away and when alerted to danger the white hairs 
on their rump stand up which other Pronghorn can 
see up to 2 miles away. 

 The Pronghorn however does not like to jump 
like the deer.  They prefer to climb between or 
crawl under obstacles like fences.  This hinders 
their ability to escape when cornered against a 
fence by their predators. 

Both the male and female of the species have 
horns which branch or prong although the female’s 
is smaller.  They have two toes on each foot and 
have a distinctive black stripe along their nose 
with a white cheek patch.  

The offspring or fawns are usually born late May 
through July and their survival depends on them 
hiding in tall grasses.  

During West Texas droughts, this may be dif-
ficult and often accounts for the reduction in the 
population of the Pronghorn as their young are 
taken by coyotes and other predators.

Inhabiting a range stretching from south central 
Canada to central Mexico and from the Mississip-
pi River to the Pacific Ocean the Pronghorn were 
once recorded to number approximately 35 million.  
However much like the American Bison, excessive 
hunting, human settlement of their lands, disease 
and drought conditions reduced their number to 
an estimated 13,000 in 1915. 

 Conservation practices introduced hunting 
restrictions and habitat protection led to a slow 

increase in the population.  Herds in West Texas 
peaked at 17,000 then suddenly the population de-
clined drastically in 2008 leaving fewer than 3,000 
in 2012.  

The herds had been hit hard by drought condi-
tions but also disease.  Human impact was also a 
factor which man-made obstacles such as fences, 
roads, and railroad along with over hunting.

Along with Parks and Wildlife officials, land-
owners and other private individuals formed the 
Trans-Pecos Pronghorn Working Group.  They be-
gan a translocation program to help the p

opulation by taking 530 pronghorns from the Pan-
handle are to the Marfa area. 

 In 2015, the Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment conducted an aerial survey showed the popu-
lation had grown to more than 6,000 pronghorns. 
(2)  Working with West Texas landowners the con-
servation efforts have continued with the modifica-
tions of fences to allow easier passage and escape 
access from predators. 

 Brush control, adding water sources and other 
habitat improvements have continued to add in the 
protection of the species.  

Wildlife conservationists play a large part in 
the success of the Pronghorn.  Restricted hunting 
and improvements by the landowners provide the 
chance to see these wonderful animals in Texas.  

Some of the best places to see Pronghorn are south 
of Marfa between Alpine and Fort Davis.  There are 
also resident places throughout West Texas some 
even in Howard County.  Wherever you might be 
lucky to see these gracefully creatures give thanks 
to Texas conservationists for the pleasure of view-
ing them.

I was born in April 
1969, so I was technically 
around when "one small 
step for a man, one giant 
leap for mankind" took 
place three and a half 
months later, but for some 
reason I don't remember 
too much about it.

I've learned the lore that 
every American knows 
about the first moon land-
ing, but I didn't know 
much of the back story 
surrounding the first man 
to set foot on the lunar 
surface, Neil Armstrong, 
until I watched the new 
movie "First Man" Thurs-
day evening. "First Man" 
covers eight years of 
Armstrong's life, from a 
near disaster test-flying 
the X-15 experimental 
aircraft to the edge of 
space, until (spoilers) 
Armstrong returned safe-
ly home from the moon, 
along with fellow astro-
nauts Buzz Aldrin and 
Michael Collins. 

Eight years is a lot to 
pack into a movie, so it's 
not too surprising that 
"First Man" comes across 
as a little disjointed at times. It jumps 
from the X-15 to the final days 
of Armstrong's young daugh-
ter Karen (Lucy Stafford), who 
tragically died of cancer at the 
age of two, to Armstrong's ac-
ceptance into and training for 
the Gemini space program, 
to the mishap of Gemini 8, to 
Apollo 1, to Apollo 11, to the 
moon landing, to the quaran-
tine after Apollo 11 returns 
home, to the end credits. 

