You may have noticed: 
The Texas Department of 
Transportation is doing 
some work on major thor-
oughfares in and around 
the Big Spring area. This 
week, Public Information 
Officer Cheryl Sawyers of 
the Abilene TXDoT office 
spoke with the Herald to 
provide updates on the var-
ious projects around town.

Big Spring's famous 
"crossroads" is at the inter-
section of Interstate 20 and 
U.S. Highway 87, but for 
many Big Spring residents, 
the intersection of 87 with 

FM 700 is just as vital to 
everyday travel.  Construc-
tion on the intersection, 
including the US 87 bridge 
over FM 700, has been go-
ing on now for several 
months. Unfortunately, 
Sawyers said a combina-
tion of weather and a bad 
concrete pour had delayed 
the project slightly.

"They're still expecting 
that one to be complete be-
fore the end of the year," 
said Sawyers. "They were 
planning to have it done by 
the end of November, but 
now it might be a couple of 
weeks into December."

Sawyers added that the estimate is 
based on clear weather; continued rain 
could delay the project further.

TXDoT urges drivers to use care at 
the intersection and follow posted traf-
fic markers.

Another area of concern to many 
area drivers is the US 87 relief route, 
which carries through traffic around 
the west side of the city rather than 
through the middle of town on Gregg 
Street. The southern section of the 
route, connecting Interstate 20 to US 
87 south of Big Spring, was completed 
in 2016; construction on the northern 
section, linking Interstate 20 to US 87 
north of town, began in February of 
2017, and should wrap up early next 
year.

"They are currently paved with the 
first part of hot mix. The bridge deck 
is being replaced, and they are slightly 
behind schedule, but the completion 
date is still expected for the spring. 
That's the relief route west of Big 

Spring from I-20 to 87," Sawyers said. 
"Several parts of the route are paved 
with the first part of hot mix, but as 
I understand it they're going to need 
to come back and do the painting, the 
striping and also the reflective mark-
ers. They're going to widen Highway 
176 under the 87 bridge. Due to the 
weather – we've been getting rain now 
for what, three weeks in a row? We're a 
little behind schedule." 

Some good news for people traveling 
east or arriving in Big Spring from the 
east – construction out that way is al-
most done.

"The construction on the east side of 
Big Spring – that is expected to end at 
the end of this month," said Sawyers. 
"There's some construction on 20, if 
you're going eastbound on 20 out of Big 
Spring, there's some construction. You 
know where 20 and Business 20 feed in 
together at the end of Big Spring? That 
is supposed to end at the end of Octo-
ber."

Rain Thursday once again slowed progress on road and bridge 
construction at the intersection of FM 700 and South US Highway 
87 Thursday.

The Odessa Police Department has recently 
experienced a rash of mail thefts being com-
mitted in Odessa. Thieves are stealing mail 
by having it forwarded to vacant properties 
and then committing mail fraud, credit card 
abuse, identity theft and writing counterfeit 
checks.

If you suspect that your mail has been sto-
len, you can monitor your mail and track 
packages by going to usps.com and clicking 
on “Informed Delivery” on the top right of the 
screen. This free service allows you to digital-
ly preview your mail and manage your pack-
ages scheduled to arrive for that day.

If you have been a victim of mail fraud, please 
contact OPD and report it to the United States 
Postal Inspection Service by going to http://
postalinspectors.uspis.gov. If you have been 
a victim of identity theft, please contact OPD 
and report it to the Federal Trade Commission 
by going to www.consumer.gov/idtheft.

Identity Theft/Mail Fraud
Prevention Tips:

1)  Install a locked mailbox to prevent mail 
theft.

2)  Deposit outgoing mail at a Post Office or a 
blue U.S. Postal Service collection box, or give 
it directly to your mail carrier. 

3)  Shred all preapproved credit card appli-
cations, loan applications, voided checks, and 
bank statements before throwing them in the 
trash.

4)  Monitor your credit, all credit card state-
ments, and bank statements on a regular ba-
sis.

5)  If your wallet or personal identification 
has been stolen, contact all of your credit card 
companies, your bank, and all three major 
credit bureaus and ask them to place a fraud 
alert on your credit report.

Northern Nevada’s Humboldt River flooded in 

the fall so much so that the bridge leading to my 
house would be covered. Mother would always ad-
monish us to stay off the bridge. The water would 
flood the plains of the river valley floor where a lot 
of the ranchers would graze their cattle. They al-
ways had to be moved to higher ground. 

When it turned cold, the River 
would recede and freeze over. We 
would ice skate, build fires to stay 
warm, and roast hotdogs or marsh-
mallows to eat, and build snowmen, 
and snow forts, and have snowball 
fights. The church youth always 
could find something to do in my 
home town—even to floating toy 
boats in the gulley or water.  

