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Pet ordinance
changes on
agenda for city
council Tuesday

Pet owners may want
to pay attention to Tues-
day’s Big Spring City
Council meeting. The
council will be consid-
ering amendments to
city ordinances which
affect the required vac-
cinations and licensure
of dogs and cats in Big
Spring.

The council will meet
in their chambers, 307
E. Fourth St., at 5:30
p.m. Tuesday.

The proposed ordi-
nance changes include
increasing the time be-
tween required rabies
vaccinations from ev-
ery year to every three
years; and repealing the

general requirement for
animals to be licensed

(although dangerous
dogs must still be li-
censed).

The proposed changes
also include increasing
the impoundment fee
for rabies vaccination
from $15 to $20; although
“certified animal rescu-
ers” will still pay the $15
as a “discounted rate.”

In other business, the
council will consider
granting permission to
go out for bids on equip-
ment and projects.

Among the projects up
for consideration are re-
paving three city-owned
parking lots: The east
parking lot at City

Hall; as well as lots at two
McMahon-Wrinkle Airpark
locations, the Moventas build-
ing and the GEO office build-
ing. According to “Opinion
of Probable Cost” documents
provided by Jacob and Mar-
tin Engineering, the estimat-
ed cost of the City Hall lot is
$153,033, the estimated cost of
the Moventas lot is $101,444,
and the estimated cost of the
GEO lot is $233,118.

Another project being con-
sidered is purchase and in-
stallation of security cam-
eras. The proposal is to make
the purchase in the amount
of $190,000 through the city’s
current security system pro-
vider, using the Buy Board
purchasing co-op, Wwhich
means bids on the work will
not be required if the council
approves the measure. The
item is included in the city’s
budget, and will provide secu-
rity coverage for new T-Hang-
er and Bunker buildings at
the airpark.

Equipment being consid-
ered for purchase includes
computers for the Informa-
tion Technology Department.
The purchase, for nine lap-
top computers and 38 office
desktop computers, will cost
$58,866 from Dell, and will be
handled through the state’s
DIR purchasing co-op if ap-
proved by the council.

City staff is also requesting
permission to go out for bids
on various vehicles city ve-
hicles and other equipment,
including 10 new Tahoe SUVs
for the Police Department;
one Tahoe SUV and a pump-
er truck for the Fire Depart-
ment; a utility truck, dump
truck, and skid loader for the
Streets Department; a mobile
power wash for the Parks De-
partment; a fairway mower
and 40 golf carts for the Golf
Course; a Vactor sewer truck
and three backhoes for the
Distribution and Collection
Department; a 72-inch riding
lawnmower for the Airpark;
a Zoll EKG monitor for Emer-
gency Medical Services; and
a compactor for the Landfill.
The total budgeted outlay for
the items is about $2.4 million.

The council will also:

- Present a Rotary Interna-
tional proclamation declaring
October 24, 2018 as “World Po-
lio Day” in Big Spring;

Consider amending the
budget to pay for re-roofing
City Hall, the City Hall Annex,
and the Dora Roberts Com-
munity Center. If approved,
the measure would increase
the General Fund Budget by
$70,494.30, the Utility Fund
Budget by $177,668.12, and the
Hotel/Motel Fund Budget by
$118,835.36;

- Consider granting approv-
al to advertise for bids on on-
demand contracting services;

- Discuss and consider ap-
proval of a splash pad at the
Russ McEwen Aquatic Cen-
ter;

Consider authorizing
agreements with Duro-Last
Roofing for re-roofing City
Hall, the City Hall Annex, and
the Dora Roberts Community
Center.

- Consider appointing for-
mer Community Services Di-
rector Debbie Wegman to the
Convention and Visitors Bu-
reau Board.

AUSTIN - In conjunction with Nation-
al School Bus Safety Week (Oct. 22-26),
the Texas Department of Public Safety
(DPS) is urging Texans to comply with
laws prohibiting drivers from passing
stopped school buses. DPS Troop-
ers across the state will be rid-

ing and/or following school
buses to ensure that driv-
ers are obeying school
bus laws.

