Empty Bowls is this month, an annual fund-
raiser put on by The United Way of Big Spring
and Howard County, the non-profit organiza-
tion that helps other local non-profit organiza-
tions do their work.

Scheduled for Nov. 15, the program raises
money by selling tickets to the frontrunner
for the "Tastiest Fundraiser of the Year" title.

Local restaurants and organizations make
and serve up batches of their best soup to
ticket holders, who crowd Howard College's
Dorothy Garrett Coliseum, to partake in the
hearty treats. Those in attendance also get
to pick out a porcelain bowl to take home,
hand-crafted by volunteers over the previous
weeks.

Twenty-nine chefs, countless volunteers,
and hundreds of hungry mouths each year
is what makes Empty Bowls a success. The
program is one of the most popular fundrais-
ers that the local United Way puts on to help
benefit the 15 local partnering agencies that
they help support.

“Buy a ticket and come join us, and enjoy a
simple meal prepared by local chefs and com-
munity members, plus more,” said Chris-
tian Fair, Executive Director of United Way
of Big Spring and Howard County. “Also
when you purchase a ticket, it includes with
it a hand-crafted bowl made by local art stu-
dents and community volunteers while sup-
plies last, so be sure to get here early.”

Winter storm
dumps snow in
Texas, western

Oklahoma

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) — An ear-
ly season winter storm has dumped
up to 7 inches of snow in the Texas
Panhandle and lesser amounts in the
western half of Oklahoma as it moves
toward Arkansas.

Meteorologist John Cockrell with
the National Weather Service in Am-
arillo said Monday that the heaviest
snowfall was reported around Ama-
rillo.

No injuries or significant damage
are reported as the system moved
across the region. The weather ser-
vice says are snow-packed, but no
road closings are reported.

Snow accumulation of 2% inches
were recorded in Boise City and 2
inches in Guymon, both in the OKla-
homa Panhandle, with 1-2 inches re-
ported in western Oklahoma.

The system extended as far east
as Oklahoma City where 1-2 inches
of snow is possible before the sys-
tem moves into northwest Arkansas
where amounts of up to 2 inches are
forecast.

HOUSTON (AP) — Rice University
researchers are raising concerns
about the Army Corps of Engineers
and the Texas General Land Office's
$31 billion proposal to protect the
Houston-Galveston region from dev-
astating storm surge with levees and
sea gates.

The Houston Chronicle reports
that Rice professors plan to raise
questions about the proposed coastal
protection project known as the "Ike
Dike" during the public comment pe-
riod.

Plans for the complex 70-mile sys-
tem running from High Island to the
San Luis Pass are still at least a de-
cade away from being finished.

Comic book genius Stan Lee,
Spider-Man creator,

LOS ANGELES — Stan Lee, the
creative dynamo who revolution-
ized the comic book and helped
make billions for Hollywood by
introducing human frailties in
superheroes such as Spider-Man,
the Fantastic Four and the In-
credible Hulk, died Monday. He
was 95.

Lee was declared dead at Ce-
dars-Sinai Medical Center in
Los Angeles, according to Kirk
Schenck, an attorney for Lee's
daughter, J.C. Lee.

As the top writer at Marvel
Comics and later as its publisher,
Lee was widely considered the
architect of the contemporary
comic book. He revived the in-
dustry in the 1960s by offering the
costumes and action craved by
younger readers while insisting
on sophisticated plots, college-

level dialogue,
satire, science fic-
tion, even philoso-

phy.

and many of his

Questions and
answers about
Trump's new
immigration ban

SAN DIEGO — President Donald Trump or-
dered Friday that anyone who enters the U.S. ille-
gally from Mexico by going around official border
crossings is ineligible for asylum.

His edict takes aim at the cherished principle
of asylum, which grants haven to people who flee
persecution on grounds of race, religion, national-
ity, political opinion and other factors.

Illegal border crossings are low compared to the
1980s, 1990s and 2000s but there's no question the
asylum system is under severe strain.

Here are questions and answers about the new
rules:

WHAT DOES THE NEW BAN DO?

