Bush died at the age of 94 on Friday, Nov. 30, 2018, about eight months
after the death of his wife, Barbara Bush.

HOUSTON (AP) — He was the
man who sought a "kinder, and
gentler nation," and the one who
sternly invited Americans to read
his lips — he would not raise tax-
es. He was the popular leader of a
mighty coalition that dislodged
Iraq from Kuwait, and was turned
out of the presidency after a single
term. Blue-blooded and genteel, he
was elected in one of the nastiest
campaigns in recent history.

George Herbert Walker Bush was
many things, including only the
second American to see his son fol-
low him into the nation's highest
office. But more than anything else,
he was a believer in government
service. Few men or women have
served America in more capacities
than the man known as "Poppy."

"There is no higher honor than
to serve free men and women, no
greater privilege than to labor in
government beneath the Great Seal
of the United States and the Ameri-
can flag," he told senior staffers in
1989, days after he took office.

Bush, who died at age 94 — near-

ly eight months after his wife of 73
years died at their Houston home
— was a congressman, an ambas-
sador to the United Nations and
envoy to China, chairman of the
Republican National Committee,
director of the CIA, two-term vice
president and, finally, president.

He was no ideologue — he spoke
disparagingly of "the vision thing,"
and derided the supply-side creed
of his future boss, Ronald Reagan,
as "voodoo economics." He is gener-
ally given better marks by histori-
ans for his foreign policy achieve-
ments than for his domestic record,
but assessments of his presidency
tend to be tepid.

"Was George Bush only a nice
man with good connections, who
seldom had to wrest from life the
honors it frequently bestowed on
him?" journalist Tom Wicker asked
in his Bush biography.

Wicker's answer: Perhaps. But
he said Bush's actions in Kuwait
"reflect moments of courage and vi-
sion worthy of his office."

The Persian Gulf War — dubbed
"Operation Desert Storm" — was

his greatest mark on history. In a
January 2011 interview marking the
war's 20th anniversary, he said the
mission sent a message that "the Unit-
ed States was willing to use force way
across the world, even in that part of
the world where those countries over
there thought we never would inter-
vene."

"I think it was a signature historical
event," he added. "And I think it will
always be."

After Iraq invaded Kuwait in Au-
gust 1990, Bush quickly began build-
ing an international military coali-
tion that included other Arab states.
After freeing Kuwait , he rejected sug-
gestions that the U.S. carry the offen-
sive to Baghdad, choosing to end the
hostilities a mere 100 hours after the
start of the ground offensive.

"That wasn't our objective," he said.
"The good thing about it is there was
so much less loss of human life than
had been predicted, and indeed than
we might have feared."

But the decisive military defeat
did not lead to the regime's downfall,
as many in the administration had
hoped.

"T miscalculated," Bush acknowl-
edged. The Iraqi leader was eventu-
ally ousted in 2003, in the war led by
Bush's son that was followed by a
long, bloody insurgency.

Unlike his son, who never served
in the military, the elder Bush was
a bona fide war hero. He joined the
Navy on his 18th birthday in 1942 over
the objections of his father, Prescott,
who wanted him to stay in school. At
one point the youngest pilot in the
Navy, he flew 58 missions off the car-
rier USS San Jacinto.

His wartime exploits won him the
Distinguished Flying Cross for brav-
ery. He was shot down on Sept. 2,
1944, while completing a bombing run
against a Japanese radio tower. Eight
others who were shot down in that
mission were captured and executed,
and several were eaten by their cap-
tors. But an American submarine res-
cued Bush. Even then, he was an in-
veterate collector of friends: Aboard
the sub Finback, "I made friendships
that have lasted a lifetime," he would
write.

This was a man who hand wrote
thousands of thank you notes — each
one personalized, each one quickly
dispatched. Even his political adver-
saries would acknowledge his exqui-
site manners. Admonished by his
mother to put others first, he rarely
used the personal pronoun "I," a quirk
exploited by comedian Dana Carvey
in his "Saturday Night Live" impres-
sions of the president.

Bush was born June 12, 1924, in
Milton, Massachusetts. His father,
the son of an Ohio steel magnate, had
moved east to make his fortune as
an investment banker with Brown

Brothers, Harriman, and later served
10 years as a senator from Connecti-
cut. His mother, Dorothy Walker
Bush, was the daughter of a sports-
man who gave golf its Walker's Cup.

Competitive athletics were a pas-
sion for the Bushes, whether at home
in Greenwich, Connecticut, or dur-
ing long summers spent at Walker's
Point, the family's oceanfront retreat
in Kennebunkport, Maine. Bush,
along with his three brothers and one
sister, had lives of privilege seem-
ingly untouched by the Great Depres-
sion.

