of lying about citizenship

AP - A judge has set a Jan. 29 trial for a U.S.
Customs and Border Protection officer in
southern Arizona accused of falsely claiming
he was born in the United States.

Marco Antonio De la Garza Jr. has pleaded
not guilty to charges of making false state-
ments to authorities.

Authorities say De la Garza claimed he was
born in Texas, when he was actually born in
Mexico.

He is accused of lying about his citizenship
during a background-check update tied to his
job.

De la Garza also is accused of making false
statements about his birth country last year
when he sought a U.S. passport.

Over the years, the federal government has
been criticized for not performing adequate
background checks on people seeking jobs as
border agents.

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French police fire tear gas in Paris to halt angry protests

hurricane. Angry protesters on Sat-
urday tried to rip the boards off.

Protesters threw flares and other
projectiles and set fires but were
repeatedly pushed back by tear gas
and water cannon. By mid-after-
noon, more than 700 people had been
stopped and questioned, and more
than 400 were being held in custody,
according to a Paris police spokes-
woman.

Despite the repeated skirmishes,
Saturday's anti-government pro-
tests appeared less chaotic and vio-
lent than a week ago, when crowds
defaced the Arc de Triomphe, set
vehicles ablaze and looted high-end

PARIS (AP) — French riot police
fired tear gas and water cannon in
Paris on Saturday, trying to stop
thousands of yellow-vested protesters
from converging on the presidential
palace to express their anger at high
taxes and French President Emman-
uel Macron.

Security officials imposed a lock-
down on parts of central Paris, deter-
mined to prevent a repeat of the riot-
ing a week ago that damaged a major
monument, injured 130 people and
tarnished the country's global image.

Blue armored vehicles rumbled
across cobblestone streets from the
Arc de Triomphe across toward east-

ern Paris as scattered demonstrations
spread around the city. Police were
mounted on horses and surrounded
protesters with trained dogs. A ring
of steel surrounded the Elysee Palace
itself, as police stationed trucks and
reinforced steel barriers in streets
throughout the entire neighborhood.

Associated Press reporters wit-
nessed multiple protesters hurt in
Saturday's clashes with police. Paris
police said 30 people were injured, in-
cluding three police officers. An AP
video journalist was wounded in the
leg as police fired tear gas and rubber
bullets on the Champs-Elysees.

Some stores along the Champs-El-
ysee had boarded up their windows
with plywood, making the neighbor-
hood appear like it was bracing for a

to be at least five miles of completed
and usable trails, for bicyclists, hik-
ers, runners, just anybody who wants
to use the trails. It's going to be a natu-
ral trail. Other trails that you see in
other state parks in Texas, that's what
it's going to be."

Ledford said hikers won't need to
worry about being run over by any of
the faster-moving trail users.

"There's not going to be any blind
corners, so if you're hiking, you don't
have to worry about a mountain bike
coming up right behind you," she said.
"You're going to be in clear view."

Ledford said work on the proj-
ect, with a budget of about $150,000,
should begin March 1.

"That's our anticipated date, pend-
ing that we actually complete the fun-
draising goals of $50,000, which we're
confident we'll do," she said.

The WTTA is based in Midland, and

was formed after three bikers were
killed by a drunk driver in April 2018
on State Highway 158.

Big Spring State Park is an ideal
place for the group's first major proj-
ect, she said.

"From a perspective of what we
have in West Texas, number one,
the elevation is key. It's ideal to put
in any type of trail. It's beautiful out
there. It's just a treasure that Big
Spring has. It's so surprising that
more hasn't been more done with Big
Spring State Park. There's so much
potential there," she said. "Then, num-
ber two, with it being a state park, we
don't have to worry about that land
ever being reassessed for oil and gas
or whatever. It's going to stay there."

Prized Paris monuments and nor-

,‘- mally bustling shopping meccas
| were locked down Saturday at the

height of the holiday shopping sea-

son. The Eiffel Tower and Louvre

Museum were among the many tour-

ist attractions that closed for the day,

fearing damages amid a new round
of protests. Subway stations in the
center of town were shut down.

The yellow vest movement —
named after the fluorescent outer-
wear French drivers must keep in
their vehicles — started as a protest
against higher taxes for diesel and
gas, but quickly expanded to encom-
pass wide frustration at stagnant in-
comes, the rising cost of living and
other grievances.

Macron on Wednesday agreed to
abandon the fuel tax hike, which
aimed to wean France off fossil fuels
and uphold the Paris climate agree-
ment, but that hasn't defused the an-
ger.

After two weekends of violence in
Paris that made the authorities look
powerless, police went into overdrive
Saturday to keep a lid on unrest. Po-
lice frisked people or searched bags

Rows of helmeted, thickly protect-
ed riot police blocked their passage
down the Champs-Elysees toward the
heart of presidential power. So the
protesters tried other routes, march-
ing through the prime shopping dis-
trict that includes the high-end stores
of Galeries Lafayette and Printemps
and the Palais Garnier opera house.

National police estimated the num-
ber of protesters in Paris on Saturday
at 8,000, among 31,000 protesters na-
tionwide. They appeared to be out-
numbered by police, with 8,000 offi-
cers deployed in the capital alone and
89,000 fanned out around the country.

The yellow vests include people
with views that range from the far
right to the far left. The group has no
leaders but is united in its feeling that
Macron and his government are out
of touch with the concerns of ordi-
nary French families.

"We are here to tell (Macron) our
discontent. Me, I'm not here to break
things because I have four children
so I am going to try to be safe for
them, because they are afraid," pro-
tester Myriam Diaz told the AP. "But I
still want to be here to say 'Stop, that's
enough, this has to stop."

Cyril, a garbage truck driver in Nor-
mandy who earns 1,430 euros ($1,625)
a month, said Macron's mistake was
trying to reform France too quickly.

"I don't want to have kids because I
have trouble feeding myself, let alone
another mouth," the 25-year-old told
the AP, saying he came to Paris to
demonstrate and "defend myself."

Interior Minister Christophe Cas-
taner urged calm.

"I ask the yellow vests that want to
bring about a peaceful message to not
go with the violent people. We know
that the violent people are only strong

Lawsuit settled in 2016 death of

Texas student in school van
TRINITY, Texas (AP) — A couple who alleged
an East Texas school district's failure to modify a

school van to meet federal safety standards lead to
the death of their 7-year-old daughter has settled a

lawsuit with the district.

Kim Magness, the mother of Journey Magness,
said Thursday that a settlement was reached this
month with the Trinity Independent School Dis-
trict over the December 2016 death of her daughter.

Magness says the van, used to transport special-
needs children, was stopped to pick up a student

when it was rear-ended by a pickup.

She says the van, purchased a year earlier by the
district, hadn't been modified to meet safety stan-
dards, including reinforced, high seat backs. She

says Journey suffered a broken neck.

Terms of the settlement are confidential.
Trinity school Superintendent John Kaufman
didn't respond Friday to a message seeking com-

ment.

Heavy rain, flooding, tornadoes

forecast for Houston region

HOUSTON (AP) — Houston authorities have ac-
tivated their emergency operations center and the
National Weather Service has issued a flash flood
watch as a storm system could bring up to 10 inch-
es (25 centimeters) of rain in some areas.

