BOTR MADE BRIEF ADDRESSES.

The Mouse of Representativs Was Filled and
the Large Assemblage Agpeared
Deeply Impressed.

———

Austin Tex., Jan. 16.—At high noon
Tuesday Gov. Josoph D, Sayers and
Lisut. Gov. Browning, in the presence
of the legislature, in joint s=egion, were
Inuugurated for their second terms.
The lower floor of the house and tne
| galleries were crowded, hundreds of
beautifully gowned women belng pres-
ent. The spenker's stand was lost to
view In the midst of the decoratlons of
potted plants, while rare bouquets were
seen everywhere throughout the house,
The joint secsston was opened with
prayer by Rev. Mr. Davenport of the
senate. The governor and
governor and state ofMicinls came in at
noon and the oath was administered by
Hon. F. C. Willlams, assoclate justice
of the supreme court.

The governor's [naugural addrezs
was short, as he sald it would be. It
was listened to with much interest.
The governor spoke as follows:

“As [ assume, for the second time,
the duties of chief executive o
commonwealth the thought oceuts, how
can I suficiently requite the people for
this confidence so generously renewed?
“Two years ago I stood 1n this place
with lizhter heart and more bouvant
epirits than now. Experience warns

and aase for the two years to come,
“The honor i& great indeed; the re-
eponsibility is no less,

“As gpuananty for the future 1 can
only offer the record that I have made.
here and elsewhere, lu the public ser-
vice.

“That record, whatever It may be, 1
shall earnestly endeavor to improve,
eteadfastly relylng upon the sincere
and hearty co-operation of my associ-
ates In every department of the gov-
ernment, and In return  faithfully
pledging to them my own.

“It 1s no easy task to subcesarully
and satlsfactorily administer the af-
fairs of so great a state, yot In its in-
fancy, with its extensive domain, its
variety and abundance of resources,
and its many conflicting Interests: and
to them upon whom the grave respon-
slbility may fall the admonition of 1s-
rael's king applies with especial fores
—'Let not him who girdeth on his har-
ness boast himself as he that putteth
it oft’

“With a full appreciation of the Im-
portance and magnitude of the work
that Fagain undertake, 1 enter upon
its performance with a determinatisn
that shall not falter, however unto-
ward the circumstance, to do all that
may be possible to advance the pros-
perity of the state and the welfare of
its citizens. Should I so maintain my-
gclf during the term for which I have
been elected, the measure of my ambi-
tion will be complete.

“The hairs of my head have grown

Smut of Oats.—The spores galn an
entrance during the germination of
the seed, If the spores sticking to the
surface of the grain can be killed the
disease can be almost wholly prevent-
ed, To kill the spores the seed Is
soaked In hot water or In certaln
chemlcals, The hot-water treatmont
I8 the cheapest, but on small quantl-
ties it I8 not so convenlent of applica-
tion as the other method. To apply
the hot-water treatment, soak the seed
oats In water heated to a temperature
of 133 degrees Fahrenbeit, The graln,
In about half-buchel quantities, is

The sec-
ond method for treating oat smut ls to
sonk the seed for twenty-four hours in
a #olution of flower of sulphur, one and
one-half pounds in twenty-five gallons
of water. Care should be taken to
completely wet all the grains, The
solution should be kept in a wooden
vessel,

Stinking Smut of Wheat.—Wheat Is
affected by two smuts. One the stink-
ing smut, or bunt, remains within the
grain and s observed only when the
covering to the grain is broken, when
the Interfor is found to be a mass of
black dust or spores. This can be pre-
vented by the hot-water treatment, as
described for oat smut, or it can be
treated as follows: Soak the seed in a |
solution of copper suiphate (blue-stone
or blue vitrlol) for twelve hours and
then for five or ten minutes in a solu-
tion of lime, The solution of copper
sulphate s made by dissolving one
pound of copper sulphate In tweuty-
four gallons of water, The lime solu-
tion I8 made by slaking one pound of
fresh quick lime in ten gallons of |
water. The copper solution must be |
kept in a wooden vessel.

Loose Smut of Wheat.—The second
kind of smut on wheat is the common,
congpicuous sort which makes the
whole head a black mass, To prevent
this kind of smut, soak seed four hours
In cold waler, sel away in the wet
sacks for four hours more and then
treat with hot water as described for
oat smut, but soak at 132 degrees for
only five minutes. The seed Is likely
to be injured some, so one-half more
seed should be used than would other-
wise be required.

Hortlealtural Observations.

Improvement of American Whant.

In 1804 the division of vegetable
physiology and pathology of the
United States department of agricul-
ture began experimenis on an exten-
sive scale to test the comparative rust
resistance of different varietles of
cereals, especially wheat. This work
was carrled on for three seasons, and
during that time it became apparent
that constant rust resistance iz not to
be obtained among the ordinary bread
wheats known at present, though on
an average a few such varletles are
falrly resistant during a long period of
years. By the results obtained it was
rendered highly probable that this
quality must be bred Inte a variety
either by rigld selection of the most
registant individuals of that variety or
by crossing with resistant varieties of
other wheat groups and selecting from
the resultant progeny such types as
combine In the highest degree the
usual qualities of the bread-wheat
group with that of rust resistance.
