To Test Water.

The following simple method is
given for detecting impurities in
water: All dringing water should
br tested, in town or country fre-
quently, as there are other impuri.
ties besides sewage which are quite
as deadly, and every cistern of water
is liable to be a source of blood pois-
oning. Mice, rats and other pests
must have water, and many a case
of typhoid is set up by such as these
falling into the cistern and remain-
ing there for months in a decompos-
ed state. To detect this impure
condition is very simple and unfail-
ing. Draw a tumbler of water from
the tap at night, put a piece of white
sugar into it and place it on the
kitchen shelf or anywhere that the
temperature will not be under 6o
degrees Fahrenheit. In the morn-
ing the water, if pure, will be per-
fectly clear; if contaminated by sew-
age or other impurities the water
will be milky. Thisis a simple and
safe test well known in chemistry.—
Ex.

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QIANT BEES IN PHILIPPINES.

Momeymakers Which It Ts Proposed te
Introduen.

There's one race inhabiting the Phil-
ppines which will be a welcome addi-
tion to American cltizenship and wil
receive every facllity and inducement
to emigrate to the United States and
engage in skilled labor in which It
has po peer, This is the glant East
Indian honey bee, whose Immensge ca-
pacity for making honey and wax has
Interested the department of agricul-
ture in the consideration of any early
effort to introduce 1t into the United
States, To sclence this bee Is known as
aplas dorsate, It Is common through-
out the tropical regions of the euast,
and in the Philippine (slands the very
Inrgest variety of the specles Is found.
It 1 nearly one-half larger than the
American native honey bee and bulids
& comb, heavily with wax and honey,
five or six times n= large as those
found in American orchards and for-
eits, The question of acelimatizing
these inhabitants of the Philippines
In the colder latitudes of America 18
| not discouraging. The glant bees are
found In the mountain regions, all
through India and have been seen
busily at work at altitudes of 5,000 feet.
In the Philippine islands, their col-
onles are most numerous in the mouns<
tains, as the unceasing quest of the
natives for thelr honeycomb has driv-
en them from the unprotected fiatlands
of the heavily wooded mountain re-
glons. The Filipinos find thelr dally
Bread a rather easy proposition, but
they are very fond of honmey on the
staff of life. There {a also & large de=
mand for wax for use in dyeing. The
big bees build their hives on tall fors
€st trees or on overhanging ledges of
clifs. When undlsturbed branch
swarms build near the parent colony,
80 that in a few years an immense
bee settlement often grows up in tha
forest. The bees build a comb five
or six feet long, four feet wide and
from seven-eighths to one and one-
half inches in thicknezs. The largest
combs of American honey bees are
Dot more than one-fifth of these adi-
mensions, In appearance the glant bhee
. i3 a smoky, glittering, iridescent black
Wasp-like figure, with orange bands
ftncircling its body. Theres have been
veporta that this bee is most ferocious
and on mccount of Ite great size ex-
tremely dangerous. bLut Professor
Frank Beaton of the department of
agriculture kas seen and handled them
fn their jungle hauntzs, and he tells
a different story. They are stich busy
and persevering workers, according 1o
Professor Benton's mceount, that they
have Jost dexterity with their sting-
Ing apparatus, and though they may
allight, full of wrath and with evi] in-
tent, upon human hand or neck, they
do not handle their offensive weapon
with skill, and It takes them twenty
or shirty seconds to get their sting in
working order. They are quiet a8
compared with American bees,

Petitions have been coming Into the
department of agriculture for vears
asking that the government [ntroduce
these giant bees into the Tnited States
No attempt at bringing them here has
ever Leen successful. Professor Den-
ton tried to bring to the United States
a swarm of these honeymakers which
he captured In the jungle. While he
was sick In bed, on his way home, no
one elsé on the vessel would attend
them and they all died.—New York
Sun,

COLDEST COUNTRY IN THE
WORLD.

