Fire danger still present in cooler temperatures
Space heaters, smoke calls among top calls in winter months

Summer may be over, but the fire dan-
gers are not. While the calls pertain-
ing to grass fires and
other outdoor burning
should subside,

the seasonal focus.
“It seems our amount
of interior fire calls

and smokerelated calls &
tend to increase as the | ==

colder temperatures

move in,” Big Spring  Fire Chief
Fire Chief Craig Fer- Craig
guson. ‘“People are Ferguson

starting to use their
heaters and fireplaces for the first time,
before they have been serviced and all
that dust is burning off.”

According to Chief Ferguson one of
the most frequent calls received as the
colder temperatures arrive relate to

heating lamps being used to keep ani-
mals warm. These calls tend to result
in several fires each year.

“People want to keep their pets warm
and they will put heating lamps in, but
they forget to check them often and
keep the area around them cleared,” he
said. “Animals tend to knock the lamp
over and it ends up catching the grass,
hay or other flammable items around it
on fire.”

Chief Ferguson encourages those us-
ing heating lamps for their animals to
monitor them frequently and to keep a
three foot area around them clear.

“It is best to keep the heating lamps
away from the animals. Place them
somewhere they won’t be able to knock
them over and don’t forget to keep the
lamps at least three feet away from
flammable objects,” he said.

Extension cords are another fire haz-
ard when it comes to space heaters
and fire hazards. When using a space
heater it is highly encouraged to read

the instructions and use it according to
the manufacturer guidelines. The man-
ufacturer encourages space heaters to
not be used with extension cords.

“Space heater fires are typically our
number one call that we respond to
when the cold temperatures arrive,”
Ferguson said. “In addition to space
heaters, candles seem to be another
common occurance. Whenever you
are dealing with heaters and flames,
it’s important to keep the area around
them clear as possible.”

Eugene (Gene) Lewis, 82, of Mid-
land, Texas, passed away on Mon-
day, Nov. 4, 2019. He was born on
Dec. 21, 1936, in Lamesa, Texas to
Alton and Geraldine Lewis.

Gene’s early school years were
spent at Sparenburg Community
and Ackerly, Texas. He lived in
Big Spring from third through
seventh grades and then attended
school in Coahoma from eighth
through 12th grades. He gradu-
ated from Coahoma High School in 1956, where he
excelled in basketball. He was left handed, so his
classmates nicknamed him Lefty. He lived on the
O’Daniel Ranch where he helped his dad farm dur-
ing his high school years. He loved to hunt and
spent many hours roaming the 12 sections of the
ranch. At age 15, he was baptized into the Primitive
Baptist Church in Big Spring.

In the 67 years following his baptism, he never
faltered from his faith. Gene loved God, country,
family, friends, the Dallas Cowboys, Waylon Jen-
nings, old westerns and war movies and sci-fi mov-
ies, especially the old ones. He loved to hunt, read,
garden, and listen to old country music and gospel
music. Each time he heard the hymn, “Amazing
Grace”, his eyes filled up with tears.

He enjoyed KWEL Talk Radio where Craig An-
derson gave him the name “Frosty”. He was a fan
of the show from the beginning and gave his input
whether good or bad. He was very knowledgeable
about the history of World War II, having lost an
uncle in the conflict.

On Jan. 3, 1959, he married Molly Huggins at the
Primitive Baptist Church in Midland. They cel-
ebrated 60 years of marriage this year. His first
job was with the Midland Fire Department, and he
worked there for five and a half years.

He and his family moved to Irving, Texas in 1966,
where he worked on heavy equipment for Darr
Equipment and Buda Manufacturing. He and his
family moved back to Midland in 1975 to be near
family. He went to work for The Permian Corpora-
tion as a diesel mechanic and worked there for 13
and a half years, until his retirement.

