Five players scored in double digits, every starter 
recorded a steal, and the Howard Hawks rolled to a 
109-70 home win over DFW Prep on Saturday after-
noon inside the Dorothy Garrett Coliseum. 

"We did some good things," Hawks assistant coach 

Junsie Cotten said. "I thought some guys got the op-
portunity to step up and get some playing time that 
they hadn't gotten throughout the year. I was really 
pleased with their mindset and they got some reps 
in some games and we're going to need that com-
ing down the stretch, especially in-conference. We 
have some things that we can work on but overall 
I was pleased." 

The Hawks shooters got hot early and never let 
their foot off of the gas. Coming off of the bench, 
sophomore guard Dominik Fragala stepped onto 
the court in the first half and drilled five three-
pointers without a miss while tying for the team 
lead with 17 points on only six shots. But Fragala 
was not the only Hawk to heat up from the floor in 
the first half. Forward Lacey Watson was all over 
the court dishing out accurate passes, disrupting 
the Bullhogs offense with an emphatic block, slam-
ming down a powerful alley-oop, and piling up 15 
points in the process. Starting point guard Tucson 
Redding notched 10 points in the first half and fin-
ished the contest with 17 points and six assists.

"We have some guys who can play multiple posi-
tions, do multiple things, you can see that we can 
shoot the ball really well," Cotten said. "This team 
is gelling at the right time. They play for one an-
other and as a coach, that's what you like."

Some players who have not gotten many minutes 
this season also stepped up in the big win over the 
weekend. Forward Mike Asante was a force down 
low, making his presence felt inside the paint on 
both offense and defense. The big man who is com-
ing off of an injury stepped up to the challenge and 
was one of the Hawks who scored in double digits. 
Asante collected 10 points and 6 rebounds while 
stepping into the role of an intimidating presence 
that the Hawks have needed from their front-court. 

"He's getting some minutes now," Cotten said ap-
provingly. "He's coming off of an injury so that's 
why we wanted to get him out there and get him 

into game shape. You can train and do all that stuff 
but there is nothing like game-shape and I was re-
ally, really pleased with how he played." 

The Hawks shot an astounding 52-percent from 
beyond the arc in the game with five players drain-
ing two or more three-pointers. As the season has 
progressed, the Hawks have started to find out 
which rotations work the best and which players 
fit certain roles. In the midst of a four-game win-
ning streak, Howard will be traveling to the An-
gelina Thanksgiving Classic coming up later this 
week in Lufkin. The Hawks (7-3) will have an op-
portunity to continue to progress and gel as a team. 
After playing 10 games together, the Hawks body 
language and support for each other from the side-
line is a noticeable improvement from the begin-
ning of the season. 

Eliminating turnovers take on an added empha-
sis in the practices leading up to their Thanksgiv-
ing tournament. While the Hawks have the ability 
to score quickly and trim or extend a lead easily, 
taking care of the ball better will assist the Hawks 
offense in keeping momentum on their side as the 
season moves on and the schedule becomes tough-
er. In the meantime, the Hawks will celebrate their 
recent success and will be working hard to keep 
improving as a team without growing content. 

"I'm always happy with a win," Cotten said. "But 
just to see the smiles on those kid's faces in there 
and just knowing that they lean on one another, 
and some guys got some opportunities to play to-
night that they normally didn't get, which will give 
them more opportunities down the line."

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Hawks improve to 7-3 after win over DFW

FOXBOROUGH, Mass. (AP) — 
Few teams have had success scoring 
touchdowns against the Patriots this 
season.

Add the NFL's top-ranked offense to 
that list.

The Patriots held the Cowboys with-
out a TD for the first time this season, 
Tom Brady threw a touchdown pass 
and New England beat Dallas 13-9 on 
Sunday.

It was New England's 18th straight 
regular-season victory at home. The 
Patriots (10-1) have won 10 games in 
17 consecutive seasons dating back to 
2003 and surpassed the San Francisco 
49ers (16 seasons from 1983-98) for the 
most consecutive years with at least 
10 wins.

Dallas (6-5) had a chance to take the 
lead late. But facing fourth-and-11 on 
its own 25 with 1:50 left, Dak Prescott's 
20-yard completion to Amari Cooper 
was nullified after an official review.

The Patriots, who struggled offen-
sively in their win over Philadelphia 
last week, played without two key 
receivers after Mohamed Sanu and 
Phillip Dorsett were ruled out with 
injuries. Brady made the most of what 
he had, tossing a first-quarter touch-
down pass to rookie N'Keal Harry and 
completing a 32-yard pass to rookie 
Jakobi Meyers.

Brady finished 17 of 37 for 190 yards. 
Julian Edelman caught eight passes 
for 93 yards. Sony Michel rushed 20 
times for 85 yards.

Brady has been critical of the of-

fense's output in recent weeks. Com-
ing away with wins is enough for him 
right now.

"I think every team develops at dif-
ferent times," Brady said. "I think we 
take the challenges as they come and 
try to do the best we can. ... I'm happy 
we came away with more points than 
them."

