It bears much
the same relation to “literary Chi-
nese’’ that Hindustani does to Sanse
krit; or, better still, that the Viennese
dinlect does to German. The emper-
or of China on formal occaslons, de-
seanting on funerals, Confuciug, filial
plety, and so on, is llke E. J, Dillon's
French president, descanting on “right
civilizatlon and justice,” The real
human Manchu emperor making broad
Jokes In the coarse Peking brogue,
cracking melon seeds and puffing at
his water pipe withal, may be com-
pared with hls majesty, the Emperor
Francis Joseph with a feather in his
billycock and a pot of Pilsener beer
before him, smoking a long, coarse,
Itallan Avana da quindlei with g straw
run through it, and exchanging re-
partees with hls private cronles in
plquant Viennese, The Manchus like
sport, good living and fresh alr; they
neither care nor profess to care one
little bit about the Chinese empire,
except In so far as It I8 a big elastic
sponge out of which can be squeezed
at suitable Intervalg a rich nutriment,
The one exception Is, or was, the em-
peror, who during the first four relgns
took a keen pleasure, as well as a
pride, in running the vast machine as
economically and as uprightly as pos-
sible, and even now there |s a consid-
erable quantity of good manly leaven
in Manchu mankind, just as Lhere is
in any other mankind, and it is this
minority of good men which keeps
things golng, not to speak of the leav-
en of good in the Chinese or Confu-
cian element, which combines with the
excellence on the Manchu side, even
a5 in the United BStates the under
stratum of solid worth In party life
keeps things suficlently afloat In the
Serbonian bogs of popullsm and Tam-
many hall.—Gentlemen’s Magazine,

A BALLOON UNDER FIRE,

Immediate Collapse Does Not Follow,
Even Whea the Mark Is Hir

With regard to the effects of gun-
shots upon a balloon, the following ex-
periments were made, says the Pall
Mall Magazine. A shot was fired from
a lebel rifle at a balloon at an alti-
tude of 500 feet. It only penetrated the
fabrie below the equator, and no ap-
preciable result ensued, After this
many shots were fired, several pene-
trating the balloon and passing out
near the upper valve. After a lapse
of glx hours the balloon descended
quletly to the ground, Ly reason of the
loss of gas through the bullet holes.
But it appeared that, whatever the
number of shots, the loss of gus was
never sufficlent to cause the balloon to
fall rapidly, On another occasion a
shrapnel shell was fired from a seven-
pounder Armstrong gun at a balloon
having an altitude of 1,600 feet, but
this being above the limit of elevation
of the gun, It was impossible to hig it,
In any case, had it been possible to
do 8o, the shell would have penetrated
the balloon below the equator and
passed out again so low down as to
cause no serious loss of gas, Indeed,
a balloon loses but little of (ts lifting
power—that is, little of its gas—If the
hole Is made below the equator, Once
a gore was split up to within a few
feet of the upper valve; at first the
balloon fell rapidly, then the wind
filled out the flupping fabric, and it
salled quletly to earth,

A fish-bone s a pecu-
Harly troublesome thing to escupe into
the gullet, but more dangerous still is
a large plece of meat, which may slip
down the throat accldentally while the
person I8 talking, and cause suffocation
by pressing on the windpipe. Of course
this accident could only occur to one
with table manners bad enough to al-
low him to take such a large plece of
meat into the mouth, und then to talk
while eating it,

Mozt articles swallowed, sither by
children or adults, caus® no trouble,
but if they are arrested in the gullet,
they may cause most alarming symp-
toms of paln and suffocation. Many
cases are recorded in medical litera-
ture of grave suffering, and even death,
from the lodgement in the gullet of a
Jackstone, a ragged plece of bone, &
raw potato, a set of false teeth, and so
forth,

The signz of an arrest of this sort
are coughing, difficulty in catching the
breath, pain and diMculty, or impossl-
bility, of swallowing. When a small,
sharp body, such ag a pin or a fish-
bone, is causing trouble, [t is better o
try to bring it up first. rather than to
force it down into the stomach, The
latter course is usually the easier, but
it elposes the patient to the danger
of scratching or perforation of the
stomach or intestine by the sharp body.

If food has just been taken, vomiting
may be induced by tickling the back of
the throat with the finger or a feather.
If there |s no food in the stomach, the
sufferer may drink a pint of milk and
directly after take some rennet or a
little vinegar to curdle the milk: then,
if vomiting is Induced, the curds may
cateh the forelgn body and bring it up,

Another plan |5 to swallow a loose
ball of yarn the size of an English wal-
nut, attached to a stout thread, and
then to pull 1t up, If it is impossible
by any of these means to bring up the
forelgn body, amn attempt should be
made to force it down by swallowing
good-sized boluses of bread crumbs,
mashed potatoes, mashed baked beans,
or the like, and washing them down
with coplous draughts of water,

The back of the throat should be ex-
amined in a strong light, for the body
may be arrested at the entrance Lo
the gullet, and If seen, can often be
dislodged by the fingers of some im-
pravised instrument,

The Teledlagraph.
| The Inventor of the Teledlagraph
(the picture-taking machine) is not an
electrician, but a clockmaker. The
machine conslsts of two cylinders dris-
en by clock work at the bending end,
the drawing 18 made on tin foll in In-
sulating Ink which Is wrapped around
the cylinder and turned uader a plati-
num point which makes contact with
the tin foll, except where it crorses one
of the lines of the ink drawing where
it is momentarily Interrupted. At the
recelving end a similar eylinder, turn-
log synchronously, has upon Its sur-
face a sheet of paper covered with car-
bon impression paper, outside of which
Ig & sheet of thin, semi-transparent
paper, and the break-circuit signals
operate a stylus which I8 pressed down
on this surface, so producing the lines
of the drawing.

In order to
make this duty convenient for the man
on the front platform a hinged mouth-
plece Is fixed to the under side of the
jcar roof, on the end of a tube leading
into the interlor of the car. He has
only to call out the street as it Is ap-
proached and his words are carried
into the middie of the car, where ev-

erybody can hear them. When it hap-
pens that this particular end of the
car I8 heing used by the conductor, the
mouthplece ls turned up out of the
way,

Corundum Versus Stesl,

Within a few years past the use of
corundum has greatly Increased, partly
as a result of the discovery of corun-
dum deposits In North Carollng and
Georgla. More lately it has been foung
in Ontarle. Originally corundum was
derlved almost exclusively from Indla,
Rankipg next to the dlamond In hard-
ness, It has long been employed for
grindivg gems, and other materialg, At
present the use of “corundum wheels"

L. Xavire Eyma, a Frenchman, who
eamse to this country in 1847, wrote an |
article in L'Illustration of Paris, pub-
lished July 22,1848, giving his experi- [
ences on the rallroads of the United
States. He says that at that time
the Baltimore and Ohlo Rallroad had
a length of seventy leagues and that
the cost of the road was 4,116,744
francs, the receipts 3,988,466 francs and
expenses 1964741 francs.
