Matt Martinez, a local mental health
worker and Big Spring native is follow-
ing his dreams, after launching MJM
Promotions - an entertainment promo-
tional company - in 2017. While Marti-
nez has been dealing with promotional
events in bigger markets, he is looking
to focus more on the West Texas area,
including his hometown of Big Spring.

“My vision is to have Big Spring be-
come a music community of artists,
promoters, businesses and venues
working together in building a local in-
frastructure to bring growth an attract
development, but most importantly the
community to support and be involved
with their own music scene,” Martinez
said.

Over the past year, Martinez has seen

MJM Promo-
tions recently hosted their first show in
Lubbock, featuring Texas alternative
rock icons, Cherubs.

“I really want to see an increase in in-
volvement from the community to sup-
port different genres of live music,” he
said. “I am looking forward to bringing
more shows and some great bands to
our local community.”

ture. Terrified, these men are
rooted in their tracks. Then, with
a vibrant voice, the angel, for such
it was, speaks, "Be not afraid; for
behold, I bring you good tidings of
great joy which shall be to all peo-
ple; for there is born to you this
day in the city of David a Savior,
who is Christ the lord...Luke 2:10-
12.

Then as suddenly as they came,
they are gone. For several min-
utes, however, to the shepherds it
is thought the light still shone and
voices still sang; their eyes are
dazzled and the voices still rigging
in their ears.

Gradually, however, they return
to normal. Then, as one man, they
look at each other and say, "Let us
now go even unto Bethlehem, and
see this thing that is come to pass,
which the Lord has made known
unto us."

The purpose of condemnation is guilt, and guilt is the dimin-
ishing of confidence. And when our confidence is diminished,
we are more easily manipulated. So, when the Word of God says
that “there is therefore now no condemnation to them who are
in Christ Jesus”, God delivers us from guilt, gives us confidence
and frees us from the manipulation tactics of our oppressors.

Deliverance - this is the power of the Gospel.

Many say that God delivers us so that we can better keep the
Law. They say that when Christ gives us grace, it is to empower
us so that we might better keep the Law. But if God has delivered
us so that we might have more power to keep the Law, He has not

True deliverance is when God, in Christ Jesus, imputes the
righteousness of the Law to us without the deeds of the Law. Be-

ing brought to deliverance with the purpose of keeping the Law is not the
gospel of Christ because Christ is the end of the Law and He has delivered us

from its curse.

Christ does not deliver us from the chains of sin only to bind us with the
shackles of the Law. He does not set us free from one unbearable burden only

to place another one on us.
No.

When Christ sets us free, He sets us free indeed.

With obvious indifference to his joy and wonder, she im-
patiently jerked him away saying, "We don’t have time for

that!”

have emerged. Droids
have come and gone
(except for R2D2 and
C3PO who somehow
survive). One theme
remains constant in
every Star Wars movie: the battle be-
tween evil and good, the Dark Side
and the Force. The Force for good al-
ways triumphs. Good overcomes evil
and hope remains.

It is the timeless theme of human
history. The Dark Side represents
tyranny, lust for power, absolute con-
trol, hate and revenge without regard
for the individual. The Force repre-
sents freedom, respect for persons,
the value of life and love, sacrifice for
the good of others and hope for the
future. Perhaps this is one of the rea-
sons Star Wars has “stuck around.”

Star Wars is fiction, but the battle
between good and evil is real. We
see it all around us. In August of this
year, 22 people were gunned down in
a Walmart in El Paso. 26 were killed
at First Baptist Sutherland Springs,
Texas, in 2017. We all remember 9/11,
Sandy Hook, Columbine, Charleston,
S.C. Graft, greed, corruption, drugs,
murder, abuse. The news continu-

“The Story” is the Christmas story.
It is the defining story of good and
evil, the reason Jesus was born. Je-
sus was sent as light to overcome the
darkness. “In Him was life, and that
life was the light of all mankind. The
light shines in the darkness and the
darkness has not overcome it.” (John
1:4-5).

Hundreds of years before He was
born, Isaiah wrote, “I will also make
you a light for the Gentiles, that my
salvation might reach to the ends of
the earth” (Isaiah 49:6). Jesus said,
“This is the verdict, light has come
into the world, but people loved dark-
ness instead of light because their
deeds were evil” (John 3:19).

Jesus was born into an evil and un-
just world. King Herod sought to wipe
out any threat to his throne by slaugh-
tering the children of Bethlehem. Je-
sus was only spared by the wisdom of
Joseph, who fled with Jesus and Mary
to the distant deserts of Egypt after he
was warned in a dream.

