Fruit on the Farm.
E. W. KIRKPATRICK,

The farm home is the foundation
of all our institutions. Society,
church, state, liberty, law and order
all depend upon the prosperity of
the farm. Manufactures, ,trade and
commerce, food and clothing of the
millions, all depend upon the farm.

The best on the farm is the fruit.
The most pleasing recollection of
home is often that of delicious fruit,
the cherry by the garden, the apple
in the valley or ihe grape on the
arbor.

The planting ol select cuttings and |
sceds is the cheapest way to have
fruit on the farm.  Grape vine eut-
tings, blackberry and dewberry root
cuttings and cuttings from many
kinds of pear, plum and other fruits
grow readily into splendid trees and
vines

The young trees grown from these
seeds and cuttings can be grafted to
any desirable varigty. Graiting and
budding are processes easily learned,

Those who depend upon planting
seeds and cuttings should select such
as are most reliable. and reproduce
fruit of value. The seeds of most
varieties of fruit are not reliable;
they usually produce fruit of little
value. The most valuable and sue-
cessful seeds ol our planting have
been the first und second generation
seeds of the Oriental varieties; espe-
cially Chinese Cling peach aud its
offspring, such as Mamie Ross, Gen,
Lee, Elberta and others-

The seeds of the Japanese and
native plums growing near each
other and blooming at the same time
are apt to give improved crosses and
are very valuable and they often
produce fruit of more value than
of either parent. These hybrids or
crosses are destined to supersede
many of our old standard varicties,

The varieties of fruit best adapted
to any given locality are best deter-
mined by experiment, and those who
wish to make sure of best results

should consult with those who have
had success in the loculity, and sc-l
cure the best grade of trees either by
propagation or from local nurseymen
who are always prepared to give good
advice.

The seeds which are now f:lllingi
from fruit trees of Chinese, Japanese |
and Spanish strains could be grown |
into trees worth many million dollars |
Lin fruit and trees of new varieties.
All this wealth could be gained at!
These seeds should be|
gathered now and planted next fall,
gither in nursery rows for later trans-
ferring or in permanent orchard form,
They will require same care and cul-
tivation as other crops until they are,|
large enough 1o bear, at which time
they will only need the foreign
growth mown down a few times each
year,

There is no farm in this country
where a sufficiency of delicious fruit
could not be grown.

The discouragements of fruit grow-
ing in the late frosts of spring may
be easily overcome by planting hardy
varieties, or varieties which bloom
late enough to escape frost.  Many
varieties of plums, berries and grapes
bloom late enough to escape all frost
and guarantee fruit each year. Early
* | blooming varietics are best planted
on elevated or protected situations,

Effective remedies against hurtful
insects and diseases of fruit are
found in nearly all periodicals, and
also in many books of small price.

Fruit on the farm is a profitable
investiment in many ways. It voices
the rich and valuable elements of the
soil, its foilage cools the summer air,
its perfume sweetens the brecze and
its health-giving good gladdens and
cheers all members of the family. It
breaks the blasts of winter and de-
flects the glare of summer. It in-
vites sweet chonsters in spring and
showers manna in autum,

The orchard increases the income
and lessens the expense; raises the
selling price and lifts the mortgage;
adds to the renting price and aids
the renter to pay it.

The orchard lends poetry to the
forest and music to the field, Itis
the one thing needful to harmony in
home affairs and all rural candidates
for matrimony should secure fruit
on the farm. The sale of the sur-
plus fruit by the boy may awaken
the latent taculty of a merchant
prince or a horticultyral king.

TREES CONTAIN WATER.

Hunters In Arld Reglons Obtaln Thele
Drink by Tapping Them.

