Practice Holiday Fire Safety

Don’t Allow Carelessness
To Ruin Christmas Season

Don’t let fire spoil your Christmas
holidays. While fire is a constant
menace to our homes and families at
all times, it is a particular danger
during the holiday season.

Holiday fires happen largely be-
cause of carelessness stemming from
the activities and surroundings which
form part of yuletide tradition. A
mother will leave her young children
alone while she does some last-
minute gift shopping; a busy father
will postpone disposing of gift-wrap-
ping and evergreen decorations that
become dangerously dry; or a family
will leave lights burning on the
Christmas tree all night or while they
are away.

Many additional hazards are cre-
ated by the use of inflammable deco-
rations and over-crowding of places
of assembly. Many fires are the result
of hazards which exist only during the
holiday season and of carelessness
which needlessly jeopardize human
lives and government property.

Unit commanders, fire marshals,
fire wardens and sponsors will insure
the thorough indoctrination of all per-
sonnel and families in holiday fire
prevention measures. Special attention
will be directed toward the follow-
ing:

Trees are fire hazards which neces-
sitate extraordinary vigilance. They
should be stored out of doors until
the time they are to be decorated.
The butt of live trees should be cut
in a diagonal slant or in the shape

of a narrow “V” and immersed in a
container of water during the entire
period of use. Fill container daily so
that trees will not become dehydrated.
Also trees should be located well
away from sources of heat, well se-
cured against fall and so placed that
exits are not blocked.

Additional care should be exercised
in decorating artificial trees. Trees
made of aluminum (or other metals)
are not designed to have lights
mounted on them due to the possibil-
ity of electric shock. Metal trees
should be lighted only by flood-type
lights located well away from the
trees.

Electrical lighting devices, such as
tree-lighting sets, decorative lighting

outfits and extension cords will be
carefully inspected prior to use to in-
sure safe conditions. All such devices
will be of the types tested and ap-
proved by the Underwriters Labora-
tires, Inc. Excessive number of lights,
when connected to a single electrical
outlet, overloads the circuits. An over-
loaded circuit is extremely hazardous
and will be avoided. Lights will not
be left on when leaving, retiring, or
for long periods of time. Outdoor
lights will be of the approved outdoor
type only.

Motivation of each person working
or living on the base is the key to
effective fire protection and all means
available should be exploited so as
to have a fire-safe holiday.

Expanded legal assistance will

 be available effective Jan. 4, 1971.

Subsequently, no specific hours
or days will be designated for
legal assistance.

The ultimate goal is to have a
legal assistance officer available
at all hours during the working
day. Recognizing that this may
not be possible at all times, par-
ticularly on days on which courts
or boards are being held, clients
are encouraged to make appoint-
ments by calling ext. 2880. In the
past, legal assistance hours have
been restricted from 1 p.m. until
4:30 p.m., Monday, Wednesday,
and Friday without appointments.

The purpose for revising the
legal assistance program is to
provide an even better service
than the present and to keep
clients from having to wait for an
excessive length of time to see
an attorney. It has been observed
in the past that most people call
ahead of time and request an ap-
pointment anyway. Therefore, this
additional feature of the legal
assistance program promises to
be heartily welcomed by prospec-
tive clients.

Active and qualifying retired
military personnel and their de-
pendents are encouraged to take
advantage of this service. In do-
ing so, clients should seek advice
when they think they have a
problem, not just when they know
they have one. Early legal as-
sistance can often prevent threat-
ened problems from maturing
into a reality.
