Temperatures continue 
to rise as the official first 
day of Summer creeps 
closer. With no real rain 
in the recent forecast, land 
around Howard County 
continues to get drier and 
drier. According to the 
Howard County Volunteer 
Fire Department, Howard 
County is officially in a 
moderate drought. 

“The dry conditions we 
have had lately are creat-
ing the perfect condition 
for frequent fires and if we 
don’t get a good amount of 
rain, we could reach a point 
of water restrictions,” 
Howard County Volunteer 
Fire Department Fire Chief 
Mitchell Hooper said. “We 
are currently in the middle 
of the 90-day burn ban. The 
burn ban will be evaluated around August.” 

According to information provided by the HCVFD on a 
Facebook post, a D1 moderate drought stage is identified by 
dryland crops are stunted, early cattle sales begin, wildfire 

frequency increas-
es, and stock tanks, 
creeks, and streams 
are low; voluntary wa-
ter restrictions are re-
quested. 

“The last time we 
saw conditions this 
dry was in 2011,” 
Hooper said. “The 
crews have been out 
driving around and 
checking the fuel 
loads around the coun-
ty and the vegetation 
is strengthening. The 
last time anything has 
been burned off was 
about nine years ago, 
which means it’s had 
nine years to grow 
and get full.”

According to Hoop-
er, during times like 
this it is important to 
create fire safety bar-
riers around homes. 

He stressed the importance of keeping grass cut short and wa-
tered, especially up to 100 feet from the home. Keeping trees,

shrubs and bushes trimmed up and 
cleared out along with removing dead 
trees and shrubs in a 40-50 foot clearing 
is helpful when it comes to helping fight 
fires around structures. 

“Anything residents can do to keep the 
areas around their homes cleared out is 
great. The more cleared out it is the more 
it helps us out and provides a better chance 
should the need arise and a fire has to be 
kept away from the structure,” he said. 

HCVFD responded to 17 grass fires in 
May and around 11 calls this month, for a  
total of 68 for the year. According to Hoop-
er, several of the fires have been electrical 

and welding caused. A good reminder, es-
pecially during a drought, is to not drive 
vehicles or ATVs into areas of tall grass. 
With the Fourth of July approaching and 
no rain in the forecast, it’s important to 
practice fire safety when setting off fire-
works. As part of the burn ban, no fire-
works with sticks or fins are allowed to be 
set off. 

“With the Pops in the Park event not 
taking place this year, we are anticipating 
more families setting off fireworks, which 
could mean a busy time is coming,” he 
said. “We want to encourage those who 
will be setting off fireworks to do what 
they can to prepare the area they will be 
using by clearing it out, cutting the grass, 
and making sure a water source is avail-

able just in case.” 
Hooper also reminds Howard County 

residents who utilize burn barrels to al-
ways stay with the fire while it’s burning 
and keep a grate over the top of the bar-
rel. During this time there should be no 
brush pile burns. 

Routinely the HCVFD posts fire dan-
ger updates, along with safety tips, on 
the Howard County, Tx Volunteer Fire 
Dept. Facebook page. The community is 
encouraged to follow the page for safety 
tips and local updates.

I don’t remember when I 
learned the pledge of allegiance 
to the American flag.  

I guess it was 
sometime before 
I learned to read 
or write, prob-
ably when I first 
entered school.  I 
grew up reciting 
the pledge at school 
assemblies, cub 
scouts, Vacation 
Bible School and on 
many other occa-
sions.  We all said 
it in unison, hands 
over our hearts our 

eyes focused on the stars and 
stripes.  

“I pledge allegiance to the flag 
of the United States of America, 
and to the Republic for which it 
stands; one nation under God, in-
divisible, with liberty and justice 
for all.” 

When I first learned those 
words, there were 48 stars on the 
flag.  By the time I entered high 
school, there were 50. 

When I first recited the pledge 
I did not know the word “indi-
visible” or how to pronounce it.  
Like many children, I thought 
it was an “invisible” nation.  At 
church I learned that our nation 
was “under God.”  This was rein-

forced by the inscriptions on our 
currency that declared, “In God 
we trust.”  

I was proud to live in a country 
that provided “liberty and justice 
for all.” It wasn’t until later that I 
realized that promise wasn’t true 
for everyone.  I attended Robert E. 
Lee elementary my first six years 
of school in a small Texas town.  
When we recited the pledge of al-
legiance the Confederate general 
was staring down at us from his 
picture on the wall.  He looked 
proud astride his horse Trav-
eler. But there was a sadness in 
his eyes.  There were no black 
students in our school, nor did 
any attend the others elementary 
schools named for Texas heroes: 
Jim Bowie, William B. Travis 
and James Fannin.  All the black 
students attended Lincoln ele-
mentary on the East side of town 
where black families lived.  

I did not know any of them. 
There were many liberties, I 
learned, that my black contem-
poraries did not enjoy: drink-
ing fountains, swimming pools, 
restroom facilities, colleges and 
universities, employment oppor-
tunities. 

