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Amphitheater Improvement
Board hosting ribbon cutting in

recognition of completion Phase 1A

The Amphitheater Improvement
Board is hosting a ribbon cutting for
the PhaselA Completion of the Amphi-
theater Improvement Project. The rib-
bon cutting will take place at the his-
toric Comanche Trail Amphitheater
Thursday, Oct. 22 from 5 to 6:30 p.m.

According to the President of the
Amphitheater Improvement Board,
Barney Dodd, the 1A Completion of the
project brings the facility up to ADA
compliance standards. These stan-
dards include wheelchair accessibility
to parts of the amphitheater (including
the stage) and ADA parking at the top
and bottom of the facility.

“We want people to come out and see
the improvements. We’re really proud
of the work that we’ve done. We made
it look like it was built that way. The
whole goal was to do the improvements
without making it look new; we want it
to still look historic,” Dodd said.

The Amphitheater Improvement
Board formed at the end of 2018 and
raised approximately $700,000 in ef-

forts to improve and sustain the amphi-
theater in Comanche Trail Park. The
work for PhaselA began last summer
and is now 100% complete, allowing for
a 5,000 seat facility.

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Ryan looking to expand Downtown with new park
90 years of history continues to grow in Big Spring

After 90 years in the books, Hotel
Settles’ owner G. Brint Ryan is looking
to expand opportunities in Downtown
Big Spring with a new park named Re-
union Park.

“It’s basically going to be Big Spring’s
version of Central Park,” Ryan said.

According to Ryan, the potential park
will allow for more outdoor events and
entertainment to take place for the city
of Big Spring and West Texas. Over the
past few years, downtown Big Spring
has had new life breathed into it and
this idea expands upon that desire.

“We’ll have live music, all types of
outdoor events, and even Church in
the Park. It’s going to really expand
the entertainment and booking op-
tions for the hotel and for Big Spring
as a whole,” he said.

There has been discussion at re-
cent City Council meetings regarding
agreements to allow a new park being
built, and according to Ryan, only one
City Council vote is needed to begin
construction.

A central park being built in down-
town Big Spring would bring future ex-
pansion and reach for the historic Ho-
tel Settles and local businesses located
there.

“My vision for the Hotel Settles is that
it will be the anchor for a rich enter-
tainment district that will cover most
of downtown. It will be like nothing else
in West Texas,” Ryan said.

Looking back, the evolution the Set-
tles has taken over its’ 90 years was
made through the hard work and deter-
mination of every individual involved.
Many historic figures have graced the
halls of the hotel and Ryan’s expansion
ideas add to that history.

“It’s far exceeding my original plans. I
never expected it to be as well received
as it has been. I knew it would have a
big impact on the community, but I un-
derestimated that too. I never really ex-
pected it to be profitable, which it has
been,” he said.

As the 90 anniversary of the Settles
was recently celebrated, along with the
10™ year anniversary of the grand re-
opening, Ryan mentioned - alongside
the plans for a new park - improve-

ments to the Hotel Settles itself can be
expected for guests from all around.

“I’'m so excited to see her reach 90
years old. We’ve got a very ambitious
plan for expanding the hotel’s ameni-
ties. I can’t really share more than that
at this time, but it’s going to be a great
improvement for hotel guests,” Ryan
said.

Due to the current pandemic, troubles
within smaller communities has taken
a deep toll on businesses within them.
However, there are hopes looking to-
wards the future, especially for Big
Spring.

“Great things are coming despite the
current environment and this is the
time to invest. In fact, there may never
be a better time to invest in Big Spring.
That’s why we’re continuing to invest
and prepare for the future. With our in-
vestment, Hotel Settles will be around
for a long, long time,” Ryan said.

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Some states allow ballots if voters die before Election Day

ATLANTA (AP) — At 90 years old and living
through a global pandemic, Hannah Carson knows
time may be short. She wasted no time returning
her absentee ballot for this year's election.

As soon as it arrived at her senior living com-
munity, she filled it out and sent it back to her lo-
cal election office in Charlotte, North Carolina. If
something were to happen and she doesn't make it
to Election Day, Carson said she hopes her ballot
will remain valid.

