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Rollover Pass passing quickly into History

GILCHRIST, Texas (AP) — The last fish are leav-
ing Rollover Pass.

Four months after the Texas General Land Office
began filling in the popular fishing site with sand
and dirt, the pass' last residents are being targeted
for removal.

Crews from the Texas Parks & Wildlife Depart-
ment used nets to gather fish, crabs and other ma-
rine life from shallow pools of muddy water in the
newly filled north side of the pass.

The removal work is among the more unusual
aspects of the sometimes controversial project,
which has been the target of lawsuits and protest-
ers who argue the popular fishing spot should have
been left open. Despite those objections, work has
continued steadily and without any major inter-
ruptions for nearly four months.

One of the things that could slow the work is the
presence of animals in the construction site. The
land office is required to safely remove marine life
found in the construction site and place them in a
safe location, officials said.

The fish and crabs were left there after construc-
tion crews closed off the end of the pass opening up

to the Gulf Intracoastal Waterway and pumped out
what water had remained in the area, according to
the land office.

Since construction began, crews have removed
927 animals from the site and to them other waters,
Karina Erickson, a spokeswoman for the land of-
fice. The department has documented 28 different
species during its removal efforts, Erickson told
The Galveston County Daily News.

The variety of animals found at the site is no sur-
prise. In a plan assessing the environmental effects
of closing the pass, the land office listed some of the
animals it expected to encounter in the construc-
tion, including mullets and black drums, Atlantic

Construction of a park at Rollover Pass began in
October. The $7.4 million project has, so far, gone
according to plan, said David Green, deputy direc-
tor of coastal resources for the Texas General Land
Office.

"Everything is on schedule," Green said.

Both sides of the pass have now been closed, and
construction crews will begin using sand to fill in
the middle portions. The filling part of the project
is expected to be completed by May 1, after which
the land office will begin construction of amenities
and a fishing pier at the pass.

"The park construction will begin over the sum-
mer and that will take six to eight months to com-
plete that," Green said.

After the first day of construction was interrupted
by a protester refusing to leave the closed-off area
of the pass, there have been no other incidents of
people trying to interrupt or protest the construc-
tion work, Green said.

"It's been a relatively smooth process throughout
the entire closure of the pass, which is something
that we're really excited about," Erickson said.

The man-made channel between the Gulf of Mex-
ico and the Intracoastal Water Way was dredged in
1954. The pass was a popular fishing destination for
many people in the Galveston and Houston areas
because of its accessibility and its reliability as a
fishing hole.

In 2009, the Texas General Land Office proposed
closing the pass and argued that it contributed to
erosion on Bolivar Peninsula beaches and to silt-
ing in the shipping channel.

Progress on closing the pass was tied up in courts
for years, but finally began moving forward last
year. The new park and fishing pier on top of the
filled-in pass will be a public park managed by
Galveston County.

Students make pouches for marsupials in Australia wildfires

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas (AP) —
A sewing machine hummed as King
High School junior Paige Hart guided
layers of flannel and fleece under the
needle.

With soft fabric in maroon and pas-
tel shades, she crafted a pouch recent-
ly that would hold a young orphaned
or displaced marsupial affected by
Australia's relentless wildfires.

The project, a collaboration be-
tween student council members and
fashion design students, was right up
Hart's alley. She hopes to study ma-
rine biology and cosmetology to make
environmentally friendly makeup.

"I really love animals, so I was

heartbroken when I heard about this,
and I really wanted to do something,"
Hart said. "When my teacher gave me
the option of doing this, I was like,
'Yes, I'm going to do it.' And I love it."

Australia's bushfires sparked in
September and intensified in Novem-
ber, according to Australian media
reports. By January, the fires ravaged
almost 17 million acres in New South
Wales and Victoria. At least 33 people
have died, more than 2,500 homes
have been destroyed, and hundreds
of millions of animals have died or
are starving or dehydrated.

The students will send about 50
pouches in various sizes — capable
of holding young kangaroos, koalas,
bats, wombats and other creatures —

to a nonprofit called Wildcare Austra-
lia, the Corpus Christi Caller Times
reported.

About 15 student council members
cut the fabric using a template from
Wildcare Australia, and five fashion
design students stitched the pieces to-
gether. The students plan to make an-
other round of pouches in February.

Wildcare Australia is "always res-
cuing these animals, so it's some-
thing they can use even after" the
wildfires subside, student council ad-
viser V.M. Zamora said.

Zamora brought the project to the
students, hoping not only to help out
suffering animals but also to "teach
the kids that your carbon footprint
really makes an impact," she said.

The pouches are part of a two-
pronged student council project fo-
cused on the environment. From
early February until Earth Day in
April, students will commit to envi-
ronmentally friendly behaviors, such
as eating a vegetarian meal once a
week, carpooling more often and fill-
ing their gas tanks at a cool time of
day to prevent the fuel from burning
faster.

"We have to learn how to take care
of the earth because we only get one,"
Zamora said. "Once it's gone, it's
gone. So we have to teach them, and
I felt like this would make a real con-
nection, something real to them. ...
It takes all of us to take care of this
planet."

Police: Woman stole ambulance in Texas, caught in Louisiana

driving without a driver's license and more, Hardy
said. She was booked into Bossier Maximum Jail.

The Lady Hawks (6-18, 2-7) ended their seven-
game losing streak with a wire-to-wire 63-58 win
over the Clarendon Lady Bulldogs (13-11, 0-8) on
Monday night.

On the other hand, Clarendon center Caria
Smith was a dominant force on the inside as she
picked up 13 first-half points and single-handedly
kept the Lady Bulldogs in the game. Smith has
been the Lady Bulldogs leading scorer all-season
long and was the sole player that Howard needed to
lockdown in the second half.

On this date:

In 1783, Britains King
George III proclaimed a for-
mal cessation of hostilities in
the American Revolutionary
War.

In 1789, electors chose
George Washington to be the
first president of the United
States.

In 1861, delegates from six
southern states that had
recently seceded from the
Union met in Montgomery;,
Alabama, to form the Con-
federate States of America.
In 1938, the Thornton
Wilder play “Our Town”
opened on Broadway. Walt
Disney’s animated feature
“Snow White and the Seven
Dwarfs” opened in general
U.S. release.

In 1944, the Bronze Star
Medal, honoring “heroic or
meritorious achievement or
service, was authorized by
President Franklin D. Roos-
evelt.

In 1945, President Franklin
D. Roosevelt, British Prime
Minister Winston Churchill
and Soviet leader Josef Stalin
began a wartime conference
at Yalta.

In 1974, newspaper heiress
Patricia Hearst, 19, was kid-
napped in Berkeley, Califor-
nia, by the radical Symbio-
nese Liberation Army.

In 1976, more than 23,000
people died when a severe
earthquake struck Guatema-
la with a magnitude of 7.5,
according to the U.S. Geo-
logical Survey.

In 1983, pop singer-musician
Karen Carpenter died in
Downey, California, at age
32.

In 1997, a civil jury in Santa
Monica, California, found
O.J. Simpson liable for the
deaths of his ex-wife, Nicole
Brown Simpson, and her
friend, Ronald Goldman.

Some fans defied
police warnings and watched
the parade from atop giant
piles of snow.

One year ago: Jury delibera-
tions began in the New York
trial of Mexican drug lord
Joaquin “El Chapo” Guz-
man.
