The Big Spring City Council will 
meet Feb. 25 at 5:30 p.m. at the City 
Council Chambers, located at 307 E. 
4th St. 

The meeting will start out with 
recognition of Feb. employee of 
the month. The Council will also 
give recognition to Keep Big Spring 
Beautiful, for the donation of eight 
trees. 

Topping the agenda for Tuesday’s 
meeting is the first reading of a Resolu-
tion of the City Council of the City of 
Big Spring, Texas, adopting the Secu-
rity Awareness Policy of the City of Big 
Spring; Authorizing the City Manager 
or his designee to take such steps as are 
necessary to implement said policy. 

The City council will also consider 
and possibly take action on a joint Elec-
tion Agreement with Big Spring Inde-
pendent School District for a General 

Election to be held on May 2, 2020. Dur-
ing the election voters will cast ballots 
for area school district board openings - 
Forsan, Coahoma, Big Spring, Howard 
College - along with the City Council 
seats.

The City Council will take consider-
ation and possible action to Ratify an 
Agreement between Big Spring Eco-
nomic Development Corp. and The 
Pace Group, an Executive Search Firm, 
to seek individuals for position Execu-

tive Director and to amend the 2019-
2020 Budget for professional services 
from $5,000 to $45,000. 

Council members will entertain the 
final reading for an ordinance amend-
ing Chapter 6 of the Big Spring Code 
of Ordinances Entitled “Cemetery, 
Parks, and Recreation,” Article 7 “Co-
manche Trail Golf Course”, an Ordi-
nance amending Ordinance Number 
035-2019, which adopted the Annual 
Budge for the Fiscal year beginning 
Oct. 1, 2019 and ending Sept. 30, 2020, 
transferring funds from the Sanita-

tion Department to the Landfill Depart-
ment, and the final reading of a Resolu-
tion reauthorizing the Tax Abatement 
Guidelines and Criteria and amending 
said guideline and criteria to conform 
to the New Provision of HB-3143.

After battle, the two sides signed 
the first detailed peace treaty which divided the Middle East 
into territories, but both powers began to decline, leaving a 
power vacuum in the territory.

Rosemary Vasquez, 49, of Big Spring, died Fri-

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non-healing wounds and can’t enjoy the wonders 
Big Spring holds. A veteran whom served their 
time defending our country, fighting for life and 
limb as a civilian; a grandparent asked if they 
could come to a game and play outside, but can’t 
due to the conditions of a wound or risk of infec-
tions.” 

According to statistics, there are 6.7 million 
Americans currently living with a chronic wound. 
In the service area alone, there are 279,000 people 
and more than 25,500 living with diabetes. In the 
immediate service area there is an estimated 6,500 
who will experience a foot ulcer in their lifetime. 

“There are so many lives we can make a tre-
mendous impact through healing,” she said. “The 
numbers are scary and increasing every year. The 
team and I area on a mission to save as many lives 
as possible.” 

The American Heart Association issued statis-
tics regarding Heart Disease and Stoke in 2019 and 
according to those numbers, there are 116.4 mil-
lion - 46 percent - of adults in the United States are 
estimated to have hypertension. Cardiovascular 
disease takes a life on average every 38 seconds, 
which is around 2,303 per day. A stroke claims a 
life every 3.70 minutes, taking 389.4 deaths from 

stroke each day. 
“We understand not everyone is in need of our 

services but almost everyone knows someone - a 
friend, neighbor, family member or co-worker - 
who will need one of these services at one point 
or another,” Crawford said. “You can potentially 
save someone’s life with this knowledge. We are 
bringing Big Spring back and the Wound Healing 
and Hyperbaric Center is bringing specialty care 
home.” 

She continued, “ A healthy heart is one of the 
leading factors in the wound healing process. Ac-
cording to the AHA, more than one person a min-
ute is diagnosed with heart disease. Cardiovas-
cular disease is listed as an underlying causes of 
death in more than 840,678 deaths in the United 
States. Peripheral arterial disease contributes to 
about 10-30 percent of all lower extremity ulcers. 

Throughout the month of February, several 
schools are joining with the American Heart Asso-
ciation to raise funds and support the fight against 
heart disease.

resources they held. It is believed the Trojan War 
began with a banquet of gods where Paris, son of 
King Priam, was asked by Zeus to pick the gift of a 
golden apple to the fairest. Paris chose Aphrodite, 
goddess of love, who promised Paris the most beau-
tiful woman in the world. That woman was Helen, 
wife of the king of Sparta, Menelaus. 

