Large/Bulk Item Pick up 
continues in February, with 
the second pickup for the 
year taking place in District 
2. 

The first of two pick ups 
for District 2 will be taking 
place on Feb. 17. The last 
day to schedule a pick up 
will be Feb. 16 at 5 p.m. 

This month, on Wednes-
day, Feb. 17, those living in 
District 2 will be able to have 
their large items picked up 
for the first time this year. 
The large item pick up will 
be a good opportunity for 
those looking to clear out 
items as they do some new 
year cleaning. 

“This is an opportunity 
to get rid of old furniture or 
any other bulk items with-

out the hassle and expense of 
hauling it off,” 
the City of Big 
Spring website 
states. 

The large/
bulk item pro-
gram was re-
started at the 
beginning of 
last year, as 
a way to help 
residents dis-
pose of large 
items from 
their homes like 
couches, mat-
tresses, appli-
ances, and any 
other large, bulky items 
without the expense and 
hassle of hauling it off. Resi-
dents with items needing to 
be picked up are asked to call 
the Public Works Office and 
set up a pick up for the desig-

nated day. The 

scheduling will allow 
better use of the city workers 
time and help ensure all resi-
dents needing to utilize the 
service have an opportunity 
to do so. 

“City staff will only pick up 
items that are placed on the 

curb upon arrival to your 
location and staff will not 
be permitted to bring items 
to the curb from inside your 
home or from any other area 
of the residence, including 
the backyard and garage,” 
an information flyer from 
the City of Big Spring stated. 

The program is designed 
to support residential cus-
tomers only and is not 
open to businesses. Once 
the resident has called to 
set up a pick up for the 

pick up day, items are to 
be placed on the curb no lat-
er than 7 a.m. on the day of 
pickup. Items should not be 
bagged, boxed or placed in 
any other type of container. 

A reminder of eligible pick 
up items are: doors, carpet, 
furniture, appliances, card-
board boxes, scrap metal,

Interested participants can also 
sign up online at www.vitalant.org for 
easier convenience. There is also a short 
interview questionnaire that goes along 
with the sign up process that is required 
before one is able to give. For a more fast-
track method of giving, participants are 
encouraged to complete the questionnaire 
online before arrival.

“All the time people want to do some-
thing and wonder what they can do to 
help... so this a tangible way for people to 
feel like they’re helping,” Church mem-
ber Sherry Lindsey said. “Or if they want 

to do it in memory of someone they know 
that’s died from COVID.”

Church member Sherry Lindsey con-
tracted COVID-19 earlier last year and due 
to the overcapacity of Region J’s hospitals, 
Lindsey had to be airlifted to San Anto-
nio. During her time in the hospital, she 
was given convalescent plasma to support 
her recovery. With that small donation, 
Lindsey was able to return to her family 
in a matter of weeks. With several church 
members of FBC losing the fight against 
COVID-19 earlier in 2020, Lindsey and First 
Baptist Church of Big Spring felt the need 
to find a way to memorialize their fallen 
members while helping those in need.

“I just feel like this is a way for us to show 
love to our community in the memory of 
these that we have lost and the others in 
our community that have died from it,” 
Lindsey said.

During the blood and plasma drive, giv-
ers have the option to give whole blood, red 
blood cells, or plasma. Each donation will

M
y husband, Peter, is 
taking no chances. 

I knew this about 
him before I married 

him. Peter has a plan for every-
thing and a plan in case 
the first plan doesn’t pan 
out. My father would call 
this “belt and suspend-
ers” planning. Peter’s 
been walking around in a 
belt and suspenders ever 
since I’ve known him. 

Peter’s planning has 
made surviving the pan-
demic a lot easier than 
it would have been oth-
erwise. We never run out of any-
thing. That might sound impos-
sible, but it’s almost true. Peter 
buys everything in quantity and 
notices when supplies start to 
run low. This allowed us to adopt 
the “Every Other Week Grocery 
Buying Plan.” 

