BIOGEST CGAME PRESERVE.

Several Natlons Interested In & Vast

Terrliory of Africa.

The largest game preserve in the
world is the continent of Abrica, or
at least the greater portion of jt-—-ex-
tending from the twentieth degree of

| north latitude down to the northern

borders of Cape Colony and Natal,
This great scheme was made possible
by a treaty co-operation of England,
Germany, France, Belgium, Portugal,

Italy and Spain, by which it Is pro-|

vided that the hunting and destruc-
tion of vultures, secretary birds, owls,
giraffes, morillas, chimpanzees, moun-
tain zebras, white-talled gnus, elunds
and the little Liberian hippopotam! are
absolutely prohibited, Similar protec-
tlon is given the young of certaln anf-
mals, including the elephant, rhinoc-
erog, hippopotamus, antelope, gazelle,
ibex and chevrotain, and to the adults
of these species when accompanied by
thelr young, Particular stress is lald
on the protection of young elephants,
and elephant tusks weighing less than
twenty pounds will bo confilscated.

| The eggs of the ostrich and many other

birds are protected, but those of the
crocodile, python and polsonous snakes
are to be destroyed. Kven llons, leop=
ards, hyenas, harmful monkeys and
lnrge birds of prey may not be slanght-
erad at the hunter's will. Hunters are
required to take out leenses, and the
number of animals each may kill g
Hmited., The use of nets and pitfalls
Is forbidden, nor may explosions be
used for killing fish, The maln object
of this vast protective enterprise is
evonomic, to encourage the domesticia-
tion of the elephant, zebra and ostrich
and to husband the trade In wild ani-
mal products, which was threatensd by
the rapacity of market hunters und so-
called sportsmen,

The figures reported
also bring out the fact that pigs
welghing 60 pounds, fed dry feed, con-
sumed on an average of 2.35 pounds
of water dally, and that this amoun!
increased nearly constantly until thess
same pigs weighing 2185 pounds con
sumed 11.07 pounds per day. It Is
also shown that pigs fed water in thel
food as a slop, when welghing aboul
#0 pounds consumed alther 242, 425 o
5.79 pounds of waler per diy, whil
these same pigs weighing 213 to 23
pounds consumed either 517, 14 or 1»
pounds of water per day. 'ndoubtedly
much of this water was consumed un
necessarily and certalnly one lot was
given much more water with Its grain
than was required.
