Mow Soceesafal Faroers O seate Thie
tepartment of (he VYar- A Few
Hiwts s ta the Care of Live Btock
and Poultry,

Dalry Noles,

Over 300 kinds of baoleria have been
found In wmilk, creaw  and  butter,
These bacterian ean grow little or none
witheut proper conditions of lemperi-
fure, It Is, therefore obvious that it
In to the advantuge of the dalryman
1o keep his milk cool. Some bacteria
will get In, but If the temperature of
the milk Is s0 low that the minute
plants cannot multiply, the ones that
et In will do Nttle horm. This value
of cold is not properly npprecinted ex-
cept by creamery operators and the
more advanced dalrymen.  As u proof
of this we eite the fact that the stor-
Ing of ice Is not by any means univer-
sal among even northern dairymen.
Bome are fortunate enough to have
fowing springs where the temperatures
of 68 and 60 degreesarcobtainable. But
temperntures even lower are desirable.
Below 50 Is now proving 1o be a very
good temperature at which to ripen
cream. This leads up to the idea that
the bacterla that give us desirable
flavors are able to live, develop and
multiply under degrees of cold that
will kill other and lvss desirable bac-
teria. By properly utilizing the prin-
ciples of heat and cold the buttermaker
can produce an article of butter far
superior to the avernge of that on the
market,
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Reports from all parts of the world
show that the progressive dairyman is
unbroad. He is found In widely sep-
arated localities, and in nations that
are antipotal. He ls a missionary al-
ways, by his example preaching the
gospel of cleanliness and right meth-
ods. As yet he is not reaping the re-
wirds that are due him. At a meeting
of creamery managers in Australia a
dilry instructor said: “In every dairy-
ing distriet of Victoria progressive and
up<o-dute dairymen are to be found.
The milk they send to the factories is
all thut can be desired, and thls to a
consclentious manager Is a constant
source of anxiety. He is perforce ex-
pected to treat all allke, and the man
whose «Jeanly habits and intelllgent
methods qnable him to supply an ex-
cellent palk reaps no reward; In
marked contrast to those who exhibit
8 flagrant JAlsregard for the interests
of his fellow suppliers by neglecting
to benefit by such good examples, In
such cases we find undisguised hostll-
ity to Inspectisn and a low grade of
milk.” The problems to be solved
are thus seen w be about the same
everywhere.
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The Finns are determined that Den-
mark shall not hold more of the Eng-
lish butter market taan they can help,
The dairymen of Fiuland have been
copying the Danes | almost every-
thing as to butter, se far as they have
been able. They began to send butter
to England some time ago, and thelr
shipments have quite steadlly in-
creased, They mre now copylng the
Danes in thelr manner of topstering the
foreign market. Denmark has for
many years kept two agents in the
“island kingdom" to look after Danish
butter in the English market, So the
Pinnish dairymen have sent wa agent
to England. He is to have the double
duty of telling the English consamers
and lwaporters how good Finnlsh but-
ter is and of telling the Finnish deiry-
men what changes they need to make
to pleuse the English consumers and
#ecure the English market.

Sommer Care of Horses,

Suoh spells of hot weather as have
recently been experienced throughout
the country have taught a number of
lessons that will be of the greatest pos-
alble value in meeting slmilar clreum-
stances in the future, The recent
heated term has seen the advent of the
“horse hat,” a hideous straw concep-
tion which has come Into vogue in the
large cities, but which apparently has
pot found favor in the country, The
iden of providing means of protection
for the heads of horses working during
the hot hours of the day is well enough
but it s very questionable whether the
straw hat fills the bill, so to speak.
The first requlsite In such protection
¥ to shade the head and at the same
time allow a free cireulation of air be-
tween the hat and the head, This I8
not done by the straw hat. Examine-
tion has disclored the fact that under
the hat the skin s hot and dry; clrou-
lation of alr ha: not taken place, hence
many horse-owners have discarded the
new pattern bat and devised other
means of protection, The older form
of protection wus better, It consisted
of 4 shade which did not come into
cotitact with the head, belng on the or-
der of a parasal, The other common
form of shade in the cities ls a plece
of thick felt, which may be kept satur-
ated with water, but this Is cpen to the
sume objection as the more modern
bat in that it ¢oes not allow & free clr-
culation of air. Sponges are still used
to cover the poll, it belng thought that
by keeplung them wet that they afford
protection and coolpess to the head.
This Is not the case In most instances.
They are cool 80 long as they are wet
with cold water, but it is quiic Impos-
sible to keep them ecool all day when
most required and they do not allow
air to play between the head and the
sponge, To sum up then, it has been
found that a parasol shade Is the best,
Elves perfect protestion and requires
no work or water. More lmportant,
however, than the fitting of any kind

