| noticed Nightwatchman Rich-
ard Spinks approaching about a
block away, and gave up the
attempt.
He ran to the vicinity of the
High School and hid there 30
or 40 minutes, according to his

In the meantime, Night-
watchman Spinks had secured
tie license number on the sus-
pect’'s car, and officers soon
traced down the culprit.

High state officials are laying their careers on the line
when they take a stand

On one side is Gov. Price Daniel, who wants to obtain
needed new revenue through a program based primarily on
taking over abandoned property, changing the bookkeeping me-
thods a bit and increasing corporalion franchise taxes, natural
gas taxes and certain selective sales taxes,

On the other side are a number of lawmakers, including
House Spreaker Waggoner Carr, who call the governor's plan
inadequate. They contend Texas' revenue needs are great and
ghould be '‘spread thinly" to cause the least injury. Cited as
possible solutions by Carr were the nine-part omnibus tax by
Reps. R. L. Strickland and Wesley Roberts, or Rep. H. J.
Blanchard's 13 per cent gwoss receipls tax.

Byrd Warns Of Erowing Federal

vilian employees, who are paid more thas $1.000 000,000 a month,
Their annual pay $12,000,000,000—is equal tc the deficit the
federal government is having in its fiscal 1959. hudget.

Byrd noted that federal government workers averaged
pay raises of 11 per cent in 1958, while few taxpayers did.

Eyrd also said thal if every program the government
now has were continued, more than 150,000 jobs could be abolished
without impairing efficiency in the slightest., What is some of the
unnecessary programs were abolished?

Fate Of Historic School Sidewalks

{Editor's Note: In an article
last week, R. C. Couch 8r.,
told the interesting history of
the lettered sidewalks put down
30 years ago on the high school
grounds. In this concluding ar-
ticle, he tells the fate of some
of the lettered concrete blocks
taken up when the present
school bulldings were erected.)

were built when the old con-
crete block buliding was in use
on the North Grounds and after

the first new building for the

High 8School was built just south
of it, where the last one bullt

now stands.

After the ‘‘death'” of both
buildings, new planning, of
course, did not fit the old build-
ing which the sidewalks were
made to fit. Hence when these
walks did not fit the new build-
ings they had to be taken up.
And, at least one-half or more
of the sidewalks that were
laid in the public effort had to
be removed.

Our friend and citizen Augus!
Rueffer from the northeast
part of the county who had his
eyes open for a bargain con
tacted the School Board for one
in the salvage matter, He first

bought, at 25 cents each, a
number of loads of the con-
crete—big  heavy  slabs—of

which the North Bullding was
constructed, He built from
these a two room storage space,
part above the ground and a
part below, which is now of
service and will, no doubt, be
for years to come,

Mr, Rueffer also decided that
he wanted the walks, a block
at a time, for some reason we
know not what. I hardly think
he knew at the time what he
wanted them for. but he took
them because he could get so
much for a quarter and that
was what he paid for each
block.
