Council urges water rationing
Floydada Police Chief asks for police raises

The Floydada City Council
met Tuesday, June 20, and voted
to ask the citizens to begin Phase
I of a *volunteer’ water rationing
plan, and the council heard a re-
quest for a salary raise for the
Police Department.

According to City Manager
Gary Brown, Phase I of the wa-
ter rationing plan calls for in-
forming the public, “To get the
word out - don’t waste water!”

Brown added, “Right now
water usage is real high in the
City. Many are still trying to keep
their grass green. If we want state

Police Chief Darrell Gooch
addressed the council concerning
the need for salary raises at all
levels in the Police Department.
According to Gooch, giving the
department about a 10 percent
raise across the board “would put
Floydada in about the middle of
the salary scale of the surround-
ing smaller towns.”

Gooch asked the council to
raise the starting base salary of a
police officer from $24,000 to
$26,400. “This 10 percent raise
would cost the City $6,300 for the
remainder of this fiscal year,”
said Gooch.

According to Gooch, Floyd
County Sheriff’s Officers start at
$25,000, Lockney P.D. (2300
pop.) starts at $25,500, Ralls P.D.
(2200 pop.) starts at $24,000,
Wolfforth P.D. (2700 pop.) starts
at $27,000, Tulia P.D. (4600 pop.)
starts at $26,000, Colorado City
P.D. (3900 pop.) starts at $31,000
and Muleshoe P.D. starts at
$27,000.

Gooch explained he has had
trouble filling the two vacancies
in his department because of the
low starting base salary.

Following a question by
Council Member Monte Will-
iams concerning the City’s bud-
get, City Manager Brown said,
“We might could find this in our

budget, but our tax base is going
down. We are working on our
new budget now. This will have
to come from the citizens. Our
sales tax of $120,000 has stayed
the same as years before.”
Council Member Ruben

Barrientoz asked, “How much
are our raises for our other em-
ployees?”

Brown responded, “Around 3
to 5 percent.”

Williams suggested the coun-
cil wait until they see the new
2006-2007 budget before taking
any action on the matter. No ac-
tion was taken by the council.

In other matters, the council
adopted unanimously an ordi-
nance imposing a ‘late fee’ for
sanitation customers living out-
side the city limits and who are

billed solely for sanitation (gar-

bage pickup) service only.

The late fee will be $15.00 for
‘up to 7 days late’ in paying their
bill, and $30.00 for ‘over 7 days
late’ in paying their bill.

The council adopted another
resolution concerning Atmos
Energy to “show cause regard-
ing the reasonableness of its ex-
isting natural gas distribution
rates with the City.”

No action was taken by the
council concerning a request by
the highway department for the
City to move existing water lines
that are beneath Highway 62/207
going south toward Ralls at the

Brown explained, “As the
highway department makes plans
to redo the highway going South,
they have discovered that the
current highway is over some of
our water lines. One is a 10 inch
(main) line and they think the line
needs to be moved.”

“This is going to be interest-
ing to see who pays for what. If
they are over our line, I think it
is easy to think our line was there
when the highway went in. They
plan to narrow the intersection by
16 feet. Our line has nowhere
else to go, but they could move
their highway away from our
line.”

I estimate it
will cost from $150,000 to
$175,000 to move the line. The
highway department wants it
moved by December and they are
trying to find paper work show-
ing when the right of way was
acquired,” said Brown. :

McComb said she was told
her speech would be cut short if
she deviated from the approved
school speech, but she said it
boiled down to her fundamental
right to free speech.

McComb said her school
taught her that.
. “God’s the biggest part of my

“life,” said McComb. “Just like

other valedictorians thank their
parents, I wanted to thank my
Lord and Savior.”

In the 750 word speech

McComb made reference to the
Lord twice, to God 9 times, and
one mention of Christ.

The school edited out Christ,
five other words, two bible refer-
ences, and a reference to God’s
love being shown in sending his
Son to die.

Isn’t it amazing how scary the
name of Christ is?

