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Wind turbines coming soon

Construction about to begin on RES Whirlwind Energy Center

Very soon 26, 2.3 MW wind

turbines will dot the landscape at
the RES’ Wind Farm 20 miles
east of Floydada. The local wind
farm will be known as the RES
Whirlwind Energy Center.

The turbines will be on land
leased from Winfield Davenport

. and other landowners surround-

ing Davenport--approximately

- 10,000 acres.

RES, (Renewable Energy Sys-
tems Americas) purchased the
turbines from Siemens Power
Generation.

The 26 Siemens wind turbine
generators will produce  59.8
MW of electricity, or enough to
power approximately 28,000
Texas homes.

~ Allen Jensen, the local project
mahager, says construction
crews will be here through De-
cember 2007.

According to Jensen the
project should be underway by
March, 2007.

Approximately 10 miles of
new roads will be built to the site
and the area will also be cleared
for trailers to house construction
crews. Existing roads will also be
upgraded to handle the large
equipment coming to the area.

Project Director Chris Hills
said the lines will be tied into the
existing Matador substation.

“Most of the turbines are built
in Denmark and shipped to
Houston,” said Hills. “They will
then be trucked in here.”

Now, Texas Monthly Maga-
zine has recognized it too, with
a special section in the Decem-
ber 2006 issue highlighting
“Texas Super Doctors”.

“Super Doctors” are selected
through polling by Key Profes-
sional Media.

reporting smaller numbers blame
the drought during the summer
for eliminating the dryland cot-
ton.

Everyone is reporting the
quality of the irrigated cotton is
good this year, but the expense
of watering during the hot sum-
mer months have taken a toll on
most profits this year. According

to most producers, they are just
breaking even with their ex-
penses this year.

Floyd County Extension
Agent J.D. Ragland reported in
his December, 2006 newsletter to
the producers, 40,000 acres of
cotton failed this year due to dry
conditions. Only 151,822 acres
were harvested. When the failed
acres are omitted, the average

2006 yields didn’t look so bad.”

According to Ragland’s re-
port, in some cases irfi gated cot-
ton made 800 pounds or better,

but dryland suffered only mak-
ing 250 pounds average, leaving
an average of both dryland and
irrigated at around 750 pounds
per acre. The average 2006 price
per pound was $.55 cents, which
was the same as 2005.

Commissioners Court advertising
to fill vacancy of retiring Sheriff

The Floyd County Commis-
sioners met Monday, January 8,
2007, and discussed the recent
discovery of missing computer
records from the County Judge’s
office computers, tax incentives,
and the upcoming retirement of
the Sheriff.

Commissioners approved a
motion to advertise for the posi-
tion of Floyd County Sheriff to
be open on February 1, 2007 af-
ter Sheriff Royce Gilmore told
the court his last day before re-
tirement is January 31, 2007.

In response to County Judge
Penny Golightly reading the
agenda item concerning missing
records from office computers,
Commissioner Lennie Gilroy
commented, “These are impor-
tant records and we can’t find
them. Maybe we are just not fa-
miliar with these computers, but
we need someone to help us find
them.”

Former County Court Coordi-
nator Margaret Ponce was.
present and was recording the
meeting with a-video camera and
tape recorder. During Public
Comment, Ponce explained that
there is a backup disc with those
records and they can be retrieved,
and that she would be willing to

-

help.

Ponce concluded, “I’m not
aware of any records missing
from the computers.”

No action was taken on the
matter.

The court heard a presentation
by Dora Ross, Executive Direc-
tor of the Floydada Economic
Development Corporation, and
Phil Cotham, President of the
Lockney Economic Develop-
ment, concerning establishing a
committee for business develop-
ment incentives in Floyd County.

Ross told the court, “We need
incentives. to attract businesses
and for expansion of (existing)
businesses. Each business would
be evaluated on an individual
basis by our elected officials on
our boards. We need something
in place to dangle ahead of time.”

Cotham added, ‘“Many areas
have gotten dairies and wind
farms with tax breaks. A good tax
break to start will eventually
bring in more taxes later. By the

time we try to process any tax

break by the taxing entities,
many businesses have gone
somewhere else.”

Ross gave an example of dair-
ies moving into the Muleshoe
School District which have
added over 200 students in their

school district. This includes the
dairy business and the milk pro-
cessing plants and other busi-
nesses that come with them.

Commissioner Gilroy said,
“We are open for incentives on
an individual basis.”

Commissioner Bill
Quattlebaum added, “Our motive
is to increase our tax base. We
are for new businesses coming to
Floyd County and we will work
with you.”

Commissioner Jon Jones
asked, “What incentives are sur-
rounding counties giving?”’

_ Ross responded, “Some coun-
ties offer all weather roads, such
as asphalt. For - example,
Muleshoe E.D.C. offered cash,
while the county commissioners
gave tax abatements. Other in-
centives can be roads, electricity,
sewer, etc. Remember, the land
is already on the tax rolls and that
stays on the rolls..”

“Tax abatement can be for 100
percent, 75 percent, 50 percent
and 25 percent. We need the jobs.
Floyd County has the highest
unemployment in the area. Our
purpose is to create jobs. We need
this committee to recommend
some tax abatement rates for
qualified businesses,” concluded
Ross.

The court will meet in Special
Session later to appoint a com-
missioner to this committee.

The commissioners ap-
pointed 7 residents to the County
Historical Commission during
January of odd-numbered years.
They were: Nancy Marble,
Hulon Carthel, Olive Hinton,
Dee Copeland, Connie Bertrand,
Carolyn Hardy and Donelle
Gowens.

