Saturday was election day in 

Floyd County and one thing was 
abundantly d e a r-v o te r  apathy 
was at an all time low.

In F loydada’s city council 
election, incumbent Bettye King 
was defeated by Sylvia A. Garcia 
by 5 votes. King received 6 votes 
and Garcia earned 11 votes.

Apathy was so low in this race 
that, according to the list of vot­
ers, Sylvia Garcia did not even 
show  up to vote for herself. 
Garcia also failed to return the 
Candidate profile to the newspa­
per, so very little is known about 
this new councilwoman.

King and Garcia were running 
for the D istrict#! place. The 17 
votes represented only 3.82% of 
the 444 registered to vote in Dis­
trict #1.

The percentage of Lockney 
City Council Precinct #1 voters 
was only slightly higher than 
Floydada.

Incumbent Lockney Council­
man Junior Brotherton received 
2 votes and was defeated by Shad 
Schleuter with 10 votes.

The 12 votes represented 6% 
of the 205 registered in this dis­
trict.

In the Lockney ISD race the 
percentages were slightly higher.

The At-Large race between 
incumbent John Quebe and Mike 
M ath is was won by Q uebe. 
Mathis had 98 votes and Quebe 
earned 152. This represented 
16% of the 1,602 registered to 
vote in LISD.

In the District #5 LISD race 
between incumbent Boyd Jack- 
son and Jimmy Kemp only 71, 
or 23%, of the 308 registered vot­
ers cast a ballot, Jackson earned 
33, and Kemp won with 38 votes.

Historic Silver Jubilee Liturgy celebrated 
by Lubbock Diocese in Blanco Canyon

Ten o ’clock on Monday, May 

12, 2008 the Roman Catholic 
Diocese of Lubbock observed an 
historic Silver Jubilee Liturgy in 
Blanco Canyon, ju st south of 
F lo y d ad a , at the C oronado  
Expedition’s second Barranca 
campground.

The mass was celebrated by 
The M ost R everend  P lac ido  
Rodriguez, CMF, Bishop of Lub­
bock Diocese. He blessed the 
ground where Coronado camped. 
Celebration attendance was by 
invitation only.

Parishioners from St. Mary 
M agdalen Catholic Church in 
Floydada were bussed down to 
the  canyon and o thers j^from 
w ith in  the Lubbock D iocèse 
came to attend.

According to the pamphlet 
handed out at the event, “Fran­
cisco Vasquez de Coronado set 
out in 1540 with 300 soldiers and 
1,200 Tlaxcalteca Indians to ex­
plore the lands beyond the North­
ern Frontier of New Spain. Fray 
Juan de Padilla, the first Chris­
tian martyr in what is now the 
United States, accompanied the 
conquistadores. Today’s liturgy is 
the first Mass in Blanco Canyon 
since Father Padilla prayed here 
with the Coronado Expedition in 
May, 1541.”

During the introductory rites 
Dr. Donald Blakeslee, who has 
been involved with researching 
and excavating the site, gave the 
historical background introduc­
tion.

Following the celebration of 
Mass in the canyon, St. Mary 
M agdalen Church hosted the 
noon m eal. Dr. B lakeslee of 
W ichita  S tate  U n iv e rsity  at 
Wichita, Kansas, shared more of 
the history of what is now called 
the Jimmy Owens site (after the 
local man who first discovered it) 
with those in attendance.

The Diocese of Lubbock will 
celebrate their Twenty-fifth An­
niversary with a Jubilee Mass 
held in the Lubbock Memorial 
Civic Center, 10:00 a.m. on June

21,2008. The Theme for the cel­
ebration is “Like A Mighty Wind

Farm Bill negotiators gath­
ered in the Longworth House 
Office Building in Washington, 
DC Thursday afternoon to an­
nounce a final agreement on the 
oft-delayed 2008 farm Bill.

Culminating a process started 
nearly three years ago, the press 
conference provided a glimpse of 
the bipartisan support that will 
drive the legislation over the fin­
ish line and to the desk of Presi­
dent George W. Bush by the end 
of next week.

Despite what appears to be 
considerable bipartisan support 
for the final bill. White House 
spokesmen continue to indicate 
a strong likelihood that the Presi­
dent will veto the legislation 
when he receives it. That warn­
ing has prompted a renewed ef­
fort in Congress to assemble a 
veto-proof margin of support for 
the bill.

“C otton  producers on the 
High Plains will be relieved to 
know that the finish line for the 
farm bill is now within reach and 
that Congress plans to approve 
the Farm Bill Conference Report 
next week,” says PCG Execu­
tive Vice President Steve Verett. 
“We can’t say that everything in 
the bill is like we envisioned it 
ought to be, but that is a senti­
ment virtually every constituency 
impacted by the legislation is 
feeling today.

