A bulletin of the Misslssippl station
says: The manure from animals fed
on eotton seed or ita products is of
the very highest value, Cotton seed
and cottoneeed meal are about the
only foeda that are ever used directly
as fertllizers and that are worth their
market price for this purpose. The
Hauld and solld excretions of anlmals
oontain most of the fertillzer Ingredi
ents in a feed and It seems that stable
manure ghould be one of the valuable
products on every cotton farm.

The beef cattle of the station aro
fod In a barn, but they are never con
fined o (t, belng allowed to go In and
out na they plense, Leaves or other
bedding are used in su™olent quantity
to absorb the urine and keep the barn
dry and comfortable, and in this way
we got about one ton of manure to

each animal  during the winter
months. Six steers In four months
produced 16,100 pounds or o little

more than elght tons. Elghtean anl
mals produced during the winter 37,141
pounds. Tha herd produced, during
the winter of 19012, 100,000 pounds,
or a little over 54 tons.

Blight was very bad In cotton Iast
season. On the atation plats every-
thing blighted and shed the leaves ex-
cept the plat fertilized with
manure, The manure not only pre-
ventad blight, but it gave a boetter
yvield per acre and improved the
staple to an appreciable extent. Small

Vinegar From Wind-Fall Apples.

Apple (rees In Oklahoma set very
full of fruit this year and now the
ground upder the trees |s almost cov
ered with wind.-fall apples. Most of
this frult will e on the ground and
rot and bresd a good crop of apple
worms for next year, Theso wind-fall
apples will make good vinegar If gath
ered up and run through a cider mill
and then the juice thus obtained al
lowed to ferment, ‘Tho riper the ap
ples the stronger the vinegar they wlill
make, If the apples are very green
a little gugar added to the clder be
fore fermentation sets in will Improve
the quality of the vinegar very much
The elder should be plneed In wooden
or earthen vessels and set io the sunp
untfl fermentation hss run {t8 course
It then ean be stored in the cellar o
other convenient place for use.

Wind-fall apples In the experiment
station orehiard at Etillwater wore
gathored July 31 and made Into clder
These apples made en average ol twa
and onehalf gallong of eider to the
bughel. In 20 days the elder had fin
Ished fermentation and was a vinegar
of falr quality. Ripe peaches ware
gathered on the same date and ‘the
Julee pressed from them and placed lo
jars for fermenting, In thirty days

Ohio's Onion Crop.

Charles P. Guell makes the follow:
fng observation on the Ohlo onlon erop
for this year:

Olilo no doubt hag far the best onlon
erop this season, of any state In the
commereinl onfon helt. In the Lake
county distriet, where about 1,000
acres weare secded, the crop is estl
mated at from onethivd to onehalf
more than last season, and of very
good quallty. This distriet, Jast year,
had but twothirds of a erop of small
In the Hardin county
district, where a liberal acrenge
sceded, the erop was again badly dam-

| aged by wind-storms, leaving the erop

practically the same as a year ago,
with a yleld of 225,000 bushels, mostly
very good stock, In the Toledo dis-
trict, the erfop Is somewhat larger than
a year ago, due to an increased nere-
age, and the stock is very good. In
the extreme eastern part of Ohlo and
Western Peonsylvania, where a con-
siderable acreage I8 grown, the crop
Is about one-fourth larger than last
gengon, and about the same as two
years ago; the bulbs are larger and of
better quality, In Madison and Wayne
counties the crop I8 estimated to be
about 250,000 bushels, as agalnst 200,
000 Jast year, with an average better
guality. In Wyandot county the out-
put will probably execeed 75,000 bush-
els, as against 30,000 last year, and
while gome very good onlons have
been harvested, a great proportion are
of small slze and not very good keep-
ing quality. Licking county, with a
small acreage, reports a very good
crop,

.‘uh Fish as Manure.

