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Extension agent briefs county on 2008 crops

Managing Editor

The county commissioners’ court — commis-
sioners Jon Jones, Bill Quattlebaum, Ray Nell
Bearden present — heard from J.D. Ragland, Floyd
County Ag Agent on Monday, Dec. 8, concerning
the weather conditions during this year’s cotton
harvest. He reported, “Mother Nature’s been re-
ally good to us.” He said his estimation is that
the county is 85 percent done with their cotton
harvesting.

“The average,” he said, “for yield is two and a
half to three bales on irrigated acres and one and
a half down to not even being harvested on dry
land cotton.”

Overall, he said this year’s cotton harvest is
“maybe not quite as good as was hoped for.”

About the wheat crop Ragland said, “We need
rain.”

Ragland also said there has been some problems
with leaf rust early this wheat season and warned
for farmers to keep an eye on' their crops in the
spring.

Ragland also reported that during this year’s
Crops Conference on Jan. 21, seven CEU hours
will be provided for those producers who need
some more hours. This all-day event will be held
at the Unity Center. :

“We’ve changed the schedule for the County
Stock Show,” Ragland reported to 'the court. He
said this year’s shows will all take place on Sat-

urday, Jan. 3., and the auction sale will take place
on Monday evening, Jan. 5

The court approved two to one, with Quattle-
baum voting “nay,” to an interlocal agreement
with Hale County for distribution of the SAMHSA
(Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Ad-
ministration) grant received by the Llano Estacado
Alliance for Families (L.E.A F.) of Plainview.

According to the SAMHSA website, this

. $6,000,000 grant was received for use with the

“Child Mental Health Initiative” for the 19th
Congressional District. The project period is set at
six years, from 2008 to 2014. The website, www.
samhsa.gov, says the program is to “serve families
with children and young people, ages 5 to 21, living
in a vast geographic area that has a low population
density, a majority Hispanic population, and high
levels of poverty.”

Also, the court unanimously approved an interlo-
cal agreement between Floyd County and the cities
of Floydada and Lockney for maintainer work.

The court also approved going out for bids on

the sale of a storage shed, fuel tank and an 85

Chevy pickup.

The sealed bid for the sale of a 1984 Ford was
opened and the court unanimously accepted Juan
Perales, Jr.’s bid of $250.

The farm contract request from Jim Byrd Farm

USDA to conduct request for Referendum on pork program

The U.S. Department of Agriculture’s (USDA)

Agricultural Marketing Service (AMS) announced
on Wednesday, Dec. 3, that it will conduct a Request
for Referendum Dec. 8,2008, through Jan. 2,2009,
among eligible producers and importers of hogs,
pigs, pork, and pork products. '

This process will determine if producers want a
referendum on the Pork Promotion, Research, and
Consumer Information Order, commonly known as
the Pork Checkoff Program. Participation is volun-
tary,and only individuals who desire areferendum on
the Pork Checkoff Program should submit a request.
USDA will only conduct a referendum on the
order if at least 15 percent of the total number of
eligible pork producers and importers request a
referendum. The total number of producers and
importers eligible to participate in the Request for
Referendum is approximately 69 .446; therefore, at
least 10,417 eligible producers and importers must
request a referendum.

If necessary, the referendum will be conducted
within one year after the results of the Request for
Referendum are announced. If results of the Request
for Referendum indicate that a referendum is not
supported, a referendum would not be conducted
Producers and importers who were engaged in pork
production or in the importation of hogs, pigs, pork,
or pork products between Jan. 1,2007, and Dec. 31,
2007, and were at least 18 years of age on or before
Dec. 31,2007, are eligible to participate.

For producers, the Request for Referendum will
be conducted at the USDA County Farm Service

Agency (FSA) offices where their administrative
farm records are maintained. For producers not
participating in FSA programs, the opportunity
to participate will be provided at the County FSA
office where the person owns or rents land. Forms
may be obtained at: http://www.ams.usda.gov/
LSMarketingPrograms.

In order to vote, Form LS-54-1 and supporting
documentation, whete applicable, such as a sales
receipt, veterinary bill, feed bill, copies of grower
contracts, cancelled check or proof of payment
must be returned in person, by mail, or by facsimile
to the appropriate county FSA office by the close
of business Jan. 2, 2009. Form LS-54-1 and sup-
porting documentation returned by mail must be
postmarked no later than midnight on Jan. 2,2009,
and received by Jan. 9, 2009.

LS-54-1 and accompanying documentation, such
as Customs Form 7501, can be returned in person,
by mail or by facsimile. Forms returned by mail
must be postmarked no later than midnight on Jan.
2,2009, and received by Jan. 9, 2009. It is recom-
mended that the form and supporting documenta-
tion be mailed via an express service.

Pork ‘Promotion, Research, and Consumer Infor-
mation Request for Referendum from the Floyd
County FSA office either in person, by mail or by
facsimile.
