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Fire station plans

annual observance

Reese AFB firefighters will join
their military and civilian counter-
parts around the world in the annual
observance of Fire Prevention Week
beginning Sunday and continuing until
Oct. 14.

The President of the United States
traditionally. proclaims Fire Preven-
tion Week during October to commem-
orate the great Chicago fire of 1871
that destroyed a large section of that
city.

Fires kill more than 12,000 persons
each year and cause annual property
losses exceeding $2 billion throughout
the United States. During Fiscal Year
1972 (FY 72), Reese AFB experienced
four fires. These fires were small
in terms of monetary loss but each
was serious in nature, according to
local fire officials.

The Reese Fire Department has
planned four days of activities associ-
ated with the national observance. Fire
trucks with flashing red lights will
parade through the base and Reese
Village Tuesday at 9 a.m. to kick off
the week. The base fire station will
hold an open house from 1 until 4 p.m.,
Tuesday through Friday. Other high-
lights include fire prevention films
and lectures in the base theater at
9 am. and 1 p.m., Tuesday and Wed-
nesday.

In addition, there will be at least
five fire extinguisher demonstrations
at various locations around the base
and . numerous fire drills everyday
throughout the week. A fire evacuation
drill will be held at the Reese Ele-
mentary School at 9:30 -a.m. Tuesday.

Progress report given
for on-base construction

A noon ribbon-cutting ceremony
Thursday officially dedicated the new
$450,000 NCO Open Mess at Reese
AFB.

Performing the honors was Col.
Walter H. Baxter, 64th Flying Train-
ing Wing commander, along with two
honored guests, Lubbock Mayor Mor-
ris Turner and CMSgt. Thomas
Barnes, Air Training Command Senior
Airman Advisor.

Following the ceremony the trio
joined a host of base and city officials
in a luncheon in the dining room of the
new facility.

The new open mess has two lounges,
party room, main dining room, ball-
room, a package store and offices.

In other construction news at Reese,
base Civil Engineers report the new
base theater, being constructed across
from the old theater at a cost of
$340,450, was 36 per cent complete as
of Sept. 25 with work progressing ac-
cording to schedule.

The next largest project at the base
is the new base operations building
being constructed at a cost of $192,000.
It is 34 per cent complete but is some-
what behind its anticipated completion
date of Nov. 13. Alterations and repairs
on two airmen dorms at Reese, Dorms
220 and 420, are progressing with
work about 1/3 completed.

Five other projects are in the de-
sign or contract stage. Bid opening
is scheduled Dec. 2, on a 120-man
officers quarters. Construction time
on that project has been set at 365
days. Another bid opening is sche-
duled Jan. 7, 1973 on a new wing head-
quarters building with construction
time set at 274 days.

A newly authorized Officers Open
Mess is in the design stage and two
dorms, one a 144-man and the other
a 40-man, has had the design author-
ized with bids expected to be let
shortly.

The anniversary is observed on a national
scale. During this period and throughout the year
it is the responsibility of every person in-
cluded in Reese’s mission to observe the
simple rules of fire safety. All fire hazards
and potential hazards must be eliminated if we
are to have a successful fire prevention pro-
gram.

Fire, when used properly, is a wonderful
aid, but a moment of carelessness may turn
it into a devastating destructive force. Mil-
lions of dollars in equipment and buildings
may be reduced to ashes and rubble in a mat-
ter of minutes, and it can cause loss of life
and the grief that follows.

We have an unfortunate habit of dismissing

most fires as accidents—as sorts of visite-
tions of bad luck which, somehow, are un-
avoidable. But how unavoidable—or predict-
able—is the fire started by carelessly dis-
carded cigarettes, or overloaded and defec-
tive wiring or poorly maintained heating and
cooking equipment?

As shown by National Fire Protection
Association studies, these and similar un-
complicated causes are responsible for the
great majority of fires. We need to acknow-
ledge the fact that fires are not only waste-
ful but avoidable, then go on to reform the
habits and remove the hazards which cause

fires.

When each of us as an individual has ac-
complished this, we will no longer risk our
lives, jobs and possessions to the destructive

forces of fire.

warned on security

Today’s football fan is becom-
ing more aware that a team is
both offense and defense. Many a
coach has developed his offense
at the expense of his defense and
the results are nearly always
disastrous.

Imagine the game if your team’s
quarterback was “sacked” 10 times
and had eight interceptions. The out-
come 1is clear! The vaunted air
offense has been throttled by a great
defense. Or was it a great defense?

Ordinarily, a football team de-
velops secure means of calling the
identifying the exact instant the
play will begin. Yet, in this game,
your team decided to use an open
huddle and discuss each play
within earshot of the defense. As
the team comes up to the line, the
center asks the quarterback when
he should release the ball. The
left end tells the left tackle to
watch his smoke down the side-
line for a delivery of the pill.

Armed with this information, the
defense is bold and sends a fierce
passrush in and puts two men on
the left end. The center releases the
ball, the defensive line moves in-

stantaneously. The left end is well
covered and the quarterback is
trapped for a loss.

Ridiculous? Yes! A football
team would never risk a play if the
defense had that much informa-
tion about the offensive attack.
The strongest offense in the pros
couldn’t win a game against the
weakest defense under these condi-
tions.

Can you imagine an Air Force mis-
sion being discussed over insecure
communications, pilots describing time-
over targets while en route to the tar-
get or air control systems passing
target information hours before mis-
sions? It sounds like our football team
and the results can be similar.

A coach must develop a secure
system of guiding his offense. The
Air Force must do the same.

Each member of the Air Force
team must use the secure systems
available. If secure communications
aren’t available, identify the problem
to your supervisor.

Let our air and ground offense
operate with the extra protection
of security.
