Officials outline FY 74 education benefits

The Reese Education Office
has announced the addition of a
new member to its staff. Formerly
the base golf pro, Ken McGuire

.ucation counselor. At the same
time the office released a new

list of commissioning opportuni-
ties for airmen along with the
educational programs currently
available.

The list contains quotas set
by Air Force for its fiscal year
1974 (FY 74) airmen commis-

sioning programs. Four separate
avenues hold a total of more than
437 slots open for commissioning.
AECP
Air Force has announced 337
vacancies in FY 74 for the Air-
man Education and Commissioning

Program (AECP). There are 140
various types of engineering slots,
22 mathematics slots, 23 navi-

gator and 23 pilot slots, 45 slots

in various fields of management,
19 various slots in administration
and 10 slots for graduate study

in social work.

Requirements for AECP in-
clude taking the College Level
Examination Program (CLEP)
general examinations. The Air
Force Officer Qualifying Test

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The Air Force pilot—not exactly 9 to 5 job

' Pilots work long hours for the right to fly for an

hour or so each day—sometimes reporting in early
morning darkness and remaining through the even-
ing moonlight. Student pilots at Reese, for example,
average nearly 12 hours per day with additional
hours of home study each night.

Matching students in their long hours are in-
structor pilots who also average 11 to 12 hours
per day, according to Capt. Chris Conley, a class
commander in the student branch of the 64th Stu-
dent Squadron. :

: . Typical Day

A typical day during flying weather, Captain

Conley explained, would require instructor pilots

’ to report about 5:15 a.m., with students reporting
about 15 minutes later. After initial briefings stu-
dents and instructors remain on the flight line until
11 am. ’

After lunch, four hours of academics are pro-
grammed for students with- an hour of physical
training scheduled for the last 60 minutes. At ap-
proximately 5 p.m. the students are released for

) the day—nearly 12 hours after their work day be-
gan.

About two hours of homework then is required
to prepare for the next day of classes.

Working with the students are instructor pilots
who also spend nearly 12 hours per day flying,
preparing and delivering briefings, critiquing
student’s progress and handling a myriad of extra
duties.

Long Hours

Class commanders, Captain Conley said, are
scheduled to work 8 am. to 5 p.m., but most put
in much longer hours. Class commanders are re-
sponsible for completing the paperwork required
in training pilots.

In addition they must continue to fly and take on
extra duties as arranging receptions, special pro-
grams, graduations and awards ceremonies and
monitoring physical training.

When weather conditions preclude flying, stu-
dents continue with academics whenever possible.
Maj. Rodney E. Franklin, commander of the 64th
Student Squadron, explained, “When we do have
weather problems, the ground training can be
accelerated.”

Other Requirements

Bad weather days also are used for instructor
pilots to meet standardization and quality control
requirements and to perform their extra duties and
paper work.

On occassional bad weather days when students
are ahead in ground training and must fly, pilots
-~ are placed on standby and must be able to report
__ to the base within 30 minutes to an hour of the

-, time they are contacted.

" Saturday and night missions make up additional
work.
Such long days are to support one or two mis-
sions per day—generally less than two hours in the
air. :

Duty Career Advancement Program (ADCAP) and the
Rated Supplement Program, both of which offer rated
officers supplemental or additional careers in non-
rated fields, broadening the scope of their experi-
ence and use to the Air Force.

To these programs we can now add still another that I
feel . wﬂl have far-reachmg effects, especially in the field of
management. It is the Junior Officer Council (JOC) Partici-
pating Management Program—one that I support in the strong-
est possible way.

"The program provides outstanding opportunities
for all officers not yet selected for promotion to
major to broaden their career perspective and ex-
perience. The participating junior officer will spend
one week in the office of his interest as the guest

-of ‘the. officer-in-charge of that office. As a guest, he

will attend all the briefings, conferences and other
decision-making sessions in order to get a feel for
the responsibilities and problems of that office.

