“I think the center would be more appropriately
referred to as the ‘CBPO People Assistance Center’,”
according to MSgt..Franklin R. Owens who recently took
over as the Customer Service Center chief.

“After all, people and their problems make up the
very reason for the center being here and satisfactory
assistance to these people is its goal,” he added.

15 Months Old

The relatively new addition to the Consolidated Base
Personnel Office (CBPO) has taken on a number of added
responsibilities since its inception 15 months ago.
Reese was chosen at that time as one of the best bases
in Air Training Command (ATC) to try a centralized
location for information and action.

The first man to head the center’s staff was MSgt.
Frank O. Dehls. Getting the idea spread was his duty
as well as being a constant source of aid. Sergeant Dehls
was contacted by approximately 30 people each day on
the telephone and in person.
~ After 15 months, that number has increased to 50-75
people each day. “Sometimes it fluctuates but we’ve
had as many as 100 individuals contact us during one
working day”, Sergeant Owens continued. He and his

ing the more than 1,400 customers each month.
Dial C-B-P-0O

One of the first features offered by the Customer
Service Center was the telephone contact service. Any-
one may dial C-B-P-O (ext. 2276) during duty hours with
their questions about personnel programs or situations
involving their records, orders or other matters re-
lated to the CBPO.

The next attraction there was the addition of the Pal-
ace Flicks film-sound cassette program. The center
began with the 8mm movie projection machine and a
few cassettes and their library has since increased to

The Customer Service Center is the starting point
for in-processing for all Reese personnel. Sergeant
Owens commented, “The center does not claim to have
all the answers but it knows the people who do or where
to find virtually all the desired information.

“See Us First”

“The point we would like to stress,” Sergeant Owens
added, ‘“is to see us first. If a man whe is about to go
on a PCS (permanent change of station) move and comes
to the CBPO to pick up his orders, chances are he may
go to any of several units that would seem like the place
to get the orders. After being sifted through channels
he may get quite discouraged and build up quite a grudge
against the personnel system. He may carry that grudge
with him and remember it when it’s time to think about
reenlisting. If he comes to us first he’ll be in and out
in a few minutes. We are the pickup point for PCS,
temporary duty and other types of orders.”

The CBPO Customer Service Center was established
at Reese to alleviate these incidents and to provide
personnel with ready access to all information about
their records as well as the personnel programs of
the Air Force.

Focus on Convenience

Convenience is the whole idea behind the center. A
simple phone call is sufficient to get an inquiry going.
Another more formal type of inquiry is the Persgram.
An individual may use a Persgram to ask a question or
make a comment about the CBPO on this form that is
similar to a telegram. It will be handled efficiently and
quickly with the center’s emphasis on convenience. A
reply will be made as soon as possible. Those who
wish to pay the center a personal visit may do so by
going to Room 12 in the CBPO, bldg. 815.

Instead of being switched around until one feels like
a pinball just when he wants one question answered about
his records, he may make one phone call, one stop or
write one letter. The Customer Service Center is the
Air Force’s highly successful solution to what has
always seemed to be a hopelessly complex system to
encounter. :

Program allows airmen
to order study materials

GUNTER AFB, Ala.
(AFNS)—The Extension Course
Institute here will conduct a test to
determine the feasibility of allowing
individual airmen to requisition
their own set of Weighted Airman
Promotion System (WAPS) study
reference materials directly from
ECI. Scheduled to begin July 1, the

. experiment will be conducted during

WAPS Cycle 75A and will use a
limited number of Air Force
specialty codes. e

The current ECI policy is to send
study materials to Air Force bases
and units where they are made

available to airmen through local

WAPS libraries. The library system _

is working relatively well but has
problems, officials explained.

Supply Limited

There is a limited supply of study
materials for each specialty at each

base and the use of the materials

during a testing cycle can become
competitive. Also, shipments of
study materials must be mailed by
ECI three-to-seven months before

_ testing starts. In the past, this

sometimes meant that older study
materials had to be provided
because some new or revised courses
were printed shortly after the
shipment deadline.

The experimental system is
designed to allow each airman
eligible for testing to request a study
set for his exclusive use. Also, the
timing of shipments to individuals
will be determined by their testing
date. This means that study
materials can be shipped two-to-four
months later than normal. With the
additional time, ECI can publish
several new or revised courses
which otherwise would not be
available.

