the two national organizations, 
LULAC and the American (»l 
Forum, joined forces to form “Jobs 
for Progress, Inc.” in a massive 
drive to eliminate poverty in the 
Southwestern United States with 
special emphasis on the culturally 
different.

1 he large scale program to tap 
the manpower resources of the 
Spanish speaking community was 
given the name "TO BK" in Spanish 
• Operation SER.

SLR was designed by the spon­
soring American Cl Forum and 
LULAC organizations to break 
down cultural and economic bar­
riers through lull employment for 
Mexican Americans by involving 
Mexican Americans themselves in 
the effort.

SLR is stalled exclusively with 
bi lingual personnel who are not 
only well quail lied in their res 
pective specialties, but whose 
experience and motivation make 
them cognizant and adept at deal 
ing with adverse cultural differ­
ences. By developing and adminis­
tering manpower programs in this 
manner, effective gams are already 
being made.

THE SPONSORS
LULAC (The League of United 

Latin Am erican Citizens) was 
founded in 1929 in Corpus Christi, 
Texas, by the merger of three 
Mexican American organizations.

gation of Mexican Americans in 
public schools, public facilities, and 
public employment; and it was 
LULAC who initiated and financed 
the court battles that led to the 
United States Supreme Court deci­
sion which declared unconstitu­
tional the thru prevalent practice, 
in Texas, of omitting American citi­
zens of Mexican descent from ser­
vice in Grand and Petit Juries.

At present, LULAC members 
are very much involved in elimi­
nating the more subtle, covert, seg­
regation  that now operates to 
hinder the socioeconomic progress 
ol the Mexican American in South­
western United States; ami in oper­
ating a vast system of scholarship 
awards to worthy young people 
who are o therw ise financially 
unable to attend college. Many of 
these young men and women do 
not get adequate counseling and 
scholarship assistance from school 
boards and public colleges indiffer­
ent to their educational problems.

The American Cl Forum is a 

n a tio n a lly  established veterans 
fam ily organization founded in 
1948 in Corpus Christi, I exas, by 
l)r. Hector P Garcia for the pur­
pose of abolishing discrimination 
practices against returning World 
War II Mexican American veterans.

The Cl Forum has since broad 
ened its scope of objectives to in­
clude a piogram of improvement of 
the social, economic and political 
conditions of the Mexican Amer­
ican community.

The organization has among its 
ob jectives; Leadership develop­
m ent, intergroup understanding, 
preservation ol basic principles of 
democracy, veterans’ rights, non­
d iscrim in a tio n , education, and 
motivation of youth.
