Chapman sald recent court
decisions now have INS officers
articulate reasons other that skin
color to justify stopping persons
and questioning them about their
natonality

Warning that the policy change
of the INS and the bill's amend-

immigrants to the INS, Roybal

day, reported in a minisurvey
that more immigrants came
the US. after 1968 and that up to
three quarters of the esumated
five million undocumented im
migrants would not be affected
by the amnesty ammendment
While the amnesty section is
applauded as the “good part” of
the bill, opponents say that it is a
mere repetition of present INS
laws .

the concept of amnesty and
completely inadequate

The National Immigrant
Workers Trade Union Organizing
Commitiee is pushing for a
Charter of Rights that includes

the extension of the same
political and social rights which
all workers enjoy, the right to
equal pay, equal housing, the
nght w organize and become
members of trade unions and the
right of immigrants 0 reunite
with their families

Initiating the conference
against the biii, CASA contends
that the bill's loopholes provide
legal protection for the employer
who hires undocumented workers
as & form of cheap labor
