Our Consumer Protection 
Division attorneys say “panic 
buying" almost always results 
in later dissatisfaction either 
with the product or with the 
prise you had to pay for it.

It's still not too late to get 
organized thougn You may 
find that a few simple 
precautions can help to 
prevent mistakes that could 
cause you to start off the New 
Year in a department store 
exchange line <>r what's even 
worse, in lin e  fo r  an 
emergency loan to pay off 
ilebta.

Pise first and forerrwst step 
say our attorneys is u> make a 
realistic decision about how 
much you can spend un 
remaining Christmas gifts 
You shouId arrive at a total for 
all gifts and holiday expenses 
that is compatible with vour 
budget -do* f »odr< fmtmrml

This means that if you 
charge purchases at several 
stores with extended payment 
plans you must tie able to meet 
the minimum renu ired  
payments at each store jd,>, 
tie able to meet voui other 
monthly bills.

Next, make a list of 
everyone you need to shop for 
and allocate a certain amount 
to spend that will keep you 
within your tiudget This will 
make shopping easier since 
you can eliminate any gifts

With the Holiday Season

Cut a growing tree or buy one that 
has not dried out from prolonged 
storage Die bigger the tree the 
greater the hazard Place the trunk 
of the tree in water unbl it is ready to 
be brought into the house

Prior to eelli ng up the tree, saw off 
the trunk, making a long diagonal 
cut across the base of the tree This 
will allow maximum moisture 
intake and prevent it from drying 
out and remember always keep the 
tree in water while it te in the houee

The beee of the tree should be 
adequately supported and placed in 
the coo I eel part of the room, never 
close to space heaters or in front of 
hsabng ducts

Artificial trees need care in 
selection and handling also Plasbc 
and metal ized trees can burn Duier 
with built-in electrical systems 
should have the Underwriter's 
laboratories i Ul.i label Metal trees 
are not a Are hazard but may be a 
shock hazard Use only indirect 
lighting with them

Decorations and Wrappings

t'ae noncombuebble materials 
where possible Untreated cotton 
hatting flock and paper ignite 
easily and burn intensely Don t use 
poly sire nr foapi for candle holders 
or other deco r«  ns where candles 
are uasd It is highly combustible 
Dispose of gift wraftp ig promptly 
As it is a flammable material, it 
should be placed in a metal covered 
container

L ighting

Use only electrical lighting sets 
that bear the UL label Makeshift 
and unlabeled materials seldom 
meet prescribed safety standards 
lighting seta should always be 
checked for frayed cords, loose 
connections and broken sockets If 
any are found, don't use them

He sure that the fuze in the circuit 
serving the tree and other lighbng is 
not over 15 amperes fo rd  sets with 
the fuse in the plug are 
recommended providing they are 
UL approved Make certain that all 
tree and other indoor lighbng is 
unplugged before retiring or leaving 
the house or facility An important 
note for safe lighbng is not to uar 
mulbple electrical raceptaclea

To ensure that children have a 
safe holiday, avoid pyroaylin 
plasbc toys and dolls Tnysoprrsted 
by alcohol, keraoaenr or gasoline are 
especially dangerous They may 
upset and set Are to children's 
clothing, the tree or the house itself 
Electrical toys should be listed by 
UL to show that they have met 
shock hazard standards

RESULTS OF
PUBLIC MEETINGS HELD LAST SPRING

Durinq April m d  May, 1976, DPW held 
37 public meetings across the state to 
inform citizens ahiut Drw social service 
programs, planning, and budgets.

A total of 2,4f>0 citizens attended 
the meetings, of which 33.8 per cent 
represented public agencies, 21 per cent 
represented community groups, ]7.7 per 
cent reprerented private agencies,
15.9 per cent were DPW employees, and 
8.6 per cent were clients, other inter­
ested citizens, and elected officials.

All were asked to complete a ques­
tionnaire to give their opinions of the 
meetings, possible barriers to service 
delivery and citizen participation in 
DPW decision-making, and priorities for 
programs and services.

The following .ire the results from 
the 1,238 questionnaires returned by 
part i cipant s .

SATISFACTION WITH MEETINGS
Almost 75 p.*r cent of the respond­

ents would be willing to attend another 
meeting. M<>st. felt the meetinq qave 
th«m a better understanding of DPW's 
so ial service programs and how the 
Legislative Appropiiations Request (LAR)  
is reviewed and approved by the Texas 
legislature. Several suggested having 
smaller meetings with specialized groups 
to encourage discussion and to have 
specific questions answered. It also 
was suggested that Drw work more closely

POSSIBLE BARRIERS TO SERVICE DELIVERY 
Respondents weie asked to rank 

several possible barriers to service 
delivery.

