NEW YORK (A P ) -  If 
cooperation among govern­
ment, business and labor has 
helped make Japan an 
amazingly efficient producer, 
what does it ^ y  about the 
United States. w here 
productivity growth has 
nearly ceased'’

Confrontation rather than 
cooperation, at least of late, 
has been the American style, 
and it has been revealed lime 
after lime in recent years, 
most glaringly between the 
Federal Reserve and the 
While H<Ki>e

Cooperation hasn’t been 
very evident either between 
Congress and the White 
House, management and 
labor, and business and 
government. At least two 
consequences have been 
raging inflation and sparing 
interest

At the Federal Reserve, 
where the lessening of in­
flation is viewed as a battle to 
the end. there long has been a 
feeling that a reduction of 
government spending is a 
n ecess a ry  fo rm  of 
cooperation. It hasn’t come.

Instead, the White House 
repeatedly promised to 
balance the budget, and even 
claimed to have balanced it.

Republicans ever since its 
founding almost a quarter 
century ago — and especially 
in recent years under the 
activist chairmanship of 
Howard .Metzenbaum, D-Ohio 

The subcommittee in­
vestigated mergers and held 
hearings on anti-competitive 
practices Perhaps most 
importantly, it held oversight 
authority over the Justice 
Department and the Federal 
Trade Commission, spurring 
both to vigorous enforcement 
of anit-trust laws 

In the new Senate, the 
subcommittee would have 
fallen into the hands of Sen 
Charles Mathias. R Md , 
unless Thurmond had claimed 
it for himself Conservatives 
and big business do not trust 
.Mathias, who is Judiciary's 
second-ranking Republican 
and perhaps the most liberal 
member of his party 
remaining in the Senate 

To resolve the issue, 
Thurmond had his staff draw 
up a plan to “ streamline" 
Judiciary by eliminating the 
anti-trust panel and assigning 
its responsibilities to the full 
committee .Mathias then 
became chairman of a less 
influential subcommittee on 
criminal law

Of far greater importance is 
the Judiciary subcommittee 
on the Constitution, whose 
chairmanship will pass from 
Indiana's Birch Bayh. one of 
the Senate liberals defeated in 
November, to Utah's Orrin

Uatcji and 
Thurmond are expected to use 
the subcommittee to push for 
constitutional amendments to 
prohibit school busing, 
abortion and deficit spending

above evening some old scores

positions on the Judiciary 
Committee have been con­
trolled by the majority party 
while about 60 have been 
controlled by the minority

In the name of economy, 
Thurmond is seeking a 25 
percent reduction in the 
committee's budget.

Most hearts will skip a beat
By Ljiwrencc L,amb, M.D.

DEAR DR. LAMB — I am a 
67-year-old man. I take Inder- 
al and Hydrodiuril fon higb 
blood pressure. They î med̂ i- 
cines keep my~pressure 
around ISO over 85. My one 
worry is that I notice when I 
am taking my pulse that eve­
ry 60 to 70 beats my heart 
stops beating for a beat or two 
and^en starts beating again. 
My heart is strong and steady 
except for this.

My heart doctor listens but 
never waits to catch the miss. 
The electrocardio^am never 
picks up the missed beat. 
When my heart stops for one 
or two beats, will it cause a 
heart attack in time? I do not 
drink, never smoked and nev­
er use coffee or colas. If vou 
have any information on this,

Elease send it to nne so I will 
e better informed.

DEAR READER -  You 
are doing great. Your blood 
pressure level for your age 
poup is well controlled The 
uideral you are taking also 
helps to prevent heart skips.

Now you think your heart 
stops but that is not likely. 
You probably have a prema­
ture heat that isn’t strong 
enough to pump blood out to 
your wrist so you feel it as a 
skipped beat when it is really 
early. 'Piia is eimlained in 
peater detail in 'The Health 
Letter number 6-12, Heart 
Irregularities, Skipped Beats, 
Tachycardias that I am send­
ing you. Others who want this 
issue can send 75 cents with a 
long, stamped, self-addressed 
envelope for it to me, in care 
of this newspaper, P.O. Box 
1551, Radio City Station, New 
York.

Jha£-.Are-jpiite- common 
and if we were able to record 
continuous- heart beats on 
everyone, .we would find 
almost everyone has some. All 
the astronaut candidates I 
examined with long-term 
monitoring had an occasional 
irrepilarity that they were 
totally unaware of.

Their significance has to be 
juogeu in each particular 
case. In the young healthy 
person, such as the astronauts, 
they may be of little or no 
significance. An increased 
number along with heart pain 
may be a complication of an 
acute heart attack.

The occasional skipped beat 
such as you experience is not

dangerous. They have a habit 
of occurring when you are 
quiet at home and like an 
automobile going to the 
garage, fail to occur when you 
p t  to the doctor’s office. ’I^at 
is not unusual.

I ’m glad to hear that yow 
are following a good program. 
We do know that smoking 
cigarettes, drinking alcohm 
and coffee or tea may aggra­
vate the condition.

'The infrequent early beats 
you now experience probably 
do not require any treatment. 
If they were frequent or real­
ly bothered you, then there ‘ 
are medicines to control 
irregularities. Inderal is one 
of these that works for many 
cases.

But you are also taking 
Hydrodiuril, which can wain 
out potassium as well as sodi­
um. So be sure «M  eat a rq*- 
sonable amount of jresh fruit 
or drink fruit juices every day 
to keep your potassium level 
up. A low potassium level can 
increase toe heart’s tendency 
to have irregularities such as 
you describe.

DEAR DR LAMB -  
Recently I had a mammo­
gram done. Everyone seemed 
to have been so busy that I 
was left in the X-ray room 
after the X-rays were com­
pleted for* about a half hour 
before the doctor came in. Is 
there any danger of my being 
overexposed to harmful rays 
during that time?

DEAR READER -  No. 
The machine doesn’t emit 
additional rays unless it is 
turned on. There will be 
enoiigK residuT rays 
tered in the room to pose any 
problem either.
