Coliseum 
talks take 
new twist
Proposal goes 
back to chamber

An unexpected demand that all 
current coliseum employees be re­
tained has placed the status o f 
Scurry County Coliseum’ s future 
in limbo.

Scurry County commissioners 
and representatives o f the Snyder 
Chamber o f Commerce met this 
morning in anticipation o f finaliz­
ing the agreement whereby the op­
eration o f the county coliseum 
would be assumed by the cham­
ber, effective in 1995.

But instead o f an agreement, 
words such as “ forget the whole 
thing” and “ we need to come to an 
agreement before the whole thing 
is blown out o f the water” were 
heard during the discussion o f the 
contract.

In addition to the personnel 
question, another point o f conten­
tion is whifch group would control 
revenues after they reached a cer­
tain level.

The chamber and commission­
ers court had agreed in principle 
last week to subsidize the cham­
ber’s operation at the coliseum 
with $185,CXX). The commission­
ers had also added to the agree­
ment that all revenues over 
$60,000 be put into a depreciation 
fund to be used as needed to make 
improvements and repairs.

Ihe agreement presented to the 
conunissioners this morning had 
omitted that clause, and that 
prompted County Judge Bob Doo­
little to question why.

“That is not the agreement we 
had last week,” said Doolittle. 
“ What is the motive for leaving 
out that portion o f the contract that 
dealt with funds over $60,000?”

Chamber President Pearlene 
Stewart-Nolan replied that the sti­
pulation on what the chamber 
could do with that money was not 
someiliing the chamber board 
could approve.

“ You want the chamber to run 
the coliseum with less money but 
now you want us to put all money 
over $60,000 in a depreciation 
fuixl?,”  asked the present chamber 
president. “ We feel we need the 
additional funds as an incentive 
for our people to make even more 
money.”

Doolittle said he was not trying 
to “ tie anyone down” in the opera­
tion o f the coliseum but lie felt the 
fund cap was one way the court 
might have accountability over the 
operation

“ No one here fought harder for 
the $185,000 subsidy tlian I did,” 
said Doolittle.

Doolittle also feels strongly that 
the present employees at the coli­
seum should be retained by the 
chamber for at least one year.

“ Where are you in setting sala­
ries out there?” he said. “ If there is 
going to be a reduction in salaries 
out there, then 1 think we should 
deduct an equal amount from the 
$185,000.”

Doolittle added it was not un­
reasonable for Itim to fight for the 
jobs o f the people who are pre-

Clinton signs GATT legislation
W ASH ING TO N (A P ) —  Pres­

ident Clinton signed legislation 
today that authorizes the United 
States to Join with 123 other na­
tions in the most sweeping trade 
agreement in history, declaring 
that “ America can lead in the 21st 
century”

C l i n t o n  s a i d  t h a t  t he  
22,000-page agreement that cuts 
global tariffs by 38 percent and 
knocks down other barriers to 
trade was a victory for American

workers because it would expand 
markets for U.S. products and 
services.

The president signed the imple­
menting legislation in the ornate 
hall o f the Organization o f Ameri­
can States. Clinton was flanked 
by members o f his administration 
and outgoing House Speaker Tom 
F o ley  and Senate Republican 
Leader Bob Dole, whose support 
was crucial in the final days in 
winning congressional passage.

Clinton’ s signature means that 
almost 40 countries have now ap­
proved the agreement and another 
40 are expected to do so before 
the end o f  this year. The G A T T  
accord is scheduled to go into e f­
fect on Jan. 1.

The House and Senate passed 
the legislation by lopsided mar­
gins in a rare lame-duck session 
o f Congress that had been forced 
on the administration by oppo­
nents who fought up to the end

against the pact, warning that the 
W T O  represented an unprece­
dented infringement on American 
sovereignty.

Opponents also charged that 
the (3ATT would make American 
workers more vulnerable to low- 
wage workers in other countries.