Luckily, those are the high-
lights – and lowlights – of Neil 
Armstrong's life over that 
eight-year period, but the movie does 
skip a lot of stuff in there, as you can 
tell by the gaps in the spaceflights' 
numbers. 

The movie focuses primarily on 
the relationship between Armstrong 
(Ryan Gosling) and his wife, Janet 
Shearon Armstrong (Claire Foy) as 

it slowly deteriorates over the pain of 
their daughter's death and the stress-

es brought on by the mishaps 
and tragedies of the early space 
program. 

Space flight fans will recog-
nize most of the names on the 
character side of the cast cred-
its, including Jim Lovell (Pablo 
Schreiber), Dave Scott (Chris-
topher Abbott), Pete Conrad 
(Ethan Embry), Robert Gilruth 
(Ciaran Hinds), Ed White (Ja-
son Clarke), Deke Slayton (Kyle 
Chandler), Buzz Aldrin (Co-
rey Stoll), Gus Grissom (Shea 
Whigham), Elliott See (Patrick 

Fugit), Mike Collins (Lukas Haas), 
Roger Chaffee (Cory Michael Smith), 
Butch Butchart (Brady Smith), Chuck 
Yeager (Matthew Glave), Joseph A. 
Walker (Brian d'Arcy James), Gor-
don Cooper (William Gregory Lee), 
Guenter Wendt (Steve Coulter), and 
John Glenn (John David Whalen).

Other characters include a whole 
bunch of family members of Astro-
nauts, NASA personnel, and govern-
ment, reporters, and other extras. 

"First Man" offsets its jumpy cuts be-
tween historical events with a slow, 
somber pace. Gosling plays Arm-
strong as a serious, professional man 
who has trouble showing his emo-
tions and, following his daughters 
death, trouble connecting with his 
remaining children. A highlight of 
the movie comes as he's preparing to 
leave home for the Apollo 11 launch, 
and Janet refuses to let him leave 
until he talks with his sons Rick and 
Mark, in case he doesn't return. It's 
heartbreaking seeing Gosling's Arm-
strong struggling to say anything at 
all to his two sons. 

I don't want to give away too much 
about the film, of which many of the 
details will be unfamiliar to younger 
audiences.

 I enjoyed it, but I wonder if oth-

ers will share my fascination. Some 
might find the two hours and 21 min-
utes running time a bit oppressive, 
but I could have gone at least another 
half hour. Eight and a half stars out 
of 10.

US stocks are on track for 
gains after two-day tumble

NEW YORK (AP) — U.S. stocks are on track to 
finish a wobbly day moderately higher Friday, 
clawing back some of the steep drops they suffered 
over the previous two days.

Stocks remain volatile after that plunge, and are 
headed for their worst weekly loss in six months. 
Investors have been rattled by big increases in in-
terest rates and concerns that U.S.-China trade ten-
sions are impairing global economic growth.

Technology companies are leading the recovery. 
Longtime favorites of many investors, they had 
plunged in the last few days. The Dow Jones Indus-

trial Average jumped as much as 414 points shortly 
after trading began. It had fallen more than 1,300 
points over the previous two days. In afternoon 
trading it's on pace for a smaller gain.

The S&P 500 index was on track to end a six-day 
losing streak as it rose 27 points, or 1 percent, to 
2,755 at 3:15 p.m. Eastern time. The benchmark 
index tumbled 5.3 percent over the past two days, 
and it's down 6 percent since from its latest record 
high, set Sept. 20.

The Dow gained 180 points, or 0.7 percent, to 
25,233. The Nasdaq composite gained 131 points, or

1.8 percent, to 7,460. Smaller compa-
nies sank again and the Russell 2000 
index gave up 2 points, or 0.2 percent, 
to 1,542.