Now water has flooded our East 
and West coasts of our great land. 
Even our fair city has its amount of 

flooding.  Try going across the tracks at Birdwell 
and IS 20.  

But I wonder how much fun our youth have in 
the rainwater of our town. Maybe it’s time to ex-
plore the outdoors again.  

In God’s Word He tells us to come drink of His 
water. He tells us we need to be thirsty. He tells us 
that He will always provide for His children. Have 
you gotten thirsty for the things of God. Are you in 
a church that provides His Life-giving water. Do 
you know the Saviour Jesus, Who promised life ev-
erlasting to those who would trust Him. We need to 
come thirsty, so He can fulfill His promises. When 
we get to Heaven, I hope God allows the treasures 
of His rain and snow. I know the water of Life He 
gives freely. I would like to fish in that River of 
Life, catch a whopper (eat it right then, I’m sure it 
is edible), and then pick a fruit for dessert from His 
trees that line the bank of that River. The taste has 
to be awesome.  

Last weekend we slipped into 
one of the premier showings of 
First Man, the movie portraying 
Neil Armstrong’s first steps on 
the moon. The movie takes us on 
board the X-15, Gemini and Apol-
lo. We feel that we are there, ex-
periencing the sheer terror of it 
all, pushing the limits of technol-
ogy to land a man on the moon. 
The movie is gripping, as is the 
history. 

My wife and I 
married on De-
cember 21, 1968, 
the day Apollo 
8 launched to 
carry the first 
men to orbit 
the moon.  They 
reached the 
moon 3 days 
later. On Christ-
mas Eve, just 
before they dis-
appeared to the 
other side of the 
moon and lost 
radio contact 

with the earth, Borman and his 
crew read the Genesis account of 
creation.  (Genesis 1:1-10). In the 
distance the earth appeared as a 
fragile planet on the moon’s hori-

zon. 
Six and ½ months later we sat 

in front of our black and white 
TV and watched Neil Armstrong 
leap from the last rung of the Lu-
nar Lander’s ladder to take “one 
small step for man, one giant leap 
for mankind.”  

James Irwin served as the com-
mander and pilot for the lunar 
lander on Apollo 15. He became 
the 8th astronaut to step foot on 
the moon.  After his return Irwin 
founded the High Flight Foun-
dation as non-denominational 
evangelical organization based 
in Colorado Springs. He said, 
“Some people make light of it 
and ask how can a technical per-
son, an astronaut, believe in the 
Bible. I guess I also was a skeptic 
in my early days, but I have come 
to believe what the Bible says as 
being true.”  

The last man to walk on the 
moon was Gene Cernan, com-
mander of Apollo 17 in December 
1972.  Cernan described his expe-
rience. “I felt the world was just 
too beautiful to have happened 
by accident. There has to be 
something bigger than you and 
bigger than me. … There has to 
be a Creator of the universe who 

stands above the religions that 
we ourselves create to govern 
ourselves.” 

We don’t know much about 
Neil Armstrong’s faith.  Like 
every other aspect of his life, as 
portrayed in the movie, he was 
closely guarded.  But Thomas 
Friedman includes an account 
about Neil Armstrong’s visit to 
Jerusalem that is telling, if true.  
According to Friedman, when 
Armstrong visited the Temple in 
Jerusalem he asked his guide if 
these were the very steps where 
Jesus stepped.  When his guide 
confirmed they were, Armstrong 
reportedly said, “I have to tell 
you, I am more excited stepping 
on these steps than I was step-
ping on the moon.”  

If Friedman’s account in his 
book, From Beirut to Jerusa-
lem,  is true, Armstrong’s words 
reflect the greater miracle: not 
that man stepped foot on the 
moon, but that God stepped foot 
on earth in the person of His 
Son.   As John wrote, “The Word 
became flesh and dwelt among 
us and we saw His glory, glory as 
the only begotten of the Father, 
full of grace and truth.” (John 
1:14).

Philippians 3:9 “And be found in 
him, not having mine own righteous-
ness, which is of the law, but that 
which is through the faith of Christ, 
the righteousness which is of God by 
faith:”

We are way too sin-
ful to argue against 
the Law and win. Our 
only hope is to be deliv-
ered from it. How can a 
sinner argue against 
the wrath of the Law 
and win? Impossible! 
Yet, I see people argue 
against the wrath of 
the Law by doing the 
deeds of the Law. 

We cannot argue 
against the Law by the 
deeds of the Law be-
cause it speaks truth 

only, pointing out our painfully ob-
vious inability to keep it. To argue 
against the Law with the deeds of the 
Law is to lie against the truth.