“DPS urges all motor-
ists to make the safety
of our schoolchildren a
top priority year round,
and to practice safe driv-
ing habits when travel-
ing near school buses, in
school zones and wherever

children are present,” said DPS
Director Steven McCraw. “Drivers who

disregard the law needlessly

dren in danger, and that type of reckless
behavior will not be tolerated by law en-

forcement.”

If a road is divided only by a left-turn-
ing lane, drivers on both sides of the
roadway must stop for school buses with
alternating red flashing lights activated.
However, if the lanes are separated by an
intervening space or physical barrier,
only motorists traveling in the same di-
rection as the bus are required to stop.

(As a reminder, school buses, by law,
must stop at all railroad crossings.)

Here are several safety measures driv-
ers can take to help keep children safe:

Be mindful of posted speed limits when
driving in school zones and near buses.

Slow down and watch for children con-
gregating near bus stops.

Be aware of student pedestrians and
watch for children who may unexpect-
edly dart into the street without checking
for traffic.

Know and obey the traffic laws regard-
ing school buses in Texas.

Wells was encouraged by her
father, also a trumpet player,
to try out. In high school, her
father, Cody, was selected to
the FFA National Band. The
junior CHS student also said
she wanted to lead by example
to encourage her fellow peers

to take chances.

The road to nationals as one
of 75 Texas delegates was a
lengthy one for Worley.

“Micah earned her spot last
year when she won an area of-
fice,” Custer said. “It’s a long
process. She interviewed
with the nominating commit-
tee. She took a quiz showing
her FFA knowledge, and she
gave a speech in front of some-
thing like 450 to 500 kids.

“It would kill someone to go
through that who didn’t have
the training they’ve had but
by the time they are a junior
in high school and the end of
their junior year, it’s just nat-
ural,” Custer added.

During the convention, Wor-
ley will serve on a committee
and conference with the other
Texas voting delegates.

“Texas is the largest state
association at Nationals,”
Custer said. “How we vote is
a big thing. They will do tons
of research. They will form al-
liances with other states to try
to get things done the way the
Texas feels it should go. It’s a
good lesson in politics.”

A fourth Coahoma FFA
member will be featured at
nationals.

Emilee Custer will be the
only FFA member from Texas
who will be featured at We
are FFA booth at the national
convention. Emilee Custer’s
photo and biography will be
shown with students across
the nation to show off FFA’s
model members.

This is the largest represen-
tation of Coahoma FFA mem-
bers to attend the national con-
vention under Aaron Custer’s
advisorship. Since Aaron
Custer joined Coahoma ISD,
the FFA program has grow
tremendously. Currently, 120
students are members of the
Coahoma Chapter. Last year
that membership was 100.

“The program is continually
changing with different par-
ticipants who have different
talents and interest,” Custer
said. “We promote diversity,
the more more diverse we can
be the better our chapter is.”

Besides boasting a state
champion in the 2017 LD
events, the Coahoma Chapter
had two teams place in the top
10 in the state their division

- Radio Broadcasting and Ag
Advocacy.

Aaron Custer gives his stu-
dents all the the credit for the
chapter’s success.

“It’s the kids more than any-
thing,” Custer said. “They
buy in and work hard. You
get a really good foundation
group. We just had a large
group of kids at one time and
they just pushed. “

FFA - Future Farmers of
America - is a national, stu-
dent-run program designed to
bring about personal growth,
leadership skills, and com-
munity mindedness in young
people through agricultural
education.

“FFA isthe practum. It’s put-
ting agriculture knowledge to
use,” Custer explained. “We
teach them how to sell them-
selves. 1 tell them no what
matters what happens, no
matter what job you are go-
ing to do, the most important
thing you will ever do in your
life is to sell yourself.”

Custer said the program
teaches a number of value-
based lessons including re-
sponsibility, service and char-
acter along with providing an
insight into the fundamental
importance agriculture is to
our society.

“It’s about agriculture
and agriculture education,”
Custer said. “There is a huge
place for it in these lives. It’s
amazing to see a lot of these
kids don’t know where their
clothes come from, and they
don’t know that we rely on ag-
riculture all day, every day.

“It’s neat to see the lights
come on and see them start
to develop a passion not only
for the FFA but for the agri-
culture that goes with it,” he
continued. “We are making a
more informed consumer out
there and the kind of kid that
society needs.”