The president is denying asylum to people who
enter the country from Mexico without going
through official border crossings, effective Satur-
day.

That means people can keep claiming asylum if
they present themselves to U.S. authorities at any
of the 26 border crossings with Mexico. But it's
now banned anywhere else along the border.

For example, tens of thousands of immigrants
in recent years have been showing up in the Ari-
zona desert or crossing the Rio Grande in Texas
and then turning themselves in to border agents
and seeking asylum. Under the new rules, those
immigrants will now face steep barriers to getting
in the country — and deportation in many cases.

The government says about 70,000 people who
went around official crossings in the fiscal year
that ended Sept. 30 sought asylum. Another 24,000
presented themselves to U.S. inspectors.

WHY DOES THE ADMINISTRATION SAY
THE ASYLUM SYSTEM IS IN CRISIS?

The United States fielded 331,700 asylum claims
last year, nearly double from two years earlier
and surpassing Germany as highest in the world,
according to the UN Refugee Agency. Many are
families and young children fleeing gangs and
poverty in Guatemala, Honduras and El Salvador.

The surge has contributed to an enormous back-
log in immigration courts, which is where asylum
cases must be decided if the applicant passes an
initial screening. The backlog has more than dou-
bled to 1.1 million cases in about two years, Syra-
cuse University's Transactional Records Access
Clearinghouse reported this week.

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Asylum seekers are often released,
many with ankle monitors, while their
cases wind through court for years.
The Trump administration calls it
"catch and release" and notes that,
while about 8 of 10 asylum seekers pass
the initial screening, known as a "cred-
ible fear" interview, most are ultimate-
ly unsuccessful in court.

There are many reasons why the
courts are broken. Immigrant advo-
cates point to a shortage of judges.

WILL IT WORK?

Almost immediately, the American
Civil Liberties Union sued over the
president's order in federal court in
San Francisco, seeking to declare it in-
valid and stop it from going into effect
while litigation is pending.

Trump is invoking the same extraor-
dinary powers he used to ban travel to
the U.S. from several predominantly
Muslim countries, which was upheld
by the Supreme Court in June. Un-
der a section of federal immigration
law, the president may deny entry to
"any class of aliens" whose presence is
deemed "detrimental to the interests of
the United States."

But under the Immigration and Na-
tionality Act, anyone can apply for
asylum no matter how or where they
enter the country. And the 1951 United
Nations Refugee Convention, of which
the U.S. is a signatory, says people may
apply for asylum even if they enter a
country illegally.

Administration officials argue that
U.S. law already has some bars on asy-
lum — being part of a terrorist organi-
zation or having committed a serious
crime, for example — and that "with-
holding of removal" and protection
under the U.N. Convention Against
Torture.

The administration also emphasizes
that people can still seek asylum at
official crossings instead of entering
the country illegally by going around
them, but that poses logistical chal-
lenges. Asylum seekers currently wait
in Mexican border cities — up to five
weeks in Tijuana — because inspectors
at U.S. crossings say they don't have
the capacity to process their claims.

WHAT WILL HAPPEN TO THE IM-
MIGRANTS?

Under the new rule, immigrants
caught crossing the border and seek-
ing asylum will be transported to a
nearby port of entry and denied asy-
lum if they seek it.

They will be allowed to seek other,
more limited forms of protection but
the initial screening, known as a "rea-
sonable fear" interview, is much hard-
er to pass. And these variations of asy-
lum — "withholding of removal" and
protection under the U.N. Convention
Against Torture — don't offer a path to
a green card or allow for family mem-
bers to come.

If they don't clear this step, immi-
grants will be detained and put into
deportation proceedings.

But this creates other issues. There
is limited jail space to detain immi-
grants, along with several hurdles to
deport immigrants back to Central
America. In addition, child immi-
grants seeking asylum have different
sets of protections that will complicate
the process even more.

And it's too early to tell if the ban will
affect caravans of Central American
immigrants that have drawn the wrath
of the president as they slow make
their way to the U.S. If they opt to show
up at a port of entry like previous cara-
vans did, then the new rules won't re-
strict them from seeking asylum here.
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hair gray and his
glasses slightly tint-
ed.