Young Bush attended Greenwich
Country Day School and later Phillips
Academy at Andover, Massachusetts,
where he was senior class president
and captain of the baseball and soccer
teams. It was there, at a dance, that
he met Barbara Pierce, daughter of
the publisher of McCall's magazine.
George and Bar would marry when
he left the Navy in January 1945. They
were together for more than seven de-
cades, becoming the longest-married
presidential couple in U.S. history.
She died on April 17, 2018.

Out of the service, Bush resumed
his education at Yale. Lean and 6-foot-
2, he distinguished himself as first
baseman and captain of the base-
ball team, which went to the College
World Series twice . He took just 2%
years to graduate Phi Beta Kappa.

But rather than joining his father
on Wall Street, in 1948 he loaded his
wife and young son George W. into

the family Studebaker and drove to
the hot, dusty Texas oil patch to take
a job as an equipment clerk for the In-
ternational Derrick and Equipment
Co.

He did everything from painting
oil pumps and selling oilfield equip-
ment to discovering a taste for Lone
Star beer and chicken fried steaks. At
first, the family lived in Odessa in a
two-apartment shotgun house with a
shared bathroom; by 1955, they would
own a house in Midland, and Bush
would be co-owner of the Zapata Pe-
troleum Corp.

By the turn of the decade, the family
— and Bush's business — had moved
to Houston. There, he got his start in
politics, the traditional Bush family
business. A handsome and well-spo-
ken war hero, he was sought as a can-
didate by both parties. He chose the
Republicans.

Bush lost his first race, a 1964 chal-
lenge to Sen. Ralph Yarborough, but
won a seat in the House in 1966. He
won re-election in 1968 without oppo-
sition. In Congress, he generally sup-
ported President Richard Nixon and
the war in Vietnam.

In 1970, he tried for the Senate
again. Yarborough was upset in the
Democratic primary by Lloyd Bent-
sen, and Bentsen defeated Bush in
the general election. Eighteen years
later, Bentsen would be the Demo-
cratic vice-presidential nominee on
the ticket that lost to Bush and his
running mate, Dan Quayle.

deaths — are less pleasant. "I guess if there was a
negative about it, that would be the negative. You
just don't get used to it. I guess the worst part is like
small children and people who commit suicide.
That's not too pleasant, but that's part of it."

During his 37 years, Green worked for 18 as a
sheriff's deputy and patrol sergeant with the How-
ard County Sheriff's Office, before moving into the
JP's seat where he's served for 19 years.

"Back in 1999, China Long was the Justice of the
Peace here, in this precinct. She retired, and I just
thought it was time to do something different, so
I applied for the job," he said. "The commissioners
appointed me, and I took office here at this JP's of-
fice on May 1, 1999, and I've been here ever since."

Green thanked those who have voted for him over
the years.

Howard County Commissioners have appointed
Griffin to step into the JP post being vacated by
Green. Griffin has served in the Howard County
Attorney Josh Hamby's office for 10 years, before
which she worked for Hamby in his private prac-
tice.

"I had a few people approach me, telling me this
was something they thought I'd be good at," Griffin
said. "Then I started giving it a little more thought,
and I realized that it would be a step up for me. I'd
be learning new stuff and representing the county
in a different way, as a judge instead of on the pros-
ecutor's side. It just interests me to do something
more for the county and to learn other skills."

Griffin said her job in the County Attorney's of-
fice has familiarized her quite well with the scope
of the JP position.

"I don't work hand in hand with the JP, I actually
work hand in hand with the County Judge," she
said. "But I'm very familiar with what the JPs do."

Griffin earned her both her associate's and bach-
elor's degrees in Criminal Justice through Univer-
sity of Phoenix in Tempe, Ariz. She will start train-
ing with Green this week, before attending Judge's
School Dec. 10 through 13.

Anyway, that’s the assessment
of Continental Casualty Com-
pany, which perhaps provides
pertinent “fine print” in the in-
surance policy. (Over the years,
however, my tendency has been
to read such “whereases” once
over lightly.)

I admit this now, to my sor-
row.

A strong suggestion is
to contact a financial planning
professional. He or she can deci-
pher all the fine print, and con-
vey pertinent information the
average person can understand.

Consideration of insurance
topics invariably causes me to
think of my late parents, who
were not introduced to insur-
ance until obtaining basic home
and vehicle coverage during the
final 40 years of their lives. In
the early going, of course, pre-
miums were miniscule.