The weather service says flooding is likely for
a broad region extending down to the Gulf Coast,
with the heaviest rainfall occurring late Friday

night into early Saturday.

Most areas will receive upward of 5 inches (13
centimeters) of rain and the coastal region could
see damaging winds and isolated tornadoes.

Heavy rain and flash flooding is a concern for
other parts of Texas as well, such as the Austin and

San Antonio areas.

To the north, meanwhile, snow and freezing rain
is forecast for eastern New Mexico and the Oklaho-

ma-Texas panhandles.

Air Force failed 6 times to report
Texas church gunman

HOUSTON (AP) — The Air
Force failed six times to report
information that could have pre-
vented the ex-airman who killed
more than two dozen people in a
Texas church from purchasing a
gun, according to a government
report released Friday.

The Department of Defense in-
spector general's report details
Devin Patrick Kelley's decade-
long history of violence, interest
in guns and menacing of wom-
en. That history culminated in
Kelley's November 2017 attack
on the First Baptist Church in
Sutherland Springs, the church
his wife and mother-in-
law attended. The dead
included several chil-
dren, a pregnant woman
and a 77-year-old grand-
father.

Kelley served almost
five years in the Air
Force, during which he
was court-martialed and
sentenced to one year's
confinement for assault-
ing his wife and stepson.
He was able to purchase
four firearms after being
discharged in 2014, three
of which he carried into
the church.

Air Force investigators were
not trained to submit fingerprints
or the final report to the FBI, the
inspector general found. The Air

Force squadron that investigated
the assault "used on-the-job train-
ing as its primary method of in-
struction for fingerprint collec-
tion and submission," the report
says. "However, this training was
insufficient and was not based on
any established curriculum or
policy requirements."

The Air Force said in a state-
ment Friday that "corrective ac-
tion has already been taken." It
has reviewed all case files since
1998, and "all criminal history re-
porting requirements that would
preclude someone from purchas-
ing a firearm have been updated."

New NASA lander captures 1st

sounds of Martian wind

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) — NASA's new
Mars lander has captured the first sounds of the
Martian wind.

The Jet Propulsion Laboratory released audio
clips of the alien wind Friday. The low-frequency
rumblings were collected by the InSight lander
during its first week- and-a-half of operations at
Mars.

Scientists agree the sound has an otherworldly
quality to it, and they feel as though they're sitting
on the spacecraft, enjoying the Martian breeze.

The noise is of the wind blowing against InSight's
solar panels and the resulting vibration of the en-
tire spacecraft. The sounds were recorded by an air
pressure sensor inside the lander that's part of a
weather station, as well as the seismometer on the
deck of the spacecraft.

InSight landed on Mars on Nov. 26.

Foie gras off Amazon's offerings in
California in settlement

LOS ANGELES (AP) — California prosecutors
say Amazon has agreed not to sell foie gras in the
state from birds that have been force-fed.

State lawmakers banned that form of the fatty
duck and goose liver delicacy nearly 15 years ago.

Los Angeles County District Attorney Jackie Lac-
ey said Friday a state judge approved a settlement
between the online retailer, her office and district
attorneys in Monterey and Santa Clara counties.

A spokeswoman for Amazon said the company
was not commenting.

The prosecutors accused Amazon in a lawsuit of
illegally selling foie gras in California on its web-
site.

Animal rights activists say the process is painful
and cruel. A U.S. appeals court upheld the law in
2017.

Now 97, Navy veteranrecalls
1941 attack on Pearl Harbor

to safety.

HONOLULU (AP) — Retired
U.S. Navy Cmdr. Don Long was
alone on an anchored military
seaplane in the middle of a bay
across the island from Pearl Har-
bor when Japanese warplanes
started striking Hawaii on De-
cember 7, 1941, watching from
afar as the bombs and bullets
killed and wounded thousands.

The waves of attacking planes
reached his military installa-
tion on Kaneohe Bay soon after
Pearl Harbor was struck, and
the young sailor saw buildings
and planes start to explode all
around him.

When the gunfire finally
reached him, setting the aircraft
ablaze, he jumped into the water
and found himself swimming
through fire to safety.

Now 97, Long will remember
the 77th anniversary of the at-
tack from his home in Napa,
California.

He shared some of his memo-
ries this week with The Associ-
ated Press:

DECADES OF ANNIVERSA-

Long was fresh out of boot
camp when he arrived in Hawaii
in 1941.

"I got off that ship with my
sea bag over my shoulder and
we threw it on a truck and they
carted me over to Kaneohe from

He attended a dinner where
survivors were seated at random
with dignitaries. At his table
were dJapan's Honolulu-based
consul general and his wife.

"He and his wife were there in
full regalia," Long said. He asked
if they might be able to help him
identify the pilot who attacked
his plane 77 years ago.

"They did some searching I
guess, or told somebody to do it,
but within a month or so I got a
message from them and the proof
is not positive but they sent the
information on three Japanese
pilots. It was probably one of
those three," Long said. All three
have died, but Long was im-
pressed the consul general had
taken the time to find out.

Long no longer harbors ill will
against Japan or its people.

"I don't know when that feel-
ing left me. But as you are prob-
ably well aware, we were taught
to hate those people with all our

ing World War II, relit
the beacon, beginning a
yearly tradition.

On Friday morning at
about the time of the at-
tack, Long spoke with
the AP at his home as
he prepared for the day:

And I do recall
the friends who never came back
with, oh, much sadness."

A ROUTINE WEEKEND

Long remembers that weekend
of the attack as routine, "or so it
started out," he wrote in a 1992
essay that he provided to The As-
sociated Press.

The 20-year-old seaman from
Minnesota enrolled in boot camp
in March 1941, a "snotty nose kid,
fresh off the farm." That Sunday
morning was his first day of op-
erational duty with the squadron
he had been assigned to about a
month earlier.

He was tasked with standing
watch aboard a seaplane in the
bay across the island from Pearl
Harbor.

He arrived early and took a
small boat toward the awaiting
Catalina flying boat, cruising
across the turquoise waters of
windward Oahu with Hawaii's
73-degree air splashing across
his face.

"I recall it was a beautiful sun-
ny day in Hawaii that morning,"
Long said.

He relieved a comrade who had
stood watch overnight, and be-
gan preparing for a day of signal
drills and regular maintenance
checks. He settled into the pilot's
compartment to wait for contact
from the beach signaling station
to begin his drills.

A few minutes later, he heard
the roar of airplanes overhead
and then the sound of explosions.
He assumed it was U.S. military
making practice runs, but quick-
ly realized he was wrong. In the
distance, Long saw planes flying
over hangars and buildings ex-
ploding. Another plane that was
anchored nearby was hit and
burst into flames.

After all, it was hardly a one-man
show when TCU drubbed Southern
California 96-61 for its fourth straight
victory at the Basketball Hall of Fame
Classic tripleheader on Friday night.

"I feel like it was a team effort so I
didn't feel like I should be out there
celebrating by myself," said Robin-
son, who scored 15 points to lead six
players in double figures.

The Horned Frogs (7-1) dominated
throughout in front of a slew of NBA
executives and scouts at Staples Cen-
ter.

"We're playing good basketball
right now and we're getting better,"
TCU coach Jamie Dixon said.