Symon's Monthly Meteorologlcal

Magazine gives an interesting account
of “Life in the Coldegt Country In thu
World,” which has been taken from
the bulletin of the Royal Geographical
Soclety of Irkutsk. The pame of the
place s Werchojansk, in 8iberia, long-
Itude 133 degrees, 61 minutes east; lat-
ftude, €7 degrees, 34 minutes north,
where the lowest temperature of mi-
nus 90 degrees Fahrenheit has been
obgerved, and the mean of January I8
minus 48 degrees Fahrenhelt. It Is
inhabited by about 106,000 persons of
the Jakut and Lamat races

In a large purt of the reglon, accord-
lng to Prof. Kovallk, the alr Is so
dry and the winds are =o rare that the
intensity of the cold eannot be fully
realized, In the most distant part of
the east there are sometimes terrible
storme, which are most fatal to life in
thelr consequencer, Durlng the sum-
mer time the temperature occaslonally
rlger to 86 degrees Fahrenheit io the
shude, while it freezes at night,

The latter part of the season {s often
marked by coplous ralns and exten-
sive inundations, which invariably lay
woste a vast acreage of land and prove
to be n sevioug obstacle to the cultiva-
tion of the soll. Vegetatlon (s very
seanty, There are practicully no trees
—only wide, open meadows, The peo-
ple hunt fur-bearing animals, fish and
raise cattle and reindeer. It requires

about elght cows to snpport a family,
four being milked In the summer and
two In the winter, The eattle are very
smail In size, and are fed with hay
in winter., Occasionally they are al-
lowed 1o go out when there is the
slightest break In the weather, but
tnelr teats are always carefully cov-
ered with felt,

Milk 15 the principal food. This 1a
sometimes supplemented with hares,
which are quite abundant, hut not very
rellshable, The houses are construct-
ed of wood covered with clay, and, ag
a rule, consist of only one rocm, In
which flve people and animals live to-
gether, The upper and wealthier class
are better provided with lodging and
food., As a race they are cxceedingly
courteous and very hospltable, and
they are excessively punectilious con-
cerning polnts of honor, such as the
proper place at table and at festivals.

Terrible Calamiiy,

New York, Nov, 10.—<In the gloom
of smoke, storm and fog that darken-
ed the rails of the Pennsylvania rail-
road early yesterday morning between
Jersey City and Harrlson a  belated
suburban traln daghed Into a gang of
workmen, killing eleven and Injuring

four. Flve others had remarkablo es-
capes,  All the victims lHved in .I’ernr.-';'l
Clty.

The accident happened two and
a half miles west of Jersey Clty, just |
beyond the Hackensack river bridge.
At that point there are four tracks,
two devoted to passenger and two to
frelght trafMe. At the =orth are the |
tracks of the Delaware, Lackawanna |
and Western rallroad. Foreman Quirk |
took out a gang of nineteen men at &
. m, to repair the west bound lrellht'
track at that place. Quirk saw that
the fog might mean danger, for he
sent nhead two men, Lawless and Doh-
arty, to give warning of approaching
tralns. Lawless was to go west and
Doherty east and cover all the tracks,
They were to shout warnings at the
approach of tralns, 7The passenger
tracks were kept busy with Incoming
suburban trains and the smoke and
steam from these trains helped to
mnlte the atmosphere more denge, |

Suddenly about 8:80 there was n
shout from lLawless, who was the ad-
vance guurd of the gang. “Traln cm'
No. 2, he cried. It was an eastbound |
frelght troin that came slowly leaving
behind a heavy pall of smoke. The
men who were scaltered along the
track jumped out of the way. Almost
all of them jumaped to the track No, 1,
the enstbound passenger track. The
heavy smoke enveloped them and the
men, many of them new hands on the
road, ehivered with fright, for they
could not see and could scarcely hear |
the approaching tralng that followed
tha freight.

Lawless, too, had jumped across to
track No. 1, keeplng all the time a
eharp look-out. Buddenly there was
o rumble of wheels and the shriek of
a whistle, The Millstone local, delay-
ed by fog, was coming along at tho
rate of forty miles an hour. Lawless
was struck and thrown thirty feet
awny, mangled and bleeding. On went
the train. DEngineer Van Nostrand
had searcely notlced the man's body
fiving through the alr when the en-
glne struck Doherty; then it ploughed
into the mass of cowering men wlho
stood huddled together on the track.

“It was an awful slght,” sald the
engineer later. “There was & maas
of legs and arms flying through the
alr, 1 was drenched with blood, 1
knew that something terrible had
happened and put on the air brakes
ns hard as possible.”