TxDOT urges drivers to ‘End the Streak’ of daily deaths

Nov. 7, 2019 marks grim anniversary of the last deathless day on Texas roadways

AUSTIN — Julian Ekpanya
will someday smile while reel-
ing in his first fish. He will expe-
rience the joy of hitting his first
Little League homerun, learn to
ride a bike and eventually take
a prideful walk across a gradua-
tion stage. But his father won’t be
there for any of it.

Julian’s father, Endy, was a
Pearland police officer respond-
ing to a call on a Sunday morn-
ing, when his patrol car was
struck head-on by a wrong-way,
drunk driver. He died on the way
to the hospital. He was 31.

“Julian is five now, and he’s
started asking me, ‘When is
Daddy coming home? Where is
Daddy?’,” said Lucy Lugo Ekpa-
nya, Endy’s widow. “I tell him
that Daddy is on a very impor-
tant mission, he is protecting us,
he is our hero and he lives in our
hearts. He is in Heaven.”

November 7, 2000 was the last
deathless day on roadways in
Texas. That means for 19 years
straight, at least one person has
died every single day. Texas
Transportation Commission
and TxDOT officials held a press
conference in Houston today,
launching the annual #EndTheS-
treakTX campaign that asks all
Texans to join the effort to end
this deadly 19-year streak.

An average of 10 people die ev-
ery day in crashes in the state,
prompting Texas Transportation
Commissioner Laura Ryan to is-
sue a public challenge at today’s
press conference. Announcing
her "Texas Tag 10 Challenge,"
Ryan urged the crowd to tell 10
people about #EndTheStreakTX,

and then have each of those 10
tell another 10, causing a wave of
commitment and a surge of sup-
port for ending the fatal trend.

“I want to challenge everyone
here to tell 10 people right now
about #EndtheStreakTX,” Ryan
said. “Take out your phones and
let them know that you need their
help to #EndtheStreakTX. Text
them this message or share it on
social media and tag at least 10
people. Challenge them to share
the message with 10 of their
friends, and so on. Let’s not have
a 20th anniversary next Nov.7th”

TxDOT is asking people to
share personal stories of loved
ones lost in car crashes on their
social media pages using photo
and video testimonials with the
hashtag, #EndTheStreakTX. The
agency also will post statistics
for the public to repost on social
media outlets to help share this
important message.

“We all have the power to end
the streak of daily deaths on Tex-
as roadways,” Ryan said. “And
while we are committed to invest
in the best engineering practices
to make our roads safe, we also
need drivers and passengers to
act more responsibly and help
us end the streak of daily deaths
on our roads to reach our goal of
zero deaths by 2050.

TxDOT will dedicate an ad-
ditional $600 million for more
safety improvements along Tex-
as roadways over the next two
years. The effort includes widen-
ing some roads
and adding rum-
ble strips that
alert drivers if

they are veering out of their lane
or off the road. We will also add
reinforced shoulders and select
turn lanes, and deploy new tech-
nology that will increase safety
on the entire system of roads.

In May, the Texas Transporta-
tion Commission approved a goal
aiming to end all fatalities on
Texas roads by 2050, with an in-
terim goal to reduce them by half
by 2035. Texans can play a major
role in ending fatal crashes with
a few simple driving habits: wear
seat belts, drive the speed limit,
put away the phone and other dis-
tractions, and never drive under
the influence of alcohol or drugs.

“It’s heartbreaking to know
that every day for the past 19
years someone has lost a spouse,
child, friend or neighbor on our
state’s roadways,” said TxDOT
Executive Director James Bass.
“Ending this daily death streak
is a shared responsibility. While
we are committed to continue
making improvements to our
highway system, we all must
work toward ending preventable
crashes caused by drivers includ-
ing distracted driving, speeding
and drunk driving. Let’s make it
a priority to be safe, focused and
responsible behind the wheel.
Let’s end the streak.”

Since Nov. 7, 2000, fatalities re-
sulting from vehicle crashes on
Texas roadways have numbered
almost 67,000. The leading causes
of fatalities continue to be failure
to stay in one lane, alcohol and

speed.