Cowboys coach Jason Garrett said 
the wet and windy conditions on the 
field, which included temperatures 
that dipped into the 30s, played a fac-
tor.

"Obviously no excuses. But the 
weather had an impact on both of-
fenses," he said. "A lot of balls on the 
ground, a lot of balls going off receiv-
ers' hands. I thought our guys han-
dled it better and better as the game 
went on."

But not well enough.
Dallas struggled to move the ball 

for most of the game. Ezekiel Elliott 
rushed 21 times or 86 yards, but the 
Cowboys were just 2 of 13 on third 
down.

Prescott finished 19 of 33 for 212 
yards and an interception. Cooper 
was held without a catch for the first 
time as a member of the Cowboys.

Dallas entered the game averaging 
444.6 yards per game on offense and 
had the league's best passing attack, 
averaging 312.7 yards.

But the Cowboys looked pedestrian 
for most of the first half opposite New 
England's top-ranked defense, which 
came in allowing just 152.6 passing 
yards.

The Patriots focused on taking 
away two of Prescott's favorite targets 

in Cooper and tight end Jason Witten. 
Prescott threw in their direction just 
twice in the opening half, while most-
ly checking down to short passes.

Elliott helped the Cowboys keep the 
ball moving, but his long gains were 
limited as New England stacked the 
box on first and second down.

"It was frustrating," Elliott said. 
"Just gotta find a way to score."

Dallas finally found some traction 
trailing 13-6 in the fourth quarter 
when Prescott connected with Ran-
dall Cobb for a 59-yard gain to get the 
Cowboys to the New England 25.

The drive stalled on the Patriots 11 
and the Cowboys settled for a 29-yard 
field goal by Brett Maher.

New England got help from a spe-
cial teams play to set up Harry's TD.

Matt Slater blocked Chris Jones' 
punt on the Dallas 30, and Nate Ebner 
recovered on the 12. Two plays later, 
Brady hit Harry in the front of the 
end zone for a 10-yard touchdown — 
the first of Harry's NFL career.

"I'm definitely not satisfied yet," 
Harry said. "Anybody who knows me 
knows I'm about to turn it up a notch. 
To set the bar higher. I'm ready to get 
back to work."

Prescott was intercepted by Stephon 
Gilmore on Dallas' ensuring drive. 
The Patriots took over on the Dallas 
29, but quickly went three-and-out. 
They settled for a 44-yard field goal by 
Nick Folk that made it 10-0.

RECORD WATCH
Harry became the 75th player to 

catch a touchdown pass from Brady, 
extending an NFL record. Vinny Tes-

taverde was second, with 70 different 
TD targets.

A first-round draft choice from Ari-
zona State, Harry made his debut last 
week after spending time on injured 
reserve with an ankle injury.

It was the 15th touchdown pass of 
the season for Brady. That's a record 
for a player after his 42nd birthday.

JONES VENTS
Cowboys owner Jerry Jones said 

he was frustrated the team didn't per-
form better on a day it had a chance to 
gain some distance in the NFC East.

"Make no mistake: This was a big-
ger game for us than it is for the Pa-
triots," he told reporters in a lengthy 
session in an equipment closet off 
the visitors' locker room. "We had a 
chance to establish something. I'm 
just frustrated. I thought we could put 
together a better effort."

Jones said he got what he expected 
out of the defense and seemed willing 
to give the offense a bit of a pass be-
cause of the foul weather. But the spe-
cial teams came under scrutiny for al-
lowing a blocked punt, missing a field 
goal and blowing 20 yards of field po-
sition with a penalty on another punt.

"Special teams is 100 percent coach-
ing," he said.

Pats hold Cowboys’ No. 1 offense without TD in 13-9 win

HOUSTON (AP) — Dallas coach Rick Carlisle 
didn't want his team to get overexcited about its 
convincing victory over the Houston Rockets on 
Sunday.

He was, however, quick to note the importance of 
the victory.

"This is a big win. There's no question about that," 
Carlisle said. "You come in here, this is a big-time 
place to play and you're playing against great play-
ers. So our guys deserve credit but this is a process 
and it's day by day and week by week and we've got 
to continue to go for daily improvement."

Luka Doncic scored 41 points, Tim Hardaway Jr. 
added a season-high 31 and the Mavericks never 
trailed in the 137-123 romp.

The Mavericks scored 45 points in the first quar-
ter and were up 78-60 at halftime. Hardaway had 19 
in the half, Doncic 17 and Kristaps Porzingis 15.

"That first quarter killed us," Houston's P.J. Tuck-
er said.

James Harden was asked what Houston did 
wrong defensively.

"Everything," he said. "We allowed them to do 
whatever they wanted to do from the beginning of 
the game and when you give a team like that com-
fort ... they gain confidence. And that's what they 
did."

The Mavericks have won five straight, scoring at 
least 137 in the last three. Houston has lost three 
straight after winning eight in a row.

Dallas knew that the Rockets had a quick turn-
around after playing a game in Los Angeles on Fri-
day night and focused on getting off to a good start.