Unlike Star Wars, Jesus’ triumph
does not come by rallying others to re-
bellion and war. His triumph comes
by overcoming evil with good, by
refusing to curse those who cursed
him, by enduring the Cross and for-
giving his tormentors. His triumph
came through the resurrection and
the transformation of human hearts
through faith in Him. Unlike Star
Wars, the Jesus story is not fiction.
It is documented in history and au-
thenticated in 2,000 years of personal
experience. He will prevail. He will
overcome. And He will come again!

How long is the sermon? Study ranks Christian churches

NEW YORK (AP) — How long should a sermon be?
The major branches of Christianity in the U.S.

have sharply different traditions, with sermons at

historically black Protestant churches lasting — on
average — nearly four times as long as Roman Cath-
olic sermons.

That's among the findings of an analysis by the
Pew Research Center — billed as the first of its kind
— of 49,719 sermons delivered in April and May
that were shared online by 6,431 churches. Pew de-
scribed its research as "the most exhaustive attempt
to date to catalogue and analyze American religious
sermons."

According to Pew, the median length of the ser-
mons was 37 minutes. Catholic sermons were the
shortest, at a median of just 14 minutes, compared
with 25 minutes for sermons in mainline Protestant
congregations and 39 minutes in evangelical Prot-
estant congregations. Historically black Protestant
churches had by far the longest sermons, at a me-
dian of 54 minutes.

Pew said sermons at the black churches lasted lon-
ger than mainline Protestant sermons even though,
on average, they had roughly the same number of
words. A possible explanation, Pew said, is that the
preachers at black churches allow more time dur-
ing their sermons for musical interludes, responses
from worshippers in the pews and dramatic pauses
in their oratory.

Numerous prominent pastors have pondered the
question of a sermon's length.

"I've asked and been asked that question a hun-
dred times," the Rev. Hershael York, a professor of
Christian preaching at the Southern Baptist Theo-
logical Seminary, wrote
in 2016. "Today, after 35
years in ministry, I have
a definitive answer: You

"
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& Seminary in Minneapolis. He said he generally
needs at least 40 minutes, sometimes more than 50,
to deeply explore his themes.

"If T look around the nation, there are many hun-
dreds, maybe thousands, of growing churches where
pastors preach rich, Christ-exalting, God-centered,
Bible-saturated, textually rooted, intellectually
challenging, emotionally moving, life-altering ser-
mons for 50 or more minutes, and very few people
get frustrated that they are too long," Piper said.

Missouri-based researcher/writer Chris Colvin,
who helps pastors with sermon preparation, notes
that Jesus' Sermon on the Mount — containing some
of the most powerful passages in the Scriptures —
can be read aloud in less than 15 minutes.

In addition to sermon length, the new Pew analy-
sis delved into an examination of words and phrases

most commonly used by preachers from the differ-
ent Christian traditions.

It found that the word "hallelujah" appeared in ser-
mons from about 22% of the historically black Prot-
estant churches, and those congregations were eight
times more likely than others to hear that word.

Sermons from evangelical churches were three
times more likely than those from other traditions
to include the phrase "eternal hell."

Pew said the sermons it examined came from 2,156
evangelical congregations, 1,367 mainline Protes-
tant congregations, 422 Catholic parishes and 278
historically black Protestant congregations, while
other congregations could not be reliably classified.
The research did not analyze sermons delivered in
synagogues, mosques or other non-Christian con-
gregations.

ACKERLY — It was an up-and-down first day of
competition for the Forsan Buffaloes (7-10) boys
varsity team at the Hoopapalooza Tournament held
at Sands ISD.

The day started out strong for the Buffs as they
handled the Wellman-Union Wildcats (0-6) from
wire-to-wire and came out on top with a strong 68-
39 win.

Forsan was extremely active on defense with each
starter recording at least one steal. Also, the team
did a great job consistently pressuring the Wildcats
into bad passes and barely let their opponent get a
shot off. Even with the active hands on defense, the
Forsan bench was not thrilled with some of their
own offensive possessions.

“We’ve got to get better shots off,” Forsan head
coach Cory Richardson said. “We were able to go
by some of those guys one-on-one but we’ve got to
run our offense to create more shots and be patient
on offense.”

Starting guard Cayden Morgan led the Buffs

against Wellman-Union with 14 points, three as-
sists, and three steals. Morgan knocked down two
shots from beyond the arc and played with high-
energy on both sides of the ball. In addition to Mor-
gan, Buffs forwards Ryan Buske and Paul Evans
both reached double-digits with a 10-point outing
and six steals between them.

After leading 15-7 at the end of the first quarter,
Richardson sent in a brand-new five players on the
court from off of the bench. That group stretched
the Buffs lead to 26-14 before the starting five came
back in and coasted their way to a 21-point halftime
lead.