In many sections of the forest lands
of the south during the dry seasons
A man may walk for miles without
finding a stream of water or a spring
by which to quench his thirst, says the
Memphis Scimitar. 1If, however, he s
un experienced hunter and woodsman
he will not have to drink water from
the stagnant pools in order to keep life
in his body, An experienced man can
hunt for days through such dry tracts
und yet experience no Inconvenience
on account of the lack of water, Na-
ture has provided a means which is
only known to the Iinitlated. Every
old huntsman carrles with him when
going on a long hunt, & small avgur,
by which he can secure a refreshing
drink and water to cook with at any
moment, A cottonwood tree or a wil-
low Is the well which the wily hunts-
man taps. He examines each (ree un-
til he finds one that has what a woonds-
man calls a “veln.” It ls simply an
attenunted protuberance, By boring
into this “vein” a stream of clear wa-
ter will flow out. It is not sap. but
The huntsmen say
that the water Is better than the aver-
age to be had from ordinary wells,
There {8 no sweetlsh tagte about it,
but it has & strong flavor of sulphur
and I glightly carbonated, The rea-
son for this phenomenon cannot easlly
be explained, but that a supply of water
can be contalned in a tree Is not se
surprising. The fact of its flowing 18
the wonderful feature, showing that it
must be under pressure, or, in other
words, that there |s more pressure at
the source of the supply. When It is
considered that the trees furnish the
water in the dry season and that the
ground is literally baked, It {is the
more remarkable, especlally when the
roots of the trees do not extend to sny
great depth Into the ground.

Growth of the Human Halr.

Some very curlous facts In regard to
the growth of human hair have just
been published in the Dermatologisches
Centralblatt, the author of the article
being J. Pohl, The general belief up
to the present time has been that the
balr on the human head grows at the
rate of about thirty-three milimeters
& month, but Herr Pohl says It Is not
more than eleven millmeters,

He further maintains that hair grows
more slowly after it Is cut than at any
other time, and that several days will
elapse before It begins to grow at the
normal rate. Furthermore, he noticed
that hair after belng cut does not grow
in a unlform manner. The reason s
because haire are not Independent, so
to speak, but are clustered together in
little colonies, each of which contains
from two to four halra, One of these
hairs alwaye grows faster than the
others, but only for a certain time, for
before it has attained itz full growth
the adjoining halr begins to sprout up,
and In this way the hairs of each
colony successively attaln thelr full
length,

A curious fact in connection with
this alternate growth is that all the
hairs of & colony never fall out of the
head at the same time. If it were not
for this wise provision many persons
would have littie bald spots on their
heads. Human hair is constantly fall-
ing out, and the only reason why its
loss |8 not more apparent Is becsuse in
each of the countless little colonles
there is at least one sturdy halr left,
and all these combine to overshadow
thye baldness. Herr Pobl's investiga-
tions give the death blow to many old-
time theories In regard to hair, and
there Is little doubt that his studles in,
this direction will prove of interest and
value to many sclentists.

FAMOUS FOR HONEY.
An Iodustey  of  Palestine in Biblieal
Doys May Be Revived
Biblical and other histories say that

Palestine was famouns for its honey in
ancient times, says the New York Sun,
The natlves still raise a great deal of
honey, hut thelr methods have been
crude, ihey have secured the honey
only by destroying the bees and there-
fore their business has not been profit-
able, Of late years, however, their
methods have been improving and the
Industry Is now developing with the
use of modern appliances., This great
movement was wholly due to a Jewish
family named Baldensperger that went
from Switzerland In 1849 and settled
| near the famous pools of Solomon,
seven mlles south of Jerusalem. It
was not until 1880 that this family
made their real start In the bee busi-
ness, and now, according to Consul
Merrill, at Jerusalem, they are famous
in their line of Industry, In 1882 they
carried out the novel ldeh of trans-
porting their bees from one locality
to another to give them freab pustur-
age among the blossoms, The fAirst ex-
periment was to transport the hives to
Yafa, a distance of twelve miles, to
give the bees the benefit of the orange
blossoms there, Waomen earry the
bives on thelr heads all the way, aach
woman carrying a hive. Thelr prod-
uct goes to QGermany, Switzeriand,
England, and a little to France, The
average yleld per hive I8 about 100
pounds of honey, and the product is
taken from the hives only during the
four working months beginnlng In
April, Awhile ago an Amerlean named
Howard heard the story of these pros-
perous bee ralsers of Palestine while
he was In that country. He vislted the
family and purchased from them a
aumber of queen bees, twelve of which
were still alive when be reached home,
and he sold them here for $15 apiece.
in this way the bees of Palestine have
been introduced Into America. The
Baldenspergers extract the boney
without killing the bees and have
taught their methods to a good many
of the natives and also the Jewish
colonists who have gone to Palestine,
Through the efforts of this family it Is
Iikely that Palestine will again be-
come famous for its honey,