I lived through the Civil Rights 
movement and, as a young pas-
tor, worked to integrate our 
churches and overcome preju-

dice. But we continued to fall 
short of our national pledge.  
The killing of George Floyd has 
catapulted our nation to a new 
threshold. We pray that recent 
events will lead to a better day 
when the reality of our world 
might reflect our pledge of alle-
giance:  “liberty and justice for 
all.”  

Seeking justice and equality 
is at the center of God’s heart. 
David writes, “The Lord loves 
righteousness and justice; the 
earth is full of his unfailing 
love” (Ps 33:5). 

Isaiah says, “Learn to do 
right; seek justice. Defend the 
oppressed. Take up the cause of 
the fatherless; plead the case of 
the widow” (Isa. 1:17). 

“Thus has the  Lord  of hosts 
said, ‘Dispense true justice and 
practice  kindness and compas-
sion each to his brother; and do 
not oppress the widow or the or-
phan, the stranger or the poor;

Two more members of the Howard Hawks 2019-20 basketball team have com-
mitted to continuing their playing career at the next level.

Mike Asante has chosen to take his talents to the Academy of Art where he 
will play for their NCAA Division III team. Asante was an intimidating force 
on the low-block and will bring his size and physicality with him to San Fran-
cisco. Last season for the Hawks he played in 11 games and averaged 4.7 points 
per game and 4.2 rebounds per game.

Asante did not see much playing time during his tenure as a Hawk but will 
look to battle his way into a spot in the starting rotation for the Urban Knights.

The second Hawk to commit was a consistent starter this past season and 
also a big who did most of his damage on the low-block. Tsotne Tsartsidze will 
move on from the Hawks and continue his junior college basketball playing 
career at the College of Southern Idaho.

Tsartsidze started 24 games this past season for the Hawks and averaged 6.1 
points per game to go along with 4.3 rebounds per game. The foreign product 
from the Republic of Georgia has a smooth long-range shot that the Howard 
coaching staff tried to get going on multiple occasions last season.

Southern Idaho had an outstanding 2019-20 season and Tsartsidze will look 
to add his skillset to the deep roster of the Golden Eagles.

At this point there are only a few leftover Hawks from last season and fans of 
the team can expect a new-look roster when they first take the court later this 
year. Head Coach Scott Raines has done a tremendous job sending his players 
on to new programs and even though the Hawks had a down season, coaches 
from across the nation are looking to add players that have suited up in the 
red and black.

NEW YORK (AP) — Baseball players proposed a 
70-game regular-season schedule Thursday, a plan 
immediately rejected by baseball Commissioner 
Rob Manfred with the sides 10 games and about 
$275 million apart on plans to start the coronavi-
rus-delayed season.

As part of the union proposal, players would wear 
advertisement patches on their uniforms during 
all games for the first time in major league history.

"This needs to be over," Manfred said. "Until I 
speak with owners, I can't give you a firm deadline."

Both sides envision spring training resuming 
June 26. Counting back, that means pitchers and 
catchers would have to travel Monday for the start 
of medical intake testing the following day.

While the gap has narrowed, both sides remain 
opposed to additional concessions, The path toward 
an agreement remains uncertain and difficult.

"We believe this offer represents the basis for 
an agreement on resumption of play," union head 
Tony Clark said in a statement.

Manfred met with Clark in Arizona for about 
five hours Tuesday, and MLB said Wednesday that 
they had reached a framework for the season. The 

union disputed that, saying it was merely another 
proposal.

"We had a list of issues. We stated positions on 
each of those issues. We then made trades and com-
promises across and within those issues," Manfred 
said. "At several points in time, I went back to the 
list of issues with Tony and reviewed where we 
were, and I did that again at the end of the meeting. 
We shook hands and we both agreed we were going 
to -- push was the word -- push our sides to reach an 
agreement consistent with that framework."

That plan included a 60-game regular-season 
schedule that would have $1.48 billion in salaries 
plus a $25 million players' postseason pool, people 
familiar with the framework told The Associated 
Press, speaking on condition of anonymity because 
details were not announced. MLB for the first time 
agreed to pay full pro-rated salaries with games in 
empty ballparks.

"He was clear that it wasn't going to be easy and we 
were both clear that we needed approval from our 
respective constituencies," Manfred said. "Tony in 
fact informed me last night on the phone that he 
could not sell the framework even to his subcom-
mittee, and that it was going no further and it was 
not going up for a vote of the players or anything 

like that because the subcommittee had rejected it. 
He then encouraged me to offer improvements in 
the framework. I told him I was not going to do that, 
but if he could make whatever counter-proposal he 
wanted to make any topic."

The union proposal would have $1.73 billion in 
salaries, plus a $50 million postseason pool, people 
familiar with that plan said.

"In my discussions with Rob in Arizona we ex-
plored a potential pro-rata framework, but I made 
clear repeatedly in that meeting and after it that 
there were a number of significant issues with what 
he proposed, in particular the number of games," 
Clark said. "It is unequivocally false to suggest that 
any tentative agreement or other agreement was 
reached in that meeting."