"I should think I should count, given all the years
I have been here," she said.

In North Carolina, a ballot cast by someone who
subsequently dies can be set aside if a challenge is
filed before Election Day with the county board of
elections.

Questions over whether ballots will count if
someone votes early but dies before Election Day
are especially pressing this year, amid a coronavi-
rus outbreak that has been especially perilous for
older Americans. People 85 years and older repre-
sent nearly one in three deaths from COVID-19 in
the U.S. As an election looms, the odds against old-
er people who contract the virus are on the minds
of the elderly and their family members.

Seventeen states prohibit counting ballots cast by
someone who subsequently dies before the election,
but 10 states specifically allow it. The law is silent
in the rest of the country, according to research by
the National Conference of State Legislatures.

Even though a law might require such ballots to
be rejected, it's likely that some could still count
depending on when the person dies and when elec-
tion officials find out about the death.

"The law may say that the ballot of a person who
dies in that situation can't be counted, but it is a
hard law to follow," said Wendy Underhill, head of
elections for the National Conference of State Leg-
islatures.

When someone dies close to an election, it takes
time for death records to be updated, and there is a
narrow window between when a ballot is cast and
counted. Colorado in 2016 had between 15 and 20 in-
stances of voters who cast a ballot by mail and then
died before Election Day. All were counted.

In Michigan's primary earlier this year, 864 bal-
lots were rejected because the voters died before
the election even though they were alive when they
filled them out.

The president's son Donald Trump Jr. tweeted a
link to a story about the dead voters in Michigan
that was later debunked for misrepresenting the
issue. With President Trump making unsubstanti-
ated claims of voter fraud, the question of wheth-
er ballots will count if early voters die soon after
could be a source of further conspiracies.

Studies have shown that voter fraud is exception-
ally rare. There are numerous safeguards built
into the system to ensure that only voters eligible
to vote can do so and that they cast only one ballot.
Election officials say that when fraud does happen,
people are caught and prosecuted.

"There have been umpteen examples of some
group claiming a whole bunch of people casting bal-
lots after they died," said Justin Levitt, an election
law expert who has studied voter fraud in depth.
"These things don't pan out."

In most cases, claims of dead voters are based on
poor information or a faulty analysis that fails to
account for the many people who share the same
name and birthdate, Levitt said.

In an exceptionally small number of cases, there
is fraud. Levitt said this typically involves some-
one wanting to honor the wishes of a loved one who
recently died and either knowingly or not commits
a crime by filling out that ballot.

An election judge from southern Illinois was
charged in 2016 with voter fraud after she filled out

a ballot for her late husband because she said he
would have wanted Trump to be president.

In California, it's an issue of fairness to count
ballots cast by people who then die before Election
Day, Secretary of State Alex Padilla said. He said
it's just as conceivable that someone who votes
early in-person also dies before Election Day, and
there is no way to identify and reject that ballot.

"The 'dead voters' is used as a false narrative, a
pretext for changes in some states to how they reg-
ister voters or count ballots when the data shows
otherwise," Padilla said.

Wisconsin, which like North Carolina is a presi-
dential battleground this year, is among the states
that prohibit a ballot from being counted if the vot-
er dies after submitting it. Every month, the state's
election commission receives records of county
death certificates, and those records are run against
the statewide voter registration system.

Any potential matches are flagged to the local
clerk where the voter is registered, and the clerk
is responsible for verifying the match by looking to
obituaries and other sources before changing the
voter's status, said Reid Magney, Wisconsin Elec-
tion Commission spokesman. But that also has its
limits.

"There's no way to check every absentee ballot
to make sure the voter hasn't died since it was is-
sued," Magney said.

Towa's election office also receives death records
and processes them as they are received, including
on Election Day. If a person dies after requesting
or returning an absentee ballot, the ballot is voided
and not counted, said Kevin Hall, spokesman for
Iowa's secretary of state.

"Voters have to be eligible electors on Election
Day," Hall said. "Even though Iowa had 29 days
of absentee voting, there is still only one Election
Day."