Most of us know this part of the story. Paris steals 
Helen. Menelaus wants her back and calls his al-
lies, the kings of Greece, to help him. But it wasn’t 
all about Helen. The Greeks wanted to conquer 
Troy and gain control of that region of the Middle 
East and the iron. 

The war dragged on for years. Neither side would 
surrender. Each side made conquests and suffered 
losses. Apollo, the Sun god, sent a plague upon the 
Greeks after Agamemnon captured the daughter 

of a priest of Apollo. This is where Hector begins 
his story of the wrath of Achilles. Again, most of us 
know the story of Achilles killing Hector, who was 
the brother of Paris, and the humiliation of Hec-
tor’s dead body being dragged and desecrated. The 
war kept dragging on. 

During the 10th year is when the Greeks captured 
Troy by hiding inside the wooden horse. The Tro-
jans believed the Greeks had finally fled and had 
left the horse as a tribute. The Greeks emerged 
from the horse once inside the city gates and began 
their onslaught. 

Within a generation of their victory over Troy, 
Greece was attacked by a new band of invaders. 
The Middle East was in turmoil for 200 years. All 
the iron that everyone wanted control of was used 
to make better and stronger weapons. 

In the next lecture, Dr. Fears will discuss Ancient 
Israel and the Middle East.

Tagovailoa’s favorite team is the Cowboys

Alabama star quarterback and projected early first round pick Tua 
Tagovailoa made known what team he would most like to play for in 
an ideal world over the past week. When speaking to Steve Wyche, 
Tagovailoa said, “If you’re saying to me if I could choose what team I 
want to play on, as far as my favorite team growing up, then I’d prob-
ably tell you the Cowboys.”

With the 17th overall selection in this year’s NFL Draft, the Cow-
boys will most likely not be able to grab the Alabama product with-
out making a move up in the first round. Right now, the Cowboys 
main focus at the quarterback position has to be trying to find out a 
solution for what to do with Dak Prescott.

Jason Witten wants to play in 2020

The longtime Dallas tight end has opened his mind to the possibil-
ity of playing elsewhere next season. The 11-time Pro Bowler will be 
open to offers from other teams when free agency begins next month.

“Obviously, I’d love to finish out here, but some of those things are 
not in your control,” Witten said.

Witten will be 38 years old at the start of next season and is coming 
off a year in which he caught 63 balls. The Tennessee product did 
record a career-low in yards per catch (8.4). He could look to sign 
with a team looking for a reliable No. 2 option at the position. Now 
that Witten is no longer an every-down player, the Cowboys would 
be smart to move-on to his long-term replacement.

Five moves to assure a great offseason

ESPN’s Bill Barnwell put together his yearly list of five moves for 
each team to consider heading into the free agency/draft part of the 
offseason.

(1.) Lock up Dak Prescott
“While there are other quarterbacks available in free agency, none 

of them are in Prescott’s league. The 2016 fourth-round pick finished 
fourth in the NFL in Total QBR.”

(2.) Transition tag Amari Cooper on the way to an extension
“Since the start of 2018, Prescott averages 8.2 yards per attempt and 

a passer rating of 102.3 with Cooper on the field. Those marks fall 
to 7.0 yards per attempt and 89.5, respectively, without the former 
Raiders first-rounder.”

(3.) Rebuild the defensive line around DeMarcus Lawrence
“(New defensive coordinator Mike) Nolan just came over from 

the Saints, where he was linebackers coach; there’s not a flood of 
defensive linemen leaving New Orleans, but I wonder if the Cow-
boys might look at David Onyemata, who was a solid starter for the 
Saints and is likely to leave in free agency. Former Packers standout 
Mike Daniels might also look to reunite with new Dallas coach Mike 
McCarthy after a frustrating season in Detroit. In the much bigger 
picture, you can’t count out the Cowboys in the Jadeveon Clowney 
pursuit, even if it means paying two defensive ends like franchise 
players.”

(4.) Sign a star defensive back
“Just based on their new coaching staff, the Cowboys could target 

Vonn Bell of the Saints and former Packers standout Ha Ha Clinton-
Dix. Picking No. 17 over in April’s draft, though, they could also tar-
get LSU’s Grant Delpit, who is one of the top safeties in this class. In 
his most recent mock draft, Todd McShay has them preferring Ala-
bama safety Xavier McKinney. Either way, it wouldn’t be shocking 
see the Cowboys looking toward safety in Round 1.”