Occasionally, I would consume 
more milk than Peter had esti-
mated, and we had to dash out 
to the local convenience store. 
This prompted Peter to create the 
“Powdered Milk Back-Up Plan.” 

“Powdered milk is great!” Peter 
said. 

I don’t know if powdered milk 
is great, but it’s better than no 
milk at all. 

Peter is also the one who tried 
to enlist me in the “Hiking Pole 
Plan.” I resisted mightily. I first 
saw hiking poles about a decade 
ago, used almost exclusively by 
people walking on dry sidewalks 

where they seemed entirely un-
necessary. 

“That’s the dumbest thing 
ever,” I declared. Then I met Pe-
ter. Peter was enthusiastic about 

hiking poles.
“They’ll catch you if 

you slip!” Peter said. 
“You could fight off a 
dog—or even a bear—if 
you were attacked!” Pe-
ter had lots of good rea-
sons I should adopt the 
“Hiking Pole Plan” and 
I wasn’t buying any of 
them.

“How would I talk?” I 
asked him. “I need my hands to 
talk and, if I had hiking poles, I 
wouldn’t be able to say a word!” 

Peter did not seem to think this 
was such a terrible idea. 

But then one day we got a lot of 
snow and I decided to hike with 
ski poles. They were super help-
ful. By the time the snow melted, 
I had gotten used to them. I tried 
hiking poles. I liked them. I still 
haven’t had to fight off a bear, but 
I’ve been using them ever since. 

“You see?” Peter said, 
“Aren’t they great?” The won-

derful thing about Peter is that 
he never gloats when I come 
around to adopting his plan. He 
is just delighted. 

Most of the time, however, Pe-
ter just pays close attention and 
plans accordingly. He notices 
what I am consuming, even if I 
don’t. If I suddenly start eating 
oatmeal and raisins, Peter takes 

note.
“You’re eating a lot of oatmeal 

and raisins!” Peter says, and 
starts ordering massive quanti-
ties of both. 

If I stop eating something, Pe-
ter also notices. “You’re not eat-
ing peanut butter anymore!” he 
observes. 

“Um, I guess not.” 
“I better cancel our order. I had 

a case coming!”
I find this amazing. I also find it 

a great comfort. I honestly have 
no idea how much coffee or oat-
meal or raisins or peanut butter I 
consume, but Peter does. 

(He told me I ate more than 
forty pounds of raisins last year, 
which sounds preposterous!) All 
I know is that we never run out of 
anything—not even milk. 

“You take very good care of 
me,” I tell Peter. 

“You take good care of me!” he 
always replies. 

I don’t know if that’s true. But 
I know I appreciate him, and I’m 
much more willing to listen to 
his plans than I used to be. 

I call this the “Letting Peter 
Take Care of Me Plan.” 

And he’s right. Powdered milk 
isn’t that bad.

Coronavirus deaths in the United States surpassed 450,000 on Thursday, and 
daily deaths remain stubbornly high at more than 3,000 a day, despite falling 
infections and the arrival of multiple vaccines.

Infectious disease specialists expect deaths to start dropping soon, after new 
cases hit a peak right around the beginning of the year. New COVID-19 deaths 
could ebb as early as next week, said the new director of the Centers for Dis-
ease Control and Prevention.

But there's also the risk that improving trends in infections and hospitaliza-
tions could be offset by people relaxing and coming together — including this 
Sunday, to watch football, she added.

"I'm worried about Super Bowl Sunday, quite honestly," Dr. Rochelle Walen-
sky said Thursday in an interview with The Associated Press.

Walensky said one reason cases and hospitalizations are not rising as dra-
matically as they were weeks ago is because the effect of holiday gatherings 
has faded.

The effect on deaths is delayed. The daily toll amounts to 50,000 new fatali-
ties in the last two weeks alone.