| the horan we find that tn most oases of
vver-Hoaling there |8 some cause apart
from harl work or exposure to the dl-
feet pars of the sun. Ih the large
| ctes the worst sufferer among the
hocses iy (he middle horse in the three-
horse team which la used to move vast
loads of coal. This poor beast (s ex-
posed to the sun’s rays and at the same
time to the radlation of heat from the
bodies of the two other horses between
which he ls sandwiched. This middle
horse s v :ommon vietim during hot
weather. If he does not go down, over-
come with heat, It {8 only necessary to
look at him when at work to determine
whether his condition is a pleasant
one, His looke tell that he 8 ln mis
ory and invariably he 18 thin and worn
as compared with his companions in
barness, This form of hitching should
be absolutely forbidden by the Hu-
mane Soclety whenever a hot spell of
wenther strikes the city, On farms the
way Lo prevent overheating 1s to shade
the head, keep the horse in a well-ven-
tilated, clean stable, the windows and
doors of which are screened against
the entrance of flles and shaded to keep
out direct rays of the sun. The horse
thould be well groomed twice dally,
should not be allowed to stand with his
harness on at the noon hour, should
not be fed when warm, should have
drinking water before feeding and In
sips frequently when at work. He
should not be fed corn during hot
weather; sultable food would consist
of sound, old oats, hay at night, but
none during the day, and & bran mash
two or three times during the week.
It is a good practice to sponge him
with cold water after the day's work,
but do not turn the hose on him,

Pouliry Briefs

In the presence of the writer one
farmer sald: "1 have the fattest hens
in the country and they lay the lew-
est eggs of any; they have the run
of my corn eribe”™ Too many hens
have the run of the corn eribs, and
are not only spoiled for present use-
fulness, but are likely to transmit the
same quality to their offspring,
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It is certain that more nitrogenous
material should be fed. As one ex-
perimenter gays: “It 18 quite probable
that no general rule applicable to all
cases ean be determined, for possibly
the ration best suited for the produc~
tion of bLrollers, which are forced as
rapldly as possible until they reach a
#nitable market size, may not be best
for thz production of Dbreeders in
which vigor and strength are prime
tumentials.” In other words, it is
nossible to feed to birds destined as
brollers more corn than to a bird des-
tined to produce eggs.

A correspondent asks how roup af-
fects birds. The principal symptoms
are fever and watery secretlons about
the eyes and nose, The fever will not
naturally be noticed unless attention
Is called to It by the other symptoms.
In some cases the head swells and the
eyves are closed by the swelling of the
llds. There are at least two distinet
diseases we call roup. One of them s
of a catarrhal nature and occurs in the
winter, spring and late fall. This dis-
case is succesafully doctored, so some
poultry men report. The other occurs
during any part of the year, but is
often most destructive during the hot
weather. In this disease few of the
birds show a swelled head or little
symptoms about the head. In fact
many birds we have seen die from this
kind of roup, Indlcated It only by &
very high fever and diarrhoea. It Is
a very contagious disease, and can be
fought best by prevention.