You can mention God, Bud-
dha, Allah, etc. and everything is
O.K. But bring in the personal
name of Christ and there is an
immediate inward or outward re-
action (some small and some not

so small) from everyone around

you.
You think there is a reason for
that? I do.

Meanwhile--at Lewis-Palmer
High School in Monument,
Colo., Erica Corder’s commence-
ment speech has also gotten her
into trouble.

Corder used her valedictorian
speech to speak about the death
and resurrection of Christ and to
urge listeners to learn more about
his sacrifice.

After the speech school offi-
cials told her she would not re-
ceive her diploma until she wrote
an e-mail to the school
community’s students and par-
ents, apologizing for her trans-
gressions in making the speech.

Corder has agreed to write the
apology. However, Mat Staver,
chairman of Liberty Counsel says
a lawsuit is warranted.

According to Staver, Diplo-
mas are earned--and Corder is
entitled to her diploma--and she
has a right to share her faith.

And then--in New Jersey a
second grader, Olivia Turton, was
told she couldn’t sing “Awesome
God” at a school talent show be-
cause it was “too violent and
graphic”, and said it violated the
First Amendment.

Allowed at the show was a
Latin dance interpretion to
Shakira;arock band performing
a Bon Jovi song, and a “witches”
scene from MacBeth.

We are indebted to the Globe
newspaper out of Tel Aviv (in Is-
rael) for the news that there are
many more millionaires in the
world now.

The same story did not appear
in America’s newspapers until
several days later, but there’s
probably a reason for all that. The
worldwide increase in new mil-
lionaires was around six (6) per-
cent, but irt Israel the increase
was double the world’s average,
up to 12 1/2 percent. There are
now 7,400 millionaires in Israel,
according to the story, and even
a few Billionaires. The story did
not say how much of that money
came (via Foreign Aid) from the
American taxpayers through
their Congress and Administra-
tion. Nor did the story indicate
whether America’s taxpayers will
be called on to help pay the taxes
on the new-found wealth, but you
can rest assured, gentle reader,
that such will be the case.

For instance: Israel receives
about $3 Billion each and every
year from the American taxpay-
ers, courtesy of our Congress and
Administration. A lot of foreign-
ers receive help from the Ameri-

can treasury (not nearly that
much) , but Israel gets its money
up front, in one lump sum that
Americans have to borrow and
pay interest on. And by virtue of
the Cranston Amendment, the
amount of interest the Israelites
pay on their money, when and if
the interest finally kicks in, can
never exceed the amount of
America’s gift.

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Warm season grasses concern cattle producers

As if cattle and hay producers
haven't had enough to worry
about lately, the drought may
spur additional problems, said a
Texas Cooperative Extension soil
and crop expert.

"Besides reduced production,
lack of moisture can also poten-
tially lead to toxic levels of ni-
trates in warm-season grasses, as
well as the possibility of prussic
acid poisening," said Larry
Redmon, Extension state forage
specialist.

During dry weather, warm-
season annual grasses * includ-
ing forage sorghums, sorghum-
sudan hybrids and various mil-
lets * can accumulate nitrates to
a level toxic for cattle, he said.
Forages belonging to the genus
Sorghum also can produce prus-
sic acid (hydrogen cyanide) in
quantities toxic to cattle.

" Accumulation of nitrate usu-
ally occurs when there is exces-
sive fertilization followed by a
period of drought," Redmon said.
"But toxic levels have been seen
in warm-season annual grasses
with as little as 50 pounds of ni-
trogen fertilizer usage per acre."

Nitrate uptake occurs even
when above-ground plant growth
has been reduced, he said, and the
nitrate concentrates in the forage
tissue.

"Ruminants are affected be-
cause the rumen microbes con-
vert nitrate to nitrite, which goes
into the bloodstream to convert
hemoglobin, which carries oxy-
gen, into methemoglobin, which
does not carry oxygen," Redmon
said. "The result is asphyxiation."