Floyd County Treasurer Elva
Martinez presented the commis-
sioners the December, 2006 Fi-
nancial Report. The Report
showed a Beginning Balance of

Shingles and Chickenpox caused by the same virus - early diagnosis offers best

The same virus that causes
chickenpox causes shingles, a
disease that affects nerves and
causes pain and blisters in adults.
After  recovering  from
chickenpox, the virus does not
leave your body, rather it contin-
ues to live in some nerve cells

agcording to Andy Crocker, Ex-
tension Program’ Specialist with *

Texas Cooperative Extension.
For reasons that are not totally
understood, the virus can become
active instead of remaining inac-
tive and cause shingles. Most
adults live with the virus in their
body and never get shingles. But
about one in five people who
have had chickenpox will get
shingles later in life - usually af-
ter the age of 50.

When the activated virus trav-
els along the path of a nerve to
the surface of the skin, a rash will
appear. It usually show up as a
band on one side of the face or
body. Right now there is no way

-

of knowing who will get the dis-
ease. However, the risk of get-
ting shingles increases as you age
due to increased difficulty fight-
ing off infections with age.

While symptoms may vary,
most people report some or all
of the following: burning, tin-
gling or numbness of the skin;
feeling sick, such as chills, fever,
upset stomach or headache;
fluid-filled blisters; skin that is
sensitive to touch; mild itchin
to strong pain :

The rash usually happens on
one side of the body. A few days
after the tingling or burning feel-
ing on the skin, a red rash will
come out on your body, face or
neck. In a few days, the rash will
turn into fluid- filled blisters. The
blisters dry up and crust over
within several days. Most cases
of shingles last from 3 to 5
weeks.

It is important to see your
health provider no later than 3
days after the rash starts. He or
she needs to see the rash to con-

Medications are
also available which may help
lessen the pain. When started
within 72 hours of getting the
rash, anti-viral medications may
help shorten the length of the in-
fection and lower the risk of other
After the rash goes away some
people may be left with long last-
ing pain calied post-herpetic neu-
ralgia or PHN. The pain is felt in
the same area where the rash had
been. Those who have had PHN
say the pain is sharp, throbbing
or stabbing. Their skin is so sen-
sitive they cannot bear to wear
even soft, light clothing. The
older you are when you get
shingles, the greater your chance
of developing PHN. This pain
can last for weeks, months or
even years. Usually PHN will get
better over time. Talk to your
health provider if you think you

In 2006, the Food and Drug
Administration approved a
shingles vaccine, Zostavax, for
use in people 60 and older who
have had chickenpox. Research-
ers found that giving older adults

the vaccine reduced the expected °

number of shingles cases by half
and, il people who 'still got the
disease despite immunization,
greatly reduced the severity and
complications of shingles. The
shingles vaccine is only a preven-
tive therapy and is not a treatment
for those who already have
shingles. While the vaccine is
currently approved only for those
60 and older, you may still wish
to discuss this option with. your
health provider.

In some cases, blisters can be-
come infected, resulting in scar-
ring of the skin. Your health pro-
vider may prescribe an antibiotic
treatment. Keep the area clean
and try not to scratch. If blisters

If you have shingles, here are
some things that may make you
feel better: make sure you get
enough rest, avoid stress as much
as you can and eat well balanced
meals; dip a washcloth in cool
water and apply it to your blis-
ters to ease the pain and help dry
the blisters; do things that take

High Plains cotton producers

adversely impacted by drought in
2006 still have time to seek re-
lief through the trait and seed
drought assistance programs of-
fered by Monsanto and various
seed companies serving the West
Texas market.

Many producers made a con-
scious decision to try technology-
enhanced cottonseed on dryland
acreage in 2006 based on the trait
and seed drought relief programs
offered by Monsanto and later
matched by other cottonseed ven-
dors.

The programs opened the
door for dryland producers to

~ plant technology enhanced seed
by providing the added security
of knewing that their technology
fees and all or part of their plant-
ing seed expense would be re-
funded if their crop yielded less
than 150 pounds per acre due to
drought.

With the filing deadline for
many of these programs right
around the corner, it is critical
that any grower that has not al-
ready filed a drought relief claim
with their seed and/or technology
supplier submit their paperwork
before the deadlines that were
established for participation by
the various companies offering
drought relief programs. The
deadline for filing drought relief
claims with Monsanto is January
Sk

Any producer who believes
they have cotton that will not
yield 150 pounds which will not
be ginned before January 15, and
do not have a Federal Crop In-
surance appraisal to document an
estimated yield for the affected
acres, should contact their local

seed retailer and/or their local
seed company representative
prior to January 15.

It is important that growers act
before the deadline to submit a
claim under any of these pro-
grams. Producers should contact

their local seed retailer and/or

local seed company as soon as
possible to ensure that claims are

entered before the deadline and’

remain eligible to be processed:

* Claims submitted or received
after the announced deadline,
cannot be accepted according’to
federal regulations governing
these types of programs.

The Monsanto Trait Relief
program applies to any variety
that contains Monsanto technol-
ogy traits. The Monsanto Seed
Drought Relief Program applies
to Stoneville and NexGen brand
cottonseed varieties.

Like the Monsanto programs,
the Seed Drought relief programs
offered by All-Tex Seed,
Americot, Beltwide Cotton Ge-
netics, Croplan Genetics, Delta &
Pine Land, Dyna-Gro and
FiberMax/AFD Cotton Seed uti-

lize a 150-pound per land acre-

threshold to trigger rebates to eli-
gible growers.

All of these programs, except
for the D&PL drought relief pro-
gram was December 29, 2006,
while the All-Tex submission
deadline was January 2, 2007.

Growers who planted D&PL
or All-Tex seed, whether or not
they filed a claim with the seed
company, still have until January
15 to file a claim with Monsanto
for refund of their paid 2006 tech-
nology fees on drought affected
acres, i