“We will be actively encour­
aging our High Plains Congress­
men and our Senators to vote for 
the final bill and to also work dili­
gently to ensure the support of 
their urban counterparts.”

Verett notes that agriculture is 
second only to the energy com­
plex in economic importance to 
the Texas economy and it is hard 
to imagine a compelling reason 
for any member of the Texas 
Congressional delegation to vote 
against the bill.

The leg is la tio n  con ta ins 
m onum ental investm ents and 
implements significant reforms 
in several key areas including 
nutrition, commodity support, 
conservation and specialty crop 
provisions.

Among the most visible of the 
changes from cotton’s perspec­

tive is the inclusion of a laundry 
list of cotton program reforms, 
mostly in the marketing loan pro­
gram, and significant reforms in 
the area of pay limits that will 
also impact cotton producers.

With any piece of legislation 
as far-reaching and complicated 
as the farm bill the devil will be 
in the details, not all of which are 
known at this time. The only 
analysis that you can make at this 
time is that there will be a mix of 
positive and negative impacts on 
growers depending on their indi­
vidual situation, crop mix and 
location.

Perhaps the biggest changes 
will be in the area of payment 
limitations and Adjusted Gross 
Income (AGI) eligibility require­
m ents. E lim ination of the 3- 
entitiy rule in favor of direct at­
tribution of payments to indi­
viduals and m odifications to 
spouse e lig ib ility  ru les are 
bundled with a new and some­
what confusing mix of AGI eli­
gibility tests in the new bill.

As with all other aspects of the 
bill. Conference Report language 
and the final legislative text will 
be the key to divining the intent 
of Congress. House Agriculture 
C om m ittee C hairm an C ollin  
Peterson indicated during Thurs­
days’ press conference that this 
inform ation, along with final 
C ongressional Budget Office 
scoring for the final provisions 
would be made available early 
next week.

A comprehensive run-down 
of the pay limit, AGI and Com­
modity program changes will be 
provided as soon as the final leg­
islative language and conference 
report are published.

CONSIDER OPTIONS BE­
FORE BREAKING OUT CRP 
LAND

O ffic ia ls  w ith the USDA 
Natural Resources Conservation 

' Service (NRCS) are urging farm­
ers to consider USDA compli­
ance and program eligibility be­
fore converting Conservation 
Reserve Program (CRP) acres to 
cropland production.

“More than 1 million acres in 
Texas covered under CRP con­
tracts will expire in the next year

and a half, and we could see a lot 
of land use changes, especially 
in the Panhandle region,” said 
Don Gohmert, NRCS state con­
servationist for Texas. “We want 
landowners to understand op­
tions available to them and what 
they need to do to remain in com­
pliance for USDA programs.”

C onservation  com pliance, 
which began with the 1985 Farm 
Bill, is still in effect. Compliance 
means that farmers need to con­
trol erosion on highly erodible 
land, which includes CRP acres, 
in order to stay eligible for USDA 
program benefits, including farm 
loan programs, disaster assis­
tance, commodity price supports, 
and conservation programs.

According to NRCS, the most 
common ways farmers get out of 
compliance with USDA is by 
e lim in a tin g  so il-co n serv in g  
crops, such as forage species, and 
adding a tilled crop, such as corn 
or co tton . W hen the farm er 
changes his soil cover from per­
manent grass to annually-tilled 
crops, he/she should always con­
sider conservation compliance 
when planning their rotations, in 
addition to commodity prices.

“The lure of high crop prices 
may have landowners consider­
ing plowing up grassland and 
planting it to a commodity crop,” 
Gohm ert said. “Not only are 
there compliance issues to con­
sider, but landowners should also 
look at what is best for the land.”

A ccord ing  to L ori Z iehr, ' 
NRCS state agronomist, much of 
the land enrolled in CRP was ' 
classified as highly erodible, 
meaning it is susceptible to wind 
and/or water erosion. “That soil 
has not changed over the years 
the land was in CRP,” she said.

“If those acres are returned to 
cropland, landowners will need 

, to take certain measures to ensure 
those acres will not erode beyond 
a level that the soil can tolerate.”

For example, Ziehr said that 
a certain percentage of the field 
may need to be planted to high 
residue crops each year or that 
contour windstrips be left at cer­
tain intervals to prevent erosion. 
In some cases, she said, fields 
may already have terraces that 
need to be maintained to remain 
in compliance and help lower the 
potential for erosion.