A correspondent at Livermore Cen.
tre wrote the Maine Experiment Sta-
tlon asking for Information as to the
value of fresh fish as & fertilizer, The
following reply was sent:

Fresh fish and fish waste have been
used for manure by farmers living
along the const fur generatlons and
there 18 no question as to thely fer
tlizlng value for all farm crops. Fish

| I8 not, however, & complete fertilizer

and its chief value Is due to the nitro-
gen It contalng. In the [fresh un-
ground figsh the phosphorie acld of the
bones is not Immediately avallable to
plants but becomes so in time when
mixed with the goll. Fish contains
practically no potash and unless this
ingredient {8 supplied elther in the
form of potash salts or wood ashes the
land soon becomes exhausted of Its
avallable supply. Dried fish has an
avernge composition of water 12 per
cent, nitrogen 7.20 per cent and phos
phoric acld 825 per cent. The fresh
fish would probably contaln 60 to 60
per cent of water and proportlonately
less nitrogen and phosphorie acid. Un-
less It eduld be bought very cheaply it
would not be an economical fertilizer
in your locality as you would have to
pay freight on a lurge amount of
waler havisg no wanurial value,

Reclamation of Tidal Marshes.

The first step in the reclamation of
tidal marshes I8 the exclusion of the
sea, Ordioarily the marshes are cov-
ered by sea water only at high tlde—
some of them at every high tide and
others only at the highest or spring
tides, Salt water is harmful to ordin-
ary farm crops and ité presence in the
soll will effectively prevent oultiva-
tlon. To exclude the sea a dike or
embankment must be built at least
two feet higher than the highest tide,
The method of bullding such dikes
must, of course, depend upon the lo-
cality, the exposure to wave action,
and the kind of dike-building material
at hand, The material in most com:
mon use is the sod and soll from the
marsh (taelf, It Is eut from the swamp
Just Inslde of the position to be oc-
cupled by the dike and the excavation
acts as a dralnage canal, —Government
Bulletin.

I
this cus¢ A dam has been throwt
acroes a ravipe and a large pond thus
created for the storage of storm water
The pond dralns twenty acres of land
and §s forty feet deep In it deepest
part. This year it has not besn used
on account of the very heavy ralnfall
in that reglon. In most years, how:
ever, it proves valuable, Below it s
n considerable area of land on which
are grown various kinds of garden
truck and alfalfa, It is not intended
to use this land for corn, nor is it
belleved It will pay to Irrigate corn
as that can hardly be considercd s
plant adapted to intemsive cultura!
methods, Professor Waters says thai
there are numerous farms on whioh
such reservoirg might be constructed
at moderate expense, and ponds
ereated that would prove the salvation
of some of the most important crops
in time of drouth,

Cow Keepers, va. Dalrymen,

A westorn writer says that there ara
many cow keepers, but few dairymen,
He distinguishes between the two
rather sharply. He says that the men
with dalry Instinets coma out to hear
loctures on the fesding of the daldy
cow, they read how to handle and
how to Improve her, and the result is
that thelr outturn of milk ia very
greatly inereasod. The ‘“cow-keep
ers” he describes as foessilized, They
will not only not Improve thelr dairy
cows, but they will not learn how to

fosd to get the bent results from what |

they have. He cites the Instance
where at one large creamery it was
found on Investigation that the cows
wero ylelding only ten pounds of milk
per day on the average and that, too,
in the flush of the season. One of the
great troubles Is that no cow census Is
taken by most of our milk-using in-
stitutions, and the patrons are thus
not brought to reallze that thelr cows
aro giving & very small amount of
milk. Probably one of the best ways
to Increase the production of milk Is
to take a cow census every year at
least, if not every six months, and then
show the patrons just what thelr cows
are doing. When they have the fig
ures brought home to them they then
hegin to wake up to the necessity of
dolng something, There are many
cow keepers that can be made into
food dalrymen with a sufficlent
amount of jarring.

Dairy Cattle in the United Kingdom.

The preliminary returns of the num:
ber of live stock In the United King.
dom on June 4, 1902, are Issued, and
show that the total head of cattle in
Great Dritaln was 207918 Jess than
inst vear, while In Ireland there was
an increasc of 108,881, which gives a
total reduction of 90,017, says the
Dalry World of London, England. The
milking herd in Great Hritain was 2.
06,126, belng 46,168 lesa than last
year, while in Ireland there was 1,610,
701, being an increase of 28218, so
that the total reduction was only 17.
b0, The reported deficlency of about
100,000 in the milking herd is there
fore very wide of the mark. It ls
curlous o note that while the
droughty sommer of 1853 redneed the
milking herd of the United Kingdom
by 880660, and all other cattle two
years old and over by 90811, or near
Iy equal to the milking herd, the
droughty summer of last year reduced
the milking herd by only 17,680, and
the eattle two years old and over by
08,612, or more than three times the
reduction of cows and helfers. It
may be that the higher price of milk
last nutumn was the factor which In
duced the farmer te keep his cows in
preference to his other cattle, It w.
not so with butter, for the price was
only a farthing higher a pound thap
in 1894,