By the same token, the guest junior officer should be
given the opportunity to participate in and contribute to as
many of the discussions and decisions as his experience will

allow. It is my personal opinion that the host officer-in-

It also allows the officer-in-charge the benefit of
fresh thoughts, youthful imagination and, perhaps
more important, the opportunity to contribute to a
budding career and ultimately a better Air Force.

No program is without its inherent dangers. The officer-

-in-charge must not feel inhibited by the presence of the jun-

ior officer to the degree that it effects the operation of his
particular entity. Nor should the organization who releases
the junior officer for his one-week sojourn with another office
do so without adequate preparations to have his work accom-
plished without hindrance to that organization. The place of
participation rests with the junior officer, but the time should
be one mutually agreed upon by the three parties affected—
the junior officer, his organization and the officer-in-charge
of the office to which he is going.

Naturally not every  junior officer at,K Reese will
have the opportunity to participate in this program
because of time and unit strength limitations. There-
fore, those junior officers who have displayed the
most interest in JOC and other career broadening
activities will be afforded the first ‘“crack’” at the
privilege of participating.

Dear Colonel Baxter:

I spoke with Maj. Carl J. Aglio, wing
executive officer, approximately one
month ago at the time the Air Training
Command inspector general team was
here to check Reese’s compliance with
Air Force Regulation (AFR) 30-1, Air
Force Standards. This then created one
of our periodic barber shop stampedes.

I discussed with Major Aglio the ex-
istence, as I see it, of a double standard
in this organization (Reese USAF Hos-
pital)” between officers and airmen in
regard to enforcement of AFR 30-1 and
Air Force Manual (AFM) 35-10. More
specifically, we discussed a double
standard between medical corps offi-
cers and airmen.

Major Aglio and I discussed the situ-
ation at great length and he assured me
your office was well aware of the situa-
tion. .

I realize this situation is a delicate
one. The retention rate for Air Force
physicians is extremely low and the
“doctor draft” will soon expire. The
Air Force is trying to make military
service more attractive to physicians
and reduce irritants in an attempt to re-
cruit and retain doctors.

I'm afraid I have no magical solution
to this problem, but I can suggest a
solution to the problem Major Aglio and
I spoke about—the double standard.

Discipline. The Air Force has pro-
vided each commander with the guidance

and authority in AFM 35-10 and AFR
30-1. The commander, at any level,
needs only to exercise his authority. He
must enforce the lawful directives of
the Air Force on all his personnel.
Whether they be board certified medical
specialists or non high school graduates.
My suggested solution is simple but
I know the ramifications are, in this
case, quite complex. I appreciate your
consideration of the thoughts expressed
here and I am available at your conven-

ience for further discussion.

First of all, thanks for the above let-
ter. I've been working everyone over

pretty hard and I expect compliance wit
Air Force Standards regardless ¢~
grade, job or background.

You are probably unaware of all the
actions which have been taken at the
hospital and elsewhere to get our young
men (both officers and airmen) to comply
with regulations. I know you are not
privy to the disciplinary actions which
has been taken for officers who fail to
comply with standards.

We, airmen and officers alike, are
not perfect but I want to work in that
direction. Setting a good example is
probably the best thing we can do.

The basic require-
ment is 30 semester hours of
college with a 2.0 grade point
average.

AFROTC

The Air Force Reserve Of-
ficer Training Corps (AFROTC)
program is the most recent ad-
dition to the list of commissioning
opportunities. Only pilot and nav-
igator applicants are accepted.
CLEP general examinations, the
AFOQT, and a flying class 1
medical examination are re-
quired in order to apply for this
program. =

There is no requirement for a
minimum number of college hours
necessary to begin the AFROTC
program. Due to a June 1 dead-
line, all interested personnel
should contact the education of-
fice as soon as possible.

100 ACP Slots

The Airman’s Commissioning
Program (ACP) has announced
100 vacancies for the projected
FY 74 program. The basic re-
quirements for ACP include hav-
ing a degree from an accredited
college.

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Golf council holds first meeting