Under the proposed system,
airmen will request the study

materials from ECI through their
unit training NCO. The training

NCO will verify the airman is
requesting the correct materials and
arrange for issue from existing
stocks at the base or unit WAPS
library. When the WAPS library
stocks are exhausted, the training
NCO will help the airman request
‘the materials from ECI.

When to Order

In order to receive study materials _
for testing cycle 75A, airmen (E-3s)
testing for Superior Performance
Proficiency Pay should order their
materials during July 1973.

.Sergeants testing for promotion to

staff sergeant should order during
September 1973 and staff and
technical sergeants testing for

‘promotion should order during

November 1973.

The Link Trainer Section at Reese is well repre-
sented at Arena Park Raceway in Lubbock. Two of the
NCOs assigned there are avid automobile racing enthu-
siasts and regularly burn up the raceway’s new asphalt
track.

MSgt. Nick Olenik, NCOIC of the Cessna T-37 Link
‘Trainers, and TSgt. Jerry Sanders, shift supervisor
of the T4 Instrument Trainers, both have deep-rooted:
hobby interests in racing and mechanics.

; Started Years Ago

“I started by helping a guy get an engine built for a
racecar many years ago”, began Sergeant Olenik. “Then,
during my second hitch in the Air Force, I helped build
go-cart engines. The first time I ever got in a racecar
and drove the thing was in 1967 when I bought one in
Wichita Falls, Tex.”

Sergeant Sanders has been driving vehicles since a
very ‘early age. ‘“I started driving: my father’s farm
tractor when I was six, and a car when I was seven.
Later that same year I was hauling hay with a truck.
By the time I was 10, I was doing as much mechanical
work on farm equipment as my dad was. If it runs or
flies, I like it.”

Working Together

Even though the two drivers help each other work
on their cars’ mechanical problems, they drive in dif-
ferent car classifications. Sergeant Olenik likes the
stock class and occasionally drag races, while Sergeant
Sanders runs in the sportsman class, also known as
modified stock, where he first started. Both NCOs have
had two racecars of their own.

Rookie of Year
Sergeant Sanders, who was named Rookie of the Year
at Arena Park Raceway three years ago after his first
year of racing, added a few words of advice for would-
be race drivers. He says ‘“race driving is a lot dif-
ferent from regular street driving. On the street, you
must keep your car under full control at all times.

“But to run your best on the track, like it’s got to be
run if you’re going to be a winner, you’ve got to drive
right on the feather-edge of uncontrol. If you have two
drivers with equal equipment and one of them can push
their car to that feather-edge and hold it while the other
driver is driving what is called “safe”, the ‘“safe”
driver will get beat every time. Of course, you have got
to know the limits of both your equipment and yourself,
and then push to those limits,” he added. “And above
all, keep the racing confined to the track.”

The sergeants said that more Reese participation is
needed at the track.

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Air Force releases
new minority plan

RANDOLPH AFB, Tex. (AFNS)
—Air Force has announced a plan
to insure representative distri-
bution of minority airmen in all
Air Force specialty codes. It was

explained by recruiting officials
here that the need for such a plan
lies in the fact that although mi-
nority airmen represent 13.9 per
cent of the airman force, they are
not equitably represented among
all career fields.

“The problem is not that the
Air Force has discriminated
against minorities,” an official
said. “The problem can be gen-
eralized as being caused by two
situations: historically, the initial
classification system has given
high preference to personal de-
sires in designation of skill as-
signments; and some. minority
airmen have higher scores in
other aptitude areas than the
one they chose for job assign-
ment of they choose a specific
skill requiring a lower aptitude
than possessed.”

A sizable portion of minority
.airmen have aptitude scores high-
er than the one required for the
job they are performing. There-
fore, the Air Force has developed
a plan to alleviate inordinate im-
balances among career fields.

Parts of Plan
“The plan involves the major
areas of education, retraining,
procurement and initial job clas-
sification. We (Recruiting Serv-

ice) have interpreted our goals

as, first, seeking highly qualified
minority airmen; enlisting mi-
nority applicants in the aptitude
areas where they are most highly
qualified and where the Air Force
has the greatest need; and coun-
seling applicants to channel them
into the area where they are most
highly qualified and will benefit
both themselves and the Air Force
to the greatest extent.”

It was emphasized that one of
the most important aspects of
the program is that there will be
no lowering of standards.