"Lack of client knowledge of avail­
able services" and of "application

procedures" were cited as major barriers. 
Also, "la'k of transportation" and lack of 
motivation to ask for help" were ranked as 
significant problems.

DPW representatives felt another 
barrier is the need for more staff to pro­
vide services. Persons representing public 
and private agencies and community groups 
indicated that DPW staff are not always 
properly trained to provide services. Ov*-r 
all, however, respondents indicated that 
they felt DPW is doing a good job in 
providing services.

BARRIERS TO C IT IZEN
PARTICIPATION IN  DPW DECISION-MAKING

Respondents were asked to rank several 
possible barriers to citizen participation 
in DPW planning.

A large number agreed that citizens 
do not understand what social service plan­
ning includes. Many respondents judged 
that citizens feel their input will not 
have any real effect on DPW decision­
making. Lack of organization and leader­
ship among citizens also ranked as a 
significant problem.

PRIORITY PROGRAMS
The following shows how respondents 

ranked priorities for future finding.
They rated program needs and specified the 
top service needs within each program.

1. Services for Aged, Blind, and 
Disabled Adults
a. Alternate Care (chore, home­

maker, family care)
b. Protective Services

2. Protective Services for Children
a. Protective Services
b. Protective Day Care

3. Fanily Planning and AFDC Family 
Services
a. Health-related Services
b. Family Planning

4. Child Day Care
a. Day Center Care
b. ' Family Day Care (day care in

the home of the provider)
5. Employment Services

a. Employment Services
b. Vocational Training

Overall, results of the questionnaire 
indicate that DPW needs to improve out­
reach services and the planning process so 
that citizens may be better informed.

Detailed results from the question­
naire were presented to DPW state office 
executive staff, regional administrative 
staff, and the Social Services Advisory 
Committee.

Merle Springer, Deputy Commissioner 
for Social Service and Financial Service 
Programs, comments that "public partici­
pation is extremely important in social 
services planning. We must continue to 
improve our planning process so that 
citizens can have a meaningful voice in 
decision-making."

•3UBLIC COMMENTS 
DECEIVED ON PROPOSED CASPP

DPW has received public comments on the 
1976 Title XX Comprehensive Annual Services 
Program Plan (CASPP).

The proposed CASPP was published 
July 1, 1976. Notice of the publication 
appeared in 39 major Texas newspapers 
July 1, 1976. Also, there were radio 
announcements on 35 major radio stations to 
invite public comments on the proposed plan.

During the 45-day comment period, 204 
letters were received and 26 persons testi­
fied at the public hearing held in Austin 
July 20, 1976. Public comments were incor­
porated into the writing of the final plan 
published September 20, 1976.

The following is a summary of the 
public comments and DPW's intentions regard­
ing the substance of the comments.

COORDINATION AND USE OF RELATED SYSTEMS
Several persons representing municipal 

governments arid Area Councils of Government 
suggested that DPW do more to coordinate 
service planning and delivery at the local 
level. It was recommended that Title XX 
funds should be used with other federal funds 
such as Community Development Act and 
Comprehensive Employment and Training Act 
funds to develop comprehensive delivery sys­
tems. There also were suggestions that DPW 
establish local social service advisory 
committees to communicate with the public.

DPW will continue to coordinate with 
other statewide and local programs and to 
develop cooperative agreements with local 
agencies. Local social service advisory 
committees also will be encouraged to help 
coordinate programs.

PLANNINC AND NEEDS ASSESSMENT
Mofct 'Coruaantfff a N o O V  planning and needs

assessment had to do with more citizen in­
volvement in developing the services plan. 
There was concern that citizen input was 
sought only after major planning decisions 
had been made. It was recommended that citi­
zens have more input into needs assessment, 
program development, and budgeting.

*
To clarify the planning process, DPW 

will continue to establish mechanisms for 
obtaining citizen participation.

Progress has been made in the inte­
gration of activities required for devel­
oping the LAR and annual budgets. And, 
as discussed in this newsletter's previous 
article, public information meetings 
regarding the 1976 CASPP have been held 
across the state.

PUBLIC REVIEW PROCESS
Several comnents recommended that the 

public review process begin prior to th> 
federally mandated public review period.
It also was recommended that regional 
public hearings on the proposed plan be 
held.

These recommendations are being 
considered.

CLIENT CATEGORIES AND INCOME CHARTS
Most comments in this section 

recommended that income criteria for all 
services be raised to 65 per cent of the 
state median income.