Clinton sought to address these 
m iddle-class anxieties, which 
polls showed played a major role 
in the huge losses Democrats suf­
fered in the November elections

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Sunset Advisory Commission 
proposes retirement changes

AUSTIN  (A P ) —  A  critical 
state rqxMt says t ^  while the $38 
billion Teacher Retirement Bind 
is in good standing, the admi­
nistration and investment prac­
tices o f the Teadier Retirement 
System need improvement.

The TRS would be dramatically 
overhauled under proposals in­
cluded in a 100-page review by the 
Texas Sunset Advisory Commis­
sion released Wednesday.

“ The ftind is in real good 
shape,”  said John P. Moore, di­
rector o f  the Sunset Advisory 
Commission.

“ But the baby boomers are re­
tiring, the fund’s investments are 
down —  they are going to have 
more money going out than com­
ing in this year for the first time. 
This is an agency at a turning point 
and needs to be carefully  
watched.”  Mo<xe said.

Wayne Blevins, TRS executive 
director, said it would be “ inap­
propriate and premature at t l^  
time to make a comment until we
have had a chance to discuss the 
fepoct with our board o f tnistecs.j’"' 

TRS administrators have been
criticized reoendy by L t  Gov. Bob 
Bullock, who con^ilained that

f ^ t y  investment practices by the 
agency had prompted investiga­
tions by the state attorney gen­
eral’s office and the Travis County 
distria attorney’s office.

Officials in the Travis County 
district attorney’s office say their 
investigation is ongoing. A  1993 
repem by the attorney general re­
vealed tiiat some real estate invest­
ments made by the system in the 
1980s may nave involved con­
flicts of interest

The TRS is trying to recover 
fiom nearly $500 million in real 
estate losses.

Legislators requested that the 
Sunset Advisory Commission 
scrutinize the TRS last year.

The commission’s recommen­
dations to the Legislature include 
using available funds to help the 
poorest retired teachers, placing 
the TRS under legislative over­
sight and increasing the business 
experience on the agency’s nine- 
member board o f trustees.

“ Fund performance should be 
mpr^.closely evaluated and moni­
tored .to address concerns raised 
by the legislative leaders, the at­
torney general and district attor­
ney.”  the report said.

The rqxxt says there is suffi­

cient capital within the Teacher 
Retirement Fund to offer the sys­
tem’s 76,(XX) retirees the largest 
benefit iiKaease in the system’s 
history.

By increasing the minimum re­
tirement payment for present reti­
rees from $6.50 to $34 per month 
for each year o f service, more than 
6,000 retirees would be lifted 
above the poverty line and in­
creases would be provided for 
33,(XX) retirees, the report said.

“ O f the system’s 16.000 reti­
rees who retired at normal retire­
ment age and service, 35.CXX) re­
ceive monthly benefits o f $1,000 
w  less,”  the report said.

“ The average monthly pension 
of career teachers who Retired in 
1960 is $578 —  slightly below the 
poverty line,’ ’ the report said.

Because the TRS pays its bene­
fits and expenses directly out of 
the Teacher Retirement Fund, it 
doesn’t rely on money appro­
priated by the state and conse­
quently isn’t subject to legislative

But, he said: “ The way it turned 
out in my opinion is the best o f all 
worlds. I still am fourth ranking on 
agriculture and will be very en­
gaged in the farm bill.’ ’

Combest plans to take the intel- 
Mgetkx eohimiftee in' a difterem 
direction from departing’chairman 
Dan GUckman, D-Kan. ’We'con­
tends Democrats have approached 
their job by looking at how much 
money is available and then div­
vying it up among the different in­
telligence agencies.

Under new management. Com­
best said, the committee’s func­
tion will be to map out the nation’s
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intelligence needs for the next 20 
years and then work to ftmd those 
objectives.

“ That doesn’t mean its a blank 
check out there,”  Combest said. 
But with the nation’s military im­
mersed in a post-Cold W ar down­
sizing, the burdens on intelligence 
increase, l̂ p said.