Apple climbed 2.6 percent to $220.13 
and Microsoft gained 2.8 percent to 
$108.94. Consumer-focused compa-
nies also rallied, as Amazon jumped 
3.2 percent to $1,775.37. Those are the 
three most valuable companies in the 
U.S., and they've taken startling de-
clines the last few days. On Wednes-
day each took its biggest loss in more 
than two years. It was a dramatic end 
to three months of calm on the U.S. 
market.

The market's losing streak started 
when strong economic data and posi-
tive comments from Federal Reserve 
Chair Jerome Powell helped set off a 
wave of selling in the bond market. 
Investors dumped bonds as they bet 
that the U.S. economy would keep 
growing at a healthy pace. The sales 
pushed bond prices lower and yields 
to seven-year highs.

That drove interest rates sharply 
higher, which worried investors who 

felt that a big increase in interest 
rates could eventually stifle economic 
growth.

"What seems to have driven this is a 
fear interest rates were going to rise 
more quickly because the Fed was 
being too aggressive or the economy 
was going to overheat," said David 
Kelly, chief global strategist for JPM-
organ Funds. Kelly said he doesn't 
think either of those fears is justified, 
as the Fed isn't raising interest rates 
that rapidly and economic growth 
hasn't sped up recently.

U.S. automakers Ford and General 
Motors continued to slump. GM shed 
1.7 percent to $31.76, its lowest in al-
most two years. Ford, trading at its 
lowest in almost nine years, dipped 
2.2 percent to $8.62. Both have fallen 
more than 20 percent this year as 
they deal with slowing sales and the 
Trump administration's tariffs on 
steel and aluminum, which are send-
ing their manufacturing costs higher.

The stocks have fallen further in 
recent days following reports Ford 
might cut jobs. In late September, 
Ford CEO Jim Hackett said the steel 
and aluminum duties would cost the 
company $1 billion through 2019.

The International Monetary Fund 

cut its forecast for global economic 
growth this week because of trade 
tensions and increased interest rates.

Sam Stovall, chief investment 
strategist for CFRA, said he thought 
stocks fell too far, but there could be 
more turmoil ahead for the markets. 
While stocks had done well in spite 
of the rising trade tensions between 
China and the U.S., investors seem 
more worried now.

"Everybody has been pretty much 
dismissing the effect of the trade war 
on U.S. equities, and now they're be-
ginning to think 'wait a minute, may-
be there could be a problem,'" he said. 
"I don't think the reasons for the de-
cline have been resolved."

High-dividend stocks including 
utilities, real estate investment trusts 
and household goods were little 
changed. Those stocks held up a bit 
better than the S&P 500 over the last 
six days. Investors view them as rela-
tively safe, steady assets that look bet-
ter when growth is uncertain and the 
rest of the market is in turmoil.

Bond prices edged lower. The yield 
on the 10-year Treasury note rose to 
3.14 percent 3.13 percent. At the be-
ginning of the year it stood at 2.46 per-
cent.

U.S. crude oil added 0.5 percent to 
$71.34 a barrel in in New York. Brent 
crude, the international standard, 
picked up 0.2 percent to $80.43 a bar-
rel in London.

Wholesale gasoline rose 0.5 percent 
to $1.94 a gallon. Heating oil fell 0.5 
percent to $2.32 a gallon. Natural gas 
lost 1.9 percent to $3.16 per 1,000 cubic 
feet.

Asian stocks also rebounded. Ja-
pan's Nikkei 225 index gained 0.5 
percent after sinking early in the day 
and following a nearly 4 percent loss 
on Thursday. Hong Kong's Hang Seng 
surged 2.1 percent and the Kospi in 
South Korea rose 1.5 percent.

European stocks finished mostly 
lower. The French CAC 40 dipped 0.2 
percent and so did the FTSE 100 in 
Britain. The DAX in Germany slipped 
0.1 percent.

After a big jump Thursday, gold lost 
0.5 percent to $1,222 an ounce. Silver 
rose 0.2 percent to $14.64 an ounce. 
Copper slipped 0.1 percent to $2.80 a 
pound.