There is only one way to “argue” 
against the Law and win and that is to 
be found in Him, not having our own 
righteousness, which is of the Law, 
but that which is through the faith 
of Christ, the righteousness which 
is of God by faith. In the Man Christ 
Jesus, we have an advocate who de-
fends us before the Law, and He does 
not require that we appease the Law 
by keeping it. He does not ask that we 
present our good works as favorable 
evidence because all our righteous-
nesses are as filthy rags. 

Attempting to keep the Law as our 
defense before its wrath, will only 
ever yield one thing – condemnation. 
And this goes for all of our “good 
works”, whether they be church at-
tendance, giving to the poor, mission 
trips, or just plain good ole morals. 

Our only argument is Christ and 
Christ alone. Our only refuge is Je-
sus, plus nothing minus nothing be-
cause on the cross He said…

Tauren Wells wins 4, including 
new artist, at Dove Awards

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — 
Christian artist Tauren Wells won 
four awards including new artist 
and contemporary Christian art-
ist of the year at the 49th annual 
Gospel Music Association's Dove 
Awards.

Wells, who was the former lead 
singer for Christian rock group 
Royal Tailor, performed "Known" 
from his solo debut album, "Hills 
and Valleys," during Tuesday's 
award show from Lipscomb Uni-
versity in Nashville, Tennessee.

Wells also won awards for pop/
contemporary album of the year 
and also got an award for being a 
featured artist on the rap/hip hop 
recorded song of the year with So-
cial Club Misfits.

Wells accepted new artist of the 
year slightly out of breath, ex-
plaining that he had been back-
stage changing clothes when the 
award was announced and rushed 
to get to the stage without even 
knowing what award he had won.

"I am so grateful - what award is 
this?" Wells said. "New artist of the 
year?! Woah!" Backstage after the 
show, Wells said that "Known" was 
about one of the God's lessons for 
him about image.

"While it's great to pose for all 
these pictures and getting to hold 
all these trophies, this doesn't mat-
ter as much as what is happening 
inside our hearts," Wells said.

Cory Asbury, a worship pastor 
in Kalamazoo, Michigan, rode the 
success of his No. 1 Christian sin-
gle "Reckless Love" to three awards 
for song of the year, worship song 
of the year and worship album of 

the year. He said the song has con-
nected to a lot of people through 
church services and on the radio.

"I've been hearing crazy testimo-
nies of people that say 'I was suicid-
al and I was going to take my own 
life, and I heard this song and I felt 
the love of God for the first time,'" 
Asbury said. "Stories like that are 
why any of us do this."

Songwriter Colby Wedgeworth 
also won three awards, including 
songwriter of the year, non-artist, 
for working with Wells on the "Hills 
and Valleys" record and for co-writ-
ing the pop/contemporary record-
ed song of the year, "Old Church 
Choir."

Zach Williams won artist of the 
year and pop/contemporary record-
ed song of the year for his song "Old 
Church Choir," and Tasha Cobb 
Leonard won gospel artist of the 
year and urban worship album.

Rap duo Social Club Misfits from 
Florida won rap/hip hop recorded 
song of the year for their song "War 
Cry," a song they wrote after the 
high school shooting in Parkland, 
Florida.

"We feel like anything that hap-
pens to our generation, we take it 
personally, so this song came from 
a place of just wanting to rally a 
generation," said Martin Lorenzo 
Santiago, who goes by the stage 
name Marty, in the duo.

The show featured a couple of 
cross genre collaborations, includ-
ing pop singer Tori Kelly singing 
with Kirk Franklin and country 
group Rascal Flatts singing with Ja-
son Crabb. The show will air Octo-
ber 21 on TBN.

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Red Sox finish off Astros in 5 games, head to World Series

HOUSTON — What 
a birthday present for 
rookie manager Alex 
Cora. He's taking the 
Boston Red Sox back to 
the World Series.

David Price put his 
postseason woes behind 
him, pitching the Red 
Sox past the defending 
champion Houston As-
tros 4-1 Thursday night 
in Game 5 of the AL 
Championship Series.

Next stop for the 108-
win Red Sox is Fenway 
Park for the World Series 
opener Tuesday night 
against either the Los 
Angeles Dodgers or Mil-
waukee Brewers.

But before leaving 
Minute Maid Park, the 
Red Sox surrounded the 
43-year-old Cora in the 
clubhouse and heartily 
sang "happy birthday!" 
Wearing goggles and 
championship gear, the 
team saluted the first 
manager from Puerto 
Rico to lead a team to the World Se-
ries.