LANDOVER, Md. —
No one on the winning
Washington Redskins
or thelosing Dallas Cow-
boys seemed entirely
sure about the rule that
led to a penalty for "snap
infraction." That flag
turned a 47-yard field-
goal try into a 52-yarder
that slammed off the left
upright as time expired.

"I don't know what
happened there," said
Redskins coach Jay
Gruden, after his club
avoided overtime and
edged the Cowboys 20-17
Sunday to remain alone
atop the NFC East when
Dallas' Brett Maher
missed the potential ty-
ing Kkick.

The call, in a nutshell:
A Redskins lineman
moved early, but the
flag went against Cow-
boys long snapper L.P.
Ladoceur, because he
moved the football ille-
gally.

That last part was
news to Ladoceur, the
longest-tenured mem-
ber of Dallas' roster.

"Exact same thing I've
been doing for 14 years,"
he said.

Asked how often he's
seen that call in the
NFL, Cowboys coach Ja-
son Garrett said: "I don't
know. Once? Twice? Not
very often."

Mabher's take?

"T've never seen any-

thing like that before,"
he said, "but it's my job
to kick it, wherever it
was."

His miss foiled a
spirited comeback at-
tempt after Redskins
linebacker Ryan Ker-
rigan's strip-sack of
Cowboys quarterback
Dak Prescott was recov-
ered for a touchdown by
Preston Smith with just
under five minutes left
in the fourth quarter.

"Scoop and score," said
Smith. "Yeah, that was
one of the easiest touch-
downs I ever had."

That made it 20-10
and was Washington's
fourth sack of Prescott,
who used smelling salts
and was checked for a
concussion in the first
quarter after taking a
shoulder to his helmet
at the end of a run.

The QB didn't miss a
play, returning for the
Cowboys' next posses-
sion.

Prescott lost two fum-
bles in the game, includ-
ing one on an earlier
fourth-and-1 keeper.

The Redskins (4-2)
won consecutive games
for the first time this
season. The Cowboys
dropped to 0-4 on the
road, 34 overall, as

they head into their bye
week.
Washington won

this one thanks to its

staunch defense and 99
yards on 24 carries from
Adrian Peterson, who
helped mask the lat-
est so-so performance
from quarterback Alex
Smith and a generally
iffy offense that was
missing three injured
playmakers.

The Redskins twice
had to settle for short
field goals in the sec-
ond half despite hav-
ing first-and-goal op-
portunities. On each of
those possessions, Alex
Smith missed an open
receiver in the end zone
from down close.

Washington's QB fin-
ished 14 for 25 for 178
yards, including a 23-
yard TD on a swing
pass to Kapri Bibbs in
the first quarter. But
there were some ques-
tionable decisions, in-
cluding running out of
bounds on third down
with 78 seconds left,
stopping the clock be-
fore a punt gave the ball
back to Dallas.

The Redskins lim-
ited Ezekiel Elliott, the
NFL's No. 2 rusher en-
tering the week, to 34
yards on 15 carries, the
second-lowest total of
his pro career.

"He's a great, great
player," Gruden said.

"It's open," Marrone
said. "Who's the starter
at right tackle? Who's
the starter at center?
Who's the starter at
receiver? Who's the
starter? Everything is
open. We've lost three
straight games and we
can't stop shooting our-
selves in the foot for
lack of a better expres-
sion = We've oot to do

something, but the first
thing we've got to do is
stop turning the damn
ball over. Period. That
would be the positive of
how we can build."
Jacksonville's  third
consecutive lopsided
loss triggered quarter-
back indecision and
heated commotion .
When the locker room
doors opened for me-
dia members, Calais
Campbell could be seen
holding back fellow de-
fensive end Yannick
Ngakoue. It was carry-
over from an emotional
postgame that included
screaming, shouting
and finger pointing.
"You all walk in here,
you all see how it is in
here, you all see how we
vibe with each other,
you all see how we vibe
toward the coaches, you
all see how it is," corner-
back Jalen Ramsey said.
"It is no secret what's go-
ing on here right now.
Ain't nobody going to
say it because we can't.
But it ain't no secret
what's going on and it
ain't right right now."
Ngakoue declined
comment, as did safety
Tashaun Gipson and
cornerback A.J. Bouye.