"I think everybody
loves things that are
bigger than life. ... I
think of them as fairy
tales for grown-ups,"
he told The Associat-
ed Press in a 2006 in-
terview.

He hit his stride
in the 1960s when he
brought the Fantastic
Four, the Hulk, Spi-

der-Man, Iron Man
and numerous others
to life.

"It was like there
was something in the
air. I couldn't do any-
thing wrong," he re-
called.

His heroes, mean-
while, were a far cry
from virtuous do-
gooders such as rival
DC Comics' Super-
man.

The Fantastic Four
fought with each oth-
er. Spider-Man was
goaded into super-
hero work by his al-
ter ego, Peter Parker,
who suffered from
unrequited crushes,
money problems and
dandruff. The Sil-
ver Surfer, an alien
doomed to wander
Earth's atmosphere,
waxed about the woe-
ful nature of man.
The Hulk was marked
by self-loathing. Dare-
devil was blind and
Iron Man had a weak
heart.

"The beauty of Stan
Lee's characters is
that they were char-
acters first and su-
perheroes next," Jeff
Kline, executive pro-
ducer of the "Men in
Black" animated tele-
vision series, told The
Blade of Toledo, Ohio,
in 1998.

Some of Lee's cre-
ations became sym-
bols of social change
— the inner turmoil

of Spider-Man repre-
sented '60s America,
for example, while
The Black Panther
and The Savage She-
Hulk mirrored the
travails of minorities
and women.

Lee scripted most of
Marvel's superhero
comics himself dur-
ing the '60s, includ-
ing the Avengers and
the X-Men, two of the
most enduring. In
1972, he became Mar-
vel's publisher and ed-
itorial director; four
years later, 72 million
copies of Spider-Man
were sold.

"He's become our

Mickey Mouse,"
he once said of the
masked, web-crawl-

ing crusader.

Lee also published
several books, includ-
ing "The Superhero
Women" in 1977 and
"How to Draw Com-
ics the Marvel Way"
the following vyear,
when he was named
publisher of the year
by the Periodical and
Book Association of
America.

CBS turned the Hulk
into a successful TV
series, with Bill Bixby
and Lou Ferrigno por-
traying the doomed
scientist from 1978-82.
A Spider-Man series
ran briefly in 1978.
Both characters were
featured in animated
TV series as well.

The first big-budget
movie based on Lee's
characters, "X-Men,"
was a smash in 2000,
earning more than
$130 million at North
American theaters.
"Spider-Man" did
even better, taking in
more than $400 mil-
lion in 2002. A Marvel
movie empire would
emerge after that, one
of the most lucrative
mega-franchises in
cinema history, with
the recent "Avengers:
Infinity War" gross-
ing more than $2 bil-
lion worldwide. In
10 years, the Marvel
Cinematic Universe
film shave netted over
$17.6 billion in world-
wide grosses.

Lee's wife and part-
ner in nearly every-
thing, Joan Lee, died
on July 6, 2017, leav-
ing a void that made
her husband, by then
in mental and physi-
cal decline, vulnera-
ble to hangers-on who
began to surround
him. Lawsuits, court
fights and an elder
abuse investigation
all emerged in the
fight over who spoke
for the elderly Lee.

Lee is survived by
his daughter, Joanie,
and a younger broth-
er who also worked in
comics, Larry Lieber.
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were up to these tasks. That led Hirshland to call for the disman-
tling of the national governing body (NGB) torn apart by a sex-abuse
scandal it couldn't prevent, recognize or rebuild from. Hirshland's
own future will be decided in part by what the USOC does to replace
the agency it seeks to tear apart.

USA Gymnastics is only one of 50 national governing bodies —
all with differing sizes, agendas, budgets and staffs — but with this
common thread:

"You have to not only look for ways to grow your sport, but also for
ways to support your sport at the highest level," said Rich Bender,
the CEO of USA Wrestling. "At times, you can get conflicted. One of
the realities is, those NGBs that have found success have been able
to marry the two."