I also think of late storyteller
Bob Murphey, who told about
a fellow who signed on for em-
ployment with a company pro-
viding group health insurance.

Sure enough, the man fell ill,
spending several days in the
hospital. He smiled, confident
that his “group insurance”
would cover most of the charg-
es.

He was stunned upon dismiss-
al to learn that the policy cov-
ered nothing.

“They claimed the policy pays
only if the whole group gets
sick,” the guy lamented.

Through dazzling archival research
and interviews with surviving code
breakers, Liza Mundy brings to life
the vital story of American courage,
service, and science in “Code Girls,
The Untold Story of the American
Women Code Breakers of World
War II” (940.54 MUN L).

Recruited from small Southern
towns and New England colleges,
10,000 American women served the
U.S. Army and Navy as code break-
ers during World War II. While their
brothers and husbands took up arms,
these women, under strict vows of se-
crecy learned the meticulous work of
breaking German and Japanese mili-
tary codes.

Poring over reams of encrypted
messages, the women worked tire-
lessly in makeshift facilities in Wash-
ington D.C.; Arlington, Virginia; and
Dayton, Ohio. Their code-breaking
triumphs shortened the war, saved
countless of lives, and gave them ac-
cess to careers previously denied to
them. At the heart of Code Girls is

SAN MARCOS, Texas
(AP) — Authorities in
Texas say an apartment
fire that killed five peo-
ple last summer was in-
tentionally set.

Fred Milanowski, spe-
cial agent in charge for
the federal Bureau of
Alcohol, Tobacco, Fire-
arms and Explosives,
said during a news con-
ference Friday that a
criminal investigation
into the July 20 blaze is
underway.

He says investiga-
tors know how the fire
at Iconic Village apart-
ments and the Vintage

Pads apartments in San
Marcos was started and
where, but won't reveal
those details.

A $10,000 reward is be-
ing offered for informa-
tion leading to an arrest.

The fire occurred near
Texas State Univer-
sity and four of the five
killed were current or
former students there,
ranging in age from 19
to 23.

DALLAS (AP) — A grand jury
on Friday indicted a white former
Dallas police officer for murder in
the shooting of her unarmed black
neighbor after she says she mistak-
enly went to his apartment rather
than her own and opened fire when
he appeared in the darkness.

Dallas County District Attorney
Faith Johnson announced the in-
dictment of Amber Guyger flanked
by members of the family of victim
Botham Jean, a native of the Carib-
bean island nation of St. Lucia who
attended college in Arkansas and
had been working in Dallas for ac-
counting and consulting firm PwC.

"I truly believe that she inflicted
tremendous evil on my son," Jean's
mother Allison said after the an-
nouncement. "He didn't deserve
it. He was seated in his own apart-
ment."

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US to keep about
4,000 troops at border
through January

WASHINGTON — The number
of U.S. active duty troops at the
southern border will drop from
5,600 to about 4,000, and their
deployment will be extended
through the end of January, un-
der a new request from Homeland
Security, U.S. officials said Fri-
day.

Defense Secretary Jim Mattis
is traveling and has not yet ap-
proved the DHS troop proposal.
But military officials have been
working with the agency on the
request and it is expected to get
approval.

President Donald Trump or-
dered the unusual deployment of
active-duty troops to the border in
response to a caravan of Central
American migrants slowly north
toward the U.S. Critics dismissed
the deployment as a political stunt
ahead of the midterm elections

Most of the troops have been de-
ployed in Texas, far from where
the migrants eventually arrived
in Tijuana, along the southern
border with California. Soldiers
have strung vast amounts of con-
certina wire and transported Bor-
der Patrol agents but have not
been engaged in any law enforce-
ment activities, which would be
prohibited under U.S. law.

The initial deployment was
scheduled to end Dec. 15, but Mat-
tis and other officials had said it
could be extended. The new order
extends it for 45 days while allow-

home.

U.S. officials described the new
request on condition of anonym-
ity to discuss internal delibera-
tions that had not yet been ap-
proved.

Official said Friday that the
troops staying at the border will
provide support and protection
for border patrol agents and con-
tinue to put up and repair wire
barriers. In addition, more troops
are expected to shift from Texas
and Arizona to California.

As of Friday, 2,400 troops were
deployed in Texas, 1,800 in Cali-
fornia and 1,400 in Arizona.

According to officials, the troops
staying at the border would in-
clude combat engineers who can
install and repair the concertina
wire barriers, helicopter crews to
provide transportation, military
police to protect U.S. forces and
border patrol, and other service
members to provide ongoing food,
shelter and other support for the
troops.