USC (5-4) never made a sustained
run in dropping its second in a row.

Bennie Boatwright scored 14 points
and Nick Rakocevic added 13, mak-
ing 9 of 10 free throws.

"This is an embarrassing loss for
us," coach Andy Enfield said.

TCU hit a season-high 12 3-point-
ers, led by Jaylen Fisher with five,
which equaled his career high set at
SMU two nights earlier. Fisher fin-
ished with 15 points.

"He's huge for us," Robinson said of
Fisher. "He spreads the floor, he cre-
ates for others and he's a good pres-
ence on defense."

Robinson, the nation's assist lead-
er, had eight. Kouat Noi and JD Mill-
er had 14 points each.

The Horned Frogs breezed to a
20-point halftime lead on their way
to piling up a season-best 96 points.

They went up by 30 midway
through the second half when Des-
mond Bane, Robinson, Noi and Mill-
er combined to score TCU's first 30
points.

AUSTIN, Texas — Texas has trou-
bles. A lot of them.

The Longhorns can't shoot, are
struggling to rebound even against
smaller teams and have lost three
in a row to drop out of the Top 25 as
quickly as they got in just two weeks
ago.

7 North Carolina on Thanksgiving?

Texas (5-3) is 311th out of 351 major
college teams in shooting percentage
(40.4). They are even worse shooting
3-pointers (28.9 percent, 313th na-
tionally).

"I do sense when the ball's not going
in, some players, their confidence
goes down, start seeing head drops,"
guard Jase Febres said Friday.

The day after beating North Caro-
lina, Texas led Michigan State by 19
midway through the first half before
the Spartans came storming back.
Texas shot 22 percent in the second
half and lost by 10.

Against Radford, the Longhorns
went 4 of 14 over the final 10 minutes.
They led VCU 49-45 before commit-
ting eight turnovers over the next
five minutes and lost 54-53 despite
holding VCU under 30 percent shoot-
ing in the second half.

DeRozan finished with
36 points and nine assists
and the Spurs had eight
players score in double
figures in a 133-120 come-
from-behind victory over
the Los Angeles Lakers
on Friday night.

James finished with
35 points, 11 assists and
eight rebounds for Los
Angeles, but was held
to four points and no
rebounds in the fourth
quarter. James bristled
when told Bertans and
Poeltl were not players
anyone expected would
beat the Lakers.

"Why not,"” James said. "Why
wouldn't you think they could beat
you? Theyre NBA players. They
made big shots. Bertans made big
shots. He made four 3s in the fourth
quarter."

The Spurs' young posts combined
to score 23 points in the final quarter,
with Poeltl finishing with 14 and Ber-
tans 13.

"We really clicked with our second
unit," Poeltl said. "We had so much
fun together out there playing. I sure
found my spots there."

The Spurs' bench outscored the
Lakers' 52-26, including 14 from Patty
Mills, in winning the season series

Los Angeles led by as many as 15
points, but was outscored 32-13 begin-
ning early in the fourth quarter and
fell behind 121-114.

"We can't give our foot off the gas,"
Lakers forward Kyle Kuzma said.
"I think we did that a little bit in the
fourth slowing down a little bit. De-
fensively, we obviously need to do
better."

Kuzma finished with 27 points and
Lonzo Ball had 13 points and 11 as-
sists for the Lakers.

DeRozan had 11 points in the fourth
quarter and San Antonio was 4 for 7
from beyond the arc in its comeback.

The run turned Aldridge into a spec-
tator as Poeltl played all but one min-
ute in the fourth and Bertans played

"That group was playing well, so
we left them out there and they were
wonderful," Spurs coach Gregg Popo-
vich said.

The Spurs opened the fourth quar-
ter on an 18-6 run and pulled within
108-107 with 7:43 remaining. Mills
punctuated the run with a layup af-
ter drawing a foul on James near the
Spurs' bench that led to his team-
mates encircling and celebrating
with him on the sidelines.

"I think that was the key to tonight's

victory," Mills said of the
team's spirits. "It's prob-
ably the first game and
first win that everyone
felt like it was fun, in-
cluding the fans. Every-
one was involved emo-
tionally (more) than any
game this season."

In those home losses to Radford and VCU, Texas
missed open 3-pointers in the final seconds that
would have won or tied the game. VCU players cel-
ebrated with "horns down" hand signals on Texas'
homecourt while their fans chanted "V-C-U" loud
enough to echo through the hallways in the bowels
of the arena.

No Texas player has been misfiring more than se-
nior guard Kerwin Roach II.

Roach flirted with a move to the NBA after his ju-
nior season and his decision to stay set him up to
be Texas' key player on both ends of the court. But
after a career game with 32 points and five assists

against North Carolina, Roach's game and shooting
touch have disappeared.

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McNair praised for philanthropy and bringing NFL to Houston

HOUSTON — With a
stirring rendition of "T'll
Fly Away" marking the
conclusion of a memo-
rial service for former
Houston Texans founder
and owner Bob McNair,
Dallas Cowboys owner
Jerry Jones wiped tears
from his eyes Friday af-
ternoon.

"It's ironic that I'm get-
ting emotional because
the only other time I ever
teared up was right on
this field when the Tex-
ans and Bob kicked our
butt in the first game that
was ever played in this
stadium," Jones said, re-
calling Houston's 19-10
win over the Cowboys
in their inaugural game
in 2002. "The Texans put
it on the Cowboys and it
was a glorious night to
begin the Texans. Bob
was so special."

of the Houston and NFL
community, players and coaches past
and present, gathered to pay respects
and say goodbye to McNair, who
brought the NFL back to Houston for
its inaugural season in 2002 after the
Oilers moved to Tennessee.

Former Secretary of State James
A. Baker, a close friend of McNair's,
opened up tributes by saying the
gathering was in the "House that Bob
Built." Baker said he and McNair en-
joyed a love of politics, football and
quail hunting, and said it was former
President George H.W. Bush who
converted both of them from Demo-
crats to Republicans.

Baker talked about McNair's deter-
mination and told a story of how he
only saw McNair give up on a quest
once in his life, when the two were
quail hunting in sweltering south
Texas heat. After a long and miser-
able day, McNair finally said in his
Southern drawl, "Calf rope," an ex-
pression similar to "Uncle" or "I give

up."

The Rev. Eric Manning provided
a welcome and an opening invoca-
tion. Manning is the senior pastor
at Mother Emanuel A.M.E. Church
in Charleston, South Carolina, the
site of a July 2015 race-inspired mass
shooting.

NFL Commissioner Roger Goodell
also spoke, calling McNair one of
America's finest sportsmen and busi-
ness leaders. Goodell talked about
that expansion process and how
Houston was a long shot early on, but
McNair never wavered.

"Bob was not in it for himself. He
wanted to return the NFL to Houston
because of his tremendous loyalty to
the community," Goodell said. "He
knew that bringing the NFL back
would help show the world what an
extraordinary place Houston is."

Goodell praised McNair for his
faith, integrity, patience, honesty and
thoughtfulness.

"Not to put any more pressure on
you and the team, but you know how

much Bob wanted to win a Super
Bowl," Goodell said, looking to Tex-
ans coach Bill O'Brien.