When the train came to a standstill
the passengers rushed out. The track
wos drenched in blood. The meadows
and the track looked like a battleftelil
coverad with bodies. The shrieks of
the dying drowned the cries of horrl-
fled passengers, Women fainted and |
men turned away in horror. Of the
Aineteen men nine were dead and six |
wounded.

Bomeons telephoned quickly to Jer-
sey City, Many of the boilles wera
writhing in mortal agony when placed
on the train and borne to the city, Two
of the wounded died on the way. A re-
llef train brought back the others,

WHEAT FIELDS OF THE FUTURE

Slberla May Soon Beée w Cowpetitor In
the World's Markets.

From the xew York Commercial Ad-
vertiser: No doubt the opening of the
wheat bearing regions of Siberia to
settlement will compel revised esti-
mates of our own contribution of this
cereal to the markets of Europe, if not
the amount grown for home use, The
Londom Morning Post publishes an ae-
count of the progress of the trans-Si-
berfan rallroad, In which it Is assert-
ed that by the end of pext month the
road will be completed as far as Irk-
utsk, and that the Russian government
will transport 200,000 peasants to Ter-
tile belts along the road for the pur-
pose of cultivating wheat. At the
same time rallway communleation
with the northern seaport of Archan-
gel 15 being made, with the object of
aldlug cheap cultivation by cheap
trapsportation to the European mar-
kets, The government will ald these
peasant colonists with Implements,and
will require only a tithe of their prod-
uee as rent,  The result of this expser-
fment {8 practically certaln to cause
a change in existing wheat areas.
Rusala has bLeen our chief competitor
in the Liverpool wheat market hither-
to, although Argentina and lndla have
also been asserting themselves, but the
new accession of wheat growing aren
will give Russia an advantage difficult
1o offset Unless our agricultural in-
tereats are prepared 10 meet the threat-

Curlons Old Fortiied Charches,

The Fortified Church of the Old Be-
lievers at Komareff, Russia, probably
was and still is, the strongest fortified
church in Europe. This sect was for
8 long time cruelly persecuted, and at
Intervals something approaching civil
war was waged. They had scveral
churches, and these were fortified and
turned Into castles. Several times
were the churches besleged, but In ev-
ery case they successfully resisted theé
attempts of the czar's troops to cap-
ture them. With the exception of the
Komareff church, the fortifications
huve been allowed to fall into decay,
but this place is still malntalned in
such a manner as to reslst a sloge,
large guns being monnted In points of
vantage, and ammunition belng kept
within the walls, The fortress church
of Luz, in the French department of
Hautes-Pyrenees, i3 surrounded by a
thick wall fifteon feet In helght, lLav-
Ing strong battlements on the top and
looplioles through which shots or mis-
slles conld be lurled against the ene-
my. Large guns were placed in po-
sitlon on the roof, while inside the
church was a etore of rifles, plstols,
cutlasses, ete. This church, which be-
longed to the Knights Templars, was
planted at Luz to guard the frontler,
and formed an outpost of Christians
aguinst the Saracens at first, and aft-
erwards against the Spanirds,

The Value of Sugar aa Food.

During the lasl Garman army
manoeuvres a series of experiments on
the value of sugar as food was carried
out by the chief Stafl-Doctor Lelten-
storfer. Twenty men were gelected
from the game company of each of the
three battallons, ten of whom were
subjected to the sugar dlet, while the
other ten recelved exactly the same ra-
tions as the rest of the company. In
choosing the men for the speclal Alet,
preference was given to those who
were without private means and were
weak corporeally,

The results of the experiment have
now been made known, According to
the officlal report the welght of tha
sugar men increased during the man-
oeuvres more than that of the “con-
trol” men. It was proved that during
the long marches the feellngs of hun-
ger could be kept down for a longer
time by the use of sugar, that the
sugar people suffered less from thirst
than the others and that a few pleces
of sugar sufficed to still thirst for a
conslderable time, It was also ob-
served that symptoms of exhaustion
or of sunstroke wers quickly over-
come by a small ratlon of sugar.

None of the men experimented upon
showed the slightest disinclination to
the new food during the whole course
of the trial.