- Bret Hart is the
author of a delight-
ful short story, "The
Luck of Roaring
Camp," which tells of
the birth of a baby boy
in a rough frontier
mining town of the
1880s. The mother died in child-
birth, and, since there was no oth-
er woman in the camp, the care
of the child fell to the rough min-
ers. A startling change came over
the once dissipated town; drink-
ing, gambling, and swearing were
curtailed as the hardened miners
grew tender-hearted in their con-
cern for the child's welfare. What
had once been a den of vice and vi-
olence became a model communi-
ty. The arrival of the child made a
dramatic difference on the life of
the little town.

About two thousand years
ago, another baby was born in
a small Judean village, and the
world has never been the same
since. Think of the impact the
birth of Christ has had. What a
difference His coming has made.
The pivotal point of history is the
incarnation of God in Jesus Christ
(Jn. 1:14). Let us consider some of
the differences His coming has
made.

* He raised the status of wom-
en. Before Christ, the exploita-
tion and abuse of women was the
rule. Women were often subordi-
nated to a state of drudgery hard-
ly better than a slave. They were
regarded as chattels to be bought

ment in parts of the world where
theteachings of Christ are notnow
generally accepted. Christ revolu-
tionized the status of women. The
modern feminist movement is in
reality a return to exploitation
because it repudiates the Chris-
tian principles which have been
the very basis for the gains wom-
en have made!

* He raised the level of moral-
ity and decency. Christ came into
a world brutalized by sin. Paul
paints an alarming picture of
the depravity of the first century
world (Rom. 1:24-31). To a world
steeped in murder, sensuality,
immorality, and perversion, Je-
sus brought a better way. He
did what moralist and philoso-
phers could not do; He died for
sin so men and women might be
cleansed of it (2 Cor. 5:24). Tragi-
cally, it seems the modern world
is determined to turn from Christ
and embrace the same pagan
vices which spelled ruin for an-
cient society. As Batsell Barret
Baxter has commented, "Christ
is the best hope for mankind...
Without Christ, our homes go
to pieces, and our personal lives
become confused, empty, and de-
spairing. Without Christ, society
is doomed."

He raised the hope and aspira-
tions of mankind. Jesus came be-
cause men were hopeless and help-
less (Eph. 2:12; Rom. 5:6). Men
knew they were sinners and yet
were helplesstodoanythingabout
it. God sent His only begotten
Son to ransom men from sin (Jn.
3:16). The hope of the world lies
in the fact that Jesus tasted death
for every man (Heb 2:9). He brings
hope to those who obey Him (Heb.
5:8-9). Jesus changed the world
by bringing people something to
live for, something to die for, and
something to hope for!

But, I realize something when I am with my childhood
friends. I realize we are all still on the journey. We started this journey
together as children in post-World War II. We were the first baby boom-
ers. We didn’t know what that meant. We just knew there were lots of
us. We have journeyed through the 60s, Viet Nam, Flower Power, the
moon landing, Watergate, floppy disks, the world wide web, the disso-
lution of the Soviet Union, Desert Storm, the dot com bust, 9/11, Iraq,
Afghanistan, and the Great Recession.

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Mormons in Mexico
A brief history of polygamy, cartel violence and faith

(THE CONVERSATION) Nine members
of a prominent Mormon family in northern
Mexico, all women and children, were gunned
down on Nov. 4 in territory whose control is
disputed by the Sinaloa Cartel and the La Lin-
ea militia.

Mexico, which has experienced highcrime
for over a decade, has seen violence surge in
recent weeks. On Oct. 17, a shootout in the city
of Culiacan involving the Sinaloa Cartel led
officials to release from custody Ovidio Guz-
man, the son of jailed drug kingpin Joaquin
“El Chapo” Guzman.