"It was important," Hardaway said. "We wanted to 
make sure we came out of the gate with some fire-
power, some energy."

The Mavericks got a dunk from Dwight Powell 
to push the lead to 11 early in the fourth quarter. 
Houston used a 6-0 run after that shot to get to 110-
105 with 9 minutes to go.

Doncic ended the run with a jump shot, but Rus-
sell Westbrook added a basket seconds later to cut 
it to five again.

Dallas was still up by 5 later in the quarter be-
fore scoring the next five points, with a dunk from 
Hardaway, to make it 119-109 midway through pe-

riod, and Houston didn't get close again.
James Harden had 32 points for Houston but was 

just 2 of 15 on 3-pointers in a game where the Rock-
ets made 10 of 44 3-point attempts.

The Mavericks had extended the lead to 16 later 
in the fourth when Doncic scored six points in a 
row, capped by a 3-pointer to make it 132-113 with 
about 3 1/2 minutes to go.

Dallas led by 20 in the third quarter before Hous-
ton scored the next seven points, with a 3-pointer 
from Tucker, to get to 89-76 midway through the 
period.

The Mavericks were up by 16 later in the third af-
ter two free throws by Dorian Finney-Smith before 
Tucker made consecutive baskets to cut the lead to 
103-91.

Harden added two free throws, but Hardaway 
made a jump shot seconds later to make it 105-93.

Westbrook made a basket to wrap up the third 
quarter and cut the lead to 10 entering the fourth.

Today in History
Today is Monday, Nov. 25, 
the 329th day of 2019. There 
are 36 days left in the year.
Today’s Highlight in History:
On Nov. 25, 1986, the Iran-
Contra affair erupted as Pres-
ident Ronald Reagan and At-
torney General Edwin Meese 
revealed that profits from 
secret arms sales to Iran had 
been diverted to Nicaraguan 
rebels.
On this date:
In 1783, the British evacuated 
New York during the Revolu-
tionary War.
In 1914, baseball Hall of 
Famer Joe DiMaggio was 
born in Martinez, California.
In 1915, a new version of 
the Ku Klux Klan, targeting 
blacks, Jews, Catholics and 
immigrants, was founded by 
William Joseph Simmons.
In 1947, movie studio execu-
tives meeting in New York 
agreed to blacklist the “Hol-
lywood Ten” who’d been cited 
for contempt of Congress the 
day before.
In 1961, the first nuclear-
powered aircraft carrier, USS 
Enterprise, was commis-
sioned.
In 1963, the body of Presi-
dent John F. Kennedy was 
laid to rest at Arlington Na-
tional Cemetery; his widow, 
Jacqueline, lighted an “eter-
nal flame” at the gravesite.
In 1980, Sugar Ray Leonard 
regained the World Box-
ing Council welterweight 
championship when Roberto 
Duran abruptly quit in the 
eighth round at the Louisiana 
Superdome.
In 1999, Elian Gonzalez, a 
5-year-old Cuban boy, was 
rescued by a pair of sport 
fishermen off the coast of 
Florida, setting off an inter-
national custody battle.
In 2001, as the war in Af-
ghanistan entered its eighth 
week, CIA officer Johnny 
“Mike” Spann was killed 
during a prison uprising in 
Mazar-e-Sharif, becoming 
America’s first combat casu-
alty of the conflict.
In 2002, President George 
W. Bush signed legislation 
creating the Department of 
Homeland Security, and ap-
pointed Tom Ridge to be its 
head.
In 2008, former NFL quarter-
back Michael Vick pleaded 
guilty to a Virginia dogfight-
ing charge, receiving a three-

year suspended sentence.
In 2016, Fidel Castro, who 
led his rebels to victorious 
revolution in 1959, embraced 
Soviet-style communism and 
defied the power of 10 U.S. 
presidents during his half-
century of rule in Cuba, died 
at age 90.
Ten years ago: Toyota said it 
would replace the gas ped-
als on 4 million vehicles in 
the United States because the 
pedals could get stuck in the 
floor mats and cause sudden 
acceleration.
Five years ago: Attorneys 
for Michael Brown’s fam-
ily vowed to push for federal 
charges against the Ferguson, 
Missouri, police officer who 
killed the unarmed 18-year-
old, a day after a grand jury 
declined to indict Darren 
Wilson. (The Justice Depart-
ment later declined to pros-
ecute Wilson.) President 
Barack Obama sharply re-
buked protesters for racially 
charged violence in Fergu-
son, saying there was no ex-
cuse for burning buildings, 
torching cars and destroying 
other property.
One year ago: U.S. border 
agents fired tear gas on hun-
dreds of migrants protesting 
near the border with Mexico 
after some of them tried to get 
through the fencing and wire 
separating the two countries; 
U.S. authorities temporarily 
shut down the border cross-
ing from Tijuana, Mexico, 
where thousands were wait-
ing to apply for asylum. The 
nation’s deadliest wildfire in 
a century was declared fully 
contained after burning for 
more than two weeks; it had 
killed 85 people and de-
stroyed thousands of homes 
in and around the Northern 
California town of Paradise.