“We’re trying to work on some things that we
haven’t run a lot,” Richardson said. “We’re able
to run some different defenses and we're trying to
mix up our defense on every possession and keep
our guys in that routine of listening and being able
to adjust. Just mixing it up and trying to keep (the
opponent) off balance a little bit and try to keep us
focused.”

The second half started out a little slowly for the
Buffs, as the Wildcats began to score more consis-

tently and posted the same amount of points in the
third quarter that they had during the entire first
half.

Holding onto a 54-31 lead heading into the fourth
quarter, the Buffs once again turned up the heat de-
fensively and held the Wildcats to only eight final-
quarter points.

Forsan played a complete game from the open-
ing tip and everyone was able to get involved on
the court. Every Buffs player that stepped onto the
court in this matchup grabbed at least one rebound
and made their presence known on the stat sheet.

“Hopefully we’ve seen some growth and now
we can put a winning streak together instead of a
bunch of losing streaks,” Richardson said follow-
ing his team’s first game.

Next up, the Buffs would take on the O’Donnell
Eagles (10-2). In somewhat of a frustrating game,
Forsan was leading the entire game until the last
few minutes of regulation when the Eagles took a
lead that they would not relinquish.

Mills, Spurs top Nets 118-105 on Dinwiddie’s career night

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — The last
active player from the San Antonio
Spurs' glory days, Patty Mills remem-
bers when winning wasn't such a
struggle.

Mills tells his teammates to stay pos-
itive, remain patient and keep fight-
ing. On Thursday night, he showed
them how to do it.

Mills had 27 points and the Spurs
overcame a career-high 41 points
from Spencer Dinwiddie to beat the
Brooklyn Nets 118-105.

"We've just got to find ways to win,"
Mills said. "A lot of it comes down to
energy and effort. We're working out
the kinks of being able to execute a lot
more than we have. We're just grind-
ing it, grinding it out and finding
ways to win."

Mills had 21 points in the second
half, shooting 5 for 8 on 3-pointers
as the Spurs rallied from a 14-point

deficit to beat the Nets for the 17th
straight home game.

As tough as the defeat was, Brook-
lyn suffered a greater loss when Da-
vid Nwaba suffered a season-ending
torn right Achilles tendon. Nwaba
left a minute into the fourth quarter
after dropping to the court following
a scramble for the ball near the top of
the key.

"It's tough to focus on the game right
now," Nets coach Kenny Atkinson
said. "He was playing as well as any-
body on our team. Tough blow. That's
where our hearts and minds are right
now."

Already without Kevin Durant and
Caris LeVert, Brooklyn played its
17th straight game without injured
point guard Kyrie Irving. Dinwid-
die tried to cover by shooting 14 of
29 from the field, eclipsing his career
high by two points.

"LaMarcus Aldridge was playing
the lob a lot," Dinwiddie said. "You

just try to be aggressive because he's
trying to take away (Jarrett Allen)
and they're trying to take away shoot-
ers. If they went under, I shot a 3. If
they went over, I attacked the basket."

The strategy helped the Nets build a
14-point lead in the first half.

The Spurs closed the third quarter
on a 12-0 run and notched their first
lead at 83-81 on Mills' layup with 3.8
seconds left. San Antonio was 4 for 9
on 3-pointers in the third, including
Derrick White's 3 to tie it at 81.

Mills finished 7 for 10 on 3-pointers.

"He's everything," Spurs point guard
Dejounte Murray said. "I've never
seen him with an attitude in the four
years I've been here. Not an attitude,
no head down. He's a real pro."

The Nets never trailed in the first
half while the Spurs plodded along.
San Antonio committed nine turn-
overs and shot 40% from the field in
the first half.

Brooklyn opened the game on a 12-2

run, including two emphatic dunks
by Allen. The second slam came off
an uncontested drive that prompted a
timeout by Spurs coach Gregg Popov-
ich 3 minutes into the game.

Allen finished with 19 points and 13
rebounds.

Aldridge added 20 points and 10 re-
bounds for San Antonio.

Today’s Highlight in History:
On Dec. 20, 1803, the Louisi-
ana Purchase was completed
as ownership of the terri-
tory was formally transferred
from France to the United
States.

On this date:

In 1860, South Carolina be-
came the first state to secede
from the Union as all 169
delegates to a special con-
vention in Charleston voted
in favor of separation.

In 1924, Adolf Hitler was
released from prison after
serving nine months for his
role in the Beer Hall Putsch.
In 1961, playwright-director
Moss Hart, 57, died in Palm
Springs, Calif.