MLB's plan would have players receive about 37% 
of salaries that originally totaled $4 billion, and the 
union's proposal would have them get roughly 43%.

"I told him 70 games was simply impossible given 
the calendar and the public health situation, and 
he went ahead and made that proposal anyway," 
Manfred said. 

Both MLB and the union proposed starting the 
season on July 19, and players said it should end 
Sept. 30, three days later than management.

Running for Cover from 
Sneezes

      Dear Annie: Recently, 
you printed a letter from a 
woman whose boyfriend 
excessively belched. 
Well, now I am here to 
complain about my wife's 
sneezes. 

   When she sneezes, it 
is practically a scream. 
I think it gives me ear 
damage. It definitely gives 
me a start, not to mention 
our poor cat, who takes 
off running for cover every 
time. This is worse in the 
spring, with the allergies. 

   I have heard that it 
is unhealthy to hold in 
sneezes, but the volume, 
at least, would seem con-
trollable to me. Can't she 
dial it down? -- Alarmed 
by the Achoos

      Dear Alarmed: In 
theory, yes, she probably 
could; in reality, it would 
be pretty difficult to pull 
off. We're capable of 
controlling the volume of 
our sneezes to a degree 
(by closing our mouths, 
for one). But it's a com-
plex reflex. Otolaryngol-
ogists have found that 
your sneeze is as unique 
to you as your laugh, 
and most of us develop a 

signature sneeze from a 
young age. 

   So try to cut your wife 
some slack. Encourage 
her to talk to her doctor 
about over-the-counter 
and prescription allergy 
medication options. She 
should also undergo an 
allergy test, if she hasn't 
already, to identify any 
hidden irritants lurking in 
your home. (Hopefully, the 
cat isn't one of them -- but 
if so, there are treatments 
that can help.) And kindly 
ask her to give you a 
heads-up, when possible, 
if she feels a sneeze com-
ing on. That will reduce 
the shock factor, if not the 
ear damage.

a handful. For anyone 
who's been considering 
attending a support group 
meeting but never gotten 
around to it: There's no 
time like the present.

      Dear Annie: I have 
two books to recommend 
to anyone married to 
someone with Asperger's 
syndrome (now called 
high-functioning autism). 
But first, I'd like to of-
fer some background 
on what it's like to be a 
neurotypical spouse of 
someone with this form of 
autism. Many people with 
high-functioning autism 
do not see any other point 
of view but their own. In 
our marriage, that means 
my spouse thinks if I do 
something different from 
his way, I am wrong.

   People with Asperger's 
often have a very delicate 
sensory system. Each 

person with autism works 
hard to survive every day 
in our noisy, crowded, 
visually stimulating world. 
Some have such sensitive 
skin that a delicate touch 
or hug feels painful. 

   However, there are 
many positives to being 
married to someone with 
this disorder. There are 
many characteristics as-
sociated with autism that 
are also characteristics of 
a good spouse: honesty, 
loyalty and an ethical 
worldview. 

   The two books that 
helped me very much are 
"Asperger Syndrome and 
Long-Term Relationships" 
by Ashley Stanford and 
"Life With a Partner or 
Spouse with Asperger 
Syndrome" by Kathy J. 
Marshack Ph.D. -- Sup-
portive Spouse

Today is Friday, June 19, the 
171st day of 2020. There are 
195 days left in the year.
Today’s Highlight in History:
On June 19, 1964, the Civil 
Rights Act of 1964 was ap-
proved by the U.S. Senate, 73-
27, after surviving a lengthy 
filibuster.
On this date:
In 1775, George Washing-
ton was commissioned by the 
Continental Congress as com-
mander in chief of the Conti-
nental Army.
In 1865, Union troops arrived 
in Galveston, Texas, with news 
that the Civil War was over, 
and that all remaining slaves 
in Texas were free — an event 
celebrated to this day as “June-
teenth.”
In 1938, four dozen people 
were killed when a railroad 
bridge in Montana collapsed, 
sending a train known as the 
Olympian hurtling into Custer 
Creek.
In 1944, during World War 
II, the two-day Battle of the 
Philippine Sea began, result-
ing in a decisive victory for the 
Americans over the Japanese.
In 1945, millions of New York-
ers turned out to cheer Gen.

Barack Obama used his week-
ly radio and Internet address 
to pin blame on Republicans 
for making life harder for the 
unemployed and for those 
who could lose their jobs with-
out new federal intervention. 
Former NBA player Manute 
Bol, 47, died in Charlottes-
ville, Virginia, after returning 
from a humanitarian trip to 
his birth country of Sudan.
Five years ago: The Obama 
administration released its an-
nual terrorism report, which 
said Iran’s support for inter-
national terrorist groups had 
remained undiminished in the 
last year and even expanded 
in some respects. Alex Ro-
driguez of the New York Yan-
kees homered for his 3,000th 
career hit, becoming the 29th 
player in major league history 
to reach that milestone.