Trump, Biden go on offense in states they're trying to flip

CARSON CITY, Nev. (AP) — Presi-
dent Donald Trump and Democratic
rival Joe Biden went on offense over
the weekend as both campaigned
in states they are trying to flip dur-
ing the Nov. 3 election, just over two
weeks away.

Trump began his Sunday in Ne-
vada, making a rare visit to church
before a fundraiser and an evening
rally in Carson City. Once consid-
ered a battleground, Nevada has not
swung for a Republican presidential
contender since 2004.

The rally drew thousands of sup-
porters who sat elbow to elbow, cheer-
ing Trump and booing Biden and the
press. The vast majority wore no
masks to guard against the coronavi-
rus, though cases in the state are on
the rise, with more than 1,000 new
infections reported Saturday. The Re-
publican president, as he often does,
warned that a Biden election would
lead to further lockdowns and ap-
peared to mock Biden for saying he
would listen to scientists.

"He'll listen to the scientists. If I
listened totally to the scientists, we
would right now have a country that
would be in a massive depression,"
Trump said.

Biden, a practicing Catholic, at-
tended Mass in Delaware before cam-
paigning in North Carolina, where a
Democrat has not won in a presiden-

tial race since Barack Obama in 2008.

Both candidates are trying to make
inroads in states that could help se-
cure a path to victory, but the dynam-
ics of the race are remarkably stable.
Biden enjoys a significant advantage
in national polls, while carrying a
smaller edge in battleground surveys.

Earlier in the day, Trump sat in the
front row at the nondenominational
International Church of Las Vegas
as the senior associate pastor, Denise
Goulet, said God told her early that
morning that the president would se-
cure a second term.

"At 4:30, the Lord said to me, 'T am
going to give your president a second
win," she said, telling Trump, "you
will be the president again."

Trump spoke briefly, saying "I love
going to churches" and that it was "a
great honor" to attend the service. He
dropped a wad of $20 bills in the col-
lection plate before leaving.

The message was far different in
both style and substance later in the
day, when Biden attended a virtual
discussion with African American
faith leaders from around the coun-
try.

Biden held up a rosary, which he
said he carries in his pocket every
day, and described it as "what the
Irish call a prisoner's rosary" since it
was small enough to be smuggled into

prisons.

"I happen to be a Roman Catholic,"
Biden said. "I don't pray for God to
protect me. I pray to God to give me
strength to see what other people are
dealing with."

Earlier, at a drive-in rally in Dur-
ham, North Carolina, Biden focused
heavily on promoting criminal jus-
tice changes to combat institutional
racism and promised to help build
wealth in the Black community.

He noted that Trump had said at
one of his rallies that the country had
turned the corner on the pandemic.

"As my grandfather would say,
this guy's gone around the bend if he
thinks we've turned the corner. Turn-
ing the corner? Things are getting
worse," Biden said.

In addition to public polling that
indicates Biden has an edge, the for-
mer vice president enjoys another
considerable advantage over Trump:
money.

Trump raked in $12 million during
a fundraiser Sunday afternoon at the
Newport Beach home of top GOP do-
nor and tech mogul Palmer Luckey,
which also featured a performance by
the Beach Boys.

But over the past four
months, Biden has raised
over $1 billion, a massive
amount of money that has

eclipsed Trump's once-overwhelming
cash advantage.

That's become apparent in advertis-
ing, where Biden and his Democratic
allies are on pace to spend twice as
much as Trump and the Republicans
in the closing days of the race, accord-
ing to data from the ad tracking firm
Kantar/CMAG.

Though Trump has pulled back
from advertising in Midwestern
states that secured his 2016 win, he's
invested heavily elsewhere, includ-
ing North Carolina, where he is on
pace to slightly outspend Biden in the
days ahead.

In Nevada, which Trump came
close to winning in 2016, Democrats
are set to outspend Trump in the clos-
ing days by a more than 3-to-1 ratio.

Trump's visit to the state is part of
an aggressive schedule of campaign
events, where he has leaned heavily
into fear tactics.

Trump's Carson City rally was held
at an airport with a golden scrub

There is a play in bridge called
the Deschapelles Coup. Its fancy
name may scare the cveryday player
half to death, but the fear is ground-
less, as this relatively rare play is not
difficult to exccute.