(5.) Find a solution at tight end
“The Cowboys will likely bring Witten back for another season 

if he wants to return, but they will need a short-term starter if he 
doesn’t. This is also a position the team should look to address with a 
younger player for the long term, although given the work they have 
to do on defense, they might have to put it off until 2021.”

Today in History
Today is Monday, Feb. 24, the 
55th day of 2020. There are 
311 days left in the year.
Today’s Highlight in History:
On Feb. 24, 1989, a state funer-
al was held in Japan for Em-
peror Hirohito, who had died 
the month before at age 87.
On this date:
In 1582, Pope Gregory XIII 
issued an edict outlining his 
calendar reforms. (The Grego-
rian Calendar is the calendar 
in general use today.)
In 1761, Boston lawyer James 
Otis Jr. went to court to argue 
against “writs of assistance” 
that allowed British customs 
officers to arbitrarily search 
people’s premises, declaring: 
“A man’s house is his castle.” 
(Although Otis lost the case, 
his statement provided early 
inspiration for American in-
dependence.)
In 1803, in its Marbury v. 
Madison decision, the Su-
preme Court established judi-
cial review of the constitution-
ality of statutes.
In 1864, the first Union pris-
oners arrived at the Confed-
erates’ Andersonville prison 
camp in Georgia.
In 1868, the U.S. House of 
Representatives impeached 
President Andrew Johnson by 
a vote of 126-47 following his 
attempted dismissal of Secre-
tary of War Edwin M. Stanton; 
Johnson was later acquitted by 
the Senate.
In 1942, the SS Struma, a char-
ter ship attempting to carry 
nearly 800 Jewish refugees 
from Romania to British-
mandated Palestine, was tor-
pedoed by a Soviet submarine 
in the Black Sea; all but one of 
the refugees perished.
In 1961, the Federal Com-
munications Commission au-
thorized the nation’s first full-
scale trial of pay television in 
Hartford, Connecticut.
In 1981, a jury in White Plains, 
New York, found Jean Har-
ris guilty of second-degree 
murder in the fatal shooting 
of “Scarsdale Diet” author Dr. 
Herman Tarnower. (Sentenced 
to 15 years to life in prison, 
Harris was granted clemency 
by New York Gov. Mario Cuo-
mo in December 1992.)
In 1988, in a ruling that ex-
panded legal protections for 
parody and satire, the Su-
preme Court unanimously 
overturned a $150,000 award 
that the Rev. Jerry Falwell had 
won against Hustler magazine 
and its publisher, Larry Flynt.
In 1994, entertainer Dinah 

Shore died in Beverly Hills, 
California, five days before 
turning 78.
In 1996, Cuba downed two 
small American planes oper-
ated by the group Brothers to 
the Rescue that it claimed were 
violating Cuban airspace; all 
four pilots were killed.
In 2008, Cuba’s parliament 
named Raul Castro president, 
ending nearly 50 years of rule 
by his brother Fidel.
Ten years ago: Testifying be-
fore Congress, Toyota CEO 
Akio Toyoda apologized per-
sonally and repeatedly to the 
United States and millions of 
American Toyota owners for 
safety lapses that had led to 
deaths and widespread recalls. 
Trainer Dawn Brancheau was 
dragged to her death by a killer 
whale, Tilikum, at SeaWorld in 
Orlando, Florida.
Five years ago: President 
Barack Obama, defying a Re-
publican-led Congress, reject-
ed a bill to approve construc-
tion of the Keystone XL oil 
pipeline. The Justice Depart-
ment announced that George 
Zimmerman, the former 
neighborhood watch volun-
teer who fatally shot Trayvon 
Martin in a 2012 confronta-
tion, would not face federal 
charges. A Texas jury rejected 
the insanity defense of Eddie 
Ray Routh, convicting him of 
murdering famed “American 
Sniper” author Chris Kyle and 
Chad Littlefield. A Metrolink 
passenger train collided with a 
truck at a crossing in Oxnard, 
California, killing the engineer 
and injuring 29 other people. 
Alaska became the third U.S. 
state to legalize the recreation-
al use of marijuana.
One year ago: The segregation-
era road-trip drama “Green 
Book” was crowned best 
picture at the 91st Academy 
Awards; top acting honors 
went to Rami Malek for “Bo-
hemian Rhapsody” and Olivia 
Colman for “The Favourite.” 
Pope Francis closed a summit 
on preventing clergy abuse 
by vowing to confront abus-
ers, end the cover-ups by their 
superiors and prioritize the 
victims; survivors of abuse by 
priests were disappointed by 
his failure to offer a concrete 
action plan.