"We're still in quite a bad place," she said.
The nation reported 3,912 COVID-19 deaths Wednesday, down from the pan-

demic peak of 4,466 deaths on Jan. 12.
The biggest driver to the U.S. death toll over the past month has been Cali-

fornia, which has averaged more than 500 deaths per day in recent weeks.
Dora Padilla was among the thousands of Californians who died in the last 

month.
The 86-year-old daughter of Mexican immigrants served two decades as a 

schools trustee for Southern California's Alhambra Unified School District 
after helping out as a parent volunteer and band booster for her own children. 
She was one of few Latinos to hold elected office at the time.

She tested positive in December at the facility where she lived, then devel-
oped a fever and saw her oxygen level drop. The facility was going to call an 
ambulance but decided to treat her there amid a surge in infections that filled 
local hospitals with virus patients, said her daughter Lisa Jones.

"They were just about ready to call an ambulance, but they realized there is 
nowhere for her to go. She is going to end up in a hallway somewhere," Jones 
said.

Padilla was stable for days and seemed to be improving, but suddenly grew 
ill again before she died.

"I am still just kind of numb," her daughter said.
California's experience has mirrored many of the inequalities that have 

been exposed since the pandemic began nearly a year ago, with people of color 
being hit especially hard.

For example, Latinos make up 46% of California's overall death toll, despite 
being 39% of the state's population. The situation has worsened in recent 
months. In November, the daily number of Latino deaths was 3.5 per 100,000 
residents, but that rate shot up to 40 deaths per 
100,000 last week.

Alabama is another hot spot. The seven-day roll-
ing average of deaths there has risen over the past 
two weeks, from 74 to 147 deaths per day. Kentucky, 
North Carolina, Oklahoma, South Carolina and 
Tennessee also saw surges in deaths.

The hardest hit demographic groups continue to 
be the oldest and frailest, said Dr. Thomas Holland 
of Duke University. 

When coronavirus first swept through the coun-
try, it was concentrated in nursing homes, prisons 
and other congregate care settings. 

US virus deaths surpass 450K; 
daily toll is stubbornly high

IRVING, Texas (AP) — A federal jury on Thurs-
day found a man guilty of helping his brother 
evade arrest for over 12 years after being accused 
of fatally shooting his two teen daughters in Texas.

Yassein Abdulfatah Said, 59, was found guilty of 
conspiracy to conceal a person from arrest, con-
cealing a person from arrest and conspiracy to ob-
struct an official proceeding, federal prosecutors 
said. His nephew, Islam Said, 32, pleaded guilty to 
the same charges last month. 

Both men face up to 30 years in federal prison at 
sentencing.

Yaser Said — the brother of Yassein Said and fa-
ther of Islam Said — was arrested last August in 
Justin, 36 miles (58 kilometers) northwest of Dal-
las. Yaser Said had been wanted on a capital mur-
der warrant following the New Year's Day 2008 fa-
tal shootings  of his daughters, Sarah Yaser Said, 
17, and Amina Yaser Said, 18.

The sisters were found shot multiple times in 
their father's taxicab outside a hotel in the Dallas 
suburb of Irving. One of the girls called 911 from a 
cellphone and said she was dying.

Prosecutors said Yassein Said and Islam Said 
harbored Yaser Said in an apartment in the Dallas 
suburb of Bedford and later in a home in Justin.

The U.S. Supreme Court on Monday refused a rural Nevada church's request 
to enter a legal battle over the government's authority to limit the size of re-
ligious gatherings amid the COVID-19 pandemic — after the church won an 
appeals court ruling last month that found Nevada's restrictions unconstitu-
tional.

Attorneys general from 19 other states had recently joined in support of the 
unusual request from Calvary Chapel Dayton Valley east of Reno. 

They were urging the Supreme Court to rule on the merits of the Nevada 
case to help bring uniformity to various standards courts across the country 
have used to balance the interests of public safety and freedom of religion.