Little attention is pald to poultry
farming as a business In the West
This may be largely accounted for by
the fact that prices in Western eities
do mnot reach the height of those in
eastern cities. The farms of the West
are generally quite freely supplied
with poultry whose keeping costs the
farmer next to nothing, at least in the
wumnmer, when foraging is the rule
Tae products of these farms go onte
the markets at a low price, and the
general buying public is satisfled with
the guality enough to buy and use it.
During the entire year dressed poultry
can be purchased in Chicago at from
f to 19 cents per pound. At this time
(Ausust 3) dressed hens are selling at
retall at 10% cents per pound, and
they are of good quality. Poultry
farming lu increasing In the West and
there are vow hundreds of establish-
ments scatltered through Illinois and
adjacent states; but there are near our
big ecities no wuch poultry farms as we
find around the large cities of the East,
where prices for pouitry are relatively
higb. As an illustration of this dif-
ference In prices we note that a Bouth
Water street (Chicago) firm reships a
very large part of its game birds to
Philadelphia, because they can pay the
frelght to that city and get enough for
thelr birds to returs & handsome profit
over the price they would get in Chi-
CABO.

RUBRER AND GUTTA-PERCRA,

Mr. Berkhout, formerly forester in
the Dutch East Indfes, recently gave
some facts not generally known con-
cerning these two products, which are
often confused. The quality of elus-
teity distingulshes india-rubber from
gutta-percha, The latter (8 derived
from one plant only, while india-rub-
ber is produced from more than 60
plants. Three-fourths of the gutta-
percha of commerce comes from Su
matra and Borneo, Of the total an-
nual production of india-rubber, esti-
mated at about 90,000,000 pounds,
nedrly two-thirds comes from the
Amazon Valley, about one-third from
Central Africa, and one-twentieth from
Asin. The total production of gutta-
percha is about one-twentieth as great
as that of indla-rubber. The gutta-
percha tree is cultivated with difficuity,
and the natives of the countries where
It grows cut it down to gec its valu-
able sap.

NATUNE'S CLAY IMAGES,

In the clay-beds of the valley of the
Connecticut are found wonderful and
beautiful concretions, speclmens of
which, sent to England, excited the
interest of the Royal Soclety as long
Ago ag 1670. Mr. J. M. Arms Sheldon,
who has written & book about them,
says that the concretions appear In
four principal types: disk-shaped, cyl-
indrieal, botryoldal (resembling grape-
clusters), and imitations of animal
forms. The latter are the most strik-
ing, the forms Imitated Including
fishes, birds, ant-eaters, elephants,
dogs, bables’ feet, and so forth. A
remarkable fact Is that each clay-bed
has a form of concretion pecullar to
Itself and the principal types are
never found Intermingled In the same
bed.

TUHE ORIGIN OF KPECIEN,

Prof. Hugo de Vries, the well-known
Dutch botanist and biologist, is cred-
ited with a “momentous discovery"
soncerning the origin of species among
plants. Briefly stated, his observations
Indicate tnat new species appear sud-
denly by mutation, never as the out-
come of a progressive variation, He
avers that he has been able, for the
first time, to watch the formation and
development of new specles. A review-
er of his work in the English scien-
tific journal Nature, saya: “The facts
are 8o striking and convincing that an
outslder, like the reviewer, cannot but
feel that new period in the theories
of the origin of species and of evolu-
tion has been inaugurated.”

COLONY SCHEME A SUCCESS.

Bulvation Army's Faperiment at  Port
Amity, Uol,

A problem which has vexed deep
thinkers of every age and those of no
fge more than the present (s that fur-
nished by the poverty-strieken unfor-
tunates who help to people the earth.
To And a solution of the problem many
experiments have been  tried  with
varying success, none belng so sue-
cessful ns to furnish a satisfactory so-
lution. The latest experiment to be
conducted on a big scale was started
three years ago by the Salvation Army
and, it is said, it has developed into one
of the best schemes for rodeeming the
honest unfortunates of the great cities,
who, panic-stricken In an overwhsim-
Ing mennce of misfortunes, seek [n
vain for advice, for guidance, for pracs
tieal mld,

From the commencement of opera-
tions on a tract of 2,000 acres at Fort
Amity, Colo., owned and directed by
the Salvation Army, in April, 1888, to
September 13, 1900, the accounts show
that the Salvation Army has loaned
its colonists $24.938, or at the rate of
8097 per colonist for 25 familles. They
have paid back $7.274, at the rate of
$200 per colonist,