Africanized

Bees confirmed as the
Africanized strain have been
found in the Panhandle, prompt-
ing a word.of caution from a
Texas Cooperative Extension
specialist.

Dr. Carl Patrick, Extension
entomologist in Amarillo, said
this summer he has received two
to three samples of bees a week
to send for testing, compared to
two to three a month in the past.

" "We just need people to un-
derstand we have them
(Africanized honey bees) in the
area, and there will be bees
throughout the Panhandle that act
a little more aggressively than
they have in the past,” he said.

The first confirmed case was
collected Jan. 30 in Armstrong
County, Patrick said. Since then,
bees from Amarillo in Randall
County were collected and tested
positive on April 19, May 16 and
June 1.

"We knew they had moved as
far north as Swisher County in
the past years, but this is the first
year they've been found this far
north,"” he said. "We haven't re-
ceived anything from the north-
ern Panhandle, but we have to
assume they run throughout the
area now."

Distinguishing between na-
tive honey bees and the
Africanized strain cannot be done
visually, Patrick said. All bees
must be sent to the Texas Honey
Bee Identification Lab in College
Station to be confirmed through
genetic tests or by measurements.

Africanized honey bees were
brought to Brazil in 1956 to im-
prove honey production of the
European honey bee, he said. In
1957, containment measures

failed and several swarms es- |

caped into the countryside.

The Africanized bee passed
on its aggressive traits through
mating and began moving north

Non-ruminants, such as
horses, may also be affected, he
said. Besides bring raised as fresh
forage material for grazing, many
warm-season grasses are har-
vested for hay.

"Cattle may also succumb to
prussic acid poisoning while
grazing if the forage material has
been subjected to drought stress,"
he said. "But millets, wh¥le ca-
pable of accumulating nitrates at
a toxic level, do not produce
prussic acid. We recommend that
producers do not turn cattle onto
pastures with drought-stressed
sorghums or johnsongrasses."

Only a forage analysis for ni-
trate can determine whether fresh
forage, hay and sillage are safe
to feed livestock, Redmon said.
The Texas A&M University Soil
Testing Laboratory can test for
both nitrate levels and prussic
acid.

"Nitrate levels greater than
5,000 parts per million may be
dangerous, while levels of more
than 15,000 parts per million are
generally toxic to most classes of
livestock," he said.

The official recommendation
from experts at Texas A&M is not
to feed forages containing more
than 10,000 parts per million ni-

trate, he said. A more conserva- .

tive maximum of 5,000 is prefer-
able.

"Producers using warm-sea-
son annual forages or
johnsongrass should have their
hay crops tested prior to harvest-
ing," he added. "We strongly rec-
ommend against harvesting the
forage and then having it tested.

You need to have it tested first. If
you don't, this could waste a lot
of time, effort and expense to-
ward a hay crop that might not
be safe to feed."

Extension agents throughout
the state have been receiving calls
about nitrates and prussic acid.

"I've had a number of produc-
ers call me recently with con-
cerns," said Jerry Warren, Exten-
sion agent for agriculture for
Bexar County. "In most cases,
they are telling me their warm-
season grasses are not big or thick
enough for hay, so they are try-
ing to salvage it by using it for
grazing material. But they're wor-
ried about whether it's safe, so I'm
recommending they have it tested
before they use it to graze."

"We know cattle producers
have already been through a lot
during this drought and would
prefer not to bring them any ad-
ditional bad news," Redmon said.
"But the fact is that not paying
adequate attention to weather
conditions and forages can cause
the death of animals through ni-
trate accumulation and prussic
acid poisoning. It's something we
feel we have an obligation to alert
people to."

bees found in Panhandle

at a rate of 200 to 300 miles per
year, first entering Texas in 1990,
Patrick said.

"These bees will not look dif-
ferent and the single bees out for-

aging among the flowers will not
actany different than they always
do,” he said. "Usually, even the
swarms you see in the open will
not act any different."