Before a landowner takes any 
action at all, Ziehr encourages 
them to visit their local NRCS 
field office to find out what a 
compliance plan would entail and 
if there are any financial cost- 
share programs to help off-set 
some of the conservation costs. 
“A landowner has more options 
when his land is still in grass,” 
she said. “Grazing former CRP 
acres is another option to con­
sider.”

CRP is a voluntary program 
th rough  w hich farm ers and 
ranchers to plant grasses and 
trees on marginal cropland acres 
in exchange for rental payments. 
The USDA Farm Service Agency ' 
adm inisters CRP; NRCS pro­
vides technical assistance for the 
program.

Velma Faye Harrison, 97, life­
long resident o f Lockney, de­
parted this life on Monday, May 
5, 2008 at Lockney Rehab and 
Care Center.

Funeral services were at 3 
p.m., Thursday, May 8, 2008 at 
West College and 3rd Church of 
Christ in Lockney with Pastor 
Steve McLean officiating.

After persistently clinging to 
the life she loved for over 97 
years, all in the Lockney area; 
and after the parade of friends 
and family to her bedside was 
complete, Velma Faye Carthel 
Harrison slipped peacefully into 
eternity. She was preceded in 
death by her husband, Doyle, her 
eldest son, Leroy and his wife Jo 
Neal all of Lockney.

Velma was born on the fam­
ily farm north of Lockney on 
December 21,1910, the fourth of 
ten children of W. A. (Babe) and 
Lily Carthel, who had arrived in 
F lo y d  C ounty  in a covered  
wagon from Altus Oklahoma in 
1905. Velma’s grandfather, Jo­
seph Marion Carthel, had pur­
chased two and a half sections of 
prime prairie land to make a new 
life on the Texas high plains for 
his nine sons and three daughters. 
Babe and Lily lived in a half dug- 
out for the first few months in 
F loyd C ounty until he could 
bring enough lumber by wagon 
from Canyon to build a three- 
room house for his young fam- 
ily.

Velma’s mother, Lily Steele, 
was a d irec t descen d en t of 
Alphonso Steele, who after mi­
raculously surviving a serious 
w ound in the B attle  o f San 
Jacinto, became the last surviv­
ing veteran of the Texas war for 
independence from Mexico. His 
portrait hangs in the tundra of the 
Texas State Capitol.

Velma’s education began in 
the one room Bobbitt School 
north of Lockney, and continued 
at the newly built Prairie Chapel 
School, a fine brick building with 
mùltiple classrooms that accom- 

^ fn ^ a ted  the burgeoning popula­
tion of school age children north 
of Lockney.

On S ep tem ber 10, 1927 
Velma was m arried to D oyle 
Harrison in a double ceremony 
that also joined Velma’s brother, 
W.F. (Cap) and Doyle’s sister, 
Irene  in  holy  w edlock . The 
couple lived and worked the 
quarter section Harrison family 
farm until the dual catastrophes 
of the Dust Bowl and Great De­
pression took the land, forcing 
Doyle and Velma to scramble for 
a place to live and work in Lock­
ney. In several different two or 
three room houses between 1928 
and 1939, Velma gave birth to 
five children. Over the years 
Velma lovingly cared for the 
home as Doyle supported his 
growing family by working for a 
dollar a day on Work Progress 
A dm inistration road building 
projects, by trucking produce 
from far away places to the Ott 
Roberson grocery store in Lock­
ney, by operating the creamery in 
a tin building, that still stands just 
off Main Street in Lockney and 
later by farming the 480 acres he 
and Velma were able to purchase 
in 1945, just three miles north of 
Lockney. Velma moved to a new 
home in Lockney after Doyle’s 
untimely death in 1966.

Velm a was a long -tim e 
member of the Prairie Chapel 
Church of Christ and later the 
West Side Church of Christ in 
Lockney. Until recently she was 
an active founding member of the 
Lockney Senior Citizens Asso­
ciation. Over the years she was a 
well-known fixture at sporting 
and social events featuring her 
five  ch ild ren  and num erous 
grandchildren and great grand­
children at Lockney High School 
and other area schools.

Two b ro th e rs , W eldon 
Laverne of Lockney and Ray 
Gene of Amarillo and one sister, 
Lillian May of Lovington, New 
M exico, survive Velma. Three 
daughters, Bettye Jackson and 

- Doylene Dipprey both of Lock­
ney, Bonnie Barrett of Lubbock 
and her youngest son K elly 
Harrison of Austin, Texas and 
Cairo, Egypt, also survive her. 
Scattered across Texas and other 
states she has fifteen grandchil­
dren, thirty four great grandchil­
dren, and twenty five great-great 
grandchildren. She was dearly 
loved and deeply respected by all 
those whose life she touched. Her

legacy of firmly held spiritual 
and moral principles is a light­
house to us all.