Scarcity of Heavy Ripe Cattle,

At all leading markets there Is a
noticeable want of good, heavy, ripe
caftie, says Drovers’ Jounal. The de
mand has been evident for some time,
and the supply does not seem to be
forthcoming. The situation (s mnot
only being serfously felt in this coun-
try, but is reaching to foreign nations,
where the botter class of live cattle
and meat products are being exported,
Late press dispatches from Vienna in.
dicate that Austria {s destined to un-
dergo o meat famine slmliar to that
which Is belng experienced In Ger
many, and has been for some time.
The possible difference {8 that the
German scarcity seems to Include all
meats, while that in Austria s large
Iy restricted to the higher grades and
will, at prescat, necessarily fall large
ly upon the upper classes. However,
is must be only a matter of time when
the shortage will be felt all along the
line. It Is notable that the scareity
is due to lest season’s fallure of the
corn crop and the decreased supply of
live stock and high grade products
from abroad.

Do Typhold Germas Pass Through
Cowas.

The Oregon experiment station
gives an account of experiments made
with varlous germs found In water,
During the experiment water Impreg:
nated with germs of @ifferent sorts
usually found in water were given to
the cows to drink, but no trace could
be found of them in the milk. Later
typhald bacllll In the water were ad:
ministered, with only a trace of the
typhold germs in the cultures made of
the milk, The results obtained by
this Investigation are gratifylng, iu
asmuch as they are conclusive: First,
that a pure culture of typhold bacilli
mixed with water and given to the
cow to drink did not pass into the
milk. Becond, that they did not pass
from the cow alive with the excreta;
third, that they did not pass from the
cow allve with the urine, and fourth,
that they were not taken into the
udder by caplliary attraction through
the teat orifice,

Process Butter Sales Decreased.

It is reported from var.ous mar
kets that the effect of the recent legin-
lation regarding ovleomargarine and
process butter has been to greatly
curtail the sale of both. Process but-
téer men declare that the effect has
been disastrous on their business,
especially on the exportable surplus
of this butter. We think the great
masa of dalrymen will pot find much
fault with this result. While the
maker of poor butter may not so
readily sell it as formerly, the mak-
er of good butter will not find pro-
cess butter taking his trade away by
means of an article that masquerades
as tmh-imdo creamery butter, The
present law merely prevents fra
and should have the support of ":‘;

Glanders and Farcy.

Glanders and farcy are differont
forms of the same disense, says A
bulletin of the Kansas Experhment
Station., When the discass attacks the
murous membrane of the noutrils, It
f¢ ecalled glanders, whoen the lymph-
wile glands of the Lody, especially of
the lege, are attacked the disease in
cnlled farcy. Glanders I8 a contagious
digzears caused by a germ (Bacillus
Mallel) that attacks horses, asses and
mules and can be transmitted to oth-
or animals, Ineluding man, by Inocula:
tion through wounde, sores or mucous
membranes, The germs of glanders
do not float through the alr, The dis-
ease |8 commouly tranemitied from a
glandered horse by means of the dis-
charge from the nostrila or sores.
This digcharge contalne large num-
bers of germs of glanders and may be
trunsmitted to ancther horse directly,
or by means of watering troughs, feed
boxes, mangers, bitching posts, equip-
ment or utensils that may be infected
with the discharge, It Is possible
that it may be carried by flies,