C!ombest issued a vigorous de­
fense o f C IA  Director James 
Woolsey, who has been rtunored 
as a casualty in a long-planned 
Clinton administration shakeup. 
Woolsey’s agency has been in tur­
moil since the arrest last February 
o f C IA  employee and Soviet mole 
Aldrich Ames.

Combest and GUckman last 
month criticized the C IA  for pay­
ing too Uttle attention to intelU- 
gence losses later traced to Antes.

“ Whan an aphid is flying along

university. “ If they see a reflec-

ducing yield and causing de- 
— formed, discolored, unmarketable 
^vegetables. Peppers and melons

Aluminum foil also would work 
but is too expensive in commercial 
operations.

4: In a related storv. Michael J. 
^Costello and Miguel A. Altieri de-

scribed how they used a living 
mulch o f low-growing grasses and 
legumes as an alternative to pesti­
cides in suppressing aphids in 
broccoli fields.

They found such a mulch does 
not reduce crop yields if  properly 
maintained and that low er- 
intensity light reflected from broc­
coli grown with a living mulch is 
less attractive to tqphids.

“ In addition to rq>lacing pesti­
cides, living mulches smother 
weed growth, protect the soil from 
wind and water erosion, enhance 
soil fertility and structure, and r ^  
duce soil compaction from heavy 
equipm ent.”  they reported. 
‘ ‘They can play a role in conven-

tional as w e ll as organic  
agriculture.”

Altieri is an associate professor 
at the University o f Califbmia- 
Berkeley, and (Tostello is a post­
doctoral researcher there.

They said lack o f qiedalized 
equipmem is the main limitation 
to commercial application o f liv­
ing mulches at this time. Their ex­
periments were conducted at the 
Rural Development Center in the 
Salinas Valley.

State Attorney General Jeffrey 
Pine says the court gets violent 
crimiiuds off the street quicker.

Clinton business partner told 
he ’ s focus of investigations

W ASH IN G TO N  (A P ) —  Q os- 
ing in on another longtime associ­
ate o f  President C linton .  
Whitewater prosecutors are no­
tifying the first family’s former 
business partner that he’s likely to 
be indicred.

James McDougal, the ex-owner 
of the collapsed S& L  at the center 
of the Whitewater investigation, 
got a written invitation to undergo 
questioning by prosecutors and 
FBI agents.

The three-paragr^)h note also 
warned McEÑougal that he’s the 
focus o f “ numerous investiga­
tions”  by the prosecutors, said 
Little Rock, Ark., attorney Safb 
Heuer, >vho characterized it as a 
“ target letter.”

According to the U.S. attor- 
.ney’s manual, a target is someone 
who js likely to be indicted.

H^uer said Wednesday he 
doesn’t think his client will agree 
to at interrogation in view o f his 
“ t^get”  status.

The prosecutor’s letter arrived 
Tuesday, the same day another 
longtime Clinton friend, former 
Associate Attorney General W eb­
ster Hubbell, pleaded guilty to a 
pair o f felonies in the Whitewater 
affair.

Unlike the unblemished career 
o f Hubbell, McDougal has been 
down this road before, having 
been indicted four years ago for

bank fraud in the $65 million fai­
lure o f Madison Guaranty Savings 
and Loan. He was acquitted.

“ It’s the same song, second 
verse,”  Heuer said o f the letter.

But this time there’s a differ­
ence: The finances of President 
Clinton and his wife. Hillary, are 
the center o f attention.

McDougal’s ties to the presi­
dent and first lady are one o f the 
cornerstones o f the investigation 
by Whitewater prosecutor Ken­
neth Starr.

Hubbell. admitting to mail 
fraud and tax evasion, avoided in­
dictment by promising full coop­
eration in Starr’s investigation of 
the Clintons.

With Hubbell. Whitewater pro­
secutors want to explore whether 
there was any political interfer­
ence by the Clinton administration 
during the early Whitewater 
investigations.

Hubbell also could be used to 
explore Qinton’s ties to Madison 
Guaranty.

Whitewater investigators now 
have two important cooperating 
witnesses besides Hubbell.