The dollar slipped to 112.01 yen from 
111.94 yen. The euro fell to $1.1563 
from $1.1594.

New technology, housekeeping among concerns in hotel strikes

BOSTON (AP) — Robots delivering room service, 
check-in kiosks with facial recognition technology 
and "smart" speakers that serve as an in-room con-
cierge.

The hotel of the not-
so-distant future sounds 
like something out of a 
sci-fi novel, but it's draw-
ing real world anxiety for 
some of the thousands of 
Marriott hotel workers 
on strike across the U.S. 
this month.

"I'm not against tech-
nology," said Juan Euse-
bio, a 32-year-old door-
man at the W Hotel in 
Boston and a member of 
the local union's negoti-
ating team. "I just want 
any technology that 
comes in to help us do a 
better job, not take our 
jobs away."

How much input work-
ers have as these and 
other technologies are 
introduced is among the 
core issues for the nearly 
8,000 workers that have 
walked off their jobs at 
Marriott hotels from 
Boston to Honolulu since 
last week, union officials 
say.

Workers are also seeking changes to housekeeper 
workloads, particularly as "green" programs allow-
ing guests to opt out of cleaning services become 
more popular. They're also pushing for job protec-
tions for restaurant and bar staff as more hotels 
shutter those facilities.

Marriott, the world's largest hotel operator, de-
clined to comment for this story, but has said it's 
"disappointed" workers have decided to strike.

Marriott workers walked out of hotels across Bos-
ton last week, followed by workers in San Francis-
co, San Diego, Oakland, San Jose, Detroit and Ho-
nolulu. Some 6,000 workers at 26 hotels in Chicago 
also went on strike last month, though most have 
returned to work after reaching new contracts 
with Marriott, Hilton, Hyatt and other operators.

Marriott has 5,000 hotels in the U.S. and Canada, 
of which about 40 are impacted by the current la-
bor union negotiations.

The union's proposals vary between cities, but 
generally workers are seeking better compensa-
tion to keep up with soaring housing and living 
costs, said D. Taylor, international president of 
Unite Here.

Unions agreed to forgo pay raises during the lean 
recession years to preserve jobs, but now that the 
industry is reaping record profits in some cities, 
they want to share in the windfall, he said.

In August, Marriott reported second quarter prof-
its increased 25 percent from the previous year to 
$610 million.

"We think the largest, most profitable hotel com-
pany in the world can afford it," Taylor said. "Our 
members are working two or three jobs just to 
make ends meet."

On other fronts, the union wants Marriott to ad-
dress the impact its "Make a Green Choice" pro-
gram has had on housekeepers.

The almost decade-old program, which is similar 
to those offered by other hotel companies, allows 
guests to earn reward points or other perks for

NEW YORK (AP) — When Toys R Us closed its 
doors, customers mourned the loss of a beloved 
brand that conjured memories of their own child-
hood.

Retailers, on the other hand, saw an opportunity.
Rather than cede any more ground to online be-

hemoth Amazon, companies like Target, Walmart 
and Party City ramped up their offerings. Now, 
ahead of the pivotal holiday season, they're going 
even further by focusing on making their stores a 
dynamic shopping experience. That means creat-

ing play areas for kids, offering demos of new toys 
and staging events like scavenger hunts in the 
stores.

Retailers are trying to grab a piece of the near-
ly $3 billion left on the table by Toys R Us, or 12 
percent of the U.S. toy market, according to NPD 
Group Inc., a market research group.

Last month, Party City opened 50 Toy City pop-up 
shops that feature six-by-eight-foot Lego dinosaurs 
and other interactive displays. Walmart says 30 
percent of its holiday toy assortment will be new. 
It will also offer 40 percent more toys on Walmart.
com from a year ago. In November and December, 

the company's toy area will be rebranded as 
"America's Best Toy Shop."