Cora was hired a year ago as he pre-
pared to go to the Series as Houston's 

bench coach. He got the job a month 
after Hurricane Maria devastated his 
island homeland, and immediately 
went to work helping with relief ef-
forts.

"I know right know for everything 
that we're going through as a nation, 
as a country, for me to stand up here 
with this trophy, I know there's a lot 
of people proud of me in Puerto Rico," 

he said.
Rafael Devers hit a 

three-run homer as the 
Red Sox stunned Jus-
tin Verlander to win the 
best-of-seven set 4-1.

ALCS MVP Jackie 
Bradley Jr. , outfielder 
Mookie Betts and the Red 
Sox will try to bring Bos-
ton its fourth crown in 15 
years — this is their first 
trip since winning it all 
in 2013.

Los Angeles has a 3-2 
lead in the NLCS going 
into Game 6 on Friday 
night at Miller Park.

"We got four more wins. 
That was very, very spe-
cial, absolutely. But we 
want more," Price said.

Pitching on only three 
days' rest after Boston 
ace Chris Sale was ruled 
out while recovering 
from a stomach illness, 
Price struck out nine in 
six shutout innings of 
three-hit ball . The left-
hander, who has had a 
rough time in Boston 
since signing a $217 mil-
lion contract before the

Cowboys' draft gamble paying 
off in emerging LB Jaylon Smith

FRISCO, Texas — Jaylon Smith 
makes himself presentable for the 
cameras, then turns to his locker to 
grab one last thing before starting an 
interview: the neck pad given to him 
by hard-nosed defensive coordinator 
Rod Marinelli to acknowledge the 
Dallas linebacker's physical style of 
play.

The former Notre Dame standout is 
proud of the memento. It still hangs 
loosely around his neck in front of 
reporters weeks after he got it, while 
Smith invariably gets another ques-
tion about the painstaking recovery 
from a devastating left knee injury in 
his final college game.

Smith is doing more than just play-
ing again two years after owner and 
general manager Jerry Jones gam-
bled early in the draft on a player 
considered a top prospect before the 
career-threatening injury.

He has helped the defense surge into 
the top five while Sean Lee missed 
three games with a hamstring injury, 
when the opposite often happened in 
recent years during the oft-injured 
two-time Pro Bowler's absences. The 
Cowboys (3-3) visit Washington (3-2) 
on Sunday.

"It's just about doing my job and 
understanding the player that Jerry 
drafted," Smith said. "He believed in 
me. The Cowboys organization be-
lieved in me, that I would get back to 
this point of being a top-five pick. It's 
not a surprise to me. It's expected. It 
was just a matter of time."

With Lee out, Smith has a key com-
panion in rookie first-round pick 
Leighton Vander Esch, who leads the 

Cowboys with 60 tackles while Smith 
has 57. No other Dallas defender has 
more than 35.

But the 2015 All-America at Notre 
Dame is the middle linebacker mak-
ing most of the calls and displaying 
leadership skills that attracted the 
Cowboys to him in the first place, 
when Dallas and plenty of other 
teams were wondering if he could 
play again.

A case in point is also one of Smith's 
signature plays this season. Before 
sprinting to the sideline to deliver a 
hard shoulder hit that stopped Hous-
ton quarterback Deshaun Watson on 
fourth down near the goal line, Smith 
told DeMarcus Lawrence, "I got you."

That was Smith's way of turning 
Dallas' star pass rusher loose on Wat-
son, and believing he could clean up 
the play wherever Watson decided to 
scramble.

"It's just the trust, the growth and 
my leadership and my respect on 
this team," Smith said. "People under-
standing that they can count on me 
and this team believes that."

Smith probably wouldn't have done 
that during his inconsistent debut a 
year ago, when it was generally ac-
knowledged by coach Jason Garrett 
and others that he was forced to play 
too much because of injuries at line-
backer and struggled as a result.

This season, Smith is no longer 
playing with a foot brace designed to 
help overcome the nerve damage as-
sociated with tearing a ligament in 
his knee during Notre Dame's 44-28 
loss to Ohio State in the Orange Bowl 
on New Year's Day 2016.

Lots of Broncos fans on hand 
to watch rout of Cardinals

GLENDALE, Ariz. — 
There were a lot of or-
ange-clad Denver fans 
in the stands in Arizo-
na.

They must have loved 
watching the Broncos 
beat down the host Car-
dinals 45-10 Thursday 
night.

"That was unbeliev-
able," Denver quarter-
back Case Keenum said 
afterward. "It felt like a 
home game there for a 
lot of it. That was im-
pressive. That was re-
ally cool."