We
need to look ourselves
in the mirror and just
fix it. I can't sit here and
tell you what we need to
fix, what we need to do,
what needs to be done. I
don't know. I just know
that we need to be where
we're supposed to be and
just . something needs
to change."

The Texans (4-3) don't
need to change anything
after a fourth consecu-
tive victory gave them
a one-game lead in the
division.

Deshaun Watson
threw for a touchdown
after making the 800-
mile trip to Jacksonville
on a private bus to avoid
potential problems that
flying and cabin pres-
sure might pose to his
bruised lung and in-
jured ribs.

Today is Monday, Oct. 22,
the 295th day of 2018. There
are 70 days left in the year.

Today's Highlight in
History:

On Oct. 22, 1979, the U.S.
government allowed the

deposed Shah of Iran to travel
to New York for medical treat-
ment — a decision that pre-
cipitated the Iran hostage cri-
sis.

On this date:

In 1746, Princeton
University was first char-
tered as the College of New
Jersey.

In 1797, French balloonist
Andre-Jacques  Garnerin
(gahr-nayr-AN") made the
first parachute descent, land-
ing safely from a height of
about 3,000 feet over Paris.

In 1811, composer and piano
virtuoso Franz Liszt was born
in the Hungarian town of
Raiding (RY'-ding) in present-
day Austria.

In 1928, Republican presi-
dential nominee Herbert
Hoover spoke of the
"American system of rugged
individualism" in a speech at
New York's Madison Square
Garden.

In 1934, bank robber
Charles "Pretty Boy" Floyd
was shot to death by federal
agents and local police at a
farm near East Liverpool,
Ohio.

In 1962, in a nationally
broadcast address, President
John F. Kennedy revealed the
presence of Soviet-built mis-
sile bases under construction
in Cuba and announced a
quarantine of all offensive
military equipment being
shipped to the Communist
island nation.

In 1981, the Professional
Air Traffic Controllers
Organization was decertified
by the federal government for
its strike the previous
August.

In 1986, President Reagan
signed into law sweeping tax-
overhaul legislation.

In 1991, the European
Community and the European
Free Trade Association con-
cluded a landmark accord to
create a free trade zone of 19

nations by 1993.
In 2001, a second
Washington, D.C., postal

worker, Joseph P. Curseen,
died of inhalation anthrax.

In 2002, bus driver Conrad
Johnson was shot to death in
Aspen Hill, Md., in the final
attack carried out by the
"Beltway Snipers."

In 2014, a gunman shot and
killed a soldier standing
guard at a war memorial in

Ottawa, then stormed the
Canadian Parliament before
he was shot and killed by the
usually ceremonial sergeant-
at-arms.

Ten years ago: Wall Street
tumbled again as investors
worried that the global econo-
my was poised to weaken.
The major indexes fell more
than 4 percent, including the
Dow Jones industrial aver-
age, which finished with a
loss of 514 points. The fishing
vessel Katmai sank in the
Bering Sea off Alaska's
Aleutian Islands, Kkilling
seven crewmen; four sur-
vived. India launched its first
mission to the moon to redraw
maps of the lunar surface.
(India lost contact with its
lunar satellite Chandrayaan-1
last August.) The Philadelphia
Phillies won Game 1 of the
World Series, defeating the
Tampa Bay Rays 3-2.

Five years ago: The United
States defended drone strikes
targeting al-Qaida operatives
and others, rejecting reports
by Human Rights Watch and
Amnesty International ques-
tioning the legality of attacks
that the groups asserted had
killed or wounded scores of
civilians in Yemen and
Pakistan.

One year ago: The latest
allegations of sexual harass-
ment or assault in Hollywood
targeted writer and director
James Toback; the Los
Angeles Times reported that
he had been accused of sexual
harassment by 38 women.
U.S.-backed fighters in Syria
captured the country's largest
oil field from the Islamic
State group, marking a major
advance against the extrem-
ists. Japanese Prime Minister
Shinzo Abe scored a major
victory in national elections
that decisively returned his
ruling coalition to power.