When Congress adopted the Ted Stevens Amateur Sports Act in
1978, its main motivation was to wrest control of the individual
sports from the grip of the Amateur Athletic Union (AAU), which
regulated most Olympic sports and often adopted rules that didn't
allow them to function well at the highest levels.

The law, likely to be revisited and tweaked in the wake of the sex-
abuse scandal, established the modern-day USOC and gave it au-
thority to choose which organizations would oversee the dozens of
sports on the Olympic program.

Those organizations, the annual revenues of which fall in the
range of anywhere from $750,000 (USA Badminton) to $35 million
(USA Track and Field, US Ski and Snowboard), are in control of
much more than producing gold-medal Olympians, however.

"A lot of these NGBs have an executive, and he or she is doing
press releases, folding towels and making sure they have a place
to stay at the Olympics," said Bob Condron, a longtime Olympic in-
sider who worked at the USOC. "A lot don't have the resources to do
what they're supposed to do."

Jim Scherr, the former CEO of the USOC, ticked off no fewer than
a dozen roles a typical NGB has to fulfill.

Among them: managing youth sports; developing athlete pipe-
lines; liaising with the NCAA, which is a key part of that pipeline
in the United States; marketing, promoting and delivering local
programs and services; event management, both local and national,;
fundraising; sponsorship; media; ticketing; licensing; managing
hundreds of volunteers whose only compensation are recognition
and occasional access to events.

Board members that oversee the staff and set the direction of the
organization are volunteers — usually not well versed in most, if not
all, of these areas.

"There's a cycle," Scherr said. "Boards will focus for a while on ath-
letic performance and hire someone who's an expert there. Then,
they'll say, 'We've lost sight of the bottom line,' and the sports per-
son will get replaced with someone they think can steward those
resources. Then, that will get solidified and they'll want someone
who can drive media rights.

"Then, eventually, the focus shifts back to sports."

Until, that is, the cycle is interrupted by an unexpected crisis,
which is where USA Gymnastics and, to some extent, the USOC,
now find themselves.

Sex abuse has, for now, replaced doping as the crisis that most
Olympic organizations were not built to deal with. As the dig-out
begins, Hirshland will have to find a leader for gymnastics who,
first and foremost, understands the need to shift the focus to athlete
safety — with some concrete actions to put behind the words. It is,
even in this fraught time, not an area of expertise for most sports
executives.

The last time this big an NGB was in this sort of peril came when
Logan was hired, not long after the USOC threatened to cut off fund-
ing or decertify a federation it deemed to be poorly run by an un-
wieldy board of directors.

Logan cleaned house and tried to get a grip on a volunteer opera-
tion that many felt had gotten out of control. He also created a panel
to assess why the team won a paltry 23 medals in track and field at
the Beijing Olympics.

In the end, he was gone, and replaced by Max Siegel, a marketing
veteran with NASCAR ties who has received equal doses of love and
hate for his signature business accomplishment while at the helm
— a 23-year extension on the sponsorship deal with Nike worth more
than $450 million.

The U.S. team has won 29 (2012) and 32 (2016) Olympic medals un-
der his watch.

But he has no illusions that these jobs are easy — or forever.

"When people approach it by saying, 'It's a (not-for-profit),' the
implication is that it's a charitable organization," Siegel said. "But
that's not the
case, and run-
ning a public
entity that has
commercial
objectives are
not missions
that go hand-
in-hand. It's a
constant chal-
lenge and it is
a built-in ten-
sion."

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Cowboys look for win streak after savmg season in Phllly

FRISCO, Texas — Dak Prescott and
Ezekiel Elliott played off each other
in a season-saving win over Phila-
delphia much the same way they did
during their remarkable rookie year
together in 2016.

Now the star quarterback and run-
ning back of the Dallas Cowboys need
a winning streak, although it won't
have to be as long as the franchise-re-
cord run two years ago, the last time
they made the playoffs.

"I don't go back and look and try to
compare now to then," Prescott said
after throwing for a touchdown and
running for one in a 27-20 win . "This
is the team we have and this is when
everything is clicking and we're play-
ing the way we need to be playing.
This is what we're capable of."