As of last week, the cost of using
troops to help secure the border
was estimated at $210 million, but
this extension is likely to increase
that figure.

That total included $72 million
for approximately 5,900 active-
duty troops providing support to
Customs and Border Protection,
plus $138 million so far for 2,100
National Guard troops who have
been performing a separate bor-
der mission since April, accord-
ing to a report sent to Congress

Guyger told investigators that af-
ter finishing her shift, she returned
home in-uniform and parked on the
fourth floor of her apartment com-
plex's garage, rather than the third
floor, where her unit was located, ac-
cording to an affidavit prepared by
the Texas Rangers. She said she got to
what she thought was her apartment
— Jean's was directly above hers —
and found the door ajar. She opened
it to find a figure standing in the dark-
ness. She said she pulled her gun and
fired twice after the person ignored
her commands.

Guyger has since been fired from
the department and Jean's family has
filed a lawsuit against Guyger and
the city of Dallas. The federal suit ar-
gues Guyger used excessive force in
the shooting and contends the depart-
ment did not give her adequate train-
ing.

The circumstances of the shoot-
ing sparked outrage and led many to
question Gugyer's account of what
happened. Critics, including Jean's
family, also wondered why it took
three days for Guygert to be charged,
why she wasn't taken into custody
immediately after the shooting and
whether race played a factor in her
decision to use deadly force.

Jean's Kkilling thrust Dallas into the
national conversation on the inter-
section of race and law enforcement,
a dialogue revived by the high-profile
trials of officers charged with murder
in police shootings.

In October, white Chicago officer
Jason Van Dyke was found guilty
of second-degree murder in the 2014
on-duty shooting of black teenager
Laquan McDonald. Van Dyke shot
McDonald 16 times.

And in August, white former Dallas-
area officer Roy Oliver was convicted
of murder after firing into a car filled
with black teenagers leaving a house
party in 2017 and fatally shooting

ICE typically prosecutes major cas-
es of human smuggling, which occur
frequently in South Texas due to the
proximity of the U.S.-Mexico border.
But in this case, McManus repeatedly
declined the help of an ICE officer, in-
stead having the driver charged with a
state crime and releasing the migrants
to Catholic Charities.

He also contacted the legal group
RAICES, which worked with the mi-
grants to obtain visas for witnesses of
crimes who cooperate with law enforce-
ment.

That infuriated top Texas Republi-
cans who supported SB4. Paxton, who
is himself under indictment for securi-
ties fraud, accused San Antonio of hav-
ing "put the safety of police officers and
the public at risk by defying state law."

The city responded Friday with a
statement accusing Paxton of "further-
ing a political agenda."

San Antonio changed how it deals
with human smuggling cases after a
July 2017 incident in which 10 people
died after riding inside a packed trailer
that made it through a U.S. Customs
and Border Protection checkpoint.
More than 20 migrants were detained
as material witnesses. Some were ulti-
mately deported.

Police policy now says that officers
"will not refer" migrants to ICE unless
the person has a federal deportation
warrant, and that the department along
with other groups will assist victims
and witnesses with getting visas.

Paxton's lawsuit asks a judge to pro-
hibit San Antonio from enforcing that
policy of committing "future violations
of SB4." It also demands civil penalties
of at least $25,500 a day for every day
after Sept. 1, 2017, when the city policy
took effect. That alone would surpass
$11.5 million, and the lawsuit also de-
mands other civil penalties.

City spokesman Jeff Coyle said fed-
eral officials had been consulted on its

process for handling human smuggling |

cases.
"The City has a long history of coop-
erating with federal authorities and we
will continue to do so," Coyle said.

All flights were halted at
the airport after the quake
knocked out telephones
and forced the evacuation
of the control tower, and
the 800-mile Alaska oil
pipeline was shut down
while crews were sent to
inspect it for damage.

Anchorage's school sys-
tem canceled classes and
asked parents to pick up
their children while it ex-
amined buildings for gas
leaks or other damage.

Jonathan Lettow was
waiting with his 5-year-
old daughter and other
children for the school bus
near their home in Wasilla
when the quake struck.

ARLINGTON, Texas — Leighton
Vander Esch howled through the
open retractable roof after a boom-
ing tackle on a huge third-down stop
negated by a potentially crushing
roughing-the-punter penalty.

Jourdan Lewis answered an omi-
nous fumble by quarterback Dak
Prescott that gave Drew Brees anoth-
er chance by intercepting the MVP
contender , putting the Dallas Cow-
boys in position to finish off a victory
that stopped New Orleans' 10-game
winning streak.