Texans defensive end J.J. Watt
praised McNair for his philanthropy
and generosity in the community.
Watt recalled a charity event at NRG
Stadium when, at the end of the event
after "tons of money" had been raised,
it was announced that McNair com-
mitted to matching everyone's com-
bined donations.

"That's what Mr. McNair did. He
would do the kindest things at ran-
dom moments, and he would do it
many times when people had no idea
that he was doing it," Watt said. "I
consider myself lucky to have known
him, lucky to have learned from him,
and I can only hope that I'm making
him proud in the way that we repre-
sent his organization."

Dr. Harris Pastides, president of
the University of South Carolina,
mentioned a commencement speech
McNair did at his alma mater in 1999
and how McNair talked about meet-

ing his wife, Janice, and
telling her parents they
were moving to Texas for
a few years to build some
capital before returning
home.

"He then reminded the

graduates to never make
promises they could not
' keep," Pastides said.
. Dr. Dave Peterson, pas-
tor emeritus at Memo-
rial Drive Presbyterian
Church, talked about
McNair's drive, which he
said he believed was in-
stilled in McNair from an
early age. Peterson told a
story of a young McNair
in his small hometown
of Forest City, North
Carolina who wanted his
country dirt road to be
paved so badly that he
would repeatedly stomp
on a strip provided by
the state's transportation
department to determine
how busy the road was
and whether or not it
needed to be paved.

Peterson said he visited
McNair at the hospital on Thanksgiv-
ing and said he was saddened to see
him suffering. Peterson noted the
last few months of McNair's life were
painful, adding that in seeing the pic-
tures and videos paying tribute to
McNair, "It's good to see him smiling
again."

McNair died on Nov. 23 at the age of
81. He had battled both leukemia and
squamous cell carcinoma in recent
years. He died peacefully with wife
Janice and his family by his side, the
Texans said.

Following the tributes, a short vid-
eo montage highlighted McNair's life,
with a focus on his time as Texans
owner.

"I'd like to think that I'll be remem-
bered as an honorable man, as a good
Christian man, and that I always did
things in a first-class manner and
treated people honestly," McNair said
on the video. "I think that would be a
good legacy."

Weighty move: dropping pounds helps Miller excel for Texans

HOUSTON — Lamar Miller was searching for
ways to improve this offseason after what he calls
a disappointing 2017.

It was then that the Houston Texans running
back decided to take the advice of two former Mi-
ami Hurricanes running backs with a combined
25 years of NFL experience.

Edgerrin James, a four-time Pro Bowler who
spent 11 years in the NFL, and Frank Gore, a
35-year-old who made the Pro Bowl five times and
is in his 14th season shared their secret for NFL
longevity: weight loss.

"They were just telling me that every year they
tried to play lighter and lighter because as you get
older they say you lose a step ... and all that weight
is not good," Miller said.

"So just having guys like that to give you some
knowledge on some of the things that helped them
throughout their career, I just felt like it would
help me. So that's something I tried to focus on
this offseason was to lose some weight."

Gore called Miller his "little brother" and said
he's a big believer in running backs getting lighter
as they age.

"I used to play at 217, 218 when I was younger," he
said. "Now I try to play lighter than that."

That led the 5-foot-10 Miller to shed about 7
pounds, dropping from 225 last year to 218 this
season.

Though he didn't make the change until this sea-
son, his transformation was about three years in
the making.

Gore, who Miller has long looked to for advice,
first brought up that he started playing a bit light-
er every year as he aged before Miller's first sea-
son in Houston in 2016. But Miller was just 25 at
the time and thought he was too young to worry
about something that helped older players.

So, he went the other way and gained a few
pounds before that season because he thought it
would help him carry a bigger rushing load.

He had a good year, rushing for 1,073 yards with
five touchdowns, before a 2017 season where he
finished with 888 yards rushing and never ran for
more than 75 yards in a game all season.

And when he spoke with James this offseason

and he shared the same thing as Gore and sug-
gested Miller should slim down, too, he decided to
give it a try.

"I thought: "They had success doing it so why
can't you," Miller said.

It's a change he believes has made a big differ-
ence.

"I can feel it," he said. "I feel lighter when I'm
running and stuff and overall my body feels good.
Ithink it's helped me. So far, I've been doing good.
I don't really see how it hasn't (helped)."

The numbers back it up. Miller had 103 yards
rushing last week for his fourth 100-yard game
this season, and with five regular-season games
left he needs just 13 yards to eclipse last year's
rushing total.

Coach Bill O'Brien has been impressed with
Miller's improvement this season.

"He really wanted to come in this year and have
a good year for us and that's what he's done,"
O'Brien said. "I think we've managed him pretty
well and he's done a great job of, in the offseason,
training and then having a good training camp.
He's always been a consistent performer for us."

The thing that disappointed Miller most about
his numbers last year was that he averaged a ca-
reer-low 3.7 yards a carry.

"That was bad," he said. "My whole career I was
averaging 4 yards or better, so that was a big drop-
off for me."

This season he's boosted his average to 5 yards a
carry, which is second only to the 5.1 yards he av-
eraged in 2014 when he ran for a career-best 1,099
yards in Miami. Miller ranks sixth in the NFL in
yards rushing and has the longest TD run in the
league this season after he rumbled 97 yards for a
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score in Houston's win over Tennessee on Nov. 26.

That run made him the only player in NFL histo-
ry to have two TD runs of 95 yards or longer after
he also had a 97-yard touchdown run in 2014 while
with the Dolphins.

Houston defensive end Jadeveon Clowney said
that Miller looked like a rookie on that run and
Miller, who was a sprinter on Miami's track team
along with playing football, said he heard similar
things from many old friends after that touch-
down.

"People were saying: "oh you still have your
speed and stuff," Miller said. "So just hearing it
from a lot of people that I grew up with was good."

Gore was among those who delighted in seeing
Miller break that long run and he raved about his
work this season.

"He's balling," Gore said. "He's taking advantage
of his opportunity. I hope he gets in the Pro Bowl."

Miller knows the solid play of Houston's offen-
sive line and his focus on being more decisive
have also contributed to his success this season.
But he's sure the weight loss gave him a boost and
that's why he's going to follow in the footsteps of
his fellow former Hurricane friends for the rest of
his career.

"I'm back in a rhythm," he said. "I'm doing some
positive things to help this team win and that's al-
ways a good thing. So, I'm going to keep that for-
mula to try to keep losing weight as I get older."

Born in Camden,
South Carolina, Doby
played high school
sports in Paterson, New
Jersey, and served in
the Navy. He died in
2003

east of Dallas. A DPS statement says
the limousine Robertson was driving
entered the curve at an unsafe speed
for the rainy conditions. It veered off
the road and skidded sideways before
coming to a stop partially on the road.
A pickup truck following behind
hit the limo, knocking the limo into
the southbound lane where it was
slammed by an oncoming car.

Robertson, a 69-year-old Garland
resident, was taken to an Athens hos-
pital 20 miles (32 kilometers) away,
where he died. The truck driver was
treated for minor injuries and dis-
charged. The other car driver was
unhurt.