As a practical result of thege ex-
periments, Dr. Leltenstorfer now ree-
ommends that sugar be consldered a
regular article of soldiers’ food, that
it be stored with the other provislona
for fortresses, hospltals, and ships, and
that, above all, soldlers on the march
ghould have a supply of it.

The Quality of Sall

It has generally Leen supposed that
gypsum, when used as a fertilizer, is
viluable largely because It attracts
molsture and furnlshes gome material
which nourlshes the plants in extreme-
ly dry weather, As a soll for produec-
Ing vegetation, It has never been con-
sldered, Indeed it has not been sup-
posed, ‘hat plants would grow in It,
but some experiments at agrioultural
stations show that plants will flourlsh
in pure gypsum and maks an almost
phenomenal growth. Graln and plants
were raised in this soll with most sur-
prising results,  Experiments also
bave been made In growing plants
and grain in clean, white sand, The
results of these efforts may, it Is sald,
almost revolutionize the growing of
certaln forms of vegetation, As 4 case
in point: Bome years ago a family
moved Into & new house which was
bullt upon an unpromising gypsum
bed. The mistress of the house was
extremely fond of flowers and bewalled
the fact that she could have no flower
garden, Finally her house plants be-
came so troublesome that she turned
them Into the sand bed, digging holes
and dropping them in regardless of or-
der or system, and left them, as she

Destroying Locuste.

The plague of locusts in the west
and porthwest nas become go serlons
that the mo«i strenuouy efforts are
be made to devise some means by
which they may be destroyad. One ex-
periment {8 identical with that em-~
ployed for destroying chinch bugs, A
number of Ingects are inoculated with
a fungus disease and turned loose
among the locusts in various localities,
The result Is that the disease spreads
rapldly and sweeps off entire colonles
of the Insects, Thiz moeans of ridding
the country of a pest |s a great dls-
covery, but it entalls possibllities that
are by no means agreeabls to contem-
plate, The sparrow was Imported to
destroy caterpillars, and now it has be-
come necessary In some localitles to
tiuke the most thorough measures to
get rid of the sparrows. As far as
the locusts are councerned, nothing
could be worse than thelr devastation,
and we may well take the chances on
clearing them out by the help of fme
ported fungus.

Many New Grasses

Many readers muay be surprised to
learn that large areas of land in the
southern states thar formerly seemed
to be unfitted for wvegetation have,
within the past ten years, been covered
with an abundance of grasses, which
now glve support to herds of sheep,
cattle and swine, These grasses have
been developed by the department of
agriculture, which has a grass farm at
Knoxville, Tennesses, where more than
160 kinds of grasees are being cultl-
vated for the benefit of farmers, to

known. Bome of these grasses come
from abroad, but a large number have
been ovtalned from the prairies of the
West and the Rocky mountaln regions.
Cattle-ralsing and farming In the

Not only
will this railway plerce to the heart
of China, but its terminals on the sea
will be the ports on the malnland
nearest to Manila, destined to become
the Ereat American trade mart of the
far Bast. Manila Is 600 miles away
from Hongkong, or less than three
days' steaming. even for slow tramp
ships. The rallroad will mnot run
stralght from Hankow to Canton, its
first port, but will follow a r.ute
which will make its length abeat 800
miles. Conton, the first port at which
4t @lll touch, Is the great commerclal
¢ity of Southern China. Hongkong Is
an island off the coast, but near (t,
and 1s, of course, the great RBritish
commerclal center of trade on 1 west
coast of the Pacific. The terminal of
the American road will be on the

The Belglan
rosll will have to pass over a country
where it will have its pathway beset
by erratic rivers and shifting gulljes,
The rivers are apt to change thelr
beds without warning, and the ravines
seem to be in a constant state of mu-
tation, No such obstacles confront the
Americans. The American line can
be Pullt, It is thought, for $30,000,000.