In the context of so much bloodshed, the
LeBaron killings are both highly unusual and
tragically quotidian.

Unlike most murder victims in Mexico, the
LeBarons are U.S. citizens and Mormons -
part of a religious community that broke away
from Utah’s Church of Latter-Day Saints years
ago. But, as many Mexican journalists have
written, the peace activism of family mem-
ber Julian LeBaron could also have made his
community a target. And the LeBarons have
a history of violent encounters with organized
crime.

Mormons in Mexican history

In my 2018 book on American- and Canadi-
an-based religious enclaves in Mexico, I re-
searched the Latter-Day Saints community
and the LeBaron Mormons of Chihuahua
state, near the U.S. border. Typically, these
communities’ members are somewhat reluc-
tant to talk to outsiders, beyond proselytizing.

But as a person of Mennonite background
with relatives in Mennonite colonies in Mex-
ico, I was able to interview members of the
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints —
the official name of the mainstream Mormon
church - in northern Mexico.

Along with the Romneys - relatives of Sen.
Mitt Romney, whose father was born in Mexi-
co — the LeBarons are among the most storied
families in Mormon history.

Members of Utah’s Latter-Day Saints com-
munity emigrated to Mexico in the 1880s to fol-
low their religious beliefs by living in polyga-
mous families, which was illegal in the United
States. Polygamy was illegal in Mexico, too,
but the government there offered a flexible
definition of family and did not enforce its an-
ti-polygamy laws.

Alma “Dayer” LeBaron, the patriarch, was
born in 1886 and grew up as a Latter-Day Saint
in Colonia Dublan, Chihuahua. In 1904, he
married a women from nearby Colonia Juarez.
She left him when he sought a polygamous
marriage.

LeBaron fled the Mexican Revolution for

Utah in 1912, where he married two women -
Maude McDonald and Onie Jones — and had
what’s been described as “a large family of
sons.”

LeBaron and his big family returned to Mex-
ico in 1924 to find that their Latter-Day Saint
neighbors did not welcome their polygamy.
So LeBaron established his own colony, called
LeBaron, in Chihuahua, Mexico. Today it
stretches approximately six miles along a mu-
nicipal highway and is four miles wide, sur-
rounded by fields. LeBaron also began his own
Mormon church.

Poverty and conflicts

For 50 years, the LeBarons migrated back
and forth across the Mexico-U.S. border, with
Alma’s sons serving as missionaries evange-
lizing on behalf of the Church of Jesus Christ
of Latter-Day Saints.

But the community struggled with poverty
and, starting in the 1970s, ran into land con-
flicts with a nearby farming community that
had been granted land by the government after
the Mexican Revolution.

The LeBaron colony’s land may have been
illegally purchased from this neighboring
land grant. Area peasants called the LeBar-
ons “American invaders” and destroyed their
fences. This allowed cattle into the LeBaron’s
fields, damaging their crops.

Judges in Mexico, however, sided with the
LeBarons, whom they saw as productive mem-
bers of the local economy. The land clashes
between Mormon and Mexican ranchers have
largely dissipated, though a flare-up occurred
just last year.

After Alma Dayer LeBaron died in 1951, his
sons - Joel, Ross, Ervil and Verlan - disagreed
over the future of the church Alma had es-
tablished, leading to violence within the fam-
ily and the formation of new fundamentalist
groups.

Ervil LeBaron was arrested and convicted
for the 1972 murder of his brother Joel. That
verdict was later overturned, but in 1981, a
Utah court convicted Ervil of a different mur-
der. He died in prison in 1981.

Members of this community report enduring
beatings, underage marriage and other abuse,
as the escapee Anna
LeBaron recounts in
her 2017 memoir “The
Polygamist’s Daugh-
ter.”