In 1963, the Berlin Wall was
opened for the first time to
West Berliners, who were al-
lowed one-day visits to rela-
tives in the Eastern sector for
the holidays.

In 1968, author John Stein-
beck died in New York at age
66.

In 1978, former White House
chief of staff H.R. Haldeman
was released from prison af-
ter serving 18 months for his
role in the Watergate cover-
up.

In 1987, more than 4,300
people were killed when the
Dona Paz, a Philippine pas-
senger ship, collided with the
tanker Vector off Mindoro
island.

In 1989, the United States
launched Operation Just
Cause, sending troops into
Panama to topple the gov-
ernment of Gen. Manuel
Noriega.

After scoring only three points in the final quar-
ter and losing by six, Richardson was upset with
his team and the aggressiveness that they ended
the game with.

“We stopped being aggressive, got on our heels,
and could not score,” Richardson said.

In an all-out defensive battle, it was difficult for
either team to get their offense going. After a sev-
en-point opening quarter from Morgan, the guard
would only record one made free throw from there

and finish the game with eight points.

The Buffs were 6-for-15 shooting in the first half
and were clinging to a 17-12 lead at the break.
O’Donnell starting center Isaiah Fernandez had
no trouble finding the bottom of the basket for his
team, collecting over 20 of his team’s 39 total points.

“Our defense was great early,” Richardson said.
“We weren’t focused on any one person. We were
playing team defense and I think we did a pretty
good job but then had to start gambling on both
sides.”

Following O’Donnell’s come-from-behind 38-32
victory over the Buffs, the team will be right back
in action on Friday afternoon in Sands. Richardson

Cowboys OB Prescoit plans to play through shoulder injury

FRISCO, Texas (AP) — Dak Prescott is simply re-
living his college days with a shoulder injury that
is limiting him in practice for the first time in four
seasons as quarterback of the Dallas Cowboys.

As for whether the 2016 NFL Offensive Rookie of
the Year will miss his first game as a pro when the
Cowboys try to wrap up a playoff spot at Philadel-
phia.

That's a no.

"'l be good to go Sunday," Prescott said Thurs-
day, a day after coach Jason Garrett revealed that
Prescott wouldn't be throwing in practice to start
the week after getting his right shoulder crunched
at the end of a run early in Dallas' 44-21 win over
the Los Angeles Rams last week.

Prescott has shown up on the injury report before
with minor, nagging issues, but never been forced
to yield practice reps to his backup. Cooper Rush
did those honors the first two workouts this week.

In Prescott's mind, something about all this is
nagging, too.

"It's just annoying," Prescott said of the pain he
was experiencing. "It's nagging. Definitely dealt
with a lot more pain. So it's just nagging."

And familiar, going back to his days as a Missis-
sippi State standout, before he was the forgotten
fourth-round pick who rose to sudden NFL star-
dom as a rookie when Tony Romo got hurt in 2016.

"I've been fortunate I guess in the NFL not deal-
ing with it," said Prescott, who is second in the NFL
in yards passing while leading the NFL's No. 1 of-
fense.

"But in college, this was a once-every-other-week
thing, especially running as much as I did. It's not
anything that I haven't had before. I know how to
handle it and we're taking the right approach."

News of the shoulder issue overshadowed Fox
television analyst Troy Aikman's revelation last
Sunday that Prescott told him before the Rams
game that there was a hairline fracture in his right
index finger.

Garrett volunteered the finger injury after it hap-
pened against Chicago two weeks ago, but didn't
offer specifics. The coach still didn't want to dis-
cuss details after hear-
ing what was said by
Aikman, a former Dallas
quarterback.

Neither did Prescott,
who has started every
game in his career — 65
and counting, playoffs
included.

"Not that I know of,"

ing with a sprained left wrist. "Obviously the fin-
ger hurts a little bit. It's another just one of those
annoying deals that you just deal with."

Annoying, nagging, whatever, there hasn't been
much question among Prescott's teammates over
whether he would play.

"Knowing Dak, you'd have to kill him to keep him
off the field," right guard Zack Martin said.

Tight end Jason Witten, back for a 16th season af-
ter spending a year in retirement as a broadcaster,
went through plenty of weeks with Romo limited
or not practicing, particularly late in the career of
the club's all-time passing leader.

This is different simply because Prescott had
never missed any practice time. But there's been
no change in Prescott's presence.

"He's been reminding

"Yeah, we got a great offensive line, got great re-
ceivers, running backs," Prescott said with a smile.
"I know my teammates will take pride in keeping
me clean. I know that I'll be smart in the licks that
I take.

"But as far as extra stuff, it's tricky when you're
putting it on your throwing shoulder. I'll be fine."