Indeed, it’s so simple that about
all that’s required is the courage and
acumen to take a particular card out
of one’s hand and place it face-up on
the table. Once the plunge is taken,
nature takes carc of the rest.

To illustrate how the coup oper-
ates, consider East’s defense against
three notrump on today’s deal.

Declarer took East’s jack of spades
with the queen and led a club to
dummy’s queen, losing to the king.
East now carefully studied dummy’s
imposing clubs, which would pro-
duce five tricks after the jack was
forced out. He also took note of the
fact that the ace of diamonds was
dummy’s sole entry to cash the five
club tricks after they became estab-
lished.

It was clear to East that if he made
aroutine spade return, dummy would
cventually yicld a total of six tricks
— anumber that would almost surely
make three notrump impregnable.

East therefore rcturned the king of
diamonds, a play that automatically
reduced the total of dummy’s win-
ners from six to two. Lopping off
four of declarer’s tricks in one fell
swoop eventually proved to be more
than South could withstand.

South struggled awhile but could
find no way to avoid going down
two. However, had East returned a
spade instead of the diamond king at
trick three, declarer would have made
four notrump. The Deschapelles
Coup proved to be just what the doc-
tor ordered.

Today’s Highlight in History:
On Oct. 20, 1973, in the so-
called “Saturday Night Mas-
sacre,;  special ~ Watergate
prosecutor Archibald Cox
was dismissed and Attorney
General Elliot L. Richardson
and Deputy Attorney Gen-
eral William B. Ruckelshaus
resigned.

On this date:

In 1803, the U.S. Senate rati-
fied the Louisiana Purchase.
In 1936, Helen Keller’s teach-
er, Anne Sullivan Macy, died
in Forest Hills, N.Y., at age 70.
In 1947, the House Un-
American Activities Com-
mittee opened hearings into
alleged Communist influence
and infiltration in the U.S.
motion picture industry.

In 1967, a jury in Merid-
ian, Mississippi, convicted
seven men of violating the
civil rights of slain civil rights
workers James Chaney, An-
drew Goodman and Michael
Schwerner; the seven re-
ceived prison terms ranging
from 3 to 10 years.

In 1976, 78 people were killed
when the Norwegian tanker
Frosta rammed the commut-
er ferry George Prince on the
Mississippi River near New
Orleans.

In 1977, three members of
the rock group Lynyrd Sky-
nyrd, including lead singer
Ronnie Van Zant, were killed
along with three others in the
crash of a chartered plane
near McComb, Mississippi.
In 1987, 10 people were killed
when an Air Force jet crashed
into a Ramada Inn hotel near
Indianapolis  International
Airport after the pilot, who
was trying to make an emer-
gency landing, ejected safely.
In 1990, three members of
the rap group 2 Live Crew
were acquitted by a jury in
Fort Lauderdale, Fla., of vio-
lating obscenity laws with an
adults-only concert in nearby
Hollywood the previous June.
In 2001, officials announced
that anthrax had been dis-
covered in a House postal fa-
cility on Capitol Hill.

In 2004, A US. Army staff
sergeant, Ivan “Chip” Freder-
ick, pleaded guilty to abusing
Iraqi detainees at Abu Ghraib
prison. (Frederick was sen-
tenced to eight years in pris-

on; he was paroled in 2007.)
In 2011, Moammar Gad-
hafi, 69, Libyas dictator
for 42 years, was killed as
revolutionary fighters over-
whelmed his hometown of
Sirte (SURT) and captured
the last major bastion of re-
sistance two months after his
regime fell.