The church's lawyers said in a court filing last Thursday they wanted the 
high court to "clarify for all that the First Amendment does not allow govern-
ment officials to use COVID-19 as an excuse to treat churches and their wor-
shippers worse than secular establishments and their patrons."

In a 5-4 decision in June, the Supreme Court refused Calvary Chapel's re-
quest for an emergency injunction blocking enforcement of Nevada's atten-
dance limit at houses of worship. 

But the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals in San Francisco ruled in favor of the 
church last month, finding it was unconstitutional for Nevada to treat casinos 
and other businesses more favorably than churches.

The church's latest plea for relief from the Supreme Court was in the form 
of a petition for a review of the case on its merits. Such petitions are rare and 
their approval is even rarer, even though they require approval by only four 
justices.

The justices denied the request without explanation on Monday.
The 9th Circuit ruling sent the case back to the district court to determine 

how to proceed but in the meantime prevented the state from enforcing any 
church attendance limit more stringent than the current 25% of capacity limit 
on most businesses.

Judge Richard Boulware put the case on hold pending the Supreme Court's 
ruling on the church's petition. He instructed lawyers on both sides to provide 
an update on the status of any future filings planned within seven days of such 
a ruling.

“Have you ever watched the show Dirty 
Jobs?  If you haven’t seen it, the title 
essentially tells you all you need to 
know. The show highlights some of 
the most disgusting work anyone 
could be employed to do. I remem-
ber watching Mike Rowe wading 
through raw sewage in one episode 
and thinking, “They couldn’t pay me 
enough money to do that.” Then I be-
gan to think about all the dirty jobs 
I’ve done for my wife and four kids. 
No amount of money could entice me 
to do some of those things, but love is 
an amazing motivator.  

A reporter was watching as Mother 
Teresa of Calcutta cleaned the mag-
got-infested wounds of a dying man 

on the street. He commented, “I wouldn’t do what 
you do for a million dollars.” Mother Teresa replied 
with a smile, “I wouldn’t do it for a million dollars 
either.” Later she said, “I try to give to the poor peo-
ple for love what the rich could get for money. No, 

I wouldn’t touch a leper for a thousand pounds; yet 
I willingly cure him for the love of God.” Love is an 
amazing motivator. 

As I reflected this morning on what real love 
looks like, my mind immediately went to John 
13.   You probably know the passage well, because 
it is the story of Jesus washing his disciples feet.  
Talk about a dirty job that no one wanted to do. 
Of course, what we find in Scripture is that every-
thing Jesus did was motivated by love. The first 
verse of that passage says: “It was just before the 
Passover Festival. Jesus knew that the hour had 
come for him to leave this world and go to the Fa-
ther. Having loved his own who were in the world, 
He showed the full extent of His love.” (John 13:1)  
What He was about to do in that moment and every 
moment that followed it leading to the cross, was a 
demonstration of His amazing love for us. Love is a 
powerful motivator. 

“When he had finished washing their feet, he put 
on his clothes and returned to his place. ‘Do you 
understand what I have done for you?’ he asked 
them. ‘You call me ‘Teacher’ and ‘Lord,’ and rightly 

so, for that is what I am. Now that I, your Lord and 
Teacher, have washed your feet, you also should 
wash one another’s feet. I have set you an example 
that you should do as I have done for you. Very tru-
ly I tell you, no servant is greater than his master, 
nor is a messenger greater than the one who sent 
him. Now that you know these things, you will be 
blessed if you do them.’” (John 13:12-17)

In 1989, Mother Teresa visited Phoenix to open a 
home for the poor. During that brief visit, she was 
interviewed by KTAR, the largest radio station in 
town. In a private moment, the announcer asked 
Mother Teresa if there was anything he could do 
for her. He was expecting her to request a contri-
bution or media attention to help to raise money 
for the new home for the needy in Phoenix. Instead, 
she said, “Yes, there is. Find somebody nobody else 
loves, and love them.” It’s a dirty job, but somebody 
has to do it. What is motivating your life today? 
May we experience the blessing of following His 
example of authentic, agape love! Love is a power-
ful motivator.