The possibilities of this colonization
scheme are endless, because it 15 on a
practical business basis. The unem-
ployed are loaned money for invest-
ment in land, which they earn by la-
bor and profit according to the Im-
provements they make In thelr own
settlements,

The Salvation Army bought the land
at Fort Amity for $22.50 an acre, The
colonists, after three vears’ work value
it at $100 au acre, and iL belongs W
them. The nsual allotment {s 10 acres,
but they can buy 20 if they like, They
are given a team of horses. a cow, pigs,
poultry and groceriee, Everything s
charged to their account, and they pay
nothing until they have earned it on
their own land,

The original capital was raised by
# bond issue for $150.000, and then n
system of selecting sultable colonists
was begun. For this purpose blanks
were issued for applicants seeking an
allotment, In which they answered all
questions considered necessary.

NOTED WOMAN SUFFRAQIST.

Gen. Casslus M. Clay's Daughter Has
Done Much for Her Kex In Kentucky,

Within the past twelve years Miss
Laura Clay, woman suffragist and
daughter of the famous old Whitehall
general, Cussius M. Clay, has revolu-
tlonized the position of women In Ken-
tucky. She Is the president and found-
er of the Equal Rights Association of
Kentucky and under her leadership
wonders have been accomplished. She
Is & mild-mannered. blue-eyed, round-
faced little woman of pleasing address,
but in pertinacity and vigorous intel-
lect she Is her noted father's daughter,
From girlhood she has been a stanch
advocate of the idea that commerclal-
ly. legally, professionally and politi-
eally, woman Ig and should be recog-
nized as the equal of man. In 1888 she
began the serfous battle for this |dea.
She was chosen president of the State
Equal Rights Association in that year
and appeared in Frankfort with cer-
taln bills which the association wished
to have passed. At first politiclans
laughed the matter away, but ere long
they found oceasion to review thelr
opinion of the equal rights propaganda,
They passed some of the bills and
thought that ended the matter, but the
next session found the women lobby-
ing as actively as ever. Bllls were
passed golng a step further, and now
the commitiee from the Equal Rights
Association 18 one of the fixtures at
Frankfort.

ARBITRATION PROPOSITION HAS

Been Refected by President Schwab, the
Lesding Officlal of Corporation De-
clining to Act.

Indlanapolls, Ind., Aug. 80.—The
plan of arbitration for the settloment
of the great steel strike, submitted
by Bimon Burns, president of local
sasembly No. 300, the national organ:
fzation of Window Qlass Workers, and
also the head of the Knights of Labor,
bas been rejected by President Schwab
of the steel trust. Mr. Burns, who ar-
rived here early Thursday, to attend a
meeting of representatives of the three
window glass combines and the job-
bers’ associations, sald that the plan
of arbitration, which was made publie
Wednesday night., was submitted to
Mr. Bechwab Aug. 21, but that he recely:
ed no reply to it until Thursday, when
Mr. Schwab's secretary telephoned him
from New York that hia chief would
not oonsider the proposition.

“1 submitted my plan to Mr, Schwab
mersaly as a suggestion,” sald Mr.
Burns, “and if there Is anything in It
that is objectionable to the trust of-
ficials It can be modified. When [ re-
turn to Pittaburg I shall take the mat
ter up again with Mr, Schwab In the
hope of making some kind of arrange.
ment wherehy the strike question can
be submitted to arbitration. I think
that a start toward a settlement of the
strike should be made somehow, ag It
is hurting business.

“If it 1s true, as Mr. Bchwab says,
that there Ia nothing to arbitrate, why
I cannot see where his side would be
injured by submitting to arbitration.
It would be different, of course, if the
matter should be submitted to Inter

ested parties, but that is not the
plan.*”
Mr. Burns furthe sald: *“T think

that President Shaffer of the Amal-
gamated assoclation has acted fairly in
agreeing to submit his side of the
question to arbitration.”