The Africanized bees are more
aggressive in protecting their
brood, Patrick said. European
honey bees may chase intruders
up to100 fet from the colony, but
the Africanized bees will go as far
as 400 feet.

The sting is the same whether
the bee is
Africanized, but many more bees
will aggressively attack if it is the
Africanized bee, he said.

"What we've learned over the
years is certain things really irri-
tate the Africanized bees," Patrick
said. "They don't like small en-
gines, such as lawnmowers,
weed-eaters and chainsaws."

European  or’

Also, the European honey
bees tend to nest aboveground in
houses, trees or vacant structures,
he said. In addition to those nest-

ing sites, Africanized bees also
nest in holes in the ground, irri-
gation pipes, control boxes and
underneath houses.

Patrick offered some advice
for individuals coming in contact
with any bees:

*Get into a vehicle or house
or if it is a brushy area, put as
much brush between the source
of the bees and yourself.

*Scrape stingers from the
body, don't trv to pull them out.

Each stinger has a venom sack.
_and pulling only mashes more

venom into the wound. "People
who know of an established
colony should call someone in the
pest control industry to take care
of it," Patrick said. "It's not for
the novice person to deal with.
There are a few pest control folks
who will do it. They charge, but
to me, it would be worth it."

Technology has changed the
face of the High Plains cotton
industry over the past few years
and Monsanto Corporation’s

“Cotton States” program is a key.

contributor to the trend.

In order to learn more about
the Monsanto “Cotton States”
program, Plains Cotton Growers
leaders from across the High
Plains region sat down on June
23 with Monsanto representa-
tives responsible for the program
to discuss producer concerns
about the rapid changes taking
place in the industry.

During the meeting the two
groups discussed the role the
“Cotton States” program is play-
ing in the industry and
Monsanto’s plans for future

sought to further strengthen the

. working relationship that exists

between PCG and Monsanto.
PCG representatives also dis-
cussed a number of issues cen-

“It is critical that when a pro-
.ducer gets a call and is asked to
participate in a Monsanto mar-
keting survey that they take the
time to provide an honest level
of feedback about the value they
see in the company’s risk shar-
ing programs,” says PCG Execu-
tive Vice President Steve Verett.

With the High Plains region
facing a significant challenge in
2006 it appears that growers who
planted Monsanto technology on
their non-irrigated acreage could
see real benefits through the
Monsanto Seed Drought Relief
Program in 2006.

“The honest feedback that
Monsanto receives from growers
about their risk sharing programs
will ultimately play an important
part in influencing the company’s
decision on whether to continue
them in 2007 and beyond,” notes
Verett.

Cotton producers failing acres
should keep Boll Weevil Eradi-
cation Offices informed

Producers who fail cotton
acres due to non-emergence of
cotton because of dry conditions
should keep their local Boll Wee-
vil Eradication District Offices
informed about their decision.

Growers should also remain
aware of their continued respon-
sibility to keep failed fields free
of hostable cotton plants for the
remainder of the growing season.

If a credit against assessment
is available, a grower will need
to certify failed fields with the
local Farm Service Agency office

by July 15 in order to receive a-

credit for those acres on boll wee-
vil assessments.
. To qualify for the credit, the
fields must be free of all cotton
plants on July 15 and must be
maintained in that condition for
the rest of the growing season.

Fields planted to an alternate
crop after the cotton has failed are
also eligible for the credit under
the same conditions.

The credit will not be avail-
able if hostable cotton is found
in the fields on or after the July

15 deadline.
Drought conditions putting

grim face on 2006 crop pros- .

pects and grower options

In spite of recent rains in some
areas, drought conditions across
much of PCG’s 41-county area
are putting a grim face on the
prospects of the 2006 cotton crop
for dryland producers.

Day after day with tempera-
tures in the 100’s, searing hot
winds of 30 mph or more, and
low humidity has parched the al-
ready dry soils and is putting as
much as a million cares of dry-
land production at risk.

The 5.626 million bale crop of
2005 is likely to be slashed in half
this season, according to early
estimations.