Symptoms. —Glanders may oceur in
a mild chronie form, in an acute form
or attacking the lymphatie glands In
the form of farcy. In the early stagen
it 18 often difficult to recoguize, espo-
eially in the chronie form, Ooe of the
first symploms noticed I8 a discharge
from one or both nostrila. At first
the discharge is thin, sticky and often
resembles |inseed oll; it dries abont
the nostrils, making It appesr smaller
than usual. As the discase pro
grosses the dischurge becomes more
profuse, thicker, yellowish In eolor
and sometimes streaked with blood,
The mucous’ membrane [linlng the
nese, especially on the partition be-
tween the nasal cehambera, breomes
uleorated. The ulcers are raw, de-
prossed In the cenier with reddish
edges, In some casos the uleers may
perforate the partition between the
pusirils, In severe cases the omcons
mombrane of the nese beeames bluish
or niate colored instead of a healthy
pink. The lymphatic glands benentiy
the Jaw usually eniarge, are lirm to
the touch and often seem grown [ast
1o the Lone, Theue glands rarely
gather and break as tley do in dis
temper. As the diseage progresses tho
anfmwal falls away in flesh, gets out
of eondition apd the coat Jooks Lad,
In sovere ~nses there |s often exces-
sive discharge of urine.

When (ke discase attacks the
Ivmphatie glands of the body it is
callmd farey. It s most frequently
scon In the region of the hind legn,
but may ceeur aunywhere on the body.
It usunlly begins with firm lumps
forming beneath the skin that may at-
tain the size cf a hickory nut or larg-
er and often oceur in a string up and
down the insioe of the hind leg on the
eourse of the large lymplatie vessels,
These enlarged glands are commonly
called farcy “buds.” They  olten
break and diseharge an amber colured
fluid that dries upon the bhalr. These
sores do not heal readily aod olien
show & tendency w Rpread.

Value of Pecigrees.,

W. M, McFadden, In an address be-
fore lown swine breeders, said:

Ouly by the icteiligent use of the
knowledge of pedigrees have the best
reaults In breeding been obtained, and
yvel ptothing has becn attended with
such disastrous results as the pedigree
crave, It seems quite impossible for
the average breeder to know just how
far to go with the use of the pedigree,
He legrns to etndy pedigree mo as to
derive the Information he wants in re-
gurd to what it means and to note the
effect of blood lines in crossing and to
determine what might reasonably be
expecied from an animal after the
proper study of its ancestors, Having
attained some little success along this
line, a bLreocder is almost sure to be-
ecome {ntoxicated with the pedigree
¢raze, and then comes the disaster,
both in a fipancia) way and in the
bhreedimg results. No man ever yet
made a success who bred for pedigree
alone, and, on the other hand, no man
has ever made a permanent success
who disregarded pedigree. A pedigreo
ehould be valuable for the puspose of
showing the commingling of blood
which produces certaln results. A
well posted breeder soon learns that
certain familles have peculiar ehar
acteristies and he may want just those
charactoristics, or he may wish equal-
Iy as much to avold them. It is unfor
tiunate, however, that the study of ped-
igree frequently leads to the use of
an animal simply because it is well
bred, In no way is it more possible to
perpetuate a certaln undesirable qual-
ity than by the use of a well-bred, or
so-called well-bred, serab. A tooraugh
knowledge of fawmilies wiN enable &
breeder to forsee certaln results of de-
velopment in an animal that is of
great advantage in determining s
value,

Raising Calves Without Milk.

Much has been written by tae ex-
periment station workers on the rals-
ing of skim milk calves, and many
have been the ipvestigations in order
w determine the best supplementary
food, or foods, to add to the skim
milk ration, but untll now littie or no
attempt bas been made Lo ralee calves
wholly without milk, says an ex-
change, This plan bas been followed
to some extent in England, but the
Pennsylvania station Is probably the
first 1o Investigate it in America.

To Bottle Peas.

Gather the peas on a warm, dry
day, shell them, and gather out the
finest and evenest—carefully rejecting
any In the least blemished-—put them
nto widemoutheld bottles (the pat-
entstoppered bottles are the best),
and gerew down the stoppers as tight-
Iy as possible. Wrap these bottles in
hay or old clothes (to prevent thelr
Inocking together when the water
bolls), and set them in & boller or
large fish Kettle, with cold water up to
the shoulder of the bottle; bring this
water well to the boll, then draw it to
the side of tho stove, and keep it at
this bolling point for about two hours,
keeping the pan covered all the time.
Now lift the pan from the fire, or bet-
ter still if on n ges ring, turn off the
gas, and leave the bottles untouched
till perfectly cold, when they should
be dried, the stoppers tightened down
as closely as possible, or If corked dip
the head of the bottle in bottie wax,
Store in a cool, dry place, and, if pro-
terly done, they will keep till the next
scason only,