Former municipal judge David 
Hale —  who lent money to a com­
pany owned by Arkansas Gov. 
Jim Guy Tucker —  has been pro­
viding information to Whitewater 
prosecutors since March.

And a businessman, Robert Pal­
mer, pleaded guilty Monday to 
conspiracy, and promised to pro­
vide information about his work 
for Madison Guaranty, where he 
provided appraisals for loans 
worth $2 million to companies 
owned by Tucker and Hale.

P ro secu to rs  d id n ’ t tell  
McDougal what questions they 
want to ask him and Heuer de­
clined to speculate what areas 
they’re interested in exploring.

But the target “ letter starts a 
process that leads generally ... to 
indictment,’ ’ said Heuer, who 
doesn’t think the Clintons’ former 
Whitewater partner will plead 
guilty as Hubbell did.

“ Jim’s living in a trailer and he 
has serious medical problems; I 
just don’t see it,’ ’ Heuer said when 
asked about a guilty^ plea. 
McDougal has a blocked tutery in 
one o f his legs, a medical condi­
tion so serious that Heuer plans to 
notify prosecutors o f it shortly.

Starr is investigating tiie fi­
nances o f  the Clintons and 
whether they benefited from M a­
dison Guaranty, a McDougal- 
owned S& L  in Arkansas.

The Clintons and McDougal 
and his former wife, Susan, were 
owners o f Whitewater Develop­
ment Corp., a real estate venture in 
the Ozarks that had its checking 
account at Madison Guaranty.

Others released written 
statements.

The 28 organizations represent 
blacks, women. Híspanles, reg­
ions o f the counby, states and 
other special interests —  virtually 
all controlled by Democrats ex­
cept organizations such as the Re­
publican Study Committee, a re­
search group. The Democratic 
Study Group, also a research orga-

nization. would lose its taxpayer 
funding, too.

“ This is a backlash against the 
increasing power o f blacks. His- 
panics, Asians and women in Con­
gress,”  charged Mfume, D-Md., 
who said Black Caucus members 
would be like “ 41 pit bulls’’ op­
posing the Republicans. Actually,
only 39 are Democrats; Watts and 
Rep. Gary Franks o f Connecticut 
are the Republicans.

Republicans retorted with a 
message like the one given by 
Rep. Jennifer Dunn o f Washing­
ton: “ Get over it. Democrats. W e  
are in a position to carry out the re­
forms we promised.”

While Republicans said they 
expected the move to save money 
by eliminating 96 staff members 
o f the so-called legislative service 
organizations. Democrats said not 
a dime would be saved.

House members supporting one 
o f the organizations pay their 
share by taking money from their 
office accounts —  perhaps giving 
up a staff position or a new 
computer.

Democrats argued that the GO P  
plan would only encourage law- 
ihakers to restore the funds to their 
persotud office accounts.

The question o f real savings 
will be decided when Congress

decides how much House offices 
can spend. I f  the office budgets are 
cut. it may not be possible to 
simply transfer the money.

Rep. Jose E. Serrano, D -N.Y ., 
chairman o f the Congressional 
Hispanic Caucus, said the G O P  
decision was really aimed at his 
group and the Black Caucus.

But no sooner did the news con­
ference by Serrano and Mfume 
end, than leaders o f  the Democra­
tic Study Group complained-just 
as bitterly.

Rep. David Obey, D-Wis., said 
the Republicans are trying to “ de­
stroy the ability o f individual 
members o f the House’ ’ to receive 
information about legislation.

Rep. Pat Roberts, R-Kan., who 
has worked for years to deprive 
the service organizations o f public 
funding, said the groups can 
switch to the category o f “ con- 
g r e s s i o n a l  m e m b e r  
organizations.”

These are organizations o f law­
makers who represent similar spe­
cial interests, such as rural health 
care, but they receive no public 
ftinrb. must abide by ethics tulee 
and use members’ staffers for spe­
cific projects.

T U X T LA  GUTIERREZ. Mex­
ico (A P ) —  Amid threats o f  re­
newed insurrection and charges o f  
vote fraud, the ruling party’s can­
didate was sworn in tciday as gov­
ernor o f troubled Chiapas state.