Starting in late October, Target will devote 
extra space at 500 stores located near former 
Toys R Us stores for bigger toys like electric 
cars, playhouses and musical instruments 
as well as adding nearly 200 more products. 
And 100 Target stores will see new layouts 
and fixtures in the toy area. The company is 
also expanding the number of kids' events it 
hosts. Most recently, it had a Lego Minecraft 
event that featured a scavenger hunt.

At least one foreign toy retailer is looking 
into the U.S. market after the demise of Toys 
R Us. Mexico-based Distroller World, an ex-
perience-based retailer with more than 60 
stores in Mexico and Latin America, is set 
to open its third store in the U.S. in October. 
And it will be approaching U.S. department 
stores to open shops to replicate its model in 
Mexico, says CEO Daryn Fillis. At the cen-
ter of the experience: Parents and children 
create their own adventure to adopt an alien 
baby delivered in a space capsule.

"It's all about the demonstrations, the 
hands-on experience," said Jim Silver, 
editor-in-chief of TTPM, a toy review site. 
"When you get your hands on a toy and you 
can touch and feel, it does lead to greater 
sales. And those are the experiences that 
shoppers enjoy."

Meanwhile, Amazon is reportedly plan-
ning a toy catalog to be distributed at its 
Whole Foods stores. The company declined 
to comment on the catalog, but analysts say 
Amazon could grow its market share in toys 
from 15 percent to 20 percent this year.

Toy sellers had been long taking advantage 
of Toys R Us woes, but it stepped up its efforts when 
the chain filed Chapter 11 in the fall of 2017 and ac-
celerated the pace when the chain announced it 
was liquidating its operations in March. As of early 
this year, Toys R Us had more than 800 U.S. stores. 
It closed the last 200 stores at the end of June.

With reports of the retailer's demise, there was an 
outpouring of nostalgia from shoppers, and some 
analysts credit that empathy for helping to drive 
an uptick in toy sales for the first half of the

declining housekeeping services. The 
union, in a report last month, said the 
program reduces housekeeper hours 
and leads to more injuries because 
rooms take more effort to clean once 
guests depart.

Marriott declined to say how much 
the green program has saved the com-
pany, but said in a 2017 report its envi-
ronmental and sustainability efforts 
have, overall, lowered energy use by 
13 percent and water use by nearly 8 
percent from 2007 levels.

“This is a labor reduction program 
masquerading as an environmental 
program,” said Brian Lang, head of 
the union’s local chapter in Boston, 

where he says union housekeepers 
have seen their hours reduced 15 to 20 
percent because of the program.

On the introduction of new technol-
ogy, workers want at least 180 days 
notice before any new technology is 
rolled out. They want members have 
a chance to be trained on the technol-
ogy and “fair severance” if they’re 
ultimately laid off, said Taylor, the 
national union president.

Casino giants MGM and Caesars in 
Las Vegas agreed to similar conces-
sions on technology with their unions 
earlier this year, but Unite Here offi-
cials declined say how the tech or en-
vironmental program concerns were 
resolved in the recently concluded 
Chicago negotiations.

How many hotel workers are al-
ready being impacted by new tech-

nologies also isn’t clear.
Some hotels in San Francisco have 

eliminated room service units entire-
ly because of the popularity of meal 
delivery services like Grubhub and 
Uber Eats, according to Anand Singh, 
president of Unite Here’s San Fran-
cisco local chapter.

And rideshares like Uber and Lyft 
have also hit hotel workers’ liveli-
hoods, said Eusebio, a Boston door-
man.

The Chelsea, Massachusetts resi-
dent said he’s seen his earnings drop 
40 percent over the last three years in 
large part because he’s not earning 
the tips he used to for hailing taxicabs 
or loading luggage for guests now that 
many are using rideshares.

Eusebio said he wants the company 

to boost doormen wages from $10 an 
hour to $18 an hour to account for the 
new reality.