After four straight 
losses, the Broncos (3-
4) took control early, 
returning two intercep-
tions of Josh Rosen's 
passes for first-quarter 
touchdowns. Denver 
led 21-3 after one quar-
ter and 35-3 at the half, 
giving a rare breather 
of a win to embattled 
coach Vance Joseph.

"That's more about 
our football team. I'm 
not concerned about 
me," Joseph said. "It's a 
good win for our foot-
ball team. It has been 
a tough, tough two 
weeks. We had a tough 
loss on Sunday. We had 
a short week, so it's re-
ally good for our team 
to win a game."

The Cardinals (1-6) 
have lost their first four 
home games for the first 
time since 1979, nearly 
a decade before the 

franchise moved from 
St. Louis to the desert.

"Definitely an embar-
rassing effort tonight," 
first-year coach Steve 
Wilks said. "Our fans 
deserve more than that. 
We have to perform bet-
ter than that. Six sacks, 
three interceptions. It 
can go on and on. Unac-
ceptable."

Arizona offensive co-
ordinator Mike McCoy 
had been considered 
on shaky ground but 
there's no indication 
that any move is immi-
nent.

"You guys are going to 
ask me about changes," 
Wilks said. "That's pre-
mature to talk about 
any changes right now. 
Everyone is going to 
be evaluated across the 
board."

Here are some things 
to consider from the 
Broncos' romp in the 
desert:

MILLER'S PROMISE
Denver's Von Miller 

had promised the Bron-
cos would kick the Car-
dinals' backside and 
they certainly did.

Miller said he did it to 
boost the confidence of 
his teammates.

"And it worked," he 
said.

Defensive end Zach 
Kerr agreed.

"It puts an extra fire 
in us," he said. "You can 
feel it all week during 
the preparation. Every-
one was zoned in, locked 

in. It's a short week, but 
nobody complained. No-
body said anything, but 
we just went out there 
and worked."

HARRIS' FLIP
Emmanuel Sanders 

had a big night, throw-
ing a 28-yard touchdown 
pass and catching a 
64-yarder for a score.

On the TD catch, he 
did a front flip over the 
goal line. He had said he 
was going to quit with 
the flips, but couldn't 
resist.

"That's what it's about, 
man, having fun and 
playing football," Sand-
ers said. "That's how 
you win games. To catch 
that pass, I didn't have 
to do anything but run 
straight. It was probably 
one of the easiest touch-
down passes I've caught 
in terms of a deep ball."

ROSEN'S NIGHT
Arizona rookie quar-

terback Josh Rosen had 
a tough night.

He threw three inter-
ceptions and fumbled 
the ball away twice. 
He also was sacked six 
times.

Rosen said he tried to 
force things and it back-
fired.

"This is kind of an old 
saying I got in college. 
'Don't turn a car crash 
into a fatality,'" Rosen 
said. "So I think some-
times you just have to 
make the smart play.

 Dear Annie: 
Last year, I wrote 
to you about my 
beautiful 35-year-old 
daughter and the kid-
ney transplant she'd 
just received through 
the United Network 
for Organ Sharing. I 
am "A Very Grateful 
Mom."

 My daugh-
ter continues to do 
well and is leading 
a healthy life. We 
would like to thank 
the donor family, 
but my letter sent 
to them through the 
donor channels was 
never responded to. 
It's been over a year 
and a half since my 
daughter received the 
lifesaving kidney, and 
we hope that some-
day the donor family 
reaches out to her so 
a proper thank-you 
can be given.

 However, all 
is not good with her 
family. My teenage 
granddaughter has 
now been diagnosed 
with the same rare 
kidney disease her 
mother, my daughter, 

was diagnosed with. 
Although we know 
that it's a rare genetic 
one, we have no idea 
where it came from 
through the family. 
This disease has no 
cure or treatment. 
The only solution is 
a transplant when 
kidney function de-
clines to that point. 
Our hope is that it will 
be years before my 
granddaughter will 
need a transplant.

 Please remind 
your readers about 
how important it is to 
be an organ donor. 
One of the first things 
I did after my daugh-
ter's successful trans-
plant (and witnessing 
how much better she 
felt) was to check the 
box on my driver's 
license. -- Still a Very 
Grateful Mom

 Dear Grateful 
Mom: I am so in-
credibly sorry to hear 
about your grand-
daughter. I'm glad to 
encourage readers to 
consider registering 
as organ donors, if 
they haven't already.

A friend of mine is 
getting married next 
year.

The 
court costs, executor 
fees and lawyer fees 
ate up 60 percent 
of his estate.

I got a 
revocable living trust 
instead. Upon my 
death, all my prop-
erty will go to my 
children as benefi-
ciaries. There will be 
no lawyer fees. And 
it cost me less than 
a third of what my 
father's probate cost. 