The Cowboys (4-5) were in a desper-
ate spot visiting the defending cham-
pion Eagles because of an up-and-
down season notable for its struggles
on offense. Now that they have their
first road win, they have to do it again
Sunday at Atlanta (4-5).

Dallas and Philadelphia trail NFC
East-leading Washington by two
games with seven remaining. The
Cowboys have one more game against
eachrival, having lost to the Redskins
on the road.

"We needed this just as bad as we
need every win going forward," defen-
sive tackle Tyrone Crawford said. "I
call it a movement because that's the
only thing we can do now is get 'dubs.’
We can't take no 'L's."

Against Philadelphia, coach Jason

Garrett dumped a conservative ap-
proach that was costly in a couple
of losses by planning to go for it on
fourth down in Dallas territory on the
first play of the second quarter before
a false start aborted that bold move.

The Cowboys faked a punt later in
the quarter, which led to Elliott al-
most cleanly hurdling Tre Sullivan
before a stumble on a clear path to the
end zone forced Dallas to settle for a
field goal. At the time, it sort of sym-
bolized the season for an inconsistent
offense.

Still, Elliott had 151 yards rushing
and a touchdown, with another 36

yardsreceiving and a score. Prescott's
line looked similar to 2016 as well: 270
yards passing, no turnovers and a
100-plus rating.

The 2016 NFL Offensive Rookie of
the Year led two 75-yard drives to
touchdowns in the fourth quarter,
both of them answers to tying TDs
from the Eagles. Elliott finished off
each of them after big plays to several
receivers along the way.

"It just showed the attitude of this
team going into this game," said El-
liott, who surged two spots to second
in the NFL in rushing behind MVP
contender Todd Gurley of the Rams.

"We knew We had to win. I'm proud of
these guys."

The Cowboys ran off 11 straight
wins when Prescott and Elliott were
rookies on the way to an NFC-best 13
wins. Dallas slipped to 9-7 and out of
the playoffs last season with a deterio-
rating performance from the offense.

The receivers have struggled with-
out Dez Bryant, released in the offsea-
son, but appear to be benefiting from
the trade for Amari Cooper, acquired
from Oakland for a first-round pick.

Injuries and mistakes in an of-
fensive line that has been one of the
NFL's best in recent years have at
times made things difficult for Elliott
and contributed to Prescott already
matching last year's career high of
32 sacks barely more than halfway
through the season. But that line

| stood out against the Eagles.

"This is a winning team and it's
great when you go on the road and
win," Prescott said. "It's important to
us just to feel that energy in the lock-
er room and to make sure we don't
forget that. That's what we're trying
to do every time that we go on the
road, or every game."

NOTES: Garrett said he received a
"favorable report" on RG Zack Mar-
tin, who missed part of the Philadel-
phia game when he aggravated the
left knee injury he's been battling
since hyperextending the knee in
the preseason. ... LG Xavier Su'a-Filo
had a solid game filling in for injured
rookie Connor Williams, who had ar-
throscopic knee surgery last week.
Garrett said the team hasn't made any
determinations on who would start
when Williams is ready to return.

Manmng s late TD pass leads Giants past 49ers 27-23

SANTA CLARA, Calif. — Eli Man-
ning threw a 3-yard touchdown pass
to Sterling Shepard with 53 seconds
left and the New York Giants snapped
a five-game losing streak by beating
the San Francisco 49ers 27-23 on Mon-
day night.

"It meams a lot," Manning said.
"That's what I told the guys this week.
We've worked too hard not to be re-
warded with wins. ... We just weren't
able to get some of the outcomes or

make the plays we needed to win. To-
day we were able to do that."

Manning threw two TD passes to
Odell Beckham Jr. and then engi-
neered the late game-winning drive
with help from a pair of third-down
penalties against Malcolm Smith and
Ahkello Witherspoon.

Saquon Barkley then had a 23-yard
catch to get the ball into the red zone
and Manning connected with Shepa-
rd on third down to give the Giants
(2-7) the win.