When owner and general manag-
er Jerry Jones talked of the season
changing in a 13-10 win over the NFC's
hottest team Thursday, he had the
rookie linebacker whose nickname is
"Wolf Hunter" and a confident backup
second-year cornerback in mind.

That's just to name a couple of play-
ers on a team that might now dare to
think an NFC East title is just the be-
ginning. The Cowboys (7-5) will have
another important game in pursuit
of that division crown Dec. 9 against
Philadelphia, the last of three straight
home games.

"When you win a game like this, it
changes you," Jones said after Dallas'
fourth straight victory guaranteed
at least a share of the division lead
and the inside track to a
home wild-card playoff §
game going into the final
quarter of the season.

"The battle is won, but the war has
just begun," said defensive end De-
Marcus Lawrence, who forced two
fumbles by Brees on sacks but only
got credit for one because of an off-
side penalty. "The rest of the league
sees how we are playing football and
they will want a piece of us. We have
to stay focused and get to work every
week."

Dallas doesn't have off-the-charts
numbers on defense, but the most
impressive one just got better.

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Rockets trounce Spurs 136-105 to snap four-game skid

SAN ANTONIO — The Houston
Rockets are starting to feel whole,
and they demonstrated that by taking
apart the San Antonio Spurs.

Clint Capela had 27 points and 12 re-
bounds, James Harden had 23 points
and 10 assists and Houston handed
San Antonio its second straight lop-
sided defeat, 136-105 on Friday night.

Chris Paul added 14 points and 10
assists as Houston was able to sit its
starters for most of the fourth quar-
ter while holding a 110-74 lead after
the third. Paul returned after a three-
game absence and Gerald Green
played after missing two straight.

"We're a confident group that when
we have all of our players and we've
got a healthy roster we can compete
with anybody in the league," Harden
said.

The Rockets entered the game on a
four-game skid, but the Spurs were
the troubled team. Two nights after
a 39-point loss in Minnesota, San An-
tonio actually fared worse against
Houston.

"It sucks to go out there and get em-
barrassed like that (back to back),"
said Spurs guard DeMar DeRozan,
who had 18 points.

San Antonio suffered its second-
largest home loss in franchise history
and fell two games below .500 (10-12)
for the first time since Nov. 20, 2009,
when it was 4-6.

The Spurs have allowed 135-plus
points four times this season, the
most in the league. San Antonio en-
tered the season having allowed 135
points in just two games in 22 previ-
ous seasons under coach Gregg Popo-
vich.

"We're obviously discombobulated
on offense," Popovich said. "A lot of
that has to do with me, so I've got to do
a better job there. I think defensively
we've obviously got to shore up our ef-
fort and our wisdom at that end of the
court. We've got a lot of work to do."

The Spurs allowed their biggest
point total in a half this season and
matched the most they have allowed
in the third quarter.

Houston scored 70 points in the first
half. Harden set the mark by driving
the lane untouched with 3.7 seconds
left for a layup.

The Rockets added 40 points in the
third quarter. Houston finished 22 for
54 on 3-pointers.

The Rockets went on an 18-4 run
beginning midway through the first
quarter and raced to a 31-15 lead.

"We talked on defense a lot better
and we pushed the tempo," Paul said.
"Like I've always said, when I'm out,
we're a different team. When James
is out, when Eric (Gordon) is out,
when any of us is out, we're a differ-
ent team. Tonight, I think we got a
chance to alleviate a little bit of pres-
sure from one another."

Thursday night, I went and saw
"Rocky VIII" at the good old Cinemark
Cinema 4. Well, at least — for better or
worse — that's what it felt like.

The eighth film in the Rocky/Creed
franchise is actually entitled "Creed
I1," but it certainly feels like a Rocky
movie. I mean, it feels EXACTLY like
a Rocky movie.

As you'll no doubt recall, Rocky Bal-
boa (Sylvester Stallone) trains Adonis
Creed (Michael B. Jordan), the for-
mer Adonis Johnson who took the
name of his father, Rocky's first big-
name opponent and eventual trainer
and friend Apollo Creed (played by
Carl Weathers in "Rocky," "Rocky
II," "Rocky III," and "Rocky IV"), in
"Creed" (aka "Rocky VII"). Adonis
wins the WBC Heavyweight Boxing
Championship. Shortly thereafter he
proposes to hearing-impaired girl-
friend Bianca (Tessa Thompson) and
she accepts. She urges him to move to
Las Angeles to help her further her
music career.