The Los Angeles Rams drafted Rob-

ertson from Southern University in
the first round of the 1971 NFL draft.
He remained with the Rams through
1978, then played in 1979-82 for the
Buffalo Bills. He was named first-
team All-Pro in 1973 and 1976 and was
chosen for the Pro Bowl in his rookie
1971 season, as well as 1973-77.

In a statement, the Rams said: "We
are deeply saddened by the loss of one
of our Legends, Isiah Robertson. He
will be remembered not only for the
great player he was, helping our team
achieve multiple division champion-
ships in the '70s, but also by the work
he did helping others through the
House of Isaiah recovery center he
founded in Texas."

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Saint Nick, St. Nicholas, Kris
Kringle. Santa Claus, Father
Christmas, St. Nick—no matter
the name, everyone knows the
story of this plump, jolly bringer
of gifts. Or do they? Where did
that guy in the red suit come
from?

The man we know as Santa
Claus has a history all his own.
Today, he is thought of mainly as
the jolly man in red, but his story
stretches all the way back to the
3rd century.

The Beginning

The legend of Santa Claus, is
actually based on a real person,
and can be traced back hun-
dreds of years to a monk named
St. Nicholas. According to The
History Channel online, it is be-
lieved that Nicholas was born
sometime around 280 A.D. in Pa-
tara, near Myra in modern-day
Turkey. He was adored and ad-
mired for his piety and kindness,
St. Nicholas became the subject
of many legends that we know to-
day. It is said that he gave away
all of his inherited wealth and
traveled the countryside helping
the poor and sick.

One of the best known of the
St. Nicholas stories is that he
saved three poor sisters from
being sold into slavery or prosti-
tution by their father by provid-
ing them with a dowry so that
they could be married. Over the
course of many years, Nicholas’s
popularity spread and so he be-
came known as the protector of
children and sailors. By the Re-
naissance, St. Nicholas was the
most popular saint in Europe.
Even after the Protestant Refor-
mation, when the veneration of

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saints began to be discouraged,
St. Nicholas maintained a posi-
tive reputation, especially in
Holland, before making his way
to America.

Santa Claus in America

At the end of the 18th century,
St. Nicholas made his first in-
roads into American popular
culture. In December 1773, and
again in 1774, a New York News-
paper reported that groups of
Dutch families had gathered to
honor the anniversary of his
death which is Dec. 6.

The name Santa Claus evolved
from Nick’s Dutch nickname,
Sinter Klaas, a shortened form
of Sint Nikolaas (Dutch for Saint
Nicholas). In 1804, John Pin-
tard, a member of the New York
Historical Society, distributed
woodcuts of St. Nicholas at the
society’s annual meeting. The
background of the engraving con-
tains now-familiar Santa images
including stockings filled with
toys and fruit hung over a fire-
place. In 1809, Washington Irving
helped to popularize the Sinter
Klaas stories when he referred to
St. Nicholas as the patron saint of
New York in his book, “The His-
tory of New York.” As his promi-
nence grew, Sinter Klaas was
described as everything from a
“rascal” with a blue three-cor-
nered hat, red waistcoat, and yel-
low stockings to a man wearing a
broad-brimmed hat and a “huge
pair of Flemish trunk hose.” It
was because of a few American
authors who adopted a new way
of looking at Santa Claus and
how we celebrate, all thanks to
a series of poets and writers who
strove to make Christmas a fam-
ily celebration—by reviving and
remaking St. Nicholas.

Before Christmas

In 1822, Clement Clarke Moore,
an Episcopal minister, wrote
a long Christmas poem for his
three daughters entitled “An Ac-
count of a Visit from St. Nicho-
las.” Moore’s poem, which he
was initially hesitant to publish
due to the frivolous nature of its
subject, is largely responsible
for our modern image of Santa
Claus as a “right jolly old elf”
with a portly figure and the su-
pernatural ability to ascend a
chimney with a mere nod of his
head! Although some of Moore’s
imagery was probably borrowed
from other sources, his poem
helped popularize the now-fa-
miliar image of a Santa Claus
who flew from house to house on
Christmas Eve-in “a miniature
sleigh” led by eight flying rein-
deer-leaving presents for deserv-
ing children. “An Account of a
Visit from St. Nicholas” created
a new and immediately popular
American icon. In 1881, political
cartoonist Thomas Nast drew
on Moore’s poem to create the
first likeness that matches our
modern image of Santa Claus.
His cartoon, which appeared in
Harper’s Weekly, depicted Santa
as a rotund, cheerful man with a
full, white beard, holding a sack
laden with toys for lucky chil-
dren.

It is Nast who gave Santa his
bright red suit trimmed with
white fur, North Pole workshop,
elves, and his wife, Mrs. Claus.

In conclusion, for many Santa
Claus has become a specail fig-
ure during Christmas.

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Did we really need another Grinch
movie?

In 1957, Dr. Seuss published the
children's book, "How the Grinch
Stole Christmas." In 1966, the book
was made into a 26-minute animated
television special. It would remain in
this simple, perfect state (not count-
ing the stage musical, which I haven't
seen) for 34 glorious years, until Jim
Carrey got ahold of it in 2000 and did
mean, monstrous and foul things
to the story in his live-action adap-
tation. Now, a mere 18 years later,
we have another adaptation for the
silver screen, a feature-length ani-
mated version with the eponymous
green grouch voiced by Benedict
Cumberbatch. My question going in

as..."Why?"

So yeah. "The Grinch"
focuses its attention
more on the lives of the
Whos in Whoville, who
are deep in preparation
for Christmas when the
movie starts. They're
decorating their Who
homes, singing their
Who songs, and doing
other distinctly Who
things. Donna Lou Who
(Rashida Jones), moth-
er of Cindy Lou Who
(Cameron Seely), is an overworked
nurse and devoted to her kids. Cindy
Lou is an independent little girl. It's
hard to judge Whos' ages, but she
might be six or seven years old. She
wants to ask Santa to do something
nice for her mom, but it's too late to
write a letter, and it would take too
long to walk to the North Pole. She
settles on a plan to meet St. Nick
when he visits their home on Christ-
mas Eve and ask him in person then.

0Old Grinchy-poo (Cumberbatch) is
in his cave in his mountain, being
grouchy, with his dog Max (Frank
Welker). We get to see more of his life-
style in the movie than in the TV spe-
cial. Apparently the Grinch is a great
inventor, an adherent of the Rube
Goldberg school of design. Every
morning faithful Max toasts his toast,
makes his coffee, and serves it to him
in bed. And, of course, the Grinch
hates Christmas with a passion. We

learn a bit
more about
why that is.

One day,
the Grinch
finds him-
self out of
food, so he
is faced
with the
dilemma
of going
hungry or
going into
Whoville
in the mid-
dle of the
Christmas
season for
supplies.
His empty
belly and
Max's sad
face con-
vince him
to make the
trek. On his
journey, he
does his best to make life miserable
for a few Whos. Unfortunately for
him, he bumps into the jolly Brickle-
baum (Kenan Thompson), a Whovil-
leian who is convinced the Grinch is
his friend.

Upon returning to his mountain
that evening, the Grinch is jarred
out of his lonely funk by the noise
of helicopters, carrying the biggest
Christmas tree ever to Whoville. The
Grinch plans to use a catapult to de-
stroy the tree during the tree-lighting
ceremony, but that plan (in Wile E.
Coyote fashion) goes horribly awry.