With the American rallroad com-
pletad It would not be long before a
regular line of river steumers would
be plying up and down the waters of
the Yang-tse-Kiang, carrying steam
navigation into the heart of China
and to the borders of Thibet, It was
only last June that China opened her
rivers to foreign craft,'so the fleld 18
virgin. In spite of the fact that for
many years little publie Interest has
been taken in the United States in the
Chifiese traffic, our volume of trade

with that country |8 second only to
that of Great Britaln, and is 156 per
cent of that of the whole world with
the “Flowery Kingdom,"

According to the pecullar statistics
which the Chinese custom authorities
keep, American goods coming into the
empire by way of Japan are credited
to Japan. If they come In by way of
Hongkong they are credited to that
place, The same rule Is followed re-
garding exports from China to the
United States—If they come by way of
some other country they are credited
to that country, Therefore it Is dif-
ficult to get at the exact value of our
entire trade with China, only the Jdi-
rect trade belng eredited to us. The
Germans, French and Russlans talk
much about thelr commercial Interests
In China. As a matter of fact the ox-

Japan Drawing|Closer to Western Powers.

On January 1, 1899, Japan will (pau-
gurate new treaty relations with the
western powers by putting into opera-
tion the new natlonal statutory tarift
and the conventional treaties with
Great Britaln, Germany, France and
Austro-Hungary, The new tariff com=
prises the schedules of rates on certaln
articles specified in the treatles with
the four powers named, and the gen-
eral statutory tariff enacted by the
diet, The conventional tariffs will
vontinue durlng the existence of the
treafles; the statutory tariff will be
subject to legisiative change at will
The United Siates and other treaty
powers, besldes those having conven-
tlonal tariffs, will enjoy all the bene-
fits of those tariffs by reason of the
“favored natlon clause™ in thelr treat-
les with Japan.

Following the custom of the founders
of the state, and In conformity with
the proclamation of the president of
the United States, I, Charles A, Culber-
gon, governor of the state of Texas, do
hereby designate Thursday, Nov, M,
1898, as a day of publie thanksgiving.

No dairyman should breed his cows
to a scrub bull, it It be possible to
get the services of a pure bred ani-
mul of & dalry type. Nelther ghould
& man that is trying to build up a
dufry herd breed his cowa to & bull
of a beef strain. This is perhaps more
| ommonly the error than that of breed-
ling to a promounced gerub, We have
known & Shorthorn Lull kept in &
|nelghborbood where milk dalries were
|plentiful and to recelve the patronage
(of most, If not all, of the milkmen,
(notwithstanding the fact that there
was a first-class Jersey bull In the lm-
medinte vielnlty, The cause for that
was that the gervices of the Jersey
{bull were two or three dollars higher
than those of the Shorthorn bull, Yet
the men that wera patronizing the
Shorthorn bull expected to get some-
thing wonderful in the way of milkers.
Bome of them wers quite surprised to
find, when sueh calves eame to the
point of glving milk, they In no wisc
kept pace with the expectations that
had been rolsed by the standards set
by thelr mothers. They wero good for
“heefers.” |t s true, and the butchers
often cast longing eyes at them, but
as milkers they were failures, Yet
that fact did not gcom to impreas the
dairymen to any great extent, They
seemed to think that getting a good
miiker wae a matter of chanee anyway

'class bulls by giving a liberal fee for
their services.
FProfit Lies In Pure Bred Cattle,
The Journal has sald that the de-
(mand for the best classes of cattle has
kept their prices well sustained, and
perhaps this is always true, says Texas
Stock and Farm Journal., There are
severnl reasons why it pays the best
to produce the best, One of thess {5
the condition presgented by the market
today, and, it might be said, presented
always, that Is, that the supply of
animals of the really cholee quality
{s 8o limited that they are put on a
market where practically they are
without competition. Cholee cattle
are now selling as high as at any time
during the year, but their number is
small. On the Chicago market cf Sept.
21 the cattle receipts are reported at
15,400, Of this number, 17 head were
good enough to bring $5.85 per 100
pounds, Only 16 head brought $5.50,
and only 205 others commanded over
$5.00. It s needless (o say that these
cattle were ripened for market at a
cost far below most of the fed cattle
that sold for much less. The differ-
ence lay mostly in the quality at the
very beginning. Those that command-
jed the highest price were of a beet
breed, early maturers, of a type that
not only takes on more flesh in pro-
portion to the feed consumed than s
possible to Inferior animals, even with
the most sclentific feeding, but that
developed largely In proportion Lo the
entire carcass those parts that supply
the cholcest cuts to the butcher. The