The LeBarons have
also been victims of vio-
lence. In 2009, 16-year-
old Eric LeBaron was
kidnapped by drug traf-
fickers. His family suc-
cessfully lobbied the
government for help|
and secured his release.
In retaliation, a cartel

We seek the power of the world be-
cause it teaches us that weakness
is bad. It teaches us that our great-
est losses will come as a result of
our weaknesses. But the truth of
the gospel teaches us something
entirely different.

The world and it's philosophy
of the power of positive thinking
and self-esteem are attractive to
us because Christ is not real to us.
We tend to reject the fact that His
strength is made perfect in our
weakness.

What makes Christ real to us?
What opens our eyes to be able to
see Him with eyes of faith? Our
weak and sinful humanity - this
is what makes Christ real to us. If
we are strong and capable of doing
life on our own, then Christ be-
comes nothing more than a shad-
ow, a myth, and in many cases, a
hindrance to the lifestyle we work
so hard to live by in our own mer-
its and strength.

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killed Eric LeBaron’s brother Benjamin LeB-
aron and brother-in-law Luis Widmar in 2011.

Frustrated by violence, another brother, Ju-
lian LeBaron, that year joined a high-profile
peace movement founded by the poet Javier
Sicilia.

LeBaron and Sicilia reportedly fell out in
2012. But after the murder of Julian’s cousin
and other family members on Nov. 4, Sicilia
wrote a condolence letter encouraging Julian
to “uncover the barbaric reality.”

Integration in Mexico

As their peace activism shows, the LeBarons
are more integrated in Mexican society than
other religious minority groups I've studied.

The LeBarons have long sought connections
with fellow Mexicans to proselytize about
their beliefs. And 39-year-old Alex LeBaron,
from this community, has worked for the gov-
ernment of Chihuahua. From 2015 to 2018, he
was even an elected official. Alex LeBaron also
married a Mexican woman, Brenda Rios, in a
Catholic ceremony.

Like other northern Mexicans, the LeBar-
ons are a thoroughly cross-border community.
Much of their purchasing power in Mexico
comes from remittances sent by male relatives
who work in the U.S.

Like their neighbors, too, the LeBarons are
vulnerable to the violence that surrounds
them. Mexico’s death toll in 2019 is on pace
to exceed the 33,341 murders seen in 2018. In
spite of a new National Guard established to
fight crime, last year was Mexico’s deadliest
year since modern record-keeping began.

Violence in Chihuahua state, where homi-
cides had dropped markedly in recent years is
rebounding.

So the LeBarons may have an uncommon
backstory. But from kidnappings to gruesome
murders, they share a familiarity with tragedy
that far too many Mexicans know far too well.

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Lady Hawks turnovers costly against Cisco

Following a heartbreaking overtime loss on Tues-
day night, the Howard Lady Hawks were back in
action on Wednesday.

In a common trend to begin the season, turnovers
continued to halt their offensive momentum as the
Lady Hawks fell to the Wranglers 52-46.

“This team really turns the ball over a lot,” Lady
Hawks head coach Earl Diddle said. “We're not
very good at turnovers and were not very good
passers. I don’t think any team can recover from
29 turnovers. We are really struggling in passing,
dribbling, and decision-making areas right now.”

The Lady Hawks performance on Tuesday night
was the third time this season that they have
turned the ball over 25-plus times. Each player who
logged a minute for Howard recorded at least one
turnover on the night. Matched up against some
physical and bigger teams to start the season, the
Lady Hawks have been unable to control posses-
sion on a consistent basis.

“We have not mastered the art of passing,” Diddle
said. “We haven’t mastered eye discipline. It has
been on us all year and it’s something we live with
and suffer from.”

Cisco head coach Amber Taylor believes the
Wranglers took advantage of their opportunities
on Tuesday night and performed with great effort

throughout the entire 40 minutes.

“That’s something we talk about,” Taylor said.
“We talk about defense more than about offense.
That’s just us playing hard and part of us playing
hard was forcing those turnovers.”

With the game tied late in the fourth, the Wran-
glers began to dominate the paint on both sides of
the ball. For a second night in a row, a late game
collapse has prevented the Lady Hawks from add-
ing to the win column.