In 2018, Saudi Arabia an-
nounced that journalist Ja-
mal Khashoggi (jah-MAHL
khahr-SHOHK’-jee) had
been killed in Saudi Arabia’s
consulate in Istanbul; there
was immediate international
skepticism over the Saudi
account that Khashoggi had
died during a “fistfight”

Ten years ago: Iranian
President Mahmoud Ah-
madinejad (ah-muh-DEE’-
neh-zhahd) and visiting
Venezuelan President Hugo
Chavez hailed what they
called their strong strate-
gic relationship, saying they
were united in efforts to es-
tablish a “new world order”
that would eliminate West-
ern dominance over global
affairs. NPR fired news ana-
lyst Juan Williams after he
talked about feeling nervous
on airline flights with peo-
ple in Muslim attire during
an interview on Fox News
Channel. Bob Guccione, 79,
founder of Penthouse maga-
zine, died in Plano, Texas.
Five years ago: The United
States and Russia signed an
agreement to minimize risks
of air collisions as they sepa-
rately carried out airstrikes
in Syria. Chinese President
Xi Jinping began a much an-
ticipated state visit to Britain,
where he was welcomed as an
honored guest at Bucking-
ham Palace and Parliament.
Former Virginia Sen. Jim
Webb said he was dropping
out of the Democratic race
for president.

One year ago: Voters in Bo-
livia went to the polls for
a presidential election that
three-term incumbent Evo
Morales would claim to have
won. (Morales would resign
in November when the police
and army withdrew support
after weeks of demonstra-

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Murray has happy
homecoming, Cards cruise
past Cowboys 38-10

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) — Maybe
Kyler Murray will lose a game on the
home field of the Dallas Cowboys one
of these days.

It wasn't going to be on a night when
the Arizona quarterback watched the
star running back of his hometown
team have another night of fumble-
itis.

Murray accounted for three touch-
downs in his first game back home as
a pro, Ezekiel Elliott set up the visit-
ing team's first two TDs with fumbles
and the Cardinals beat the Dallas
Cowboys 38-10 on Monday night.

The speedy quarterback who won
three high school championships
and a Big 12 title at the home of the
Cowboys improved to 7-0 as a starter
at AT&T Stadium, throwing for two
scores despite a rough start through
the air and rushing for 74 yards and
aTD.

"That's not easy when that's what
everyone has been talking about all
week," coach Kliff Kingsbury said.
"He's probably had this one circled on
his calendar since it came out. But I
thought he handled himself well."

It was the "Monday Night Foot-
ball" debut for Murray, a star in high
school football-obsessed Texas while
playing in the Dallas suburbs, and
Kingsbury, who also had a happy first
trip to his native Texas as an NFL
coach.

"It was fun, brought back a lot of
memories," Murray said. "Felt like
I've been playing there every Sunday
honestly. It's comfortable, felt good."

Fired after six seasons at Texas
Tech in 2018 without any winning
records in Big 12 games, Kingsbury
was hired by Arizona soon after and
has the Cardinals (4-2) tied for second
place in the tough NFC West. Arizona
is above .500 this late in the season for
the first time since 2015, its most re-
cent playoff year.

Andy Dalton had the rest of Dallas'
four turnovers with two intercep-
tions in his first start for the Cowboys
in place of injured star Dak Prescott,
just down the road from where he had
a standout career at TCU.

The nine-year starter in Cincinnati
led a come-from-behind victory over
the New York Giants in Week 5 af-
ter the gruesome-looking compound
fracture of Prescott's right ankle.
There wasn't anything resembling a
rally this time.

While the Dallas offense didn't look
anything close to the NFL-leading
unit it was with Prescott — and lost
the fourth of its five projected start-
ing offensive linemen in four-time
All-Pro Zack Martin (first-quarter
concussion) — Elliott's miscues led
to the fifth straight game in which the
Cowboys have trailed by at least two
touchdowns.

The Cowboys (2-4) overcame two of
those deficits, which is why they were
guaranteed to stay in first place in

While the 2018 Heisman Trophy
winner misfired on eight of his first
11 passes and finished 9 of 24 for 188
yards, Murray hit Christian Kirk in
stride on an 80-yard touchdown for a
21-0 lead in the second quarter.

"It wasn't as good as it should have
been," said Murray, who tied Jim
Hart's 1968 franchise season record
for QBs with his sixth rushing TD.
"Wasn't as accurate as I should have
been. Wasn't up to par for my stan-
dards, so I've got to be better."

Kirk opened the scoring on a 6-yard
jet sweep that counted as a pass after
the first fumble from Elliott. Kenyan
Drake scored from the 1 after the
second Elliott miscue, while Murray

five touchdowns in three wins over
Arkansas at the home of the Cow-
boys.