I like teachers. They are my favorite people.  They work long hours, up 
early preparing for classes, on their feet most of the day, grading pa-
pers and writing lesson plans late into the night, often spending their 

own money to help their students. Add to this the extracurricu-
lar activities: sports events, performances, contests, parties and 
dances.  They are almost always underpaid and too often under-
appreciated. 

My wife is a retired public-school teacher who poured her life 
into kindergarten, elementary and high school students.  Her 
last assignment was a drop out prevention program for pregnant 
and parenting teens.  Her goals were to help them have a healthy 
birth, learn to be good parents, stay in school, earn a degree and 
have a future. She loved her students and helped them achieve a 
98% graduation rate. 

Teachers are our pandemic heroes.  Many have made the dras-
tic adjustments to teach remotely using zoom, facetime and so-

cial media.  Others have borne the risk of exposure in order to teach classes 
in person.  According to a CBS news report last September, a 34-year-old spe-
cial ed teacher, AshLee de Marinis died in Missouri after contracting Covid-19 
and spending 3 weeks in the hospital. A 28-year-old teacher in South Carolina, 
Demi Bannister, was diagnosed on Friday and died on Monday.  

No one knows how many teachers have lost their lives to Covid, though the 
American Federation of Teachers reports at least 530.  According to a Janu-
ary 29 NY Times report, “Educators lost to the coronavirus in recent weeks 
include a married couple who taught at public schools in Grand Prairie, Tex-

as, and died within hours of each other; an art teacher in Fayetteville, N.C., 
whose students left her personal messages on a memorial outside the school; 
and Bobby Hulse, a 76-year-old principal in Arkansas, who died on Wednesday 
after contracting the virus. “Hulse was known for his love of basketball, his 
bright shirts and ties and for affectionately calling everyone ‘chief.’”J

All of us can remember one or more teachers who made a difference in our 
lives, someone who took the time to encourage us, tutor us, help us get past the 
hurdles and find the open doors to our future.   

Jesus was the master teacher.  Matthew says that “He went throughout Gali-
lee teaching in they synagogues and proclaiming the good news of the king-
dom.  …  the crowds were amazed at his teaching,” (Matthew 4:23, 7:28). His 
stories, like the Prodigal Son and the Good Samaritan have inspired, instruct-
ed and shaped generations. He taught by example. He demonstrated love, com-
passion, forgiveness, and acceptance never seen before or since.  And, at the 
fulness of time, he gave his own life a ransom for many. 

I look forward to the day when we are able to look at the pandemic in our 
rearview mirror.  But for now, we need to encourage one another, especially 
our teachers. We need to cheer them on and pray for them as they pour their 
lives into the hearts and minds of our children and youth. I am hoping that our 
educators will be moved to the front of the line to receive the Covid vaccine 
soon.

No, because 
if it were, then God would be a sinner 
for loving me. But I can assure you 
that God is no sinner, He is perfect. 
As a matter of fact, it requires perfec-
tion to be able to love sinners like me. 
It requires perfect love to love sinners 
perfectly. But if we say that sin is not 
sin, if sin is not exceedingly sinful, 
then God’s love will never be seen as 
perfect love because, only perfection 
can love sinners with a perfect love. 
God’s perfect love is so perfect, that 
Jesus said – whoever comes to me, I 
will never cast out. This is not a polit-
ical love; this is a perfect love. This is 
not a scratch-my-back-I-scratch-yours 
love; this is a I-loved-you-first love.

(complete) in God’s love because He 
has perfectly and completely forgiven 
all our sins.

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Today in History

Today is Friday, Feb. 5, the 
36th day of 2021. There are 329 
days left in the year.