Mr. Burns thinks thet If Mr. Schwab
would agree to arbitrate that J, P.
Morgan and his associates in tho steel
combine would not interfere,

He bellaves that the entire matter,
as far as the trust ls concerned, has
been left entirely in the hands of Mr.
Schwab, and that it wil depend on
him whether or not the strike Is for
the present settled by arbitration.

When asked what effect he thought
a defeat of the strikers might have
on organized labor, Mr. Burns said that
it could not help but hurt organized
labor throughout the country. At the
beginning of the strike Mr. Burns came
forward with a proposiion to glve a
part of his salary to help the strikers,
and he has taken an active part from
the start In trying to bring about a
settlement.

THE FUTURE OF THE SOUTH.

Depends Upon the Development of Hre
Rroad Farm Lands,

The future of the south is & question
which has perplexed capitalista and
thinkers since the reconstruction pe-
riod. There s no disguising the fact
that the material growth of the south
Is not keeping up with the north's
rapld development. The south (s es-
sentially agricultural and im the ju-
diclous cultivation of her soll lies all
her hopes. One of the greatest hin-
drances (n this line is the continual
exodus of the energetic young white
man to the north or west. They are
obliged to struggle hard for an cduca
tion, and when they leave school in-
varinbly choose to enter the more en-
terprising fields of labor taan drag out
& mlow, weary life in their own south-
land. Farming has never been con-
ducted In the south on scientific prin-
ciples. Hitherto the farm lands have
been worked on the same plan a8
mines—everything dug out and cartsd
off and nothing put back. Under such
treatment the farms In many of the
southern states have oveen exhausted,
the soll has grown thinner and thin-
ner, and it {8 found necessary to put
more acres under ocultivation in order
to maintain the usual yleld. This plan
is carrisd to such extremes that more
acres are put under the plow than can
be worked and seon reach a condition
where they have to be abandoned. And
then new flelds are cleared at 4 heavy
expense. Thus the process goes on
and on without enriching the farmer,
but wearing out and impoverishing his
land. It & safe to assume that not
more than 10 per cent of the land In
the south Is cleared and less than 6§
per cent is under ocultivation. The
prairies of the west offer no such in-
ducements as this to the young south-
erner, and the quicke ' he realizes It
the better. should the northern
farmer begin to colonize in the south
and, clearing broad timber lands, cre-
ate & filne farming community, then
the southern young man will see the
folly of leaving home in search of lu-
crative employment, farming will be-
come fashlonable, and as a result the
south will become prosperous, popu-
lous and as powerful as the north.—
Pennsylvania Grit.

FIND WATER IN THE DESERT.

Flow Is Strack in Mojave
Desert by Prospectors.

The Mojave desert, located [n the
southeastern portion of the state, has
long bLeen regarded as dangerous to
life and valueless for any purpose,
says the San Francisco Argonaut.
True, It was known that the arid land
could be rendered fruitful by means
of irrigation, but there was no water
there and noae could be obtalned
without a heavy expenditure. The
only plan proposed that promised re-
llef was the construction of immense
reservoirs In the mountains to retain
the storm water for a long distance
during the gummer. This meant a
heavy Initial outlay and neither the
ptate government nor the federal gov-
ernment has as yet expressed a will-
ingness to incur it Life on the desert
when not positively dangerous, Ia
crowded with hardships, bnt hardships
huve no deterrent effect upon the
searchers for gold, and lately the waste
places of the desert have been Invaded
by an army of prospectors for oil. The
theory upon which they proceeded was
that the Kern river oll belt extends
through the Mojave desort. Whether
or not there Is any virtne In this
theory, the facts 80 far developed have
not justified it. No oil has been found,
but water in considerable quantities
has been struck and at the present
time this is more valuable than the
oil would have been. Artesian water,
It a sufficient quantity ean he found,
i# much better than the retalned and
ditehed storm water would have been,
since there is less expense for hand-
ling and less loss from evaporation.
Three wells have been developed al-
ready. The third struck the water at
a depth of 1856 feet, which Is much
more shallow than would be required
for an oll well. All of them are sald
to be “gushers,” and