“ I vow to take upon the duties 
o f the constitution.”  Eduado Ro­
bledo Rincon said to loud ap­
plause at the National Theater, 
Triiete President Ernesto Zedillo 
and 200 lawmakers attended the 
ceremony.

The inauguration posed the first 
crisis for the week-old govern­
ment o f Zedillo, who has pledged 
to reform the political system. Ze­
dillo’s Institutional Revolutionary 
Party has governed Mexico for 65 
years.

Zedillo gave Robledo a bear 
hug after the oath in the modem 
steel and glass theater. Security 
concerns led officials to move the 
ceremony there, several blocks 
from the statehouse where a crowd 
o f Indian and peasant protesters 
swelled to 3,(X)0 this morning.

Hundreds o f  gray-uniformed 
riot police surrounded the protes­
ters. About 100 camouflaged sol­
diers stood guard alongside an ar­
mored personnel carrier.

Opponents had vowed to block 
Robledo’s inauguration by force, 
but there was no immediate 
violence.

Indian rebels and the leftist op­
position accuse Robledo o f win­
ning the Aug. 21 elections through 
fraud and say Amado Avendano 
Figueroa o f the Democratic Revo­
lutionary Party is the legitimate 
winner.

Official results gave Robledo 
51 percent o f the vote to 34 per­
cent for Avendano. Independent 
observers noted voting irregulari- 
ties but said they doubted they 
were sufficient to affect the final 
result.

The Zapatista National Libera­
tion Army rebelled Jan. 1 to press 
for better living conditions for In­
dian peasants in Chiapas. Mex­
ico’s powest state. At least 145 
pepB ^w f^k illed  in fighting with 
the army before the government 
called a cease-fire 12 days later.

Mexico has avoided the civil 
wars that have plagued its Central 
American neighbors, and the gov­
ernment is eager to continue that 
stability. Knuckling under to the 
demands o f the Zapatistas and re-

piacing Robledo with Aveikdano 
w o u ld  set an un w e lcom e  
precedent.

Zapatista leader Subcoman- 
damc Marcos has said he would 
void the government cease-fire if  
Robledo was sworn in.

He did not directly say the re­
bels would take up arms again, but 
added if  violence resumed it “ will 
be on a national level.”

Robledo said he would step 
aside i f  the 21apatistas turned in 
their weapons.

Earlier this week, Zedillo  
addressed at least one rebel de­
mand, sending a proposal to Con­
gress to overhaul M ex ico ’s 
troubled justice systeiiL Rebels 
have complained that courts and 
police in Chapas favor wealthy 
landowners over peasants.

Kurd politicians 
sentenced today

A N K A R A . TXirkey (A P ) —  A  
court today sentenced eight Kurd­
ish politicians to prison terms 
ranging from 31/2 to IS years on 
charges o f aiding armed gangs, 
but it dropped ttie mote serious 
charge o f treason.

The right were convicted o f  
aiding Kurdish guerrillas who 
have been fighting for autonomy 
in southeast Ttirkey for 10 years. 
The violence has claimed more 
than 13XX10 lives.

The 4-month-long trial has 
drawn protests from U.S. and 
European officials, who have de­
picted it as an attempt to stifle free 
speech. TVirkey has long been cri­
ticized for human rights abuses 
stemming from its campaign 
against Kurdish separatists.

Yusuf Alatas, a spedeesman for 
200 lawyers r^xesenting the de­
fendants, said they would appeal 
the verdict.

“ However, we no longer have 
trust in Turkish justice,”  he said.

Amarillo man’s shooting rampage 
made it one o f die bloodiest days 
in the city’s history. Potter (Zouitty 
Sheriff Jimmy lion Boydston 
says.

Roy Hsher, 46, a 
man Ibr ASARCO, went to his 
mother-in-law’s house aboitt 5 
p.m. W ednesday and shot his yAfe 
and brother-in-law then drove to 
another residenoe, where he shot 
to deadi a co-worker as he hung 
Christmas lights, authorities said.