In Honolulu, Boram Shin is con-
cerned about her future as a front 
desk agent at the Sheraton Waikiki as 
the Hawaiian resort prepares to roll 
out new check-in technology.

The 29-year-old said staff is being 
trained on “Mobile Key,” an app that 
lets guests use their smartphones to 
check-in and, at some locations, gain 
access to their rooms without ever 
having to use a key card — or visit a 
front desk.

“It puts us in a difficult position,” 
Shin said. “If most of us lose our jobs, 
we don’t have a ton of choices on the 
island.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Treasury Secretary Steven 
Mnuchin said Friday that 
President Donald Trump re-
spects the independence of 
the Federal Reserve and the 
president's recent comments 
were simply a reflection of 
the fact that he favors low in-
terest rates.

"The president has been 
clear," Mnuchin said in an in-
terview with CNBC. "He likes 
low interest rates."

Mnuchin, who praised Fed 
Chairman Jerome Powell, 
said the president under-
stands that the Fed is doing 
its job.

Trump this week has 
blamed the market's big sell-
off on the Fed's interest rate 
increases, saying "the Fed is 

out of control." But Mnuchin 
disputed that Trump's com-
ments represented an attack 
on the Fed.

"He doesn't feel the need to 
attack at all," Mnuchin said. 
"The president is concerned 
about the Fed raising inter-
est rates too much and slow-
ing down the economy. And 
those are obviously natural 
concerns."

Mnuchin said he viewed 
the market turbulence as a 
"natural correction after the 
markets were up 
a lot" rather than a 
sharp plunge trig-
gered by bad news 
on the economy.

"I think the fun-
damentals are 
still very strong," 
Mnuchin said. 
"Markets tend to 
go too far in both 
directions and 

they have natural correc-
tions."

Mnuchin was interviewed 
in Bali, Indonesia, where he 
is attending global finance 
meetings including the an-
nual meetings of the Inter-
national Monetary Fund and 
the World Bank along with 
Powell, who is representing 
the Fed at the meetings.

Mnuchin met on Thursday 
with Yi Gang, head of China's 
central bank.

"We had a constructive dis-

cussion around currency," 
Mnuchin said. "I expressed 
my concerns about the weak-
ness of the currency."

Mnuchin said in the discus-
sions he had with the Chinese 
they had made clear that they 
did not see a further weaken-
ing of the Chinese yuan as be-
ing in their interests.

The Chinese currency has 
been falling in value against 
the dollar in recent months, 
raising concerns that China 

is devaluing its currency as 
a way to make Chinese goods 
more competitive against 
U.S. products.

The United States and Chi-
na are currently locked in 
an escalating trade war with 
the Trump administration 
imposing penalty tariffs on 
billions of dollars in Chinese 
goods and China retaliating 
by targeting U.S. products in-
cluding soybeans for penalty 
tariffs.

year. U.S. toy sales from Janu-
ary through June increased 7 
percent to $7.9 billion, according 
to NPD. Last year, toy sales in-
creased 1 percent to $20.7 billion 
from 2016.

"I am convinced that the strong 
toy industry growth so far this 
year has been at least partially 
supported by the empathy that 
people felt toward losing a store 
like Toys R Us," said Juli Len-
nett, NPD's senior vice president 

and industry adviser for toys in 
a statement. "I think it brought 
about an emotional response that 
resulted in parents buying more 
toys overall."

Even FAO Schwarz is taking 
advantage of the nostalgia. The 
iconic toy store is set to reopen 
in November in Manhattan after 
shuttering three years ago.

The store will be staffed with 
theatrical performers and will 
feature new play areas like a 
mini grocery store where kids 
can buy pretend food made of 
wood. In another section, there'll 
be a mechanic who will help kids 

build radio controlled race cars. 
FAO Schwarz is also bringing 
back the oversized piano made 
famous in the Tom Hanks movie 
"Big."