So please advise 
your readers in the 
future to get a living 
trust instead of a will.

 Dear Chris-
tine: You make a 
good point. I'd like to 
encourage readers 
to do their research 
and consider which 
option is best for 
them. Whether using 
a living trust or a will, 
the important part 
is to get started on 
planning well before 
you think you need 
to.

Today is Friday, Oct. 19, 

the 292nd day of 2018. There 
are 73 days left in the year.

Today's Highlight in 
History:

On Oct. 19, 1789, John Jay 
was sworn in as the first 
Chief Justice of the United 
States.

On this date:
In 1781, British troops 

under Gen. Lord Cornwallis 
surrendered at Yorktown, 
Virginia, as the American 
Revolution neared its end.

In 1864, Confederate Lt. 
Gen. Jubal A. Early's soldiers 
attacked Union forces at 
Cedar Creek, Virginia; the 
Union troops were able to 
rally and defeat the 
Confederates.

In 1944, the U.S. Navy 
began accepting black 
women into WAVES (Women 
Accepted for Volunteer 
Emergency Service).

In 1950, during the Korean 
Conflict, United Nations forc-
es entered the North Korean 
capital of Pyongyang.

In 1953, the Ray Bradbury 
novel "Fahrenheit 451," set in 
a dystopian future where 
books are banned and burned 
by the government, was first 
published by Ballantine 
Books.

In 1967, the U.S. space 
probe Mariner 5 flew past 
Venus.

In 1977, the supersonic 
Concorde made its first land-
ing in New York City.

In 1982, automaker John Z. 
DeLorean was arrested by 
federal agents in Los Angeles, 
accused of conspiring to sell 
$24 million of cocaine to sal-
vage his business. (DeLorean 
was acquitted at trial on 
grounds of entrapment.)

In 1987, the stock market 
crashed as the Dow Jones 
Industrial Average plunged 
508 points, or 22.6 percent in 
value (its biggest daily per-
centage loss), to close at 
1,738.74 in what came to be 
known as "Black Monday."

In 1994, 22 people were 
killed as a terrorist bomb 
shattered a bus in the heart 
of Tel Aviv's shopping dis-
trict.

In 2001, U.S. special forces 
began operations on the 
ground in Afghanistan, open-
ing a significant new phase 
of the assault against the 
Taliban and al-Qaida.

In 2005, a defiant Saddam 
Hussein pleaded innocent to 
charges of premeditated mur-
der and torture as his trial 
opened under heavy security 
in the former headquarters of 

his Baath Party in Baghdad.
Ten years ago: Retired Gen. 

Colin Powell, a Republican 
who was President George 
W. Bush's first secretary of 
state, broke with the party 
and endorsed Democrat 
Barack Obama for president, 
calling him a "transforma-
tional figure" during an 
appearance on NBC's "Meet 
the Press." The Tampa Bay 
Rays held off the defending 
champion Boston Red Sox 3-1 
to win the American League 
championship series in 
Game 7. Mr. Blackwell, the 
acerbic designer famous for 
his annual worst-dressed list 
of celebrities, died in Los 
Angeles at age 86.

Five years ago: Nine 
Lebanese pilgrims abducted 
in Syria and two Turkish 
pilots held hostage in 
Lebanon returned home as 
part of an ambitious three-
way deal cutting across the 
Syrian civil war. Shane 
Victorino's seventh-inning 
grand slam propelled Boston 
to a 5-2 victory over the 
Detroit Tigers, clinching the 
AL championship series in 
six games. British actor and 
musician Noel Harrison, 
who sang the Academy 
Award-winning ballad "The 
Windmills of Your Mind," 
died in Devon, England, at 
age 79.

One year ago: Puerto Rico 
Gov. Ricardo Rossello, meet-
ing with President Donald 
Trump at the White House 
about a month after 
Hurricane Maria, described 
the situation in the island 
territory as "catastrophic"; 
Trump rated the White 
House response to the disas-
ter as a "10." Counter-
demonstrators greatly out-
numbered supporters of 
white nationalist Richard 
Spencer, drowning him out 
as he spoke at the University 
of Florida. The Los Angeles 
Dodgers beat the Chicago 
Cubs 11- 1 to reach the World 
Series for the first time in 
almost three decades.

EAST LANSING, Mich. — Michigan State coach 
Mark Dantonio began his news conference this 
week by talking about how well Michigan is play-
ing, and how the No. 6 Wolverines certainly de-
serve a lofty ranking.

He later pointed out that recent matchups be-
tween the Spartans and Wolverines have been 
played in good spirit.