"I just saw man-to-man coverage,"
Shepard said. "That's something

we've been practicing. I was able to
capture the outside edge and Eli put
the ball in a perfect place."

Matt Breida ran for 101 yards and
scored two touchdowns for the 49ers
(2-8), who were unable to win consec-
utive games under third-string quar-
terback Nick Mullens. Breida's 23-
yard run helped set up a 30-yard field
goal by Robbie Gould that gave the
Niners a 23-20 lead with 2:46 to play.

But the 49ers allowed the go-ahead
score and couldn't pull it out at the
end as Mullens' pass from the Giants
20 sailed out of the end zone on the fi-
nal play.

Mullens wasn't nearly as sharp as
he was in his NFL debut against the
Raiders on Nov. 1 when he joined
Hall of Famers Jim Kelly and Fran
Tarkenton as the only players with at
least 250 yards passing, three touch-
down passes and no interceptions in
the first career game.

Mullens threw for 250 yards and
had an 11-yard TD pass to Breida
that made it 20-10 early in the third
quarter. But Mullens also threw two
interceptions with the first setting up
a 10-yard TD pass from Manning to
Beckham .

Those two connected again on a
20-yard score in the third quarter as
New York rallied from 10 points down
to tie the game in the second half.

HARD HIT

Niners receiver Marquise Goodwin
was hit in the helmet by Alec Ogletree
on a catch late in the third quarter
and briefly left the game. On his first
play back in to start the fourth quar-

ter, a pass from Mullens deflected off
Goodwin's hands for the second inter-
ception of the game by B.J. Goodson .
Goodwin was slow to get up after that
play and went back into the medical
tent for observation. Goodwin re-
turned to the game later in the fourth
quarter.

MISSED OPPORTUNITY

The Giants entered the game con-
verting just 40 percent of their red
zone trips into TDs. They missed a
golden opportunity for one late in the
first half. On a third down from the
3, the 49ers left Beckham unguarded
in the slot but Manning stuck with a
run play to Barkley that gained only 1
yard. New York settled for a field goal
that tied the game at 10.

The Niners then drove down for a
late field goal to take the lead at the
break as the Giants trailed at the half
for the eighth time this season.

PLAYING FOR PARADISE

Niners GM John Lynch welcomed
the high school football team from
Paradise, a town destroyed by the
wildfires in Butte County, about 175
miles north. Players and cheerlead-
ers from the school were on the field
for the national anthem. The air qual-
ity for the game was at an unhealthy
level because of the fires.

The Air Quality Index was at 161
at kickoff, which is in the unhealthy
zone, and smoke could be smelled
throughout the stadium. The NFL
had monitored the situation but the
AQI never got near 200, the level
where the game would have needed to
be moved.

Big 12 down to final 4 teams to determine 2 tltle game spots

Sixth-ranked OKklahoma or No. 7
West Virginia will play in the Big 12
championship game. They might be
facing each other, too,

The Sooners, Mountaineers, No. 13
Texas and No. 18 Iowa State are the
final four teams still in contention for
the two spots in the Big 12 title game
Dec. 1. There are also two big head-to-
head matchups the last two weekends
of the regular season before then.

Three-time defending Big 12 cham-
pion Oklahoma (9-1, 6-1 Big 12) or the
Mountaineers (8-1, 6-1) advance by
winning their last two games. Since
they play each other in the regular-
season finale, it is impossible for both
to finish 8-1 in conference play, but
they could also still face each other
two weeks in a row — the day after
Thanksgiving in Morgantown and
then for the Big 12 title in the home of
the NFL's Dallas Cowboys.

"We've got a lot of big goals and our
goals are kind of predicated on us
plavine our best ball here at the end

of year," Sooners coach Lincoln Riley
said Monday.

Every Big 12 team plays each other
in the round-robin conference sched-
ule that sets up one rematch for a
guaranteed spot in the New Year's Six
bowl game. And if Oklahoma or West
Virginia win out, they could possibly
make it into the College Football Play-
off.

"That means there's going to be real-
ly important games coming down the
stretch run," Iowa State coach Matt
Campbell said. "That's what makes
this time of year really special, espe-
cially in this conference."