Meanwhile, we see scenes of "Rocky
IV"s Russian bad guy Ivan Drago
(Dolph Lundgren) training his son
Viktor (Florian "Big Nasty" Munte-
anu) in the harsh Russian winter.
After the fight, Ivan and Viktor meet
with boxing promoter Buddy Mar-
celle (Russell Hornsby).

Adonis and Bianca are hav-

the towel to stop the
fight.

Adonis decides to
fight and he goes to
talk to Rocky, who
refuses to train him
hoping he'll back
out.

Adonis and Bianca
move to Los Ange-
les.

the early Rocky movies, who agrees
to train Adonis for his fight against
Viktor; Brigitte Nielsen as Ludmilla
Drago, Ivan's now-ex-wife who

ing dinner at a restaurant after
her show when they see news
of Viktor's challenge — the son
of the man who killed his Adon-
is' father in the ring has chal-
lenged him for his newly won
championship belt.

So there's the usual back-
and-forth debate over whether
Adonis should accept the chal-
lenge. Bianca discovers she's
pregnant. She's worried about
the baby inheriting her hear-
ing disability, and about Adon-
is being seriously injured (or worse)
in the ring. Rocky is plagued with
doubt about his role in Apollo's death
("Rocky IV") in that he didn't throw in

left him following his humili-
ation at the defeat by Rocky;
and Milo Ventimiglia as Rob-
ert Balboa, Rocky's son, intro-
duced in "Rocky Balboa" (aka
"Rocky VI"), who now lives in
Vancouver.

What can I say? I'm a sucker
for a Rocky movie. These mov-
ies have always had good, if
(other than the original) highly
formulaic conflict and action.
"Creed II" adds highly compe-
tent acting and a heaping help-
ing of nostalgia. It's a great, exciting
film with a lot of touching moments
and Easter eggs for fans of the fran-
chise. I had a great time.

One thing that was a little annoying
—and really the only thing I can down-
grade the movie on - is that there is
absolutely nothing new here. Every-
thing's been done before in a previous
Rocky movie. Trainer refuses to train
the boxer over fears of what might
happen in the ring? Check. Boxer
gets married and has a baby? Boxer
trains to fight a huge Russian dude
he can't possibly beat in a primitive,
harsh environment? Check. Boxer
(spoilers/not spoilers) somehow man-
ages to beat that huge Russian dude?
Check. We see a panoply of hopes and
fears play out over boxer's wife's face
as she sits in the audience and wears
a cute little hat? Check.

Of course, along with the original
"Creed," this is presumably the "pass-
ing the torch to a new generation"
movie and so the parallels it draws
are intentional to provide continu-
ity during this time of transition, but
dang, they're obvious.

AsIsaid, I had a good time with the
movie and the nostalgia. I just wish
there had been the slightest hint of
originality. Eight stars out of 10.

THE HAGUE, Neth-
erlands (AP) — One of
only two known photos
of painter Vincent van
Gogh turns out to most
likely be an image of
his brother, Theo, the
Van Gogh Museum an-
nounced Thursday.

Forensic testing by
experts at Amsterdam
University "confirmed
the high likelihood of the
boy in the photograph
being the 15-year-old
Theo van Gogh, and not
Vincent," the Amster-
dam museum said.

The museum says there
is now only one known
photographic portrait of
the camera-shy Dutch
artist, taken when he
was 19.

The photonow thought
to be of Theo was first
publicly presented in
1957 by researcher Mark
Edo Tralbaut. A Dutch
television program
called into question
whether it was indeed of
Vincent in 2014, prompt-
ing further research.

"This discovery means
that we have rid our-
selves of an illusion
while gaining a portrait
of Theo," said Van Gogh
Museum Director Axel
Rueger. "We have essen-
tially returned to the sit-
uation as it always was
up to the mistaken iden-
tification in 1957, with
a single photographic
portrait of the young,
19-year-old Vincent van
Gogh."

US stocks rise efeTrump-

Xi trade meeting; oil slips

NEW YORK (AP) — Stocks are
rising Friday afternoon as inves-
tors wait for President Donald
Trump and President Xi Jinping
of China to meet and discuss
trade. Investors have long hoped
the two will use their meeting at
the Group of 20 summit to start
resolving the trade dispute be-

tween the two countries.

Tech and health care compa-
nies are making small gains
while internet companies are
down. Energy stocks slipped as
crude oil fell again. U.S. oil brief-
ly dropped under $50 a barrel for
the first time since October 2017.