And it's then that the Grinch de-
vises his greatest plan of all — to steal
the Whos' Christmas dressed as none
other than...well, you know.

Oh yeah, there's a fat reindeer in it
too.

Other voice actors of note include
Angela Lansbury as Mayor McGerk-
le; Brad O'Hare, Ramone Hamilton,
Sam Lavagnino, and Scarlett Estevez
as Groopert, Axl, Ozzy, and Izzy, Cin-
dy Lou's friends; and Pharrell Wil-
liams as the Narrator.

"The Grinch"isn't a bad film. It's cer-
tainly a lot better than the 2000 Car-

y .
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rey abomination. It does shed more
light on the motives of the characters
involved in the familiar story, and
adds a bit of "What happens next?" at
the end.

Also, the voices are well-done, and
the animation is superb.

I just have to wonder...is this real-
ly what we want in a Grinch movie?
The original — book and TV special
- are perfect. We have the mean old
Grinch. We don't know why exactly
he's mean...if we care, we fill in the
"why" with our own imagination.
We can see that he lives away from
other people. He's green. He's differ-
ent from the Whos. And his heart is
two sizes too small. That is enough
to make anyone cranky. In the TV
special, we get the wonderful Thurl
Ravenscroft "You're a Mean One, Mr.
Grinch." And the Grinch is trans-
formed by the Whos' continued joy at
Christmas even without all the trap-
pings. Perfect.

Now, with the new movie, we get a
lot more stuff. We get the reasons ex-
plained. We get to see the trials and
tribulations of the Whos. We know
without a doubt why the Grinch is

grumpy. And it makes him not quite
as foul, not quite as monstrous as he
is in the book or TV special. Which
makes his transformation not quite
as drastic.

It's fun, it's interesting, but I could
have done without it. I'm going to
give "The Grinch" seven stars out
of 10, not because it's so bad, but be-
cause it goes too far.

All clear after bomb threat forces
evacuation of CNN offices

NEW YORK (AP) — Police have given the all-clear
after a phoned in bomb threat forced the evacuation
of CNN's offices in New York.

Police said a man with a southern accent called
CNN just after 10 p.m. Thursday and said five bombs
had been placed throughout the facility inside the
Time Warner building at Columbus Circle.

Police said the building was evacuated and build-
ing security did a preliminary search. Police units
then swept the building with the NYPD bomb squad
on standby.

Outside the building, CNN's Brian Stelter and
Don Lemon continued to broadcast. Lemon said fire
alarms rang and a loudspeaker told them they need-
ed to evacuate during his live show.

In October, the building was partially evacuated
after a suspicious package containing a crude pipe
bomb was delivered to the company.

'‘Avengers 4' gets a title,

trailer and newrelease date

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The fourth "Avengers"
movie finally has a title. Marvel Studios and the
Walt Disney Co. said Friday that the highly antici-
pated, and closely guarded, conclusion to the "Infin-
ity War" saga will be called "Avengers: Endgame."

The studios also released the first trailer for the
film, in which Scarlett Johansson's Black Widow
character explains that Thanos really did erase half
the population. "Avengers: Infinity War" ended on
that cliffhanger as many of Marvel's superheroes
dissolved into the air. It went on to become the
highest grossing film in the Marvel Cinematic
Universe with over $2 billion in ticket sales.

Aniston: Netflix 'Friends' deal a testament to show's value

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Jennifer Aniston calls it
"amazing" that "Friends" still has an audience big
enough to prompt multi-million dollar business
deals to keep it from disappearing on Netflix.

"I find it amazing that it's continued to have such
love and such an audience and such an appetite
for it," Aniston told The Associated Press Thurs-
day at the premiere of her Netflix film "Dumplin'."

After an outcry from fans, Netflix announced
earlier in the week that it was keeping the adven-
tures of Ross, Rachel, Phoebe and Joey available
to subscribers through 2019 — at a reported $100
million price tag to the streaming service.

"I think it says a lot about the show. Especially
since it takes place at a time where it's so differ-
ent from now. You know, people actually spoke
to each other and hung out with each other and
talked," Aniston said.

WarnerMedia owns the show, which aired on
NBC for ten years ending in 2004. It won six Emmy
Awards, including a best comedy actress Emmy
for Aniston. Netflix paid more than triple the $30
million a year it had been paying for "Friends,"

VIENNA (AP) — 0il
prices spiked sharply
higher Friday as major
oil producers, including
the OPEC cartel, agreed
to cut global oil pro-

duction by 1.2 million
barrels a day to reduce
oversupply.

Following two days of
meetings, the Organi-
zation of the Petroleum
Exporting Countries
that includes the likes
of Saudi Arabia and
Iraq said they would
cut 800,000 barrels per

day for six months from
January, though some
countries such as Iran,
which is facing wide-
ranging sanctions from
the United States, have
been given an exemp-
tion.

The balance will come
from Russia and other
non-OPEC  countries.
The United States, one
of the world's biggest
producers, is not part of
the deal.

"This is a major step
forward," said United
Arab Emirates' Energy
Minister Suhail Mo-
hamed al-Mazrouei,
who chairs the regular
meetings in Vienna in
his capacity as Presi-
dent of the OPEC Con-
ference.

Oil producers have
been under pressure to
reduce production fol-
lowing a sharp fall in oil
prices over the past cou-
ple of months. The price
of oil has fallen about 25
percent recently

US backers of Paris accord
set up camp at climate talks

KATOWICE, Poland (AP) — Hun-
dreds of U.S. states, cities, businesses
and churches planted the American
flag at the U.N. climate talks Friday
in an effort to show that many people
in the United States remain commit-
ted to curbing global warming de-
spite the stance of their president.

The opening of the U.S. Climate Ac-
tion Center alongside pavilions from
Britain, Poland and New Zealand
contrasts with the low-key presence
of the official U.S. government del-
egation at the two weeks of talks in
Poland.

Envoys from the administration of
U.S. President Donald Trump, who
has announced a U.S. withdrawal
from the landmark 2015 Paris climate
change accord, are holed up in a cu-
bicle away from the main concourse.
They currently have one public event
planned Monday promoting U.S.
technological innovations.

The Climate Action Center is
backed by a group called We Are Still
In that wants to maintain the Paris
climate deal's aim of keeping global
warming well below 2 degrees Cel-
sius (3.6 degrees Fahrenheit).

California billionaire Tom Steyer,

who is considered a possible 2020
Democratic presidential candidate ,
said the United States has to return to
leading the world in tackling climate
change.

He urged environmental activists
not to lose sight of the wider concerns
of American voters in the coming
years if they want political change.

"The way that we're going to win on
climate is not by talking exclusively
about climate but by being in coali-
tion with people across the board on
justice," he said.

Negotiators from almost 200 coun-
tries have little time left to bridge
their differences before ministers
arrive at the U.N. talks in Katowice
next week for a final frantic round of
diplomacy.

The environmental group Climate
Action Network on Friday awarded
its tongue-in-cheek Fossil of the Day
award to Germany for abandoning
its 2020 target on reducing green-
house gas emissions and for failing
to support more ambitious European
Union-wide targets for 2030.