Forward Jazz Bethea showed her prowess for
driving to the basket throughout the matchup.
Bethea led the team in points and rebounds while
undoubtedly having the best shot selection of any
Howard player.

After hoisting up 17 three-pointers in only the first
quarter on Tuesday night, head coach Earl Diddle
stressed to his team that they are not as perimeter-
savvy as they have been playing. The Lady Hawks
attempted only 14 three-point shots on Wednesday
night against the Wranglers, with a much more ef-
ficient final stat line from beyond the arc.

“Ithink that was encouraging,” Diddle said. “Our
shot selection got a little better.”

In addition to the team having struggles from the
three-point line, the Lady Hawks have also failed to
rebound the ball as effectively as they want on the
offensive and defensive side. With an undersized
front court and guards who tend to stay on the pe-

rimeter, the Lady Hawks will need to adapt to cre-
ate more space and be more physical on the block.

“The equalizer to size is movement,” Diddle said.
“And we failed to move those kids. We just went
four-out, one-in and threw the ball to the post and
the girl didn’t foul and blocked their shots. We have
got to become a screen-and-cutting team.”

Before heading to southeast Texas for a pair of
games this weekend, Diddle will surely be imple-
menting a new plan for his team to follow. After
the disappointing performance on Tuesday night,
there is optimism that the Lady Hawks can turn
the corner.

For right now, Diddle thinks playing good bas-
ketball and reducing the turnovers is the only way
his team will improve this season. Even with the
close games the Lady Hawks have been in, the head
coach does not see his team’s performance in close
games as something to be confident about.

“I think it’s where we’re at at this point in time,”
Diddle said. “We’re going to continue to coach. The
players have to continue to develop. But there is no
answer to 29 turnovers.”

The Lady Hawks travel this weekend to take on
Coastal Bend College and Victoria College in their
home gyms.

After a disappointing start to the season, the Lady
Hawks will be looking to bounce back on this road
trip.

The rookie Paschall was challenged
with guarding Harden for much of
the game.

"It's just hard because he's so dy-
namic and he's a great passer," Pas-
chall said. "And during his (isolation
plays), you can't really touch him be-
cause he's so smart on how he draws
the fouls. As a team, we did a good job
in the first half, but then he got hot
and started hitting 3s."

Already reeling from injuries to
Splash Brothers Stephen Curry (bro-
ken hand) and Klay Thompson (knee
surgery) and the loss of Kevin Durant,
the Warriors were without D'Angelo
Russell (sprained right ankle) and
Draymond Green (torn ligament in
left index finger) for a third straight
game. Russell, who sat on the Golden
State bench, could return Friday,
Warriors coach Steve Kerr said.

Golden State fell to 2-6 for the first
time in eight years.

Both teams struggled with their
shooting for spurts of the first half,
but late in the second quarter, Hard-
en drilled a deep 3-pointer where he
was also fouled. That shot fired up
both Harden and the Toyota Center
crowd, including rapper Travis Scott,
who was sitting courtside.

Houston led 63-52 at the half, thanks
in large part to Harden's 24 first-half
points, but also Golden State's 38.8%
shooting from the field.

There were seven lead changes in
the first half before Houston started
to pull away.

To open up the second half, the

Rockets held the Warriors to just
three field goals in the first seven
minutes of the third quarter and built
a lead as large as 23 points. They en-
tered the fourth quarter leading 98-83.

"I didn't like our shot selection as
a team tonight," Kerr said. "I didn't
think we played for each other. I
thought we were driving to try to
score instead of driving to try to score
instead of driving to try to move the
ball to someone on the team who can
make the next play."

Warriors: C Kevon Looney will like-
ly miss at least the next two weeks
with a nerve condition that has kept
him out the last six games, the War-
riors said.