Today’s Highlight in History:

On Feb. 5, 2020, the Senate 
voted to acquit President 
Donald Trump, bringing to a 
close the third presidential trial 
in American history, though a 
majority of senators expressed 
unease with Trump’s pressure 
campaign on Ukraine that 
resulted in the two articles of 
impeachment. Just one 
Republican, Mitt Romney of 
Utah, broke with the GOP and 
voted to convict.

On this date:

In 1631, the founder of 
Rhode Island, Roger Williams, 
and his wife, Mary, arrived in 
Boston from England.

In 1811, George, the Prince 
of Wales, was named Prince 
Regent due to the mental ill-
ness of his father, Britain’s King 
George III.

In 1917, Mexico’s present 
constitution was adopted by 
the Constitutional Convention 
in Santiago de Queretaro. The 
U.S. Congress passed, over 
President Woodrow Wilson’s 
veto, an act severely curtailing 
Asian immigration.

In 1918, during World War I, 
the Cunard liner SS Tuscania, 
which was transporting about 
2,000 American troops to 
Europe, was torpedoed by a 
German U-boat in the Irish 
Sea with the loss of more than 
200 people.

In 1922, the first edition of 
Reader’s Digest was published.

In 1937, President Franklin 
D. Roosevelt proposed increas-
ing the number of U.S. 
Supreme Court justices; the 
proposal, which failed in 
Congress, drew accusations 
that Roosevelt was attempting 
to “pack” the nation’s highest 
court.

In 1971, Apollo 14 astro-
nauts Alan Shepard and Edgar 
Mitchell stepped onto the sur-
face of the moon in the first of 
two lunar excursions.

In 1983, former Nazi 
Gestapo official Klaus Barbie, 
expelled from Bolivia, was 
brought to Lyon (lee-OHN’), 
France, to stand trial. (He was 

convicted and sentenced to life 
in prison -- he died in 1991.)

In 1993, President Bill 
Clinton signed the Family and 
Medical Leave Act, granting 
workers up to 12 weeks unpaid 
leave for family emergencies.

In 1994, white separatist 
Byron De La Beckwith was 
convicted in Jackson, 
Mississippi, of murdering civil 
rights leader Medgar Evers in 
1963, and was immediately 
sentenced to life in prison. 
(Beckwith died Jan. 21, 2001 at 
age 80.)

In 2001, four disciples of 
Osama bin Laden went on trial 
in New York in the 1998 bomb-
ings of two U.S. embassies in 
Africa. (The four were con-
victed and sentenced to life in 
prison without parole.)

In 2008, Maharishi Mahesh 
Yogi, a guru to the Beatles who 
introduced the West to tran-
scendental meditation, died at 
his home in the Dutch town of 
Vlodrop; he was believed to be 
about 90.

Ten years ago: The leader-
ship of Egypt’s ruling party 
stepped down as the military 
figures spearheading the tran-
sition tried to placate protest-
ers without giving them the 
one resignation they were 
demanding, that of President 
Hosni Mubarak. Marshall 
Faulk and Deion Sanders led a 
class of seven voted into the 
Pro Football Hall of Fame; 
joining them were Shannon 
Sharpe, Richard Dent, Ed 
Sabol, Les Richter and Chris 
Hanburger.

Five years ago: President 
Barack Obama used a new jobs 
report to continue his victory 
lap on the economy, declaring 
the U.S. had “the strongest, 
most durable economy in the 
world.” (The president spoke 
shortly after the Labor 
Department announced that 
U.S. employers added 151,000 
jobs in January, pushing the 
unemployment rate to 4.9 per-
cent from 5 percent.)

One year ago: With white 
sheets covering them, people 
infected with the new corona-
virus were led off of a Japanese 

cruise ship in the port city of 
Yokohama, while the rest of 
the 3,700 people on board 
faced a two-week quarantine 
in their cabins. Actor Kirk 
Douglas, star of “Spartacus” 
and dozens of other films, died 
at the age of 103.