Widiin an hour o f those shoot­
ings, Fisher was himself dwt to 
death in a roadside diootout with 
ofBcers.

Early Wednesday, in a sqiarate 
incident, another Amarillo man 
was shot to death.

” It’s been a long time since 
we’ve had a day like today. I was 
the initial director o f the Special 
Crimes Unit, and I don’t recaU 
during the time I was there ever 
going through anything like that,”  
Boydston said.

Amarillo Police Sgt Gerald 
Bailey said he had never seen a 
bloodier day in his 26 years on the 
force. ‘ ‘Not in my career, I don’t 
think,”  he said.

Gwen Fisher, 47, was reported 
in critical condition early today at 
Northwest Texas Hospital, where

she underwent surgery for a gun­
shot wound to the chin.

Her brother, L.B. Scott, also 47, 
died at S t Anthony’s Hoqiital 
from multiple gunshot wounds to 
the upper left chest.

Both Scott and his sister were 
shot with a high-caliber rifle. Jus­
tice o f the Peace Jim Tipton said.

Robert C. Jenkins, 53, who 
worked with Hsher at ASAR CO  
in Anuuillo, was found dead at his 
residence, also from wounds in­
flicted b y 'a  rifle.

Authorities said the motive for 
Fisher’s rampage was unclear.

Shortly before S p.m. Wednes­
day, police dispatchers reported 
receiving several 911 calls about a 
shooting at the residence o f  
Hsher’s modier-in-law.

Several other people at the resi­
dence were uninjured, officers 
said. An alert was issued for 
Hsher, who witnesses said left foe 
area in a black Chevrolet Silver­
ado pickup truck.

A  short time later, dispatchers 
received numerous 911 calls con­
cerning a shooting at another 
residence.

Jenkins’ body was discovered 
in his garage. He had been shot 
v ^ le  in the process o f  decorating 
his house with Christmas lights.

Grand ju ry  subpoenas 5 O C  officials
O D ESSA (A P ) —  An Ector 

County grand jury has subpoenaed 
at least five O d e ^  (College offi­
cials to testify about the college’s 
investment problems.

The subpoenas were issued 
only days after the state autfitor’s 
office released a report showing 
that die school violated state law, 
specifically the Texas Public 
Funds Investment Act, by failing 
to exercise proper oversight o f  in­
vestments m a ^  by former Vice 
President o f Business Affairs Ro­
ger (^ m e r .

Coomer invested the school’s 
entire $22 million portfolio in two 
types o f  high-risk mongage- 
backed derivatives known as “ in­
verse floaters”  and “ principal 
only strips,”  according to the re­
port. Both instruments increase in 
value when interest rates are fall­
ing and decrease when ttiey rise, as 
they have since the first o f the 
year. The report concluded that 
the portfedio lost about SO percent 
of its value as a result o f the 
investments.

Board o f tnistsss-members Bill 
Saunders^ Joe Zant and Jim Gilli­
land have confirmed they were 
called to testify.

Incoming House Speaker Newt 
Gingrich. R-Ga.. says he wants to 
eliminate federal binding for the 
Corporation for Public Broadcast­
ing. whose coffers have been 
shielded by Dennocrats for years.

As a key keeper o f the C PB ’s 
purse. Sen. Larry Pressler, R-S.D.. 
i^ienming chairman o f the Senate 
Commerce Committee, also is in­
terested in eliminating some of 
CPB’s funding, he said in a tele­
phone iiuerview Wednesday.

But Pressler said he’d like to 
preserve some financial support to 
sustain existing children’s prog­
rams and to create new ones.

Senate Republican Leader Bob 
Dole o f Kansas said; *‘I haven’t 
made any judgment, but we’D 
carefully review federal fotiding 
of public broadcasting when it 
comes up for reauthorization next 
year.”

All federal funding for public 
broadcasting goes to CPB, which 
doles it out. using complex formu­
las. to public stations and groups, 
including the Public Broadcasting 
Service and National Public 
Radio.