Jessica McCune, 30, was a big 
fan of Toys R Us and she stocked 
up on a number of toys when the 
stores were closing. Although 
she said she plans to shift her toy 
shopping to Walmart, Target and 
Amazon, she still misses her old 
go-to.

"There's a void," she lamented. 
"It's one less place dedicated to 
toys and babies."

"To put this in someone 
else's hands was really scary," 
said David Sheff, an author 
and journalist.

He said that he was 
committed to showing addic-
tion the way it is: no easy an-
swers. Everything about it is 
complicated."

Carell and Chalamet on bonding for the film 'Beautiful Boy'

TORONTO — Steve Carell and Timothee 
Chalamet both knew the addiction drama 
"Beautiful Boy" hinged on the father-son re-
lationship.

The movie is based on the twin memoirs 
of David Sheff and his son, Nic, about each's 
perspective on Nic's decade-long, nearly fa-
tal plunge into meth addiction. Toggling 
between nightmare and memory, "Beauti-
ful Boy," fluctuates between addiction and 
recovery, between the love and anguish of 
a father and son.

So when the two first met at Chalamet's 
final audition to read as Nic, it was a preg-
nant moment.

"I think it was an open-armed hug," re-
called Chalamet of his eventual co-star's 
greeting. "I was very appreciative of that 
because I was really quite nervous going in 
there."

The meeting is vivid to Carell, too. For 
him and everyone else in the room, it was 
instantly clear Chalamet (whose break-
through Oscar-nominated role in "Call Me 
By Your Name" hadn't yet come out) was 
the right choice.

"I don't think I've ever seen a better audi-
tion," said Carell.

A year after Chalamet impressed audi-
ences in his chemistry with Armie Hammer in "Call Me By 
Your Name," ''Beautiful Boy" teams him with another veter-
an actor who has likewise been something of a mentor to the 

22-year-old Chalamet. The two found they 
had a natural affinity for each other despite 
being generations apart. Chalamet grew 
up an "Office" fan and in an interview last 
month over coffee, was most eager to hear 
the 56-year-old Carell's "Daily Show" stories.

"It was natural," said Chalamet. "I felt like 
we had a physical dialogue that was akin to 
what a father and son's physical dialogue 
would be."

"I feel absolutely the opposite," Carrell 
deadpanned, cracking up his co-star. "He's 
somebody you want to be around. He's 
somebody you want to talk to. He's such a 
committed actor and takes it seriously but 
at the same time is entirely open."

Addiction has rarely been seen onscreen 
as it is in Felix Van Groeningen's "Beauti-
ful Boy," which opens in theaters Friday. 
Whereas Hollywood has often concentrated 
on the tailspin of addiction or swift recov-
ery, "Beautiful Boy" stays true to the cycles 
of relapse. As Nic's addiction threatens to 
destroy him, David is racked by despera-
tion, guilt and hopelessness.

When acquiring the rights to David's 
"Beautiful Boy: A Father's Journey Through 
His Son's Addiction " (which grew out of a 
New York Times Magazine story) and Nic's 
"Tweak," producer Jeremy Kleiner of Brad 
Pitt's Plan B convinced the Sheffs that they 

would honor the realism of their story.

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Shortly after his latest Emmy win, Peter Dinklage is stepping 
into the life of another well-known personality.

The “Game of Thrones” staple stars as Herve Villechaize 
(“Fantasy Island,” “The Man With the Golden Gun”) in the 
HBO movie “My Dinner With Herve,” premiering Saturday, 
Oct. 20. The project traces the diminutive Villechaize’s life and 
times, as related by him during one pivotal night to a reporter 
(the “Fifty Shades” franchise’s Jamie Dornan as a surrogate 
for Sacha Gervasi, the film’s director and screenwriter, and an 
executive producer of it along with Dinklage).