"The three games that we've had, '15, '16, '17, I think 
they have played with great sportsmanship on the 
field, I really do," Dantonio said. "Everybody's play-
ing hard and I think that's good for college football. 
Well-coached football teams and respect — respect 
what they have done."

When Michigan State talks about respect in this 
rivalry, it's often to complain about a lack of it, but 
both teams have avoided major sound bites in the 
days leading up to Saturday's clash between the 
Wolverines and the 24th-ranked Spartans. There's 
still plenty at stake this weekend — and the poten-

tial for plenty of hostility — but each side seems 
aware of what it's up against.

"Very good run defense," Michigan coach Jim Har-
baugh said. "They're very stout up front. They've 
got some real hard-playing guys — linebackers that 
are some of the best in the league. Very sound sys-
tem."

The Wolverines (6-1, 4-0 Big Ten) and Spartans (4-
2, 2-1) can play nice all they want in their pregame 
comments, but there's no changing the history be-
tween these two rivals. There have been plenty of 
dustups and harsh words between them in the past. 
Here are a few of the highlights — just since Danto-
nio took over at Michigan State:

2007: After a win over the Spartans, Michigan's 
Mike Hart refers to Michigan State as a little broth-
er. Dantonio responds by warning the Wolverines 
that "pride comes before the fall" — and the Spar-
tans have won eight of 10 in the series since then.

2011: Michigan State wins 28-14 for its fourth 
straight victory over the Wolverines, but Spartans 
defensive lineman William Gholston is shown on 

video taking a swing 
at a Michigan lineman 
and is suspended for the 
following game. Michi-
gan State is flagged 13 
times for 124 yards, and 
defensive coordinator 
Pat Narduzzi says after-
ward that his Spartans 
tried to play "60 minutes 

of unnecessary roughness" against the Wolverines. 
He's later admonished by his athletic director for 
the comment.

2014: Michigan State wins 35-11, showing no mer-
cy while scoring a final touchdown with 28 seconds 
left. Afterward, Dantonio rails about a pregame ges-
ture by Michigan in which the Wolverines planted 
a tent stake in the field at Spartan Stadium. Michi-
gan coach Brady Hoke later apologizes for that.

2017: When asked late in the season to compare 
his team's bowl bid to Michigan's, Dantonio says 
simply: "I'll just continue to concentrate on beat-
ing Michigan and let things sort of sort out." Har-
baugh shoots back on Twitter: "Saw Coach D com-
ments on continuing to 'focus' on how 'he' can beat 
Michigan. Congrats on turning around a 3-9 team, 
plagued with off field issues. Good for BIG to have 
him back."

Perhaps more grievances will be added to the 
list after this week, but regardless, the winner will 
have the usual bragging rights — and a chance to 
keep eyeing a Big Ten title this season. Here are a 
few more things to watch:

PUT UP OR SHUT UP
Harbaugh is in his fourth season at Michigan and 

in many respects, he's done what he was hired to 
do. The Wolverines didn't spend much time in the 
top 10 under their previous two coaches.

However, Harbaugh is 1-5 against rivals Michi-
gan State and Ohio State, and reversing that trend 
is important if he's going to break through and win 
his first division title in Ann Arbor.

Price was thrilled that he won't be questioned any-
more about not having a postseason win as a start-
er.

"That's awesome," he said. "I don't have to prepare 
myself for it in spring training on Feb. 20 or Sep-
tember when I've still got five regular-season starts. 
I don't have to answer that question anymore. And 
man, it feels good."

Price was warming in the bullpen as Game 4 end-
ed, perhaps jeopardizing his readiness for Thurs-
day. Instead, that session may have keyed his dom-
inant performance.

"It felt good. Honestly, it really started last night 
in the bullpen. Threw quite a few pitches to come 
in for the next hitter, found something out while 
doing that and kind of just carried that over to to-
day," Price said.

Price tipped his cap to a few hundred Red Sox 
fans assembled behind the Boston dugout while 
they cheered as he walked off the field following 
postgame interviews.

The only time thing that didn't go smoothly for 
Price came when he brought 1-year-old son Xavier 
into the postgame news conference and the little 
one wouldn't quit shrieking and wriggling away 
from him .

Price pulled him back onto his lap, repeating the 
words: "This is big, dude. This is big."

After dropping the opener at home, Boston took 
four straight — including three in a row in Hous-
ton to improve to 5-0 on the road in these playoffs.

The Red Sox are the first team to win four straight 
postseason games against a 100-win club since the 
2004 Red Sox against both the Yankees and Cardi-
nals, STATS said.

"Since Day One, we knew we had something spe-
cial. We just needed to stay healthy and go out and 
execute," Bradley said.