Iowa State (6-3, 5-2) plays Saturday
at Texas (7-3, 5-2) in what will be their
only meeting this season. There is
no possible scenario that could cre-
ate a championship game rematch
between the teams currently tied for
third place.

The Cyclones have won five Big 12
games in a row for the first time in
school history.

Today's Highlight in History:

On Nov. 13, 1942, President
Franklin D. Roosevelt signed a
measure lowering the mini-
mum draft age from 21 to 18.

On this date:

In 1775, during the American
Revolution, the Continental
Army captured Montreal.

In 1789, Benjamin Franklin
wrote in a letter to a friend,
Jean-Baptiste Leroy: "In this
world nothing can be said to be
certain, except death and
taxes."

In 1909, 259 men and boys
were Killed when fire erupted
inside a coal mine in Cherry,
linois.

In 1956, the Supreme Court
struck down laws calling for
racial segregation on public
buses.

In 1969, speaking in Des
Moines, Iowa, Vice President
Spiro T. Agnew accused net-
work television news depart-
ments of bias and distortion,
and urged viewers to lodge
complaints.

In 1974, Karen Silkwood, a
28-year-old technician and
union activist at the Kerr-
McGee Cimarron plutonium
plant near Crescent, Oklahoma,
died in a car crash while on her
way to meet a reporter.

In 1982, the Vietnam
Veterans Memorial was dedi-
cated on the National Mall in
Washington, D.C.

In 1985, some 23,000 residents
of Armero, Colombia, died
when a volcanic mudslide bur-
ied the city.

In 1994, Sweden voted in a
non-binding referendum to join
the European Union, which it
did the following year.

In 2000, lawyers for George
W. Bush failed to win a court
order barring manual recounts
of ballots in Florida. Florida
Secretary of State Katherine
Harris announced she would
end the recounting at 5 p.m.
Eastern time the next day -
prompting an immediate
appeal by lawyers for Al Gore.

In 2001, President George W.
Bush approved the use of a spe-
cial military tribunal that
could put accused terrorists on
trial faster and in greater secre-
cy than an ordinary criminal
court. President Bush and
Russian President VIladimir
Putin met at the White House,
where they pledged to slash
Cold War-era nuclear arsenals
by two-thirds.

In 2015, Islamic State mili-
tants carried out a set of coordi-
nated attacks in Paris on the
national stadium, restaurants

and streets, and a crowded con-
cert hall, killing 130 people in
the worst attack on French soil
since World War II.

Ten years ago: A wind-driven

fire erupted in Southern
California; the blaze destroyed
more than 200 homes in Santa
Barbara and neighboring
Montecito. Investors did an
abrupt turnaround on Wall
Street, muscling the Dow Jones
industrial average up more
than 550 points after three
straight days of selling.
Colombian rocker Juanes
(WAH'nehs) won five awards,
including record of the year
and album of the year, at the
Latin Grammys in Houston.
Cleveland's Cliff Lee won the
American League Cy Young
Award.

Five years ago: The Obama
administration revealed that
just 26,794 people had enrolled
for health insurance during the
first, flawed month of opera-
tions for the federal
"Obamacare" website. (More
than 79,000 others had signed
up in the 14 states with their
own websites.) Toronto Mayor
Rob Ford admitted during a
heated City Council meeting
that he'd bought illegal drugs
while in office, but he adamant-
ly refused calls from councilors
to step down and seek help.
Clayton Kershaw of the Los
Angeles Dodgers and Max
Scherzer of the Detroit Tigers
won baseball's Cy Young
Awards. Former Raiders tight
end Todd Christensen died dur-
ing liver transplant surgery in
Utah; he was 57.

One year ago: A second
woman accused Alabama
Republican Senate candidate
Roy Moore of sexually assault-
ing her as a teenager in the late
1970s; Moore described the
charge as "absolutely false" and
a "political maneuver."

McConnell said Moore should
drop out of the race. (Moore
went on to lose a special elec-
tion to Democrat Doug Jones.)

Then he held up two more fingers
on his other hand in honor of the
twins on the way.