KEEPING SCORE: The S&P 500
index added 14 points, or 0.5 per-
cent, to 2,751 at 2:45 p.m. Eastern

time. The Dow Jones Industrial
Average rose 95 points, or 0.4
percent, to 25,433. The Nasdaq
composite rose 27 points, or 0.4
percent, to 7,300. The Russell 2000
index of smaller-company stocks
picked up 2 points, or 0.1 percent,
to 1,527.

Stocks have rallied this week
after falling to a six-month low

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Marriott security breach exposed data of up to 500M guests

NEW YORK (AP) — Hackers stole
information on as many as 500 mil-
lion guests of the Marriott hotel em-
pire over four years, obtaining credit
card and passport numbers and other
personal data, the company said Fri-
day as it acknowledged one of the
largest security breaches in history.

The full scope of the failure was not
immediately clear. Marriott was try-
ing to determine if the records includ-
ed duplicates, such as a single person
staying multiple times.

It was also unclear what hackers
could do with the credit card informa-

tion. Though it was stored in encrypt-
ed form, it was possible that hackers
also obtained the two components
needed to descramble the numbers,
the company said.

The crisis quickly emerged as one
of the largest data breaches on record.
By comparison, last year's Equifax
hack affected more than 145 million
people. A Target breach in 2013 af-
fected more than 41 million payment
card accounts and exposed contact
information for more than 60 million
customers.

Security analysts were alarmed
to learn that the breach began in
2014. While such failures often span
months, four years is extreme, said

Yonatan Striem-Amit, chief technol-
ogy officer of Cybereason.

The affected hotel brands were op-
erated by Starwood before it was ac-
quired by Marriott in 2016. They in-
clude W Hotels, St. Regis, Sheraton,
Westin, Element, Aloft, The Luxury
Collection, Le Méridien and Four
Points. Starwood-branded timeshare
properties were also included.

None of the Marriott-branded
chains were threatened.

For as many as two-thirds of those
affected, the exposed data could in-
clude mailing addresses, phone num-
bers, email addresses and passport
numbers. Also included might be
dates of birth, gender, reservation

dates, arrival and departure times
and Starwood Preferred Guest ac-
count information.

"We fell short of what our guests
deserve and what we expect of our-
selves," CEO Arne Sorenson said in a
statement. "We are doing everything
we can to support our guests, and us-
ing lessons learned to be better mov-
ing forward."

Marriott set up a website and call
center for customers who believe
they are at risk.

The stolen information could be
used by criminals to create fraudu-
lent bank accounts.

THE STAKES: "The outlook for the global econo-
my in 2019 does depend on some peace in the trade
dispute between the U.S. and China," said David

Kelly, chief global strategist for JPMor-
gan Funds. He said the global stock mar-
| ket will probably jump if the two leaders
announce the framework of a deal and
fall if they don't. But as dramatic as the
yes-or-no reaction might be, he thinks
the two sides will reach an agreement by
early 2019.

"Nobody's got much to gain from fight-
ing a trade war, but we both are threat-
ened with recession," he said.

last Friday. That's pushed the index to a small
gain this month, but it's still 6.5 percent away
from the all-time high it set in late September.
Among other issues, that drop reflects investors'
pessimism that the U.S. and China will resolve
their differences without causing damage to the
global economy.

The two sides have been sparring for months
over technology policy and other trade issues. The
U.S. has announced tariffs on $250 billion in Chi-
nese imports so far, with the tax rate on many prod-
ucts set to rise Jan. 1, while China put new taxes on
$110 billion in U.S. goods. Wall Street is concerned
that the lingering questions about tariffs and other
trade issues will keep businesses from spending
money.

"There's still a long way to resolve all of
the issues and I suspect we'll continue to
see more of the back and forth that we've
seen this week, prompting further mar-
ket volatility as well as greater uncertainty," she
said.

THE LEADERS: Health care companies climbed.
Biotech drugmaker AbbVie rose 3.8 percent to
$93.35 after it said Pfizer agreed to wait until Novem-
ber 2023 before it starts selling a generic version of
AbbVie's inflammatory disease drug Humira in the
U.S. The agreement is part of a licensing deal be-
tween the companies. Humira is the biggest-selling
drug in the world by revenue, and it's responsible
for about two-thirds of AbbVie's total sales.

Other biotech drugmakers also traded higher.
Gilead Sciences rallied 3.1 percent to $71.83 and
Amgen rose 2.5 percent to $207.43.