It also noted that Germany is doing
little to curb emissions in its trans-
port sector and has yet to set a fixed
date for ending its reliance on coal.

German officials declined to com-
ment on the award.

on track to cap a turbulent week of
trading with its third weekly drop in
four weeks. That would represent a
big swing from just last week, when
the index had its best weekly gain in
nearly seven years.

Volatility has gripped the market
since early October, reflecting inves-
tors' worries that the Federal Reserve
might overshoot with its campaign of
rate increases and put the brakes on
the U.S. economy.

Traders also fear that a prolonged
trade dispute between the U.S. and
China could slow the global economy
and crimp corporate profits. Uncer-
tainty over both those issues helped
drive the market's sell-off this week.

"The Fed has taken the punch bowl
away in getting back to rates where
they are today," said Doug Cote, chief
market strategist for Voya Invest-
ment Management. "We're also going
to get back to more normal volatility."

Oil prices rose after OPEC countries

agreed to reduce global oil produc-
tion by 1.2 million barrels a day for
six months, beginning in January.
The move would include a reduction
of 800,000 barrels per day from OPEC
countries and 400,000 barrels per day
from Russia and other non-OPEC na-
tions.

The news, which had been widely
anticipated, pushed crude oil pric-
es higher. U.S. benchmark crude
jumped 4.3 percent to $53.69 a barrel
in New York. Brent crude, used to
price international oils, gained 4.7
percent to $62.87 a barrel in London.

The pickup in oil prices sent some
energy stocks higher. EOG Resources
gained 2.7 percent to $104.87.

A sell-off in technology stocks
weighed on the market. Hewlett Pack-
ard Enterprise slumped 7.7 percent to
$14.78.

Health care sector stocks, the big-
gest gainer in the S&P 500 this year,
took some of the heaviest losses. Med-
ical device company Cooper lost 10.8
percent to $247.10

Ulta Beauty slid 11.2 percent to $260

after the cosmetics retailer's latest
quarterly report card exceeded ana-
lysts' expectations, but its earnings
outlook disappointed traders.

Tobacco company Altria Group,
which makes Marlboro cigarettes,
announced a $2.4 billion investment
in Cronos Group, a Canadian medical
and recreational marijuana compa-
ny. Altria' shares got a boost from the
announcement, but the gain faded by
late afternoon. The stock fell 0.2 per-
cent to $54.28.

The Labor Department said U.S.
employers added 155,000 jobs in No-
vember, a slowdown from recent
months but enough to suggest that
the economy is expanding at a solid
pace despite sharp gyrations in the
stock market. The unemployment
rate remained at 3.7 percent, nearly a
five-decade low, for the third straight
month. Average hourly pay rose 3.1%
from a year ago, matching the previ-
ous month's figure, which was the
best since 2009. The jobs figure was
less than many economists forecast,
but few saw the report as a sign of a

broader slowdown.

Bond prices rose, sending yields
slightly lower. The yield on the 10-
year Treasury fell to 2.86 percent
from 2.87 percent late Thursday.

The decline in bond yields, which
affect interest rates on mortgages
and other consumer loans, weighed
on banks, which make more money
when rates are rising. Morgan Stan-
ley slid 3.2 percent to $41.26.

The dollar rose to 112.66 yen from
112.65 yen late Thursday. The euro
strengthened to $1.1418 from $1.1373.

Gold gained 0.7 percent to $1,252.60
an ounce. Silver climbed 1.3 percent
to $14.70 an ounce. Copper added 0.6
percent to $2.76 a pound.

In Europe, Germany's DAX dipped
0.2 percent whilethe CAC 40 in France
rose 0.7 percent. Britain's FTSE 100
jumped 1.1 percent. Major indexes in
Asia finished mostly higher.

Japan's benchmark Nikkei 225 add-
ed 0.8 percent and Australia's S&P/
ASX 200 gained 0.4 percent. South
Korea's Kospi rose 0.3 percent. Hong
Kong's Hang Seng gave up 0.3 percent.

one.

But if South is familiar with the
trump coup, he realizes he may still
be able to make the contract. He
starts by leading a heart to the ten and
then begins to shorten his trump
length in order to reduce his holding
to the same length as East, who now
holds the Q-9.

Accordingly, South leads a spade
to the king, ruffs the deuce of spades,
then leads a club to the king and ruffs
the ace of spades! At this point,
declarer’s hand consists of the ten of
clubs and A-J of hearts, dummy has
the ace of clubs and 10-8 of dia-
monds, and East the nine of clubs and
Q-9 of hearts.

South now leads the club ten to
the ace and returns a diamond, and
poor East’s Q-9 of trumps succumb
to South’s A-] — even though
declarer was unable to lead a trump
from dummy to trap the Q-9.

Observe that the suceess of the
operation depended on two key fac-
tors: the equalization of South’s
trump length with that of East’s, and
making sure the lead came from
dummy at trick 12.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ameri-
cans boosted their borrowing by
7.73% in October from a year ago,
the largest increase in nearly a
year as consumer spending has
helped fuel U.S. economic growth.

The Federal Reserve said Friday
that consumer borrowing rose by
a seasonally adjusted $25.3 billion
in October to a total of $3.96 tril-
lion. The October increase was
the most since November 2017
and more than double the gain in
the prior month.

Much of the increase was due a
10.75% jump in revolving credit,
a category that includes credit

cards. Non-revolving credit —
which includes auto loans and
student debt — rose 6.67%.

Economists and investors
monitor consumer borrowing
to judge the willingness of peo-
ple to take on debt to finance
their purchases. Higher debt
can suggest that people are
confident in their ability to re-
pay their loans.

Consumer spending ac-
counts for 70 percent of eco-
nomic activity. The economy
grew at an annual pace of 3.5
percent in the July-September
quarter, aided by the biggest
surge in consumer spending in
four years.

Many Americans have reasons
to be confident despite the recent
stock market declines. The un-
employment rate has held at 3.7
percent, the lowest rate in nearly
a half-century.

The Fed's consumer borrow-
ing report does
not cover home
mortgages or
other types of
debt secured by
real estate such
as home equity
loans.

because major producers — including the
U.S. — are pumping oil at high rates.

The reduction has certainly met with
the response hoped for by ministers as it
was at the upper end of most predictions.
Following the announcement, Brent
crude, the international standard, was
up $2.79 a barrel, or 4.7 percent, at $62.85.
Benchmark New York crude was $2.11, or
4.1 percent, higher at $53.60 a barrel.

Ann-Louise Hittle, a vice president at
oil industry expert Wood Mackenzie, said
the production cut "would tighten" the oil
market by the third quarter next year and
help lift Brent prices back above $70 per
barrel.

"For most nations, self-interest ulti-
mately prevails," she said. "Saudi Arabia
has a long-term goal of managing the oil
market to avoid the sharp falls and spikes
which hurt demand and the ability of the
industry to develop supply. On top of this,
Saudi Arabia also needs higher oil rev-
enues to fund domestic Saudi spending."

Russian Energy Minister Alexander
Novak called the negotiations with the
OPEC nations "fairly challenging" but
said the decision "should help the market
reach a balanced state."