(Westbrook). Everything's very dif-
ferent. It's early in the season, and ev-
erybody is trying to figure out what's
what." — Warriors coach Steve Kerr
on playing at the Toyota Center less
than six months removed from a se-
ries-winning Game 6 victory in the
Western Conference semifinals.

SHAPING UP

D'Antoni said some of Houston's
early struggles have been related to
issues with conditioning. He took
part of the blame for saving his play-
ers' legs in the preseason and limit-
ing practices but said he believes the
shooting, the energy and the defense
will improve once the conditioning
comes around. Harden said the condi-
tioning is a work in progress.

"We're getting there game by game.
We don't really practice a lot, we're
a vet team. (D'Antoni) leaves it up to
us to go out there and compete at a
high level. We work on our condition
in that way. Individually, we have
to make sure we're on that, and as a
team, we have to make sure we're on
that."

gives you only a 61 percent chance
for four tricks. A first-round finesse
of the nine is therefore the better
play.

If you needed only three tricks in
the suit, the best method of play
would be the king, followed by a
finesse of the jack. This would yield
a 94 percent chance of success. It
would also be the best way to play if
you needed all five tricks in the suit,
but the chance of success would be a
meager 18 percent.

3. If you finesse the jack, you
have a 37 percent chance of scoring
seven tricks. If you cash the A-K,
hoping to catch the queen, you have
only a 33 percent chance of success.
The finesse is therefore the better
play.

4. Lead the deuce and, if your
left-hand opponent follows low,
finesse dummy’s nine.

Today is Friday, Nov. 8, the
312th day of 2019. There are
53 days left in the year.

Today’s Highlight in History:
On Nov. 8, 2000, a statewide
recount began in Florida,
which emerged as critical in
deciding the winner of the
2000 presidential election.
Earlier that day, Vice President
Al Gore had telephoned Texas
Gov. George W. Bush to con-
cede, but called back about an
hour later to retract his con-
cession.

On this date:

On Nov. 8, 1861, during the
Civil War, the USS San Jacin-
to intercepted a British mail
steamer, the Trent, and de-
tained a pair of Confederate
diplomats who were enroute
to Europe to seek support for
the Southern cause. (Although
the Trent Affair strained re-
lations between the United
States and Britain, the matter
was quietly resolved with the
release of the diplomats the
following January.)

In 1864, President Abraham
Lincoln won re-election as he
defeated Democratic challeng-
er George B. McClellan.

In 1923, Adolf Hitler launched
his first attempt at seizing pow-
er in Germany with a failed
coup in Munich that came to
be known as the “Beer-Hall
Putsch”

In 1950, during the Korean
War, the first jet-plane battle
took place as U.S. Air Force Lt.
Russell J. Brown shot down a
North Korean MiG-15.

In 1960, Massachusetts Sen.
John F. Kennedy defeated Vice
President Richard M. Nixon
for the presidency.

In 1972, the premium cable
TV network HBO (Home Box
Office) made its debut with a
showing of the movie “Some-
times a Great Notion”

In 1974, a federal judge in
Cleveland dismissed charges
against eight Ohio National
Guardsmen accused of violat-
ing the civil rights of students
who were killed or wounded
in the 1970 Kent State shoot-
ings.

In 1987, 11 people were
killed when an Irish Republi-
can Army bomb exploded as
crowds gathered in Enniskil-
len, Northern Ireland, for a
ceremony honoring Britain’s
war dead.

In 1994, midterm elections re-
sulted in Republicans winning
a majority in the Senate while
at the same time gaining con-
trol of the House for the first
time in 40 years.

In 2002, the UN. Security
Council unanimously ap-
proved  Resolution 1441,
aimed at forcing Saddam Hus-
sein to disarm or face “seri-
ous consequences.” President
George W. Bush said the new
resolution presented the Iraqi
regime “with a final test”

In 2004, after a decade, the
US. dollar was eliminated
from circulation in Cuba.