To prepare for the performance – which involves re-creations 
of familiar scenes – Dinklage watched much of Villechaize’s 
work, supplied to him by Gervasi. “To give you an idea of how 
long we worked on this,” Dinklage says, “the material was on a 
whole bunch of VHS tapes. We had everything, including ‘The 
Gang That Couldn’t Shoot Straight’ and the Henry Winkler 
movie ‘The One and Only.’ ”

Now the recipient of three Emmys as Tyrion Lannister on 
“Game of Thrones,” Dinklage embraced what he deems the 
“terribly gratifying” chance to delve into the man behind the 
image in Villechaize’s case. “We were in show business at very 
different times,” he reflects, “and we had different kinds of 
dwarfism. I think I’m lucky in a way to have my career be a 
couple decades later, in terms of the world and how it’s changed. 
It’s become more morally sound, I suppose, and less exploitive – 

and I’m trying my best to keep that momentum going with my 
own career.

“He and I had similar ideas about what we wanted to do,” 
Dinklage adds of Villechaize. “I think Herve enjoyed the fame 
of it all a bit more than I do. That was sort of his compass, and 
sometimes, that can be a bit dangerous.”

The YouTube channel may be called 
“Hellthy Junk Food” but don’t expect to 
see recipes for a tofu Big Mac or quinoa 
doughnuts there.

No, the ironically-titled channel of 5-10 
minute videos hosted by JP Lambiase and 
his girlfriend Julia Goolia (aka Yarinsky) is 
basically a how-to on re-creating favorite and 
iconic junk foods with their own personal 
flair, be it the four-pound McDonald’s 
hashbrown (complete with the golden-arched 
sleeve) or the giant Swiss roll (which checks in 
at a whopping 12,000 calories). There are also 
unusual combinations such as the mac-and-
cheese-stuffed fried chicken and its evil twin, 
the fried-chicken-stuffed mac and cheese.

For this, Lambiase envelops a piece of 
fried chicken in mac and cheese, wraps 
the concoction in wax paper and freezes it 
overnight. The next morning, he rolls it in 
egg and flour and deep-fries, bakes and then 
deep-fries it again for extra crispiness. On 
screen, it looks incredible and both say it 
tasted even better.

“Very good combination,” Lambiase says, 
“Mac and cheese and fried chicken, it just 
works. And at the end of the day nobody got 
sick, so that’s important.”

“We try to work off of different segments,” 
Yarinsky explains. “The thing-inside-of-a-
thing segment. We also do like a test-kitchen 
segment and we do copycat recipes. We have 
our giant-food segment on our channel. 
So all these different types of shows on our 
channel.”

There are also road segments, such as 
recent videos that show the couple in 
Chicago sampling different eateries’ deep-dish 
pizza and also going out for a fine-dining 
experience in an episode titled “What Does a 
$1,000 Dinner Look Like?”

“It was a two-Michelin-star restaurant, 
Oriole, and it was $195 per person,” 
Lambiase explains. “So one of the things we 
wanted to have is buzzwords saying a $1,000 
dinner because the whole dinner came to 
$1,000 but that was for four people. So I 
think it was priced fairly for the experience 
that we got.”

“If you’re a huge foodie,” he continues, 
“$200 for a meal is more like $200 for an 
experience. So someone might go to a play or 
a theater and spend $200 ... . But when you 
truly love food and have a passion for it and 
you want to experience something you never 
experienced before, that $200 is worth it.”

Lambiase and Yarinsky came to “Hellthy 
Junk Food” from drastically different 
backgrounds, he from mechanical engineering 
and fast food and she from radio advertising 
and fine dining, much of which comes into 
play in their videos.

“A lot of the stuff we’ve done has been 
engineered,” Lambiase explains. “Different 
types of recipes or equipment we need 
or molds or stuff to create the unknown 
has really utilized a lot of my background 
being able to create this. Because cooking 
is a science and needs to be engineered in a 
proper way to execute some of the stuff we’ve 
done.”