Left fielder Andrew Benintendi caught a long 
fly for the last out — not nearly as dramatic as his 
game-saving diving grab the previous night. Just 
the same, it capped off a win.

"The last out yesterday was like around 12:10. So 
we won two on my birthday. I'll take it. I'll take it," 
Cora said.

There was a smattering of boos from the home 
crowd as the Red Sox charged onto the field, em-
bracing as they jumped around near the middle 
of the diamond. They posed for a team picture on 
the mound a couple of minutes later as members of 
Houston's pitching staff slowly walked by, glancing 
at the revelry on their way back from the bullpen.

"They beat us. We ran out of wins," Astros man-
ager AJ Hinch said .

Despite leading the majors in wins during the reg-
ular season, the Red Sox were underdogs against 
a Houston team that defeated the Dodgers in last 
year's World Series and romped past Cleveland in 
the Division Series this month.

But stars Jose Altuve, Carlos Correa and the As-
tros hobbled to the finish in a humbling defeat. 
Still, no team has repeated as World Series champs 
since the New York Yankees won three straight 
from 1998-2000.

Altuve, last year's AL MVP, didn't want to make 
excuses but said this was "absolutely" the worst 
pain he's ever played with.

"I feel really, really bad for not being on the field 
for my team, but one thing you can know is that 
I gave everything I had, healthy, not healthy that 
was all I have," he said still wearing his uniform 
long after the game had ended.

Red Sox slugger J.D. Martinez hit an early homer 
off Verlander , and Price made the lead stand up 
into the late innings. Craig Kimbrel worked the 
ninth for his third save of the series.

Red Sox president of baseball operations Dave 
Dombrowski is taking his third organization to the 
World Series. He won two championships as gen-
eral manager of the Florida Marlins, then oversaw 

two pennants as GM of the Detroit Tigers. Dom-
browski was hired by Boston in 2015.

It was the 14th pennant for the Red Sox, who are 
8-4 in World Series appearances. They took the 
American League flag in 1904, but the World Series 
wasn't played that year.

Boston ended an 86-year championship drought 
in 2004.

Verlander had pitched 24 scoreless innings over 
his previous three starts with his team facing post-
season elimination, and he came in 4-1 with a 1.21 
ERA in five potential elimination games during his 
career.

Houston's only run came on a homer by Marwin 
Gonzalez in the seventh off Matt Barnes .

Devers connected in the sixth for a 4-0 lead.
Devers, who turns 22 on Wednesday, has 12 RBIs 

in 10 postseason games. He joined Mickey Mantle, 
Andruw Jones and Miguel Cabrera as the only 
players in major league history to have nine or 
more RBIs in the postseason at age 21 or younger.

UP NEXT
Sale, who spent Sunday night in a hospital be-

cause of a stomach illness, has recovered and is set 
to start Game 1 of the World Series. Cora said Sale 
threw off flat ground on Thursday and was feeling 
better after he was unable to start on Wednesday 
because of the issue.

Marinelli says Smith's change of di-
rection and lateral movements are the 
biggest differences from last season.

"And he's more comfortable," Mari-
nelli said. "Sometimes a guy can look 
a little bit slower, or hesitant when 
you don't really know what you're do-
ing. It's our job is to make the complex 
simple for them, the irregular regu-
lar so they can see it and play fast. It 
takes time to do that."

Marinelli's schemes haven't been 
big on blitzing since he came to Dal-
las, but Smith's skills and the ag-
gressive philosophy of new passing 
game coordinator Kris Richard have 
changed that.

Smith is second to Lawrence with 
three sacks and has eight QB pres-
sures — three more than the rest of 
the Dallas linebackers combined.

"He might be one of the better blitz-
ing linebackers I've been around," 
Marinelli said. "He's physical. He's 
fast. He is playing lights out."

Asked if the play on the goal line 
against Watson could be one of those 
definitive moments in Smith's devel-
opment, Garrett shot back, "Which 
one?"

That was Garrett's way of saying 
the Cowboys have seen plenty of big 
plays from Smith this season. Smith 
says the same thing. And it fits with 
Garrett's feeling that there was never 
one moment where he said to him-
self, "Jaylon Smith is back."

The Cowboys knew more about 
Smith's injury than most because 
team physician Dr. Dan Cooper per-
formed the surgery. Garrett has al-
ways stopped short of calling that the 
primary factor in their decision to 
draft him.

"We heard so many great things 
about him as a guy," Garrett said. 
"Anybody who has any chance of 
coming back from an injury like he 
had, it really started there, the kind 
of person he is. I think that's shown 
through here the last couple of years."