I've got
to give him props on that one."

No pun intended, of course.

Byard said Friday his $10,026 fine was worth it be-
cause his interception denied the Cowboys a touch-
down and sparked a 28-7 run in Tennessee's 28-14
win in Dallas on Monday night.

Byard said he expected the Cowboys to take of-
fense when he sprinted to the 50-yard line to pose
on the star, then began a sort of Irish jig when
teammates joined him at midfield.

Other takeaways from Week 10 included a stum-
bling, bumbling Tom Brady, a shoutout from the
Rams to Halle Berry and Sean McVay's decision to
train at altitude in preparation for Monday night's
showdown between the Rams and Chiefs, who are
both 9-1.

ALTITUDE ACCLIMATION: Last year, Bill

It paid off in a 31-8 drubbing of the
Oakland Raiders, who stayed home
and prepped at sea level.

McVay said the trade-off is scrub-
bing the team's routine, but the
wildfires and mass shooting in
Thousand Oaks has made training
in Southern California anything but
normal anyway.

The Rams will train in the Rocky
Mountains on Thursday through
Saturday before flying to Mexico,
and McVay said a second charter
with family members will fly out
from L.A. to Colorado later in the
week.

"Staying out there, kind of
a way to connect with the team. Get-
ting away a little bit. This instance
definitely provides a little bit differ-
ent approach where your families
are so important right now."

HAIL HALLE : Jarod Goff was glad
it was quiet enough for fans to hear
his "Halle Berry" play call Sunday.
Even the actress heard it, tweeting
him for an explanation.

Goff couldn't reveal secrets of the audible, which
resulted in an 8-yard pass to tight end Tyler Higbee.

All he'd tweet back was, "It's my favorite play
ever."

On Monday, McVay said, "It's one of my favorite
plays, too, Halle."

BRADY'S BUNGLE : A lot is made of Brady's arm
at age 41 and how he was just 21 of 41 Sunday in a
34-10 loss at Tennessee, where he was held without
a TD pass for the second time in three weeks.

But what about his stumble and tumble on a trick
play in which he caught the pass only to trip over
himself and plop down a yard short of the first-
down marker?

Tennessee QB Marcus Mariota later caught a
pass on the Titans' own trick play.

"I wanted to see if ours looked any better than
theirs," deadpanned Vrabel.

That has come since opening con-
ference play with losses to Oklahoma
and TCU, the teams that played in last
year's Big 12 title game after both lost
to Jowa State in the 2017
regular season.

Since a 37-27 win at
Iowa State in mid-Sep-
tember, OKklahoma has
scored at least 45 points
in each of its last six con-
ference games. But the
Sooners lost 48-45 to Tex-
as, a setback that would
keep them out of the Big
12 title game if it came
down to a head-to-head
tiebreaker between the
Red River rivals.

West Virginia's only
loss was a month ago
at Iowa State, but the
Mountaineers won 42-41
at Texas when quarter-
back Will Grier ran for a
2-point conversion in the

final minute.
That means opposite
tiebreaker scenarios

against the current co-
leaders for the Long-
horns and Cyclones:
Texas over Oklahoma;
and Iowa State over West
Virginia.

Kansas (3-7, 1-6), the
only Big 12 team so far
that can't get bowl eligi-
ble, is also the only team
that will finish the regu-
lar season against two
of the title-contending
teams. The Jayhawks
are at Oklahoma on Sat-
urday, and host Texas in
their finale Nov. 23.

"We just lost our oppor-
tunity to become bowl
eligible, so obviously
our goals will shift from
here," outgoing Kansas
coach David Beaty said.
"We love those opportu-
nities, and when it comes
down to the situation, it
would be spoiler for oth-
ers. But for us, it's about
our seniors and it's about
our team being able to
provide as many victo-
ries for our university,
these seniors and really
for the future of Kansas
football."

Oklahoma has won
13 consecutive games
against the Jayhawks
by an average margin
of 31 points, and its last
home loss in the series
was 1996, the first Big 12
season. Kansas is 1-14
against Texas in the Big
12, though the Longhorns