UNWANTED GUESTS: Marriott said the infor-
mation of as many as 500 million guests at Starwood

hotels has been compromised by a data breach that
started in 2014 and September 2018. The company
said the credit card information of some guests
may have been taken, along with other personal de-
tails. The affected brands include W Hotels, St. Re-
gis, Sheraton, Westin, Element, Aloft, The Luxury
Collection, Le Méridien and Four Points.

The Attorney General of New York said she is
opening an investigation into the breach. Marriott
stock lost 5.5 percent to $115.22.

ENERGY: Benchmark U.S. crude fell more than 3
percent in morning trading and briefly slipped be-
low $50 a barrel. It closed down 1 percent at $50.93 a
barrel in New York. Brent crude lost 1.3 percent to
$58.71 a barrel in London.

U.S. crude nosedived 22 percent this month, its
biggest loss in a decade. Oil prices have been fall-
ing since early October as supplies have built up,
partly because the U.S. agreed to hold off on sanc-
tions for countries that import oil from Iran. Inves-
tors are also worried that a slowdown in global eco-
nomic growth will reduce demand for fuels.

BONDS: Bond prices rose further. The yield on
the 10-year Treasury note fell to 3.01 percent from
3.03 percent.

CURRENCIES: The dollar rose to 113.62 yen from
113.43 yen. The euro fell to $1.1313 from $1.1389.

OTHER COMMODITIES: Gold lost 0.4 percent to
$1,226 an ounce. Silver fell 1.3 percent to $14.22 an
ounce. Copper held steady at $2.79 a pound.

Wholesale gasoline lost 0.9 percent to $1.44 a gal-
lon. Heating oil was little changed at $1.85 a gallon.
Natural gas fell 0.7 percent to $4.61 per 1,000 cubic
feet.

OVERSEAS: The FTSE 100 index in Britain shed
0.8 percent and Germany's DAX lost 0.4 percent.
France's CAC 40 fell less than 0.1 percent.

Japan's Nikkei 225 index climbed 0.4 percent and
the Hang Seng in Hong Kong added 0.2 percent.
South Korea's Kospi fell 0.8 percent.

On most hands, declarer’s best
line of play is determined by compar-
ing the merits of two or more differ-
ent approaches. He then selects the
one that offers the highest probability
of success.

Take this case where South started
with eight sure tricks and several
possibilities of developing a ninth.
He knew that the chance of a 3-3
division of six missing cards was
about 36 percent, and that the chance
of winning either of two finesses was
about 75 percent. For that reason, he

decided to try two club finesses rather
than depend on the spades or dia-
monds splitting 3-3.

So he took the heart lead with
dummy’s queen and led a club to the
jack. West won with the queen and
returned a heart to South’s ace.
Declarer crossed to the spade king,
led a club and finessed again. After
the ten lost to West’s king, South
could not recover, and he finished
down one.

While it’s true that South ran into
some bad luck, the fact remains that
he should have played the hand dif-
ferently. The best plan is to win the
first heart with the king, lead a low
spade and play low from dummy!

Let’s assume a heart return by
East, taken by South with the ace.
Declarer next cashes the A-K of
spades and plays a fourth spade,
establishing dummy’s eight of spades
as his ninth trick. The queen of hearts
serves as South’s entry to the game-
going trick.

The advantage of this approach
is that it allows declarer to make the
contract not only when the opposing
spades divide 3-3, but also when they
are divided 4-2 (48 percent), yielding
a combined chance of success of 84
percent. This is obviously much bet-
ter than a 75 percent chance, and that
is a good reason for declarer to
choose this line of play.

It isn't common for passport num-
bers to be part of a hack, but it is not
unheard of. Hong Kong-based airline
Cathay Pacific Airways said in Octo-
ber that 9.4 million passengers' infor-
mation had been breached, including
passport numbers.

Passport numbers are often request-
ed by hotels outside the U.S. because
U.S. driver's licenses are not accepted
there as identification. The numbers
could be added to full sets of data
about a person that bad actors sell on
the black market, leading to identity
theft.

And while the credit card industry
can cancel accounts and issue new
cards within days, it is a much more
difficult process, often steeped in gov-
ernment bureaucracy, to get a new
passport.

But one redeeming factor about
passports is that they are often re-

quired to be seen in person, said
Ryan Wilk of NuData Security. "It's a
highly secure document with a lot of
security features," he said.

Email notifications for those who
may have been affected begin rolling
out Friday.

When the merger was first an-
nounced in 2015, Starwood had 21
million people in its loyalty program.

While the first impulse for those po-
tentially affected by the breach could
be to check credit cards, security ex-
perts say other information in the da-
tabase could be more damaging.