"I think this is a strong signal to any-
body who has doubted it that our coop-

eration is continuing and we can react to
any challenge the market throws at us,"
he said in Russian through a translator.

OPEC's reliance on non-members like
Russia highlights the cartel's waning
influence in oil markets, which it had
dominated for decades. The OPEC-Russia
alliance was made necessary in 2016 to
compete with the United States' vastly in-
creased production of oil in recent years.
By some estimates, the U.S. this year be-
came the world's top crude producer.

The cut is unlikely to be greeted warm-
ly by U.S. President Donald Trump, who
has been pressuring the cartel publicly to
maintain production. On Wednesday, he
tweeted: "Hopefully OPEC will be keeping
oil flows as is, not restricted. The World
does not want to see, or need, higher oil
prices!"

One stumbling block to an agreement
had been Iran, Saudi Arabia's regional
rival and fellow OPEC member, which
had been arguing for an exemption to any
cuts because its crude exports are already
being pinched already by U.S. sanctions.

Al-Mazrouei said that in the end Iran
had been given an exemption, as well as
Venezuela and Libya.

That "means that the percentage we will
contribute among us is going to be a bit
higher," he said.

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Kevin Hart quits as Oscars host over

NEW YORK (AP) — Just two days after being
named host of the Academy Awards, Kevin Hart
stepped down following an outcry over past homo-
phobic tweets by the comedian.

Capping a swift and dramatic fallout, Hart wrote
on Twitter just after midnight Thursday that he
was withdrawing as Oscars host because he didn't
want to be a distraction. "I sincerely apologize to
the LGBTQ community for my insensitive words
from my past," wrote Hart.

Hart, who is in Australia for a comedy tour, also
tweeted Friday morning: "The ultimate measure of
a man is not where he stands in moments of com-
fort and convenience, but where he stands at times
of challenge and controversy. Martin Luther King,
Jr."

Earlier Thursday evening, the comedian had re-
fused to apologize for tweets that resurfaced after
he was announced as Oscars host on Tuesday. In a

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video on Instagram, Hart said the Academy of Mo-
tion Pictures Arts and Sciences gave him an ulti-
matum: apologize or "we're going to have to move
on and find another host."

"I chose to pass on the apology," Hart said. "The
reason why I passed is because I've addressed this
several times."

The film academy didn't respond to messages
Thursday evening.

Hart has since deleted some of the anti-gay tweets,
mostly dated from 2009-2011. But they had already
been screen-captured and been shared online. In
2011, he wrote in a since-deleted tweet: "Yo if my
son comes home & try's 2 play with my daughters
doll house I'm going 2 break it over his head & say
n my voice 'stop that's gay."

In an earlier post Thursday, Hart wrote on Ins-
tagram that critics should "stop being negative"
about his earlier anti-gay remarks.

"I'm almost 40 years old. If you don't believe that
people change, grow, evolve? I don't know what to
tell you," said Hart, who added, in all-caps: "I love

’ Hart's attitudes about homosexuality
were also a well-known part of his stand-up
act. In the 2010 special "Seriously Funny,"
he said "one of my biggest fears is my son
growing up and being gay."

"Keep in mind, I'm not homophobic, I have
nothing against gay people, do what you
want to do, but me, being a heterosexual
male, if I can prevent my son from being
gay, I will," Hart said.

GLAAD, the advocacy group for LGBTQ
rights, said Thursday that it reached out
to Oscars broadcaster ABC, the Academy
of Motion Pictures Arts and Sciences, and
Hart's management to "discuss Kevin's anti-
LGBTQ rhetoric and record."

Comedian and actor Billy Eichner said "a
simple, authentic apology showing any bit
of understanding or remorse would have
been so simple."

It's not the first time an Oscars host has
been derailed by anti-gay remarks. Ahead of
the 2012 Academy Awards, producer Brett
Ratner, who had been paired with host Ed-
die Murphy, resigned days after using a gay
slur at a film screening. Murphy soon after
exited, as well.

That year, a tried-and-true Oscars veter-
an — Billy Crystal — jumped in to save the
show, hosting for his eighth time. This time,
speculation has already been rampant that
few in Hollywood want the gig, for which
few win glowing reviews.

The film academy moved up this year's
ceremony to Feb. 24, giving producers little
time to find a replacement.

At a Hollywood event Thursday night,
comedian Kathy Griffin, whose career suf-
fered last year when she posted a photo on
social media that looked like a beheaded
President Donald Trump, said Hart messed
up, yet had empathy for the situation.

"He wrote that tweet eight years ago when gay
marriage wasn't even legal yet, so we all do things.
God knows in my 23 specials I've said heinously in-
appropriate things," she said.

Griffin hoped Hart's departure would open the
door for a woman comedian to host the show.

"I want more women to host the Oscars and in the
entire history of the Oscars, they've only been host-
ed by three women, three times and so we haven't
leveled the playing field yet," she said.

Terry Crews, who described Hart as a "brother,"
said he respected Hart's decision to walk away
from the show.

"I'm thankful that he acknowledged things that
maybe weren't right, and he'll come back from
this," Crews said. "We do have to admit our guilt
and say, 'Hey I messed up and let's fix this thing.' I
think that he will do that, and he has always done
that."

‘The Final Table’ chefs
play to their audience

Pressure is a given in culinary competition
series, but “The Final Table” throws in a
psychological element for good measure.

Now streaming on Netflix, the 10-episode
series pits 12 teams of two chefs from
around the world cooking the national
dishes of Mexico, Italy, Japan, the U.S.,
Spain, England, Brazil, India and France.
Each episode focuses on one country and a
panel made up of a food critic, a celebrity
food ambassador and a world-renowned
chef judge the final product and send a team
home. The two teams left standing then vie
in the last episode to see which tandem will
take their place at the eponymous final table
alongside culinary greats from the above
countries (who also serve as judges).

In the opening episode on Mexico, the
contestants were charged with making a
taco. That may sound simple enough but
it also led to some head-scratching as they
had o figure out how to best play to that
episode’s celebrity judge.

“We had no clue how to cook for these
celebrity judges,” says contestant Aaron
Bludorn, executive chef at Café Boulud in
New York City. “Were they going to expect
us to be outside the box and cook to our
own cuisine or were they expecting us to
re-create their dish exactly how their mom

used to make it? And that was such a huge
challenge for us to figure out each episode.
... And certain chefs took it their ways and
succeeded.

“I remember when Graham (Campbell,
his partner) and I cooked things in our
wheelhouse and then we got shot down,”
he continues. “Every episode was different.
Because we didn’t know the judges (ahead
of time), we couldn’t study up on what
their likes or dislikes were and scour their
Instagrams to see what they like taking
pictures of. It was just more like, ‘Alright,
here we go.””

Timothy Hollingsworth, a chef at Otium
in Los Angeles, actually found it easier to
cook for the people who would arguably be
the toughest critics, the expert chefs.

“Even though there was more pressure
because you can be sent home,” he says, “it
was actually easier because you knew who
you were cooking for. You know, if you're
cooking for Enrique Olvera, you know who
that is. If you're cooking for Grant Achatz,
you know who that is. Clare Smyth, you
know who that is. And you know what their
food is. If you know those chefs, you know
their style and you can kind of play to that.
You can operate within your own style but
you know who your audience is.”