In 2016, Republican Donald
Trump was elected America’s
45th  president, defeating
Democrat Hillary Clinton in
an astonishing victory for a ce-
lebrity businessman and polit-
ical novice. Republicans kept
their majorities in the Senate
and House.

Ten years ago: The embattled
president of Afghanistan,
Hamid Karzai, pledged there
would be no place for corrupt
officials in his new administra-
tion, as demanded by the U.S
and its international partners.
Five years ago: President
Barack Obama introduced his
choice for U.S. attorney gener-
al, Brooklyn federal prosecu-
tor Loretta Lynch, to succeed
Eric Holder. Two Americans
held by North Korea, Matthew
Miller of Bakersfield, Cali-
fornia, and Kenneth Bae of
Lynnwood, Washington, were
released into the custody of
James Clapper, the director of
U.S. national intelligence.

One year ago: Tens of thou-
sands of people fled a fast-
moving wildfire in Northern
California that would become
the state’s deadliest ever, kill-
ing 86 people; authorities said
the community of Paradise
had been nearly destroyed
by the flames. In a Supreme
Court ceremony attended by
President Donald Trump and
new acting Attorney General
Matthew Whitaker, the court
welcomed new Justice Brett
Kavanaugh, who had joined
the high court the previous
month. The Christie’s auction
house said a wheelchair used
by physicist Stephen Hawking
had sold at auction for nearly
$400,000, with proceeds going
to two charities.

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Astros president Ryan shifts to lesser role with team

HOUSTON (AP) — Astros president Reid Ryan is shifting to a lesser role in
the organization and owner Jim Crane's son is joining the executive team,
moves announced 11 days after Crane apologized to a Sports Illustrated report-
er and retracted a statement by the club accusing her of trying to "fabricate a
story."

Crane said Thursday he was bringing in his son, Jared, to get more experi-
ence and to help in the organization. Crane maintained the moves were not
related to the incident with SI or the firing of an assistant general manager.

"It's a family issue. I have an older son that's very good, very bright, and has
got some experience but he hasn't been around it, and I want to start teaching
him," said Crane, who turns 66 in January and has owned the team for eight
years. "I've been working a long time, and very hard a long time, and I have
other stuff, and so he's just coming in to lend a hand."

The team said that Ryan's new role as executive adviser of business rela-
tions will allow him "more opportunities to focus on his other business ven-
tures while remaining an important part of the Astros organization."

Jim Crane said Ryan has done a good job for the Astros and will be helping
his son and working with the executive team. Crane said it was a "very ami-
cable" situation.

Ryan's father, Hall of Famer Nolan Ryan, told Fox 26 of Houston on Thursday
that he was leaving his role as executive adviser that he had held since 2014.

"I will not be back with the club and will leave it at that," Ryan wrote in a text
to the station.

Major League Baseball approved Crane's purchase of the club from Drayton

McLane in November 2011. The Astros won the World Series title in 2017, then
won 107 games during the regular season this year and got back to another
World Series. They lost in Game 7 at home to the Washington Nationals last
week.

Assistant general manager Brandon Taubman was fired for directing inap-
propriate comments at female reporters during a clubhouse celebration after
the team beat the New York Yankees to win the AL pennant on Oct. 19. The
Astros have not identified which team officials approved the initial statement
criticizing SI on Oct. 21. Taubman issued a statement through the club the
following day in which he apologized for using "inappropriate language." The
Astros fired him on Oct. 24.

Reid Ryan was hired as the Astros president in May 2013. He also is part of
the ownership group of Triple-A Round Rock.

"Jim Crane has been a great owner for the city of Houston, and I thank him
for the opportunity to lead the Houston Astros organization," Reid Ryan said
in a statement released by the team. "Thank you to the many employees, fans,
and partners that have supported this team during my tenure as president.
Baseball is about bringing joy to people's lives and I take pride in knowing that
we have made so many memories for our fans. While my role has changed, I
